At asub-
vequent mpeting, Juss 14th, the subject was
again introduced, when Dr. Steane presented a
memorial which he had prepared to the King of
Sweden, which having been considered, it was
maved by the Rev. Dr. Buating, seconded by
Admiral Ilsrcourt, and resolved unanimously —
“ That the memovial to the King ot Sweden, on
the subject of the sentence o banishment passed
on Fredrik Olaus Nilsson, now read, be adopt-
ed and transmitted forthwith throush his Excel-
lency the Swedish Ambassalor, and that a copy
of the same be forwaided to the Right Hon.Vis-
oount Palmerston.”

UwRoLLING or 4 Mumumy.—On monday, the
interesting process of unroliing s mummy was ex-
hibited at the residence of Lon:eshorsugh, Landan,
in the presence of about sixty of his Lordship's pri-
vate friends, Previous to the operation an expla-
nation wae given by Mr. Birch, of the British Mu-
seum, of the history of embalment and the art of
preparing mummies. Mr. Birch stated that from

the iascription on the outer case (which was in a
heautiful state of preservation, the colours being
wonderfully fresh and vivid) he considered the pre-
eent mummy to be of the sesond class, though a
priestess of Isis, as be inferred fromn the label,
»» Ancheehesi, * she who lives by Lsis, and of the
sgeofabout 700 B. C. These conjectures were ful-
ly coufirmed en the unrolling, which discloved an
wausuel quantily of papyrus, bearing a profusion
of the hierstic, or current hand, hieroglyphic cha-
racters, descriptive of the profession of the deceas-
ed, whkese ritual it constitd’ed, and innumerable
embleme snd devices symbolical . of the attributes
of bor worship. This unwonted amount of papyrus
sad writing upon it rendered the specimen of ex-
treme interest in the estimation of those qualified
tadecipher the characters: but Dr. Granville—~who
sthile the. marolling was being procesded with,

some valuable iltustrations of the chemical and
mechanical details of mummyv making, said that the
priestess had evidently suffered from the want of
Judicioms governmactal conirol over the Egpytian
