The preaching
of Christ and Him crucified had been car-
ried thitber by the Apostle Paul and a few
of his companions. {n the midst of the
people signs and wonders were wrought and
many of them, receiving the glad tidings of
the gospel with simplicity and godly sin-
cerity, openly renounced their errors and
professed their faith in the Lord Jesus.—g¢
Among these there were some who had fol-
lowed the impious practices of sorcery from
the frauds and impostures of which they
derived great gain, and who, bringing their
books of curious arts and devices to the
valge of fifty thousand pieces of silver gath-
ered them in heaps and burned them before
all men as a proof of their sincerity in “ re-
nouncing the hidden works of darkness.” It
bappened, however, as is usual in such cases,
that the suceess of the truth increased the
opposition of the enemies of the cross, and es-
pecially of a certain class interested in the
maiantenancs of the idolatrous customs of the
people who, seeing their craft in danger
raised no small stir aboat the way and the
sect everywhere spoken against. Ooe of
these name¢ Demetrius, much employed as
& silversmiili in making silver shrines or
images of the goddess Diana, called toge-
the other workmen, who, like himself, re-
ceived a large part of their business from
the temple, aad spoke thus unto them:—

ing that they are no gods which arec made
with bands, so that not only this cur employ-
ment is in danger to be set at nought, but
also that the temple of the great goddess
Diana shquld be despised and her magnifi-
cence should be destroyed, whom all Asia
and the world worshippeth.” This fair
speech produced the desired effect and was
answered by a defiant shout of “ Great is
Diana of the Ephesians!” Demetrius and
his associates filled with wrath and hatred
stirred up the people wherever they went
and the whole city was soon in a state of
uproar and commotion. In the midst of the
tumalt two of the christians belonging to
the party of Paul were found in the street
by the infuriated mob and dragged with for-
cible violence into the neighbouring theatre,
where, when one of them named Alexande-
stood up to speak mn his own and his bre-
thren's defence he was discovered to be a
Jew, at which the frenzy of the rabble rose
to the highest pitch, and, refusing to listen
to any thicg that he bad to say, they con-
tinued for about the space of two hours to
shout at the top of their voices, “ Great is
Diana of the Ephesians | Great is Diana of
the Ephesians! Eighteen hundred years
have passed since these events occurred.—
How many and how marvellous are the
changes which the world has witnessed in
the interval! and yet we cannot bat be
struck with the saddening thought that great
as the progress may have been in some res-
octs, in others the world would seem to
ave stood still all the time. After all those
gospel ages, scenes and circumstances but
little different from what we have described
are at certain periodical seasoas of regular
occurrence in other cities of Asia, und a
stranger looking for the first time on the
popular demonstrations of heathenism in the
present day feels as if he had only :lept for
a night since the disturbance at Epbesus,
and as if the original cry still sounded in
bis ears while he listens to the songs of
praise and the shouts of adulation that are
raised in honour of some other idol. The
city is different, for, alas! what and where
is ancient Ephesus now? The name of the
deity is altered, for ages ago the “ Great
Diana ” crumbled into dust. Tbe people
are not the same for one generation cometh
and another goeth, and that generation is
ﬁone into the distant past. There is still,
owever, the magnificent temple, the silver
sbrines, the costly offeringwand in substance
and in spirit the same acclamation * Great
is Diana of the Ephesians I” How is this to
be accounted for ? Why in such matters do
all things contioue as they were from the
beginning ? There is only one way of ex-
plaining the mystery. Human nature is
unchanged. “The heart is still deceitful
above all things and desperately wicked.”—
In buman knowledze men may profit by all
that their fathers have discovered as well as
by their own researches. The people living
now have better opportunities for acquiring
human wisdom than their ancestors possess-
ed, but no increase of learning or of skill of
any kind can possibly improve the condition
of the heart. Man bas corrupted his way
upon the earth and the whole race is a seed
of evil doers, a people laden with iniquity,
a depraved and fallen family hating God
and following after idols. Such were a few
of the painfal reflections tbat occupied my
mind on a recent occasion when witne sing
some of the annually recurring festival
celebrations in honour of the monstrous idol
of which you have all heard—the great god
Juggernanth. The name of this famous
deity signifies in the language of the Hin-
doos “ Lord of the Universe,” Jugger wean-
ing world or universe, and naugth bear-
ing+the sense of master. As it is believed
that Juggernauth is omnipresent end ex-
ercises power and dominion everywhere
his image is moltiplied in endless num-
bers and enshrined in many temples,
where maltitudes of ministering priests
are ever in attendance; where countless
hosts of willing worshippers present their
gifts—frequently of great munificence—and
whence on certain occasions the idols are
brought out, placed on stately cars and pub-
licly paraded. At such festival times the
favourite image—sometimes made of gold,
gometimes of silver, often wronght in wood
by the skilfal carving of the artificer—is
raised upon a throne on the upper part of the
sacred car which is dragged about from
place to place by the deladed and abject
people, whose shouts of exultation are
but the echoes of the ancient cry * Great is
Diana of the Ephesians!” Until lately it
was a common practice for devotees to cast
themselves before the wheels of the rolling
| chariot, esteeming death by such means a
sure and meritorious atonement for the sin
of their soul. Government bas forbidden
such self-sacrifices now, but cannot prevent
the loss of life that frepuently follows the
obscrvance of the usual ceremonies from the
crushing and crowding of the dense masses
of the Hindoos who invariably muster there,
many of them pilgrims coming from great
distances to be present at the hallowed or
ihe horrid spectacle. It is also considered
an acceptable service on the part of persons
of sufficient wealth to maintain at their own
cost & private establishment for “ household
gods,” on whose decorations and in whose
honor neither art nor outlay is spared, the
piety of the household being judged of by
the liberality of the provision made for the
dignity and splendour of the family deity
under whose special care and protection they
believe themselves privileged to live. In'the
fabulous domestic history of Juggernauth
there are varions incidents of a whimsical
nature out of which arise the. scenes and
ceremonies that are continued year by year.
For instance it is said bhe once had a quar-
rel with his wife Kutchme, and that the
contention was carried so far and grew so
fierce as to cause him to leave her, but that
after an absence of a week a reconciliation
was sought and he returned again to his
home. From these silly and trifling circum-
stances two of the great annual celebrations
have originated. The first of these the Ruth
Jattra, or the going out, commemorative of
Juggernaut's leaving his wife was beld last
on the 4th July. The second known as the
Ooltah Ruth, or the returning, referring to
his coming back took place eight days later.
At the former time a silver car, richly em-
bellished and baving a throne of the same
precious metal on which a golden image of
the god was set up, was drawn out and para-

ded the streets with much pomp and appar-
ent enthusissm. This imposing pageant

was in connection with a private temple be-
longing to a wealtby Hindoo widow named
Sreemautty Rausmony Dossce who took
great pains to make herself distinguished by
the expensive and ostentatious honours and
gifts she offered to ber idol. Accompanied

way when we observed in the distance the
glaring light of the torches—a prominent
feature in all eastern processions by night.
As the lights came nearer they di.played a
vast moving concourse of people surrounding
the car, which with its throne and idol form

ed the object of attraction. The costly and
briliant structure elevated on a massive
wooden platform seemed less stupendous
than elegant. On a close and careful exam-
ination we saw no reason to doubt the truth
of our information that it was of European
manufacture. In shape it is something like a
pyramid, bat it is divided into several storeys,
pillars of silver supporting tier above tier as
they rise in tapering gradations. In the
centre of the highest fioor a throne of bright
and shining metal of the same precious kind
as. the car is sat, and on this emblem of
royal state a miniature figure of Juggernauth
in purest gold is seated. “ Eyes has he but
he sees not ; ears bas he but he hears not;
feet but he walks not ; hands but he handles
not,” yet this senscless, soulless, lifeless piece
of is gold worshipped and deified as the Lord
of the universe!” Alas! alas! how has the
gold become dim and the fine gold changed !
Truly “the Lord made man upright bat
they have sought out many inventions.” The
value of the car on whose mimic and motion-
less horses and charioteer in front, as well
as on the glittering throne and its passive
occupant, considerable ingenuity and skill
had been expended was, we were informed
no less a sum than 30,000 rupees—or up-
wards of £3,000 sterling. Having scruti-
nised the principal point of interest we turn-
ed our attention to the people in attendance.
lno the front of the procession an instrumen-
tal band,chiefly comppsed of Portuguese mu-
sicians hired for the service, peformed so
vigorously as to give the highest pleasure to
those in the procession, who mistook noise
for music, and deafening, jarring, discordant
sounds for sweetesy and most perfect harmo-
ny. Closely following the band came a large

body of Brahmins or priests, who as they
marched proudly along chaunted loudly and

together the praises of the deaf and dumb
idol, rehearsing in the highly poetic strains
of oriental imagery the mighty deeds, the
many virtues and the m.atchless might of
the great and famous Juggernauth—the
Lord of the universe. Immediately behind
the Brabmins the Car was dragged along
by as numerous a crowd of volunteers as
could cluster round and cling to two long
and beavy ropes attached to it, and who en-
dared the yoke of their bondage with every

token of not merely passive submission, but
of active and actual delight. Such is the
enslaving and perverting power of idolatry

over the mind and heart. The spectacle to
an enlightened heart and conscience was
sad and humiliating in the extreme, recall-

ing the terrible denunciation—* Ephraim is
Jjoined to his ido!s, let him alone.” “Having
seen enough of the torch-lit procession and
its accompaniments outside, we walked on

before to the destination. On entering the
porch, in which sat @ number of the men in
charge of the premises, we noticed that the
bouse corresponded with the incidental des-
criptions of eastern bouses given in the
Bible. Beyond the porch there was a large
open square, round the sides of which the
buildings were ranged, and having a contin-
uous gallery or roof resting on pillars, over-
looking the centre court and enabling us
under cover, and yet exposed to the interior,
to walk round the entire area. Over the
square a temporary roof or covering can be
thrown if required, o as to form a spacious
and lofty hall. Whils we were examining
the arrangements, external and interna’, as
far as they were open fo inspection, the
shouts and jubiiant sounds that reached our
ears from the street, aanoanced the pear ap-
proach of the * household god.” In a short
time the idol was taken from the car and
brought up to the domestic temple—an
apartment consecrated to its service—and
there enshrined with every circumstance of
reverence and adoration. The chamber so
set apart was regarded as sacred, and we,
bearing the hated name of Christians, were
consequently kept at a distance from the
sanctuary, where our presence would bave
been considered a pollution and g profanity.
Free and unrestricted access to every other
part of the house, except the Zenana, or
women’s appartment, was not only permitted
by all, but encouraged. It was otherwise
here however, fcr any attempt to obtain a
closer view was quickly and strictly repuls-
ed. While the installation of the image
was going on up stairs, masses of the peo-
ple were gathering in the open space below,
which was speedily filled to overflowing by
multitudes eager to participate in the con-
cluding ceremonies of the day. In the centre
of the square u small portion of the ground
was covered in by an awning or temporary
roof, the sides being left open to view.—
Under this canopy the Brahmins were col-
lected togeher and almost literally answer-
ed the desciption of the scene of the time
of Nebuchadnezzer, when at the sound of
the * cornet, flate, harp, sackbut, psaltery
and all kinds of music the people fell down
and worshipped the golden image which the
King had set up.” Amidst the minglinz of
barsh and grating noises from vocal and in-
strumental performers, the Brahmins com-
menced a sort of dance, with every form of
grimace and gesticalation, swaying their
arms and tossing their heads as they am-
bled about and changed their position from
side to side. At first their movements were
slow and measured, but gradually, as the
music quickened in tune, the motions of the
dancing devotees became more violent and
rapid, and their vociferations louder and
fiercer, until they reached a pitch of deafen-
ing din and impassioned phrenzy, their bo-
dies twisting and whirling aboat with cor-
responding velocity and rimbleness, and in
sach an extraordinary manoer as to sufgest
the idea tbat the Spirit of God testified
against such scenes Whet be declared by
the pen of the inspired Apostle “bodily
exércise profiteth nothing.” Soon the symp-
toms of reaction appeared. Such wild and
extravagant excitement could not long be
kept up, 80, like children tired with play, the
chief actors in the scene relaxed their exerti-
ons,and their enthusiasm subsided. Suddenly
the music ceased, and the madness of their

mirth was at an end. #ffhere was still one

* Religions Intelligence.

Sepultare of Americans in Ro-
man Catholic Couantries.

Mr, James O. Patnam, who is travelling
in Southern Europe, furnishes in a letter to
the Buffalo Commercial Advertiser some in-
teresting facts relative to the sepulture of
our countrymen who happen to die in Spain.
He found a beautiful cemetery in the out-
skirts of the city of Malaga, belonging to
English Protestants. Situated on a blaff
overlooking the Mediterranean, it is well
laid out, carefully kept, and altogether a
most lovely spot. With the exception of
one at Cn&yis and another just obtained from
the reluctant anthorities at Madrid, it is the
only place in Spain where a * heretic” can
receive decent burial. It was founded by
the persevering exertions of the late Mr
Mark, long the Eaglish Consul at Malaga,
~-ho never gave over his importunities tili
his most Catbolic Majesty gave assent to
the grant of land for that object. . Prior to
that time sll Protestants, of whatever nation
or condition of life, were buried by night,
between high and low water, on the sea-
beach. They had about the same rites and
offices as are given to dogs and beasts of
prey. The English government aided the
liberality of its own subjects resident in
Malsga to purchase the plot of ground con-
stituting the cemetery in qaestion, and Bri-
tish couriesy has accorded to citizens of the
United States the privilege of interring their
dead within it enclosure. Mr. Putnam saw
there the graves of two youthful New
Yorkers, a son of Judge Clark, and a son
of the late Jonatban I. Coddington. Our
own government has steadily refused to
make any appropriation, bowever small, for
the purpose of securing burial places for
Americans dying in Roman Catholic coun-
tries. During the vintage season there are
often as many as thirty of our vessels, with
three bundred sailors, in the harbor of
Malaga, and no season passes without more
or less mortality among them. Our Consul
at Cadiz informed Mr. Patnam that during
the three years of his official term he had
buried on the sea beach nqless than thir-
teen American citizens, whom  disease or
shipwreck had thrown dead upon his bands.
—N. Y. Spectator.

The Bishop of Victoria in the
Interior of China.

The following interesting details are from
the North China Herald, Dec. 18:

The Bishop of Vic'oriaarrived at Shang-
hae on the 12th inst. from Ningpo, which
city be left thirteen days previously and
proceeded by the overland route by way of
Hang-chow to the place. Wishing to avoid
—tor the sake of a member of his family
who was only recently recovering from ill-
ness—the passage by sea, often rendered
unpleasant and tedious by the strong con-
trary winds which prevail at this season,
his Lordskip made through a friend an in-
formal application to the local Chinése au-
thorities at Ningpo in tbe pending absence
of passport regulations under the new sys-
tem of entrance into the interior. Having
ascertained that the proposed (rip would not
be viewed unfavourably by the native au-
thorities, the Bishop set out with his family,
accompanied by the Rev. W. A. Rassell,
by way of the cities of Yuyao, Shaou-hing,
and Seaou-san, meeting everywhere a friend-
ly reception from the people, and arrived on
the fifth day at the provincial capital of Hang-
chow.

* Here they were detained through the
difficaltylof procuringsboats, all the available
pative vessels adapted to the waters of the
canals being taken up by the Provincial
Government for the purpose of sending
large bodies of military levies to the Yang-
tze-Keang. The poeple in the city were
well-bebaved, and manifested a favourable
disposition towards foreigners. Their curi-

The_journey from Hang-chow (at which
place Mr. Russell left the Bishop on bis re-
turn to Ningpo) to Shanghae by way of the
departmental city of Kea-hing was accom-
plished in five days. The Bishop leaves
this place for Hong-Kong by the P. and O
steamer, which takes its departure in the
ensuing week.

The Bible and its History.
A REVIEW OF THE LETTER OF THE REV,
THOMAS L. CONNOLLY, BISHOP OF

ST. JOHN, N B, BY THE REV.
WILLIAM WILSON,

(Concluded. )
BIBLE IN SPAIN, 1478.

Here Bishop Connolly first speaks of
Cardinal Ximenes' Polyglot Bible.

We give all honour to Cardinal Ximenes
for that invaluable treasare known (o critics
as “ The Complutensian Polyglot.” It was
published in four languages, viz, Hebrew,
Greek, Chaldee and Latin, and it was done
to a great extent by his own labour and at
his own expense, for it is said to have cost
him 50,000 Ducats. We also are aware of
the fact that when Ximenes was upon his
death bed, and the last volume of his work
was brought into his room, he raised his
eyes to heaven and exclaimed, “I thaok
thee, my Saviour Jesus Christ, that before
[ die I see the completion of what I most
earnestly desired.”

Th's, however, is nothing to Bishop Con-
nolly’s argument; for the tenor or rather
the desiga of his letter in the Freeman is to
make an impression that the Church o
Rome has done her share in translating and
circulating the Bible; and this is the point
we deny—why Cardinal Ximenes is named
by the Bisbop in the matter of translations,
it is difficult to conceive, for it does not ap-
pear that Ximenes ever translated any part
of the Bible into any language upon earth;
be simply collected and published the Bible,
as he found it existing in the four named lan-
guages ; yea, 8 a faith(ul son of the Church
he was opposed to the traosiation of the
Bible into any vernacular language: for it is
related that when the Bishop of Graoada
caused the Ps:alms, the Gospels acd the
Epistles to be translated into Arabic for the
use of the Moriscoes, Cardinal Ximenes
censured him, and declared ¢ Whenever the
Bible shall be translated into the Vulgar
tongue, it will be of pernicious consequence
to Christianity.”

Here your Eminence will see that your
witness is against you, and that your great
Cardinal, as your Church generally, de-
nouoces the Bible in the common language
of any people. W

But Biskop Connolly still labours to make
a false impression, for he says: « We have
a printed edition of great celebrity in Span-
ish, in the year 1478, and several other
editions immgediately before or at the epoch
of the Reformation.”

Is Bishop Connolly reckless, or does he
suppose that the people of New Brunswick
either cannot, or dare not, call bis statements
in question when those statements are not
sustained by evidence ?

ITALIAN BIBLE.

“ And what shall we say (asks Bishop
Connolly) of Italy, the centre of ‘Catholici-
ty itself, where the whole Bible was trans-
lated into the Vernacular as soon as Latin
ceased to be the language of the country,
and as the modern lialian was little by lit:{e
taking its place. A translation, two volumes
in folio, was made by Nicholas Malermi, a
Camaldolese Monk, which soon found its
way among the educated classes of Italians
many years before the celebrated Coancil
of Trent.”

“ What shall we say of Italy?” Why
Doctor Connolly, you ought to be able to
say that Italy is the grand centre of moral
and religious light; and that God's Holy
Book is constantly sent forth from the
“ Eternal City " to illuminate the daik
parts. of the earth. DBat this, Reverend
Sir, you cannot say, for in Rome above all
places, is the Bible prohibited, and to mul-
titudes, an unknown book.

It is true that Nicholas Malermi publish-
ed an [talian version of the Bible in 1471:
and as the Bishop says il soon found its
way among the educated classes.” Yes it
did so; but it was of no use to the mass of
the Italian people, as it was in a style un-
suited and useless to the uneducated classes
of that age. Yet such was the anxiety of
the “ educated claszes ™ to read the word of
life, that the Malermi’s version went through
nine editions before the close of the fifteenth
century, and twelve editions during the six-
teenth century. But there was yel no Bible
for the poor of Italy.

In 1530, Antonio Brucioli published a
version of the Bible which could be under-
stood by the mass of the ltalian people, and
several other editions followed ; but the cir-
culation of God's Holy Book was soon inter-
dicted, and Brucioli's Bible is ranked among
prohibited books of the -first class, in the
“ Index” of the Council of Trent. «

To show the faliacy of the Bishop’s argu-
ment, and to remove any impression as to
the c:rculation of the Bible in lialy I will
make the following extract from a letter by
the Rev. J. A. Clark of the Protestant
Episcopal Church, of St. Andrews, Phila-
delphia. It is dated, Rome, March 24th,
1838,

“ The Bible in Rome is a strange and
rare bovk. The only edition of it author-
ized to be sold here, in in fifteen large vol-
umes, which are filled with Popish commen
taries, Of course none but the rich can
purchase a copy of the sacred Scriptures.
Indeed very few of the common people know
what we mean by the Bible. ‘The question
was proposed the other day by one of my
fellow-lodgers to the lady from whom our
lodgings were obtained, and.who may be
considered a fair representative in point of
intelligence and religious information of the
middle class of society in Rome, * if the
people generally had a copy of the Bible in
their houses ”  The reply was ¢ O yes, all
the religious people have.” She also added
that she bad a very fine copy of the Bible,
and immediately went to fetch it. When
prodaced, it proved to be a Mass Book,
with here and there a passage of Seripture
accompasied with Romish glossess, When
it was more fully explained to her what we
meant by the Bible, she replied, “ O yes, |
know what you mean ; that book is in sever-
al of the libraries of Rome, and some per-
sons who are very religions bave also a copy
of it.”

What can Bishop Connolly mean by
writing about Roman Catholic versions of
the Bible when in the city of Rome itself,
the “ middle classes of soclety "’ do not know
a Mass Book from the Bible. We eannot
wonder at the moral ignorance and crime
by which Rome is characterized, when the
Bible is withheld by priestly influcnce.

THE DOUAY BIBLE,

Bisbop Connolly next introdaces the En-
glish translation, he says: *“ And now re-
garding our own many translations into En.
glish, surely his Eminence or whatever they
call him, so skilled in Catholic affairs, must
bave heard at some time or anotber that
there was such a thing as a Catholic trans-
lation of the whole Bible published at
Rhbeims, so long ago as the year 1582, that
is 150 years or th:reabouts before Pias 1V.
was born. We have bad another in Dou-
ay A. 1609, 1610,

Uctil the appearance of Bishop Connol-
ly's letter in the Freeman of Jan. 22, 1839,
nobody ever heard of *the whole Bilde pub-
lished at Rheims in the year 1582.” \

We had heard of the “ Rhemish Testa-
ment,” but not of “the Rhemish Bible.”—
The New Testament was certainly pablish-
ed in Rheims in 1582, and the Old Testa-
ment was translated afterwards, and the
Bible in English known as *“the Douay
Bible” was published in Douay in 1609,
1610.

But why does the Bishop use the sen-
tence “so long ago,” surely the year 1609
or even 1582, is not long ago as far as re-
gards the publication of the Holy Bible.

1582, was sixty-five years alter Tetzel
bad soid his indulgences ; fifty-three after
the Diet of Spires ; forty-five after the death
of Luther ; and forty-five after the first sit-
ting of the Council of Trent. We then bad
in English Wicklif’s, Tyndal’s .and the
Bishop’s Bible; and while the Douay Bible
was in press, our present tnmhtlo? was in
a state of preparation, for it was issued in
1611 ; at which time the continent of Eu-
rope was deloged with Bibles by the Re-
formers. The Roman Church finding it
impossible (o keep their people in England
from reading the Bible, determined to pab-
lish a version of their own, which they did,

not from the origins]l Greek, but from the|

| version, which in many instances is palpa-
bly incorrect, might.got lead the people to

| see the corrupt character of the Romish
| Church they, with the Bible, sent forth the
| explanations of the Church. These notes,
| whenever possible, are directed against

heretica.
But Bishop Connolly, as his church gen-

laymen the world would have no authentic
Rev. Sir,
|do you not know, and does not your chureh
know, that God never gave his holy word (o
be locked up in monasterivs, .or hidden
among the learned and the priesthood ; but
to be published in all nations and among all
classes of people? Your church therefore,
by hiding the Bible from the world, has been
guilty of a great sin against the God of
heaven. -

But Bishop Counolly proceeds: ¢ It was
priests and monks and Catbolic scholars in
every walk in life, who before the invention
of printing, wrote tens of thousands of copies
with their own hands, and carefully collated
them with more ancient manuscripts after
restoring the text to its original purity, and
trunslating the whole Bible into every liv-
ing tongue.”

That the whole Bible has been translated
by the Church of Rome ‘into every living
language ;” is with all respect for the Catholie
Bishop of New Brunswick incorrect. - Nor
will the Roman Catbolic Church allow their
own version of the Bible to be circulated ex-
cept with the notes and explanations that the
church itself gives of the text.

% That priests, and mooks and catholic
scholars in every walk in life carefully col-
lected manuscripts and translated the Serip-
tures,” is a truth, but Rev. Sir do you not
know that in all cases where they have done
so your church has persecuted its own chil-
dren even unto death ?

I will quote the following as illustratioos :
In the X1V century lived Richard Fitzalph,
he was a Romish priest and Archbishop of
Armagh ; he had a copy of the New Tes.
TAMENT IN IRisH, supposed to have been
made by himself ; but he dreaded the ven-
geance ot his church if the book was found
upon him, he therefore hid it in a wall with
a note reading thus; * when this book is
fouud trath will be revealed to the world ;
or Christ will shortly appear.”’ The}Book
was found in 1530, and alter the Reforma-
tion had begun. In the same century lived
John Wicliffe ; he was a Romish priest and
the first who translated the Bible into Eng-
lish, but he was accused of heresy for so do-
ing by his church, and 41 years afier his
death that church spitefully dug up his bones
and cast them into the river.

And for the informatién of the Rev. Dr.
Connolly who boasts so much about what
his church has done by way of translating
the Bible “before the invention of printing,”
I beg 1o state that at a convocation of clergy
held in Oxford in 1408, it was enacted :
—¢ No.one hereafter do by his own aathor-
ity translate any text of the Holy Scriptares
into English or any other tongue, by way of
book, libel or treatise ; and that no one read
any such book, libel or treatise, now lately
set forth in the time of Jobn Wicklife, or
since, or hereafter to be composed, in public
or private, in whole or in part, under puin of
the greater excommunication until the said
trauslation be approved by the diocesan of
the place, or if occasion require, by a pro-
vincial council. Lef him that acteth con-
trary be punished as # favourer of error and
heresy.”

This was the decrce of priests of the
Charch ; and now for the doings of laymen
acting under these priests. In the reign of
Henry V. a law was passed by the obse-
quious Parliament under that monarch,
which reads thus: * Whosoever they were
that should read the Scriptures in the mother
tongue, they shall forfeis land, cattle, body,
life ond goods, from their heirs forever, and
s0 be condemned for heretics to Gud, ene-
mies to the Crown, and the errant traitors (o
the land.”

« Here was some of the doings of pricsts
and Catholic scholars” of old—and as
Bishop Connolly boasts of having 80,000
persouns at his back, who can tell bat our rulers
may yet be overawed and in time pass another
law for this land ; threatening the forfeiture
of land, catile, body, life and goods; and
condemning all persons in this Province * as
enemies to the crown, and most esrant trait-
ors ;" who shall dare (o profess to read or
circulate God’s holy Book. John Huss
was a Romish priest, but he was a reader of
the Bible, for which be was degraded from
his offize, and afterwards burnt to death.

Jerome of Prague wasa Roman Catholic
layman ; he read and translated the Bible,
but by the Charch of Rome and in violation
of the safe conduct given him by the Emper-
or Sigisimund, be was scized and burnt to
death.

Thomas Garratt, Curate of All-Hallows,
London, a priest, was burnt for circulating
the New Testament. Anthony Delaber suf-
fered for the like offence.

Dr. Barnes was convicted of having, and
reading the New Testament, and for speak-
against the “ goiden shoes and scarlet gloves”
of Cardinal Wolsey. IHe was burnt to
death.

Tyndal was burnt to death in 1556; and
with his dying breath he prayed, * Lord
open the King of England’s eyes.

The noble Ann Asken was a Jover of
God’s holy Book, for which crime she was
almost starved in prison ; then racked until
her joints were dislocated, and then commit-
ted to the flames.

Queen Mary in about five years, burnt
288 heretics, and among them were:—
One Arcbbishop ; four Bishops ; twenty-one
Clergymen ; eight Lay-gentlemen; eighty-
four Tradesmen; one hundred Farmers,
Labourers and Servants, ; four children.

With such historical facts, one hundredth
part of which is not bere even referred to,
it is astonishiog that the Rev. Thomas Con-
nolly, D. D, in the latter part of the nine-
teenth century,and in this enlightened land,
should attempt to shew that his Church has
ever given the Bible without note lo any
pation upon earth ; or at aoy lime, or coun-
try has been favourable to its free circula-
tion ; and his boast about Protestants receiv-
ing the Scriptures through theé Charch of
Rome when she undertook to withhold the
sacred book from the people, and gave them

the traditions and dogmas of men
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of the official relation which this

England in both ber political and religious
conditions is, most justly, the object of much
and,earnest attention on the part of intelli-
gent thinkers on the Continent of Europe-
Frenchmen, especially, bave of late besied
themselves with the eonu-phlulmof ::
peerless political fabric, or in examining
various developments of her religious life.—
The treatise of M. de Montalembert on the
political futare of England, and his more
recent article upon her Parliament, are
indications of the tendency we have noted in
the one direction, while in the other we have
now a most remarkable leiter in the Re-
vue des Deux Mondes, written by M. de
Remusat, one of the most eminent literary
men of Paris. It was somewhat surprising
to find in a Jesuit one of the most enthu-
siastic panegyrists of the institutions of our
mother eountry ; it is certainly not less so
that we should recsive from the pen of ano-
ther Roman Catbolic an intelligent review
of religious controversies in England, in
which is to be found a lucid and liberal no-
ticoe of the Evangelical Alliance, proving
that the writer possesses a more familiarac-
quaintance with, and favourable opinion of,
that organization than is caltivated by many
who are léud in their professions of desire
for Protestant. unity.

M. de Remusat traces with clearness and
sccuracy the formation of the Alliance and
the principles on which it was founded ; he
states with the freedom of impartiality the
obj ections to which it seems to be exposed,
and which have with incessant reiteration
been urged against it by some; and be re-
cords the opinion that the Alliance bas re-
plied to these objections with considerable
success, that the fears of its friends have
not been justified, nor the prophecies of its
enemies fulilled. Its basis, be thinks, is
such as to embrace all the principal Re-
formed Churches, exclading only Puseyites,
Uaitarians, and perbaps Quakers, whilst be
admits that the charge of looseness or indif-
ference cannot, withous injustice, be brought
against it, In-the view of M. de Remusat
the Alliance is,however,open to the reproach
of *having too much limited its charity
by its faith.”. It was & mistake, in bis esti-
mation, deliberately to exclude the Roman
Catholics, althqugh the hope could not be
encouraged that any of them would join the
Alliance.

The taunt which is so persistently brought
sgainst Protestantism, by his fellow Roman
Cathbolics, of endless divisions and strifes, is
well met by the testimony of this writer,
who says, “ The liberty which permits dif-
ferent ideas to manifest themselves, dimin-
ishes their danger, ard it would be misun-
derstanding facts to suppose that the result
of a free and open debate is always antagon-
ism and never agreement. After having
discussed doctrinal differences, the various
denominations, baving eaid everything they
had to say, finish by perceiving that the
same sentiment animates them, the same
Book instructs them, the same hope sustains
them, they serve the snme Master, and trust
in the same Saviour. Thus even their di-
versities serve to bring out more vividly the
union which exists among them, and to give
a more striking character of spirituality to
their common subjection to the Word of
God.” _

We experience pleasure in thus exbibit-
ing the sentiments of this enlightened
Frenchman, because his testumony is valu-
able in itself, o the emanation of a mind of
philosophical acumen which has taken the
pains to become thoroughly versed in"all
the facts on which it ventures to prouounce;
and because it is one of those welcome evi-
dences furnished in our day of a spirit, even
in Roman Catholic commuaities, which will
not yield up, in submission to the voice of
ecclesiastical despotism, the right to investi-
gate and determine for itself questions of
religious as well of secular interest.

Sir Culling Eardely, Chairman of the
Council of the Alliance, has given circula-
tion to the letter of M. de Remausat, by pub-
lishing a pampblet containing it, together
with the correspondence between the Bishop
of Adelside and the Rev. Mr. Binney, and
a letter addressed to Sir Culling by Dr.
McNeile and other clergymen of Liverpool
expressisg the conviction that the times de-
mand more wnion amoog Christians, and
requestiog a deputation from the Evangeli-
cal Alliance to meet with an assembly of
clergymen for the purpoze of explaining the
position, prospects and principles of that in-
stitation. - The pampblet is entitled, “ The
testimony to Christian Union, of Australia,
France and Germany, in January 1859."—
I a letter to Dr. McNeile which it contains,

REV. MR, SPROTT'S JUBILEE.

This event took at Middle Mosquo-
doboit, on Wedum March 23rd. It
seldom falls to the Jot of a minister of the
Gospel 1o number fity years in the minis-
try. When soch is the case the circumstance
is one demanding attention. Mr. Sprott has
jast reached the fifieenth year of his minis-
try, and the friends in Mosquodoboit, com-
memorated the event in a manner that must
be gratifying to their late venerable pastor.
At one o'clock a very large assemblage
filled the Presbyterian Chapel; the Rev,
Mr. Smith took the pulpit and gave a some-
what interesting history of the rise, progress
and present position of the Presbyterian
Church in Muequodoboit. The remarks
were interesting, and afforded much ir.forma-
tion on the early history of the settlement.
In the evening the assemblage adjourned to
the Temperance Hall. Here three or four
bundred persons sat down to tea, after which
the meeting was called to order by Rev.
Mr. Sedgwick, who delivered a short ad-
dress, and called on the Rev. Mr. Sprott to
follow. The Rev. gentleman’s remarks were
appropriate and entertaining. He sketched
his history and dwelt upon the condition of
the Province for many years. Several
times had the throne,tbe bench and the pulpit
been filled daring his lifetime. Mr. Sprott
wasintimately acquainted with Rev. Messrs.
Black, Crosscombe, Bennett, and the Manns ;
aod as expressed by himself—“ was the
relic of a generation which bad passed
away—a rolitary flagstaff, which the soldiers
bad deserted.”

Several lay gentlemen addressed the
meeting in torn. Revds, Mr. McKinnon
and Smith, of Stewiacke, making the closing
speeches, Mr. McKinnon responded to the
catholic remarks of Rev. Mr. Sedgwick by
saying that conscious as be was of the emi-
nence of the men belonging to the Wesleyan
Church, who had given her their talents
and labors, from Wesley downwards—be
yet rejoiced in the triumph of the Presby-
terian Church, and i his own mind coupled
the names of Wesley, Clarke and Watson,
Newton, and Arthur—with those of Chal-
mers, Camming, and Duff ; at the same time
be referred to the address of the last great
man on his departure for India—and point-
ed out its enlarged and missionary spirit.—
The meeting closed at a late hour, the con-
gregaiion singing the 133rd Psalm.

MISSIONARY MEETINGS.

Three Missionary Meetings have been
beld on this Circuit; but the amount taken
is inconsiderable. At Stewiacke, some diffi-
culty was experienced in securing a place
for the meéting, owing to the house engaged
being pre-occopied. At Shubenacadie we
held the meeting in the Chapel. Rev. Wil
liam Tweedy kindly assisted ; the amount
taken up®for foreign missions was far in ad-
vance of last year, and, even wkhen that is
said, was but comparatively a small sum.—
But the Circuit is so young that we cannot
wonder at the small receipts for such a pur-
poce. That a Missionary spirit exists in
Musquodoboit, is very manifest, nor can it
be destroyed by eall the excitements of this
exciting day. There can be no success at
bome, unless ths Church is active abroad.—
The Jewish Church was defensive, but the
Christian Charch must be aggressive, We
must not only sustain the home ministry,
but send missionaries abroad,

MISSION HOUSE. .

The quarterly meeting of the Masquod
boit Circuit baving decided to purchuse a
Mission House, funds for the payment of
which must be taken up before May, a
public lecture took place on the 220d inst.,
at Temperance Hall. The meeting was
small but the arracgements afforded satis-
faction. The subject of the lecture—Geolo-
gy and Genesis—being somewhat new, was
interesting, whilst the music gave pleasure
to those who took no interest in the des-
cription of strata, etc. The amount taken
will be appropriated towards the payment
of the debt contracted.

LECTURE ON WHITEFIELD.

The notes of a lecture on Whitefield’s life
and times appeared in the Wesleyan of
Maich 10ch. It was first delivered at the
Temperance Hall, Musquodoboit, and elicit-
ed some interesting conversation. One
gentleman (Mr. Clarke) referred to some
facts in connexion with the great Evangel-
ist, when in Scotland, which came to him
through persons who had beard Whitefield
preach ; whilst the Rev. Mr. Sprott gave a
very interesting address at the close of the
meeting, in which he recommended the
necessity for prayer, union, and faith, in
order to secure a revival of religion ; an
event which that venerable minister deemed
oot far distant. The prospect of a revival
in Musquodoboit appears even brighter now
than at the time of the lecture, and the
evangelical spirit of the Rev. Mr. Sedgwick,
in no small degree fosters the hope. He is
indefatigable in the promotion of Bible
classes, and is earnest preaching. May the
revival come. There is moch knowledge, of
divine things in Musquodoboit—but a lack
of experimental religion. ¢ The great Re-
vival of the nineteenth century” will it
come ?

This
was a week of most deligh'ful weather for hold-
ing the missionary meetings, on these Circuits,
Every thing was good—good moon, good roads—
good congregations—good speeches, and good
collections and subscriptions in aid of the funds
of the Society.

March 13th—Two very appropriate, elequent
aod powerful sermous, on bebalf of the Wesley-
an Missions, were preached in our church in this
city, by the Rev. Messrs. Pope and Perkins.

Mg, Epiror,—The closing exercises of
the Winter Term of the Normal School
took place yesterday,—the large attendance
of visitors on the oceasion affording evi-
dence of an appreciation of the excellency
of the Institution, and being expressive of
the increasing interest felt in this commu-
nity in the great cause of Education.

Tte number of pupil teachers in atten-
dance daring the Term was unusually large ;
their deporiment was reported as having
been, in almost every instance, unexception-
able, and their proficiency in their studies,
upon the whole, highly satistactory. It
may be confidently hoped, with regard to
most if not to all, these pupils, that by the
advantages they have enjoyed in the Nor-
mal School, a foundation has been laid,
which, by their continued diligence, will be
promotive of their own bappiness and use-
tulness, and be also of unspeakable benefit
to the numerous youths who may be placed
under their charge.

Our Educational insﬁtntions.

Mr. EprTor,— Submittiog the more re-
cent numbers of your increasingly well con-
ducted periodical to a second perusal, my
attention became additionally interested by
the truly encouraging statements contained
in a communiecation, of date 17th ult., from
the Principal of the Female Branch of the
Sackville Wesleyan Academy.

The fact is certainly in itself remarkable,
and justly claims the gratitude of all con-
cerned, that, by the Divine blessing, during
the anusuvally unbealtby winter, up to that
time, the numerous family of students sed
teachers should have been saved from any-
thing approaching to a serious case of sick-
ness.

This, it must be readily admitted, cannot
but be peculiariy gratifying to the Chief Pre-
ceptress in that branch of the Institution, un-
der whose maiernal guardianship and unwea-
ried attention, this large family of interesting
stadents are, as regards all precautionary
measures of health necessarily placed.

It will be seen, too, from the Principal’s
letter, that by the continuance of the Divine
blessing, he was anticipating the close of the
rapidly approaching year, as the best in the
history of the Branch. That this anticipa-
tion promises reality, has, I believe, since
the close of the last term, received a still
firmer basis of hope, from the highly com-
mendable manner in which the studeats
passed through their examination,—as also
the increase of numbers in the currentterm.

There is yet a higher view,—of all the
highest—that while the students are indus-
triously pursuing, and successfully acquiring
those branghes of education, which are the
adornment of their sex; and attaining that
substantial knowledge which shall fic them
to occupy those loftier and more responsible
situdtions which both nature and providence
design them to occupy, many of them are
the happy possessors of that wisdom, whose
ways are ways of pleasantness, and whose
paihs are paths of peace.”

Is there a parent, especially a mother,
who has a daughter stadying there, whose
heart will not thrill with joy while reading
the following passage in the Principal’s
communication :—*% How cften have we
thought while assembled in cur large School
room with some fifty or sixty young persons
singing the songs of Zion, and giving utter-
ance to deep Christian feeling, that if the
parents of these dear children could look
in and witness their simple, ardent joys,
they would feel more than compensated for
their absence from the home-circle.”

The Principal’s allusion to the sainted
and now glorificd founder of the Sackrille
Academy, needs no comment. Properly
does he designate him the ¢ Father ” of the
Insiitation ; well may he call his death a
“ sad loss ;” correctly does he describe his
life and death, as * peaceful” and “ saint-
like,” and truly bas he said, a * stricken,
weeping, sorrowing family ™ survives him ;
and doubtless long will the influence of the
life he lived, the death he died, and the
large benevolence be bestowed, shed their
ballowing influence all arouud.

A ConsTANT READER.

Father Chiniquy’s Warning,

The subjoined extract from Father Chin-
iquy’s letter published in the Canadian “ Se-
meur,” of March 12:h, bas been translated
and forwarded to us. There is much in it
that meriis attention, and we print it as re-
ceived, aithough the closing paragraph, we
must say appears to us as exhibiting more
the spirit of Rome than the spirit of the
Gospel.

Incapable of
meeting your oponents in the field of discas-
sion, worthy heirs and supporters of the
Holy Inguisition, you bave recourse to vio-
lence to combat and destroy the truth of
which you are afraid ; you invoke the aid of
A sanquinary mob to support your declining
power. . That’s right, go on, ac-
custom the people to the use of the cadgel
and the club for argument; discipline your
devotees in shedding the blood of those whom
you call the enemies of the koly Romish
church ; applaod the furious cries of the
wretches who murder their victims, and of
the brigands who violate the most sacred of
rights, that of the domestic hearth ;—you
will thus prove to all that you are the wor-
thy successors of those who assassinated so
many of their brothers on St. Barthlomew’s
eve ; you will open the eyes of the most un-
observing to the spirit and tendencies of the
Romish church ; you will demonstrate to the
most incredulons that you bave completely
abjured that Gospel which tells you not to
do to others what you would not bave them
do to you ; you will show to the most ardent
devotees that you are the enemies of Him
who said to Peter, “ put up thy sword into
the sheath, for he who useth the sword shall
perish with the sword.”

You are not willing that those who differ
from you in religion shoald bave freedom
of epeech, you excite against them the fury
of a mob—you demand their blood. Bat
do you really imagine that the people will
always allow you the exercise of a power
which you so strangely abuse? Do you not
see the shoulders of this poor people all
bruised and bloody under the galling and
odious yoke you impose on them? Do you
not bear the suppressed and ill-omened mur-
mars which escape from their bosoms when
they see you extort their last penny for the
souls of your insatiable purgatory? Yes,
all those religious orders, all those medals,
all those indulgencies of five, twenty, forty
suls, by means of which you obtain the
money of the poor as well as the rich, will
open the eyes of the maltitude, And al
ready many feel assured that if you really
believed in the fires of Purgatory, you would
not wait till they'gave you thirty sous to re-
lease the poor souls suffering there, no more
than you woald demand that sum in order
to rescue from the water a person who is
drowning before your eyes. There are some
even who blush for you when they hear you,
io speaking of a deceased individual, say,
« He is probably in purgatory; give me ten,
tweoty dollare, and I will set immediately
to work to release him myself, or have him
released by another.”

Thisshameful traffic begins to be despised.

TroUuBLE IN THE Bostox ScHooLs —One of
the Boston Schools bas been greaily troubled
during the past few days by an outbreak of
opposition on the part of the scholars to the regu-
lanon of the Committee which requires that the
exercises of the schools shall be opened in the
morning by the use of the Lord’s Prayer and
rec tation of the Ten Commandmen's. This
opposition bas mot sprung from iofidels, or
beaihen, as might paturally be oon)ec;ure‘d. but
trom members of the Roman Catboiic Church,
under the inetigation of Rev. Mr. Bervardin
Wigert, pastor of the Eadicot Street Cburch,
sidcd by some other priest. It is sad that sowe
of the priests are not in sywpatby with tbe
movement, aod that Bishop u:cuick_ bas not
opealy expressed bis pinioa on the subject.

The natare of the opposition was a refusal of
nearly four bundred pupils, of Irish parentage,
in the Eliot Schools, to comply with the above
mentioned regulaticn, they alleging that their

jest bad forbidden them to join in offering the

1d’s Prayer, repeating tbe Ten Command-
ments, or singing Old Hundred, or any other
« Yankee songe.” The fact baving been made
known to the Committee, Micah Dyer, Jr.,, Esq.,
on the part of the School Commeittee, required
the boys to obey the rales of the school or retire,
when neaily four bundred left. There are
about eight hundred boys in all the departments
of the schools, three fourths of whom are of Irish
parentage. Subsequently about two bundred
returned and obeyed the rules, and it is hoped
that soon the trouble will subside.

We shou!d merely mention the subject, with-
out observation, was not a vital principle involv-
ed in the matter. This outbreak seems to be
the outcroppinﬁe of a Ion% latent, and bitter
opposition, on the part of a few, to the American
public school system. The grievance complained
of is so trivial that it would never bave excited
the least attention but for the existence of a
nearly smcthered and yet intense hatred of Am-
erican schools [existing in some minds. And
these do not embrace all the adberents to the
Roman Catholic Church. Far from 1t. There
are many among them who rejoice to have their
children attend cur schools, and who, even now,
ie the midst of this excitement, cannot be pre-
vailed upon to withdraw their children, or to
allow them to resist the repulations of the schools.
This is clearly enougb shown by tbe return of
bundreds of the boys at the express command of
their parents. Baut the ition exist in the
minds of those who bate instruction and light,
many of whom, from ecclesiastical law, bave no
children of their own to educate, and can poorly
estimate the affection of parents, men who deem
the cultivation of the intellect dangerous unless
it come solely from the hands of a chosen few,
who are fo color the thoughts according to their
prescribed standards.— Zion's Herald [ Boston.)

News by the Persia.
From the Morning-San.

By the arrival of the Persia at New York, we
have seven days later news from Europe. She
left Liverpool the 19:h utl. and reached New
York on tbe 30th, The intelligence is varied
and interesting. The war cloud was assuming a
more portentous aspect, and military prepara-
tions were going on in France, Ausiria and
Sardinia with renewed vigor. Lord Cowley
bad returred to London, without, it is suppossed,
accomplishing his diplomatit objects. In Eng-
land, the only political excitement was that
anticipative of tbe Reform struggle in Parlia-
ment. Lord John Russell’s position as leader of
the opposition on this question, is not so strong
as before ; the Whigs wiil not join him, and it is
feared that in case he should become First
Minister, his Cabinet will be too thoroughly
radical, consisting of Bright, Roebuck, and
kindred spirits. The Neapolitan exiles were re-
ceiving much attention, and one of them, at
Bristol was dragged about the streets in a car-
riage by the populace. On the Continent the
prospects of war mainly excited attention. An
interview took place on the 12th inst, between
the Queen of Spain and Mr. Preston, the Ameri-
can Minister, in which the latter assured her
Majesty of the frienlen‘entiom of the United
States Government. e Queen graciously re
plied. A Spanish newspaper, however, suggests
that if Mr. Preston opens the Cuba qaestion,
be should instantly receive his passporr. An
entire change in the Portuguese Ministry had
taken place, for what reason is not stated —
Troubles bad arisen in Algiers, and a body of
troops from France bad been applied for, to
quell the turbulence of the Arabe. A story is
told of a despondent American who sought sui-
cidal oblivion in the lava of Mount Vesuvius—
His name is not given. The China mail of Janu
ary 20, and the India mail of Feb. 9, bad been
received, but no important news is imparted.—
Trade in China was generally dull. The cholera
was raging in Japan, eo that one buodred and
fifty thousand of the inhabitants of Jeddo bad
died in one month. A Danish vessel bhad been
driven from Japan, D.-nmark not being in treaty
with the Japanese. The finances of Europe were
fluctuating, in consequence of the uncertain state
of public affairs.

The School Question.
From the Boston Traveller.

The letter of Bishop Fitzpatrick, relative to
the use of the Bible in our pablic schools, af-
fords an indication that the question has been
re-opened by concert among the Roman Catho-
lic clergy. Under this state of the case we
are prepared to meet the issue offered, prompt-
ly and decidedly, and we tbank the Bisbop for
baying thus clearly placed the question before
the public,

We respect the conscientious and religious
scruples of every individual, and would accord
to them all the rights and p:ivileges which a re-
gard to the good order dnd the sound morals ot
society will allow. It is essential to the well
being of the community that the Bible should
be placed in our schools as the groundwork ot
all wise, intellectual, and noral education, with.
out, however, attempting te give to it any sec-
tarian interpretation. As to the d:ff-rence be-
tween the Jouay translation and the common
Eaglish Bible, we understand them to be not
materially variant. They do not differ, we be-
lieve, so wach from each other as many of the
pew versions which it has been sought by some
of the Protestant denominations to substitute for
tbe standard translation. The common Eoghsh
Bible, it 1s essential in regard to system, to or
der and to uniformity, should be the one used
in our schools, and wherein it differs from their
own standard, and what is the interpretation to
be given to the texts, the Catholic priests and
teachers have abundant opportunity and are at
perfect hberty to enforce upon the children of
their communion.

Farther tban this, the Roman priesthood
should be taught, at once and forever, they
cannot go. The Roman religion is but an ex-
otic in this country, and as such it can ouly
exist, The great body of the people are and
must ever be, from the fact of their intellectual
culture—Protestants—that is, they protest
against the ignurance, the absurdity, the bigotry
and the intolerance of the Roman ecclesiastics,
just as they do against the political oppression
and the injustice of hereditary royalty and aris-
tocratic domination,

The religion of Rome was devised in an age-
when the art of printing was unknown, when
there was no public education, and when even
the knowledge of reading and writing was con-
fined to comparatively a few, so that it was
pecessary to inculcate religion by the use of
pictures, and relics, and ceremonial observances,
instead of by reading and writing. We have
outgrown those times, which fostered the ignor-
ance and superstition of the people in both re-
ligious and political matters,

The poor, unfortunate, and uneducated
people of the old world come to us; and there
come with them their educaied leaders. We
extend to them all a friendly greeting, We
throw wide open to them the doors of our
school houses, give to them freely all the benefit
of our benevolent and industrial institutions,
and our free political vrganization. Bat we do
not intend to allow our civil and religious insti-
tations, in which are bound up all our happi-
pess and prosperity, to be overturned and dis-
placed by the effete political and religious
tyranny of the medimyal ages. We give the
Romanists, cheerfully, entire religious freedom,
although in all lands coutrolled by them it is
not allowed to others, And if they deswre to
profit by the costly educational advantages
which we bave prepared for our children, they
must conform to the rules which we have estat-
lisbed for these schools, and which bave been
made so liberal, that 1t is speaking but plainly
and trutbfully when we say it is only bigotry
and intolerance of the grossest character which
can object to them.

The use of the English Bible must be pre-
served in our schools—there mast be no besita-
tion, no compromise in thi matter. So far as
the chanting of the Lord's Prayer and of psalms
and bymns is concerned, we are inclived to

and unnecessary, and if objections are made to
it from any quarter, we would give to them ali
due consideration. But the use of the Bible,
and the English Bitle, let the Roman priests
understand, is peremptory in our schools, if
they object to this they have left the alterna-
tive of doing either as the people of the coun-
tries in which their religion prevails usually do,
allow their children to grow up in iguorance,
or else themselves establish scbeols in which
they may teach their own system of theology.

£500. ¢ The former was left by the late Mr.
Jobn Brown, of Halifax, and will in accordance
with his wishes and intentions as expressed to the
board by his executor, Daniel Creamer Esq , one
of the number, be invested, and the interest ap
propriated by the Commissioners for the support
of the indigent insane. Tbree bundred pounds
of the donation referred to have been given the
Hospital by the Hon. Hugh Bell who some few
years since invested that amount for this specific
object. The ba'ance of two hundred pounds is
the gift of a friend of Mr. Bell, whose name is
unknown to the Commissioners. The interest
which bas accumulated on these moneys being
added to the principal, makes the whole amount
vow to six bundred pounds or threeabouts. As
requested by Mr. Bell, the Commissioners in
tend appropriating the interest of this six bun-
dred pounds for tbe first few years to the pur-
chase of books for a librery.”
The Commissioners bear testimony to the zeal
and energy of the Medical Superintendent, and
Dr. Dewolf in his turn commends the Steward
ard Matron of the establishment—Mr. and Mrs
Amos Black.

Hints on Farm Improvement.

* How ean I improve my farm—how can
I increase its symmetry, fertility, snd
eapacity for profirable culuvation ?*—sske
the progressive farmer, and the question
)eceives his earnest and frequent coasider-
swoa. He stodies 1he condition of bhis
farm, and us facihities for improvement,
with an eye 1o putting it to the highes
state of productiveness wi hio his reach He
looks to its adapiation to different products,
a0d 1o the best meaus of prepariong for large
rewras from those suited to the capacity;
not by the twilight of traduion slune, but 1n
the suonshine of moders agriculiursl liter-
sture, an aid to which he gratefully ac-
koowledges his obligations, Every farmer
should study thus—should earnestly seek to
make the best of the means and oppor-
tunities he possesses.

Qae of the first questions—tn teke practi-
esl pariiculars—to be considered is this:
*“ Do I aveil mysell of every means within
my reach to increase my stock of maoure?
Do I give care and Isbor to this objeet
commeneurste with its importance in fur-
theriog the ends proposed.” If so, the
rronqd and basis of farm improvement is

aid. If not, let the matter receive greater
attention, resting assuted that a ressonable
amount of labor in this department wiji be
rewarded, and canpnot be witbheld without
great prejudice to progress.

The division of the farm into fields of ap
extent appropriste to the amount of maoure
made io any year, shoald be accomplished.
Especially should this be the case, on all
farms where a mixed husbaodry is practiced.
The true way to put a farm iato good order
is, to take one or more fields each year, and
finish up the work. Fence it well, clear it
of stones and stumps, nuder-drain if needed,
manure 1t heavily, and piant coru and pota-
toes. These, carefully cultivated, will
leave the land 1n good condition for a grain
crop,sud seeding to clover and other grasses,
and this course followed from field, to field,
‘with good maoagement of every crop, will
put a vew face on any of ¢ our common run’
of fsrme.

Upon the amouat of manure should
depead the size of our fields; at soy rate,
1t should be our aim to give each field the
quantity which will eoable it 10 grow 2
large crop. It is poor policy to stiempt the
culiivatign of more land than we can fully
feriilize and thoroughly culuvate. We
mentiou corn as a first crop, because it is
one well suited 1o the piace—one not in-
jared by sny amount of maaure, fresh or
fermented, which ecan be applied—on:
which can receive that culiure necessary 10
clear the laad of weeds, and one having no
deleterious influence on any alter crop.
From a field so ireated, we took fifty buslels
of shelled corn per acre: the next year, a
good crop of barley, and the clover-seed no
taking well from drouth, had, the season
following, with a light dressing of manure,
twenty-five bushels of wheat, (the midge
took ten of 11) and the present year two
tons of hay per acre, with a luxuriant
second crop now on the ground.

It may be that s field needs under-drain-
ing the whole or in part, in order to profit-
able cu'ivation. Why should not this be
done--thie small field which we would
devoie to corn, and which, with draining,
will become one of the: best on the farm.
Let 0s not leave this part of farm improve-
wment voperformed  Iis results will be
returned for many yearsin largely increased
prodaciiveness. It will be taken from the
list of bazardous in reward, and be placed
amoypg the ceriainties 1o product—no
looger demsnding & peculiar season and
culiure in order to the remuneraton of ihe
labor bésiowed upon 1. Almost every larm
bas fields of this character—fields sure for
good culiure to return good erops, whatever
the sesson—aad almost :every farm has
those which fall frequeatly, however much
labor may be besiowed, because the season
does not suit them—snd the grand differ.
epce in suil and characier lies in the tact
that one is porous and friable from drainage,
patural or aruficial, while the other is bard
and sterile from want of drainage—from
the preseaca or effects of stagnant water in
the soil.

The present is a good time to begin the
work—to look about for materials for in-
creasing the menure beap—for clearing off
sione—for drainage—for makiog & be-
ginoing sod pattiog the whole farm in its
highest state of pmducmeuu.—Rural
New Yorker.

Bishop Latimer on Hoops. -

| 'wartavt you there was many s jolly
damsel ot that time in Bethleem, yet among
them all there was no one found that would
humble bersell so much as once to go and
see peor Mary in 1be stable, and to comfont
her. No, no; they were too fine to take so
much paine. I warrant you they had beir
bracelets and vsrdingale, snd were trimmed
with all manner of fine and costly raiment,
like as there be many now-a-days among
us, who study nohing else but how they
devise fine raiment; and 1o the mean sea-
son they suffer poor Mary to lie in the
stable; that is to say, the poor people of
God they suffer to perish for lsck of neces-
saries. But what was her swaddling clothes
wherein she laid the Kiog of beaven and
earth? No doubt it was poor gear, perad-
venture it was her "kerchief, which she 100k
from her head, or such like gear, for I think
Mary had not much fine linen ; she was not
trimmed up as our women be now-a-days.
I thiok indeed Mary had never a vardingal,
for she used no such superfluities as our fine
damsels do uow-a-days ; for in the old time
women were conient with honest and single
germents. Now they have found out these
roundabouts—they were not invented then ;
the devil was uvot so cunning to make such
gesr; he found it ont afterward. There-
fore Mary had it not. I will say this, and
yet not judge other folks’ hearts, but ocly
speak after daily experience and appear-
ance, no doubt it is but a token of pride to
wear such vardingals, and therefore [ think
that every godly woman should set them
aside. It was not for naught that St. Paul
advertised sll women to give a good example
of sadness, soberness, and godliness, in set-
ting aside all wantonness and pride. Aand
he speaketb of such manoer of pride as was
used in his time: Non tortis crinibus, not
with laying out the hair aruficially ; Non
plicature_capillorum, not with laying out
he tussocks. [ doubt not but if vardignals
had been used in that time, St. Paul would
bave spoken against them (oo, like as he
spake agsinst other things which women
wsed st that time, to show their foolishness
and wanionness. Therefore, as I said be-
fore, seeing that God abliorreih all pride,
and vardigoals are nothing else but aa in-
strument of pride, I would wish that every
woman weuld follow the counsel of St Paol,
and set aside such gorgeous apparel, snd
rather study to please God than to set heir
mind upon pride; or else, when they will
pot follow the counsel of Si. Paul, let them
scrape out those words wherewith he for-
tiddeth them their proudness, otherwise the
words of Si. Paul will condema them at the
last day. 1 say no more; wise folks wiil do
wisely ; the words of St. Paul are not writ-
ien for nothiog ; if they will do afier his
mind, they must eet aside their foolish var-
digaals; but if they will go forward in their
foolishness and pride, the reward which
they shall have st the end shall not be taken
from them.—Sermon by Bishop Latimer.

The Useful and Beautiful.

The tomb of Moses is unknown; bot
the traveller siakes his thirst al the weil of
Jacob. The gorgeous palace of the wisest
and wealibiest of monarchs, with the cedar,
and gold, and ivory, and even the great
temple ol Jerusalem, hallowed by the visible
glory of the Deity himself, are gooe; but
Solomon’s reservoirs are ss perfect as ever.
Of 1he ancient architeciure of the Holy
City not cne sione 1is left upon another;
but the pool of Baihesda commands the
pilgrim’s reverence at the present day. The
columns of Pcrsepolis are smuldering into
dust; but i1s cisterns and aqueducts remain
to challenge our admiration. The golden
house of Nerc 1s a mass of ruine; but the
Aqua Claudia enll pours into Rome ite
limpid siream.  The temple of the suu at
Tadmor in the Wilderness has falien, but
its foun'an sparkles in its rays, as when
thousands of worshippers thronged its lofiy
colonnades. It may be that New York
will share the {ate of Babylon, and nothing
be left to mark its sile save mouuds of
crumbling brick-work, The Hudson will
continue 10 flow as it does now. And il
any work of art should rise over the deep
oceau of 1ime, we may well believe that it
will be neither 3 palace nor a temple, but
some vast equedoct or reservoir ; and if any
name ehould flash through the mist of an.
tiquity, 1t will probably be that of the man
who in his day sought the happiness of his
fellow-men rather than glory, and linked
his memory to some great work of national
utility or benevolence. This 13 the true
glory which outlives all oihers, and shines
with undying lusire from generation 10
generation, imparting 10 works something
of 1ts own immortaiity, and, 10 some degree,
rescuing them from the ruin which over-
rakes the ordinary monuments of historical
iradition or mers magnificence.—New York

The part Murat and Prince
Schwartzenberg played 1n the transaction is
dwelt on, and the willingness of bis old Im-
perial master to support the husba®d of
Maria Louisa on the [mperial throne of
France 18 set forth,  All this 1e done, *‘ by
permission,” and authentic copy of the ar-
chives forwarded, showing 1its acknowledg-
ment at Wilns, in 1312, by the Duc de
Bassano, acting for Napoleon L.

Of these, 33 333 333 die every
year; 91 824 die every day; 7,780, every
hour, and sixty per minute, or one every
second. These losses are about balanced
by an equal number of births. The mar-
ried ore longer lived than the single; and,
above all, those who observe 3 sober and
industrious couduct. Women bave more

chances of life previous 10 ihe age of Bfiy-

five years than men, but fewer afier. The
namber of marriages are in the proportion
of seveoty-six to one hundred.—New York
Merchant Magazine.
