Easter is remarkable for this, that it
svems to take the most stupendous
thoughts, and tbrough the personality
of Jcaus bring them to men’s apprehen-
sion and affection.

They bave
been wade real to us through the per-
sonal experience of Curist whom we
love, and they have been translated by
our own imstincts and the prophecies ot
our own needs. It is to those who bave
gone up the path to the empty tomb,
full of love for Jesus, that the great
trath of His resurrection has been
shown, and their own truest longings
bave been made beautiful and clear.

If you are wise and
willing, you go down to meet him, and
hold out betore him the key of your
experience. *Let me show you,” you
say, “ not because I am any better and
wiser than you are, but because the
Father led me there first. Let me show
you the way into, the way through, and
the way out of this sorrow which you
cannot escape, Into it by perfect sub-
mission, tbrough it with implicit obedi-
enee, out of_ it with purified passions
and enure love.” He sees the key in
your band. He sees the experience in
your face, and 80 he trusts you...........
There are no nobler lives on earth than
those of men and women who have
passed many experiences, and
now go about holding their ke;o,'some
golden and some iron, and finding their
joy in opening the gates of these ex-
periences to younger souls, and sending
them into them full of inteiligence and
hope and trust. Tuis is what Jesus
does for us by His resurrection. Hav-
ing the keys of death and hell, He comes
to us as we are drawing near to death,
and He opens the doors on both sides of
it, and lgts us look through it, and shows
immortality. Not merely He lives for
ever, but 8o shall we; for us, too, death
sball be not an end but an experience ;
and beyond it, for us, just as for Him,
stretches immortality. Because He
lives we shall live also.— Philips Brooks.

CHARITY IN THE EARLY
CHRISTIAN CHURCH.
“Behold Curist himself,” says Cyp-
rian, ““in your eaptive brethren, and re-
deem from captivity him who has re-
deemed .us from deatbh. Soatch from

the hands of the barbarians bim who
bas snatehed us from the grasp of the
demon, and purebase with mouney the
liberations of him who purchased ws
with his blond,”” To such app:als uo

The beroism of charity was sometimes
carried 80 far that freemen offered 1hem-
selves to serve instead of the eaptives.
Sueb was the fervor of the love o1 the
brethrea ; but carity must nut confine
itself within these limits, it must em-
brace all mankiud, aad seek the good
of every fellow-creature. Thus when
cruel epidemics ravaged Carthage ani
Alexandria, the Cblristians were ever
foremast at the bedside of the dyiug,
never asking whether those whow they
thus tended had pot been among their
persecutors- While terror reigned in
the desolated villases, as their 1uhabi-
tants were stricken down in multitudes,
and the unburied dead were spr ading
death in the air, the proscribed Curist-
isns were the only belpers. “If we
show kindness only to our own,” says
Cyprian to bis brethren, “ we sball

no better than the pagans and the pub-
licans. We, as Coristians, are called
to return good for evil, and to pray for
those who persecute us. Siuce we are
the children of God, les us b« like him
in compassion.” The Curistiaus of Alex-
andria showed themselves no less de-
voted during the plague which broke
out in the city. Many of them paid
with their lives for the courage with
which they braved the epidemie by the
bedside of their worst encmics. When
charity has reached this heigbt of self-
abnegation, o that it can rise abuve all
private enmities and national aistine:
tions, it is truly a reflection of the di-
vioe and perfect love, It embraces in
its pity all who ar+ ewbraced by the in-
finite compassion, and it is truly buwan,
because truly divine. The old selfish,
exclusive principle is utterly subdued.
When Cyprian coutrasted the parsimony
of the Church with the largesses of the
world to it< prince, who had shed no
blood for his subjects, nor won beaven
for them, be used a rhetorical license
to move the Christian to greater liber-
ality ; but he knew that the so-called
sacrifices of the pagan world were maoe
to its own evil passions, and cost it very
little, and he eould not deny tha* in
that city of Cirthage, where his nobl.
examnple bad been 50 eagerly followed,

maliciously imposed, and, above all, of
the laurels won from bis native shor-s,
and his great spirit was stirred within |
him. In the midst of his meditations, |
his little sou, nine years old, approuach- |
ed him, and, fawning in a childish '
manner, eutreated bis fat er to lead
bim with the troops into Spain. The
great pareut breatbed upon the martial |
spirit of his son, and leading ' im to the
altar, bade lim touch the sacrifices, and |
then swear thatwh. n he became a wau,
he would be the enemy of Rome. That
son was Hanmbal. Ye so.= of Coris-
tendom, come to the altar of our God,
touch the sacrifices of our Jesus and
sWear eterua. hostility 1o Satan.

The E. B. A. Conference entered the cops
pact with & membership, including those ym
trial, of 20,950. Four years later, in 187§
The returns of the three Bastern Conferencew
show an aggregate membership of 25,797,
The increment in the several Conferenche
was, Nova Scotia 1690; N. B., and P. B. i,
866 ; Newfoundland, 2891. For such s re-
sult, as it gives indieation of spiritual succems
we devoutly thank God who has always givem
us the earlier and the latter rain. To a sup-
erficial observer the proximate causes of thly
comparatively large aggregate increase in th®
rank and file of the church, might seem to b
found in the"impetus given by the union, aad
the consequent enlarged sympathies of the
workers in the cause. It cannot however b
said that any considerable part of this addl-
tion in results direct or indirect of our new
associations. Other and more remote foregs
had been in operation. The effort made by
the E. B. A. Conference to extend the work
of God within its own bounds, had led to»
larger increase of the staff of ministers in tis
three or four vears prior to 1874. We have
the result of their work in the following years,
If then, the coalition has been of little, if any
advantage to us as increasing our spiritust
power and success, we may surely expect to
| find great financial advance as the direct oup-
| come of the influence and cxample of Wesly
ern Methodism.  Here facts and figures tel
a sorry tale.

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A SERMON:

Preached in the Methodist Church. f‘red-
ericton, N. B.. Good Friday morning,
dpril 11, 1879,

“ Thuse it is written, and thus it beboved
Ckrist to suffer.” Luke xxiv. 486.

It is well for us that we bave these
sommemorative days of the gieat trans-
sctions in connection with the wonderful
schemes of God’s redemptlon and love,
and that we are thus continually remivd-
od of the claims which Gud bas to our
Jove and service.

The observance of these days by univer-
aa! Christendom, through all the centur-
fes down tc} the present time is to our
winds an evidence Hf the supernatural
factor in our Christianity, that it is God-
stamped in its origin and nature, and
hence we are still encouraged to say,
#¢ Should all the forms.” &e.

To-day we bave brcughbt vividly to our
minds the dying of the Lnd Jesus, and |
are specially reminded of the luve where-
with we were loved. It were well for us, |

The ritual |
snd practice of Catholicism to display the |
sufferings of Christ is to our mind degrad-
ing the atonement of Jesus, and severing
it of its divinity—for if the full suffering
of Chbrist can be understood by us, then
#e may at once accept a unitarian posi- |
tion, looking upon Christ as a mere man. |
It is the divine human person of Christ,
which tbrows such a mystery around his
suffering, and makes up that which angels
desired to look into, and it is from this the
atonement derives its efficacy and virtue.

- True we are not altogether forbidden,
or precluded from looking into the mys-
tery of such suffering, there are some |
Scriptures which give us somé small con- ‘
ception of what our Saviour underwent, |
yet, how small! And we confess, “ Now |
we know 1n part—now we see through a
glass darkly.” We turn in our days to
the memorable events immediately pre-
ceding, and those in connection with bis |
death. We think of Gethsemane—of
those words to his disciples, of kindly re-
buke and remonstrance, and to us from a
human standpoint, disappointment on
the part of Christ, for bad be not selected
them as his special companions, into this
retired spot, and seclusion from the world,
but human belp and sympathy fail him,
and to them be bas to say, *“ What, could
ye not watch with me one hour?” ana
that prayer, “ O my Father, if it be possi-
ble, let this cup pass from me ; neverthe-
less not as I will but as thou wilt.”” What
an indication we have here of the weight
of sorrow experienced by Christ ? From
thence we follow Him to the house of the
. High Priest,and note the indignities He
there received. His condemnation by
Pilate, and the execution of that judg-
ment on Calvary. ” We recall that utter-
ance, “ My God! My God! why &c. All
these are scenes and words with which we
have been familiar since our earliest child-
hood, and yet how very little can we enter
into tbeir depth of meaning? As we just
stated, the reason 1s, that in Christ the
suffcrer we have the God-man. As we
contemplate such soul-anguish, snch in-
dignities, and such a death in the light
of divinity, bow we fail to set them forth.
We know that it was not the divine but
the buman nature of Christ that suffered,
and yet we cannot sever the divinity from
the bumanity, or we strip redemption of
s value.
We would not merely see in the suffor-
ings of Christ merely bodily pain, point-
ing to the pierced side, the nailed hands

endured, but it wae not this which filled
up bis cup of sorrow. Ab!no! Peibaps
tbe most poignant grief is fouad in the
words “My G.d! My Gud! why bast thoa
forsaken me?”  Here the deep svul-
anguish is brought to our view, fur
whatever critical comm-ntators may
say as tothe true interpretation of this
difficalt passage us one writer says, “/t 18
pliin from this expression that the Son
of Goud felt as if He had been deserted by
bis Father.

brethren, it is bere that language fails us
to depict the svene and weight of his suf-
ferings, in the words of the propbet Isaiab.

necessary to human salvation. Every be-
liever in the divinity of Christ is bound
to this conclusion” 1f shut up to such a
conclusion, and we think the force of the
words qaoted must be admitted, have we
sufficient proof that such is really the case P
There are those who deny this, and these
professedly taking the Bible as their guide
as much as we,

The Socinian takes the positioa that the
death of Christ was important o confirm
bis doctrine, and bring on his resurrec-
tion, the crowning miracle by which its
truth was to be demonstrated. That we
bave redemption through his blood, be-
cause we in consideration of his love and
mercy are led to that repentance which
under the merciful government of God
secures us forgiveness. The Arian, after
admitting the exalted character of Christ
as man, and his disinterested sufferings
and work here, on this ground he bas
special influence with God, and man in
bis repentance through the mediation
of Christ is pardoned and saved.

The doctrine of Old Testsment prophe-
cy is, not that we are saved because of our
repentance, according to the Socinian no-
tion, or merely on the ground of our Sav.
iour’s mediation, but solely on the ground
of his dyiog for us; granted, there is vir-
tue in the mediation of Christ our Divine
Lord, but in a very different sense to that
which is attributed to Him by the Arian
hypothesis. Repentance is also a means
to our salvation, not the cause of it. Breth-
ren, our salvation bangs upon the death
of Christ, and however much mystery
there may be about his suffering and
death, of this we may rest assured that to
obtain eternal salvation, we must here re-
ceive our peace through his chastisement,
be healed by his stripes.

What are the regular periods or intervals
at which the 1st of February coincides with
the Sabbath of a leap year 7 It 365 days
were the measure of every year, a given day
of any month would coincide with the same
day of the week every 7th year; but since
every leap adds a day, such coincidence can-
not take place at less interval than 28 years,
28 being a common multiple of 7 years an_d
4, and the 28th year being a multiple of 4, it
will always be a leap year. Hence during
this 19th century, February 1st has coincided
with the Sibbath at the regular Intervals of
28 years, vig.: 1824, and 1852; and 1880;
and this order of coincidence would be per-

tual if every fourth year were a leap year.

LETTER FROM THE U. STATES.

In tba opinion of some, Bishop Haven
was the man of the widest reading and
most liberal culture of any in the Metho-
dist Church in the United States. He
was a bewitching writer. Yet the books
be wrote were few, Some think bis “ Pil-
gnm’s wallet or Sketches of Travel
Europe,” (1867) is his best. His Life of
Father Taylor has delighted many in the
Maritime Provinces. (Boston, 1872, PP-
445.) His other works were * National
Sermons, (Buston, 1869, 12 mo..) Mexico,
(N. Y., 1875, pp. 467, piates and 2 waps.)
He was a frequent contributor to the Me-
thodist Quarterly. A somewbat remarks-
ble articie on “ Wesley and Modern Phils
osophy,” Jan. and April, 1879. attradted
the attention .und criticism of some peri
odicals vutside of Methodism. His eon-
tribations to ihe periodical press were al-
most innumerable. He was a prodigious
worker. Tbe way be economized time 18
a wonder and 18 a lesson for us ail.
