IEREAS it will contribute to the conveniency of the Inhabitants of this
VVT Provinice to extend the Juri§diction of the Courts of Requests.

I. Be it enacted by the King's Most Excellent Majesty, by and with the advice
and consent of of the Legislative Council and Assembly of the Province ôf Upper-
Canada, constituted and assembled, by virtue of and under the authority of an Act
passed in the Parliament of Great Britain, entitledI "an Act to repeal certain parts
of an Act passed in the fourteenth year of Dis Majesty's Reign, entitled' "an Act
for making more effectual provision for the Government of the Province of Que-
bec in North America,and to make further provision for the Government of the
said Province," and by the authority of the saine, that the Second Clause of " an
Act passed in the thirty-second year of His Majesty's Reign, entitled " an Act
for the most easy and speedy recovery of small Debts" shal be and the same is
'hereby repealed.

Il. And be it further enacted by the autlhority aforesaid, That from and after the
first of April next, it shall and may be lawful for every Inhabitant within the li-
mits of this Province, who then or thereafter may have any Debt or Debts owing
to him, her or them, not exceeding the surn of five pounds Currency of the Province,
by any Person or Persons whatsoever, inhabiting the said Province, to cause such
Petson or Persons to be warned or summoned by a writing under the hand of a
Justice of the Peace, acting under anti by virtue of Ilis Majesty's commission, to
he left with some Grown Person at the dwelling-house or place of abode of such
Person or Persons or by service of the same, on the Person of such Debtor, to ap-
pear before the Justices of the said Court, and the said Justices after such summons
as aforesaid, shall upon proof of such summons, having beeri so left or served, at
least four days previous to the day of appearance, have full power and authority by
virtue of the said Act, to make or cause to be made, such Acts, Orders, Decrees,
Judgments, and Pro 'eedings between such Plaintiff, and his, her, or their Debtors
defendants touching such Debts not exceeding the sum of Five Pounds, Currency
of this Province, in question before them as they shall find consistent with equity
and good conscience, and all such Acts, Orders, Decrees, Judgments, and Pro-
ceedings, shall be entered in a Book to be kept for that purpose, Provided always,
that nothing herein contained shall extend or be construed to extend to authorise
such Justices as aforesaid, to give any judgment for a larger sum than Forty Shil-
ings lawful money of this Provmine, unless the same shall have been previously as-
certained by acknowledgment of the Defendant in writing or other proof than that
of the oath of the Prosecutor, and provided also, that nothing in this Act contained,
sháll extend, or be construed to extend, to authorise the sunmoning of any defen-
dant or defendants, before any other Court of Requests within any District or Coun-
ty, other than that which shall be established by the Magistrates in Quarter Ses-
sions as by law directed for the division in which such defendant or defendants shall
at the time 'f issuing such summons be resident.

more effectual Provision for the Government of the Province of Quebec, in North
America, and to make further Provision for the Governument of the said Province,
and by the authority of the saine, That during the continuance of this Act, it shall
and may be lawful for the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, or Person adminiisterin
the Governnent of this Province, for the time being, by and with the advice anâ

And be it further enacted by the authority aforesaid, That all Commission-
ers appointed under this Act, shall put up Advertisements in the most public plac2s
in their respective Districts and Divisions, stating the particulars of the work to be
done upon the Roads, giving one month for persons wishing to contract, to give in
their proposals. a copy of which advertisenent, and of the contract entered into,
shall accompany their vouchers of the expenditure of the monies paid into their
hands.

XIII. And be it further enacted by the authority aforesaid, That before any Com-
missioner shall proceed to carry into execution, the several powvers and authorities
by this Act imposed, he shall take the following oath; I, A. B. do swear, that i will
faithfully and impartially, to the best of my skill and judgment, perforn and carry
into execution, the several powers and authorities in me vested, in and by a certain
Act of the Legislature of this Province, entitled an "Act to Grant to His Majesty, a

in and for the District for which such Commissioners sll be appointed, and a certi-
ficate of such oath, the Justice administering the sane, is hereby required, to
transmit to the office of the Governor, Lieut. Governor, or person administering the
Government of this Province, with all convenient speed, after such oath shal
have been by him administered.

MOST GRACIOUS SOVEREIGN,

W ITHEREAS it is necessary to provide means for carrying into effect the provis-
ions of an Act, passed during the present session of Parliament, entitled " an

Act, to afford relief to persons holding or possessing lands, tenements, or heredita-
ments, in the District of Niagara; And be it enacted, by the King's Most Excellent
Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Legislative Council and Assembly,
of the Province of Upper Canada, constituted and assembled,by virtue of, and un-
der the authority of an Act, passed in the Parliament of Great Britain, entitled, an
Act to repeal certain parts of an Act, passed in the fourteenth year of His Majesty's
Reign, entitled, an Act for making more effectual Provision for the Govemment of
the Province of Quebec, in North America, and to make further Provision for the
Government of the said Province," and by the authority of the same, That from
and out of the Rates and Duties already raised and collected, or hereafter to be rais-
ed and collected, to and for the uses of this Province, there be granted to His Ma-
jesty, His Heirs and Successors, the sum of One Thousand Pounds, to be issued
out of the funds nowreiaining, or bereafter to come into the Receiver General'shands
unappropriated, and arising fro[n such rates and duties as last aforesaid, which sum
of one thousand pounds, shall be applied and disposed of, in carrying the provi-
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sions of the said recited Act into effect, in such manner as shall be directed by the
Go ernor, Lieut. Governor, or person administering the Government for the tnime
bein, and shall be paid bw the Receiver General, iiischarwe o such warrant or
warrants, as shall for the p)rpose herein set forth, be from ime to trne issued by
the Governor, Lieut. Governor, or person administering the Gvernient of this Pro-
vince for the lime bein, and shall bc accounted for to lis Majesty, lis Heirs and
Sucessors. throv;h the LorIs Comimissioners of His Majcsty's Treasury, in such.

direct.

W IlE REAS, it is expedient to repeal certain parts of an Act passed in the Fif-
tieth year of lis Aiahjesty's Rcign, entitled " An Act to provide for the lav-

ingi ont, aiending and keeping in repair the Public HIighways and Roads in this
Prnvince, and to repeal tlhe Lawis now in force for that purpose." BE it enacted,
by the King's Most Excellent Mtjcsty, by and with the advice and consent of the
Leislative Council and Assembly, of the Province of Upper Canada, constituted
and assemnbled, bv virtue of, and under the autbority of an Act, passed in the Par-
liament of Great 1ritain, entitled " An Act to repeal certain parts of an Act, pass-
cd in the fourteenth ycar of 1 lis Maijesty's Reign, entitled, An Act for nhking
mwire effectual Provision for the Government of the Province of Quebec, in North
America, and o tiake further Provision for thc Goverjment of tlie said Province,"
and bv the authority of the sane. That the Eighteenth and Twenty-sixth Clauses
ofthe aforesaid recited Act shall be and the sane are hereby repealed.

Il. And be il enactd by thte authoriy aforesaid, That any person liable to per-
form the dutv imruposed bv the before recited Act, may cornpound for suchu duty,
it he or she miay taimk fit. byv paying to the overseer the sum of ten shillings for each
cart. wý'aggon, teaÀm and dinver, for each day, and every person liable to perform
suc lahbor, may compouund for the sane, if he or she shail think (t, by paying tothe overseers the som of five sLillings, for and in lien of each davs duhty, or hibor
respectively, at ic timne ald ini he nanner directed by the afore'said recited Act
Provded aways, That every MaitaIe ifnabitant fron the age of twenty-one ears, to
fifty, not rated on the asse'ssmet for any town, township or place ithin this P>ro-
vince, shall e compelled to vork on the Hlighvays, three days in every year, with-
in the tovnship, town or pLace he may reside in, under the saine penalty as is im-
posed by- any Act, on personîs rated on the Assessment List, and in case any person
shall remove fron one toship another, the overseer of the Ihways shall
grant rimu a certiicate of te 1Ahbr lie has perorned, to prevent his being called
out agrain in an other tovnslhip during thc saie year.
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
