The Minister may designate any main
highway of a county road system to be
known as a “provincial county road,” to-
ward the constructions of which a pro-
vincial subsidy of 60 per cent. may there-
after be authorized and paid in accord-
ance with the provision of section 13 of
this Act, and also a like percentage for
maintenance in accordance with section
10 of the Ontario Highways Act.
The Government grant under the orig-
inal Highways Act was 33 1-3 per cent.
from the Government. The present
Government increased that to 40 per
cent. and 20 per cent. for maintenance.
Now a road serving as a main artery
through the country will receive €0 per
cent. for construction and the same for
maintenance. When the County Coun-
cil meets at Chesley in June we have no
doubt a system of county roads will te
adopted and advantage taken of the
present bill which will soon be an act
of the Legislature.
The new bill for a Provincal Highway
System provides fbr a highway threugh
Ontario from Windsor on the Detroit
River to the Ottawa, a distance of about
600 miles and costing approximately $2,
000 to $2,500 per mile. The county roads
will serve as feeders to the Provincial
Highway. Itisto be hoped the cost of
this road will exceed the estimate of the
Toronto to Hamilton highway, which
has cost over $26,000 per mile.
The Windsor to Ottawa Highway will
run through municipalities which con-
tain 52 per cent. of the populatien and
60 per cent. of the assessed value of the
provinece. The municipali'ies through
which this highway runs will b ar 30 per
cent of the cost. The automobile fees,
which this year amounted te $614,0i0,
and is estimated to be $750,000 in 1917,
is to be used for the construction of this
proposed highway. The highway con-
structien will not be begun at present,
owing te the scarcity of labour.
It is now up to the members of Bruce
County Council to get busy on a big
trunk project in this county. The auto
has come to stay and as they are hard
on the highways, it is up to the repre-
sentatives of Bruce to put up their share
of the cost, which has now been reduced
from 60 per cent. to 40 per cent.—Ches-
ley Enterprise.

Shoes with fibre soles and fabric tops
will be the populag—thing in footwear
this spring if the manufacturers have
their way. A campaign to-popularize
the stbstitutes for the recognized leath-
er makes has begun. Some of the ad-
vantages of fibre soles over leather soles
are given as follows: They are easier to
the foot; they make walking easier, they
conform more readily to the foot, thus
doing away with the necessity of break-
ing in shoes; they are waterproof; they
do not burn the feet; beinga non-con-
ductor of heat and cold, they will be
found cool inthe summer and warm in
the winter. Fibre soles are made of
about 10 per cent rubber new and old
reclaimed, about 20 per cent of ground
rags, leather buckings, and "the balance
of zinc litharge, hydro carbon, sulphur
and minerals.

A cold frame may be built on the
surface of the ground; but a
permanent stru®ture suitable for hold-
ing plants over winter will require a
pit cighteen to twenty four inches
deep. The cold frame should be filled
with a good potting =oil. The plants
should have more ventilation in  the
cold frame, bhut should nol veceive so
much water. It is best to keep the
so0il rather dry.

In transplanting, rememboer
plants usually thrive better if
planted into ground freshly cultivated.
Transplanting to the open field is best
done in cloudy weather, and in
the afternoon This the
sun's rays from causing the plant to
lose too much moisture through evap-
oration.

Some thirty owners of vehicles in Tor-
onto have received notification from the
Provincial Highways Department that it
is against the law to have search lights
on cars. The two headlights in front
are sufficient. One reason for this law
is understood to be the moyable search-
light near the driver, if directed at the
driver of another, would have a blinding
effect and might cause an accident.
