Former St. John’s Resi-
dent Tells of Doings out
West.

A city business man received a
letter yesterday from a friend in Van-
couver, who formerly lived in St
John's.

We publish extracts, feeling sure
it will be read with interest.

“Must send you a few lines. Had
a let*er from you a few weeks ago,
and was glad, though businéss was
dull, that all seemed well with you.

“Here we know in various ways
that business is depressed, work said
to be scarce, no building going on, no-
body buying acres or lots, Building
Societies and Trust Companies going
into liquidation, an odd brother sui-
ciding, some down and out, ‘“hard
lucks” disappearing and being found
later in the harbor or behind a park
log. There is some of that every win-
ter and there may be more than usual
this one.

“Many of the out-of-work mechan-
ices have moved south, and many of
the shop and store class have enlist-
ed, for besides the 33,000 first contin-
gent and the 22,000 second contingent
mustered at different centres, we

are
now recruiting for the third, and there
is a iarge number on local service
guarding man)’ points.

“The West was asked for a good
quota, and very many who joined
were young men from the Old Coun-
try, out of work here, not satisfied
with prospects, or desired to get
across again and took this means ‘as
leading toward that and at the same
time sat®fying their martial feeling, a
feeling very strong among the Can-
adian born, especially of the educa-
ted classes.
