The meddlesome Grit majority
in the Senate has been at it agam.

Under the_British North .Am-
erica Act the Upper Chamber lias
no power to amend revenue, taxa-
tion or money bills, but how much
do the Laurier marionettes care
for that, or anything else, su long
as there is a nod from Canada’s
self-constituted Czar?

Yesterday they iad before them
a bill enabling the Minister of
Railwavs to acquire branches—in
other words, a money bill.

They have now got so much
into the habit of throttiing just
abotit everything oif importance
attempted by the Conservatives in
the Commons that they could not
even keep their unholy hands oft
this measure, which they prompt-
ly emasculated by an amendment.

Speaker Landry said the bill
gave the Minister of Railways
“power to acquire by purchase or
lease” one or more branch lines.
He was of the opinion that the
money for the purpose could be
obtained from consolidated reve-
nue without vote of Parliament,
as judges’ salaries are paid. It
was therefore a money bill, and
the amendment was out of order.

\What do these irresponsibles
care for a Speaker’s ruling, or
anything else, so long as the be-
hests of a disgruntled ex-Premier
and a bungh-of, seatless ex-Minis-

nothing, and so they deliberately
trampled on the ruling.

This_condition of affairs is not
only a nuisance, but absolutely
intolerable. That a drastic rem-
edy must be applied no one ques-
tions.

Under the Canadian method of
keeping Governments for a long
period in power—Conservatives,
for instance, from 1872 to 1890,
and Liberals from 1896 to 1911—
there is bound, under the present
system, to be a majority in the
Senate hostile politically to the
majority in the lower chamber.
It was so for some years after
Laurier got into office, and it is
so now. This condition of affairs
should not exist. .

The Borden Government is un-
doubtedly in power for a long
period, and in the natural course
of events there will be a Conser-
vative majority in thc Upper
Chamber.

Then if the Grits get into pow-
er some vears hence the then Sen-
ate Tory majority will he apt to
monkey with their legislation just
the same as the Grit majority is
doing now. That might not be
according to ethics, but human
nature sometimes does not takc
such a phase into consideration

Such possibilities should not be
available to either the Grit or the
Tory side, and this paper Lopes to
see Premier Borden do a pluin
and paramount duty.

TWOBOYS ARE INJURED

H;dropll'ne Dashes Into Stone
Wall at Kingston Harbor.

After Making a Flight Over the Bay
J. Luckey of New York Plunges
Into an Obstruction and Almost
Cuts Off Leg of One Boy and
Breaks Leg of Another — Several
Others Have Narrow Escapes.

KINGSTON, June 4.—Two lads
were seriously hurt, scores had nar-
row escapes and three thousand peo-
ple were thrown into a panic at
Macdonald Park yesterday afternoon,
when the hydroplane operated by .
Luckey of the Curtis Company, New
York, in_ completing. what had been
a most spectacular flight around the
harbor. crashed into a stone wall at
the lower end of Emily street. George
Dawson, aged 16, son of Jasper Daw-
son, Earle street, had his left leg
almost severed, and it was later’ am-
putated at the General Hospital.
Norman Thompson, aged nine, son of
George Thompsor. proprieter ‘of a
liquor store, had his right leg broken.

The lads were standing near the
‘stone wall when Luckey started out
on his trip from the lower end of
Emily street. There was a space rop-

ipoured into this clearing in spite of

the efforts of the police. ~The only

open space was near the stone wall, ;

and at the risk of his own life, Luc-
i key turned his machine into the wall,
running into the boys. He, himself,
was pinned up against the wall and
had a miraculous escape. He showed
great presence of mind and was the
first to reach the boys and carry them
out of the crowd to the ambulance.

Spectators say that Luckey deserves
great credit for his work. - Had .the
space been clear he could have
brought the machine to a standstill
without accident. The hydroplane was
damaged to the extent of about $2,000.

“I don’t care a thing about the ma-
chine,” said Luckey, ‘‘but it is .the
boys I am thinking of.” He was great-
ly affected by the mishap.

able Dominjon land in Manitoba, Sauskat-
chewan or Alberta. The applieant muse
appear in persou at the Dominion Land
Agency or Sub-Ageney for the Disirict.
Entry by prosy may bhe made  at any
agency on certain conditions, by father
mother, sou, daughter. brother or gister ¢t
intending homextender.

Duties—Six months’ residence upou and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
pine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres, solely owned and occu-
pied by Lim or by uls father, muther, son,
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader In
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead.  ’rive
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon
the homestead or pre-emption 8ix months
in each of six years from date of home-
stead entry (including the tme required
to earn homestead "patent), and cultivate
50 acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhiusied his
homestead right, and caunot obtaln n pre-
emption may enter for a purchased honue
stead in certain districts, price $3.00 per
acre. Dutles—Must reside six mouths in
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
erect a house worth $300.00.

The liquor trai-
ic is a national evil and can only be
overcome by- national resources, that
is effective legislation. Moral suasion,
education and sevangelism can do a
ereat deal in saving the individual and
in uniting the people for aggressive
service but the one thing which can
deal a death blow to the whole traffic
is legislation. There are two principles
to be considered.

First, the necessity of effective lez-

hood is temporarily paralyzed. There
should be legislation to the effect that
such men should be sent to a home
for treatment, and that in the earliest
stages. 1f cured they should be re-
leased on mprobation. If it is- found
they are incurable they should be
sentenced to some proper institution
for life where they could be safe, earn
a’ living and assist those depending
on them. In this way the wreckage
would ‘be saved, social evils reduced
and social health improved. Such a
method would give an object lesson

An eminent authority re-
cently said: “If the {'ght against tie
liquor traffic is to achieve permancnti
results it must be supported by wise!
legislation.” There are good reasons
for this position. One is that the enemy
does not recognize the value of an_\‘{
appeal or authority except that of)
force, law or aunthority which can
compel respect.

He laughs at suchj
methods. The authority of the law is
the only  authority he recognizes
and only then when vigorously cn—i
forced, Thus it has been found in!
proportion as public opinion asserts
itself it invariably demands improved
legislation. Effective legislation must
be the ideal of all true moral reform
as only in this way can the power of
citizenship enforce decency and pro-
tection. A third reason is that the ef-
fects of legislation are far reaching.
Its influence appears in many ways.
Take the moral power and its educa-
tive value, The Ten 'Commandments
were not only prohibitive but_ also
created a moral standard -of life for
the individual and society. So with all
legislation. It mnot only - prohibits
wrong doing, but it also indicates the
standard of right living. This prin-
. ciple demands that legislation be of
the right moral quality as it issues in
moral conduct. Take also the extent
of the gains of effective legislation.
By the Lord’s Day Act one hundred
thousand men were guaranteed the
Sunday rest. No amount of moral per-
suasion could ever have secured this
result. When there is effective leg-
islation the moral appeal will be re-
spected. When there is no law the
moral appeal is quite worthless with
offenders. Every step is legislation,
whether it be in the extension of
principle, the mode of enforcement or
the penalty, directly and indirectly af-
fects millions of cases. This is one of
the hopeful things about legislation.
Further, the wider the area the more
