NEW YORK, Oct. 21.—Re-
viewihg the war situation to-day,
The ngrlld’s military critic says::

Laconic reports that British
naval forces are supporting the
extreme left of the allies’ flank on

the Channel coast, between Dun- .

kirk and Ostend, inadequately
convey the measure of advantage
obtained thereby to the. Belgo-

oppose the German = advance.
What can be effected by such co-
operation between land and naval
forces 'was demonstrated two
years ago, when the Turks, al-
though routed in battle and their

ranks decimated by cholera, were .

enabled to establish an effective
defensive behind obsoléte re-
doubts along the lines of Chatalja,
against the victorious Bulgarians.

The fortified line was about 25
miles in extent, but the encroach-
ment of arms of the sea upon eith-
er extremity considerably reduced
the extent of the territory to be
defended.

The retreat of the
troops .from Lule Burgas, Bunar-
hissar and Chorlu had degener-
ated into a panic. The tactical
organization of the Sultan’s army
had collapsed and military experts
regarded a defence of the incom-
pletely fortified Chatalja line as
impaossible.

While the ravages of rhaease
may not depress the fatalistic Mo-
hammedan soldier as it might any
other, the ‘reduction of the effec-
tive combatant strength and mor-
ale of the Turkish troops by chol-
era was considerable. The defen-
sive works of the line also were
known to be obsolete in construc-
tion, and the stand made by t.e
Turks was regarded as a hoqt.et!
though daring manceuvre.

Nevertheless the Turks stood

Turkish

firm, and the line marked the
limit of their retreat. At no point
were the Bulgars able to effect a
breach in the defence. What was
thé sécrét of this apparent rever-
sal of form? It was not that the’
Turks had received reinforce-
ments of sufficient strength "to .
warrant a check upon the Bulgar-":
ian advanceé. Neither was it that
the Bulgars had weakened.

The fact was ithat the Turkish
fléet in the Black Sea and in the
Sea of Marmora commanded both
ends of the line, making a repeti-
tion of the ﬁahkmg operations,
hitherte applied 'with remar
success by the Bulgarian tro
an impossibility.

KAISER INSISTS ON
WAR-LIKE POSE IN
HIS PHOTOGRAPHS

Very Particular About the Curl
of His Moustache and Other
Details.

Herr Adolf 'Baumann ‘has been
court photographer to European roy-

alties for a quarter of a century. He |

describes his latest experience in

photographing  Emperor William.

While Herr Baumann and his as-
were ‘ waiting in the ante-
room of the rayal palace at Berlin,
the Emneror entered, saying, “Good
marning, gentlemen!” His voice was
resbnant, commanding. His gaze de-
voured us. When he speaks, he looks
directly and deeply into your eyes.
\ou feel that he reads your mind.

“Where is the court photograph-
r2” he said, I came forward. “Where
15 the light best ” he asked. It was
as if he were giving a military order.

When he is photographed, he vol-

untarily assumes the poses desired.
He alters his expression as he wills.
He refuses to be nhotographed sit-
ting. That position, he thinks, lacks
dignity. He likes photographs thut
reveal him with a tense, commanding
expression. Before the camera, his
main thought "appears to be of the
effect his picture will have—first,-up-
Oil the army, and then upon the peo-
ple.
The Emperor assumed one pogition
After -another, turning this way and
that. He~had already thought out
the poses he desired; “he ‘knew ex-
actly what he wanted: He was vefy
partlcular about the curl of his mous-
tache: often hetween the evposures he
would give the ends a stiff upward
twirl with his fingers.

Austrian the Lightest

It is not generally known that each
belligerent nation in the field is
armed with a different make of rifle.
Naturally, experts are not agreed .gs
to which -is -actually’ thé best, though
British experts are inclined to favor
the British short Lee-Enfield.

The points of advantage of the
British gun are its simple but reliable
mechanism, its Breat strength light-
ness, and the fact-that its ' magazine
‘carries ten shots against five in all’
the pther rifies. < It is ‘sightéd: up to
2,800 yards, ‘farther than any existing
rifle; the German and Belgign Mauser
coming- next with 8,187 iyards.- ' 1t
fires ‘a “Hullet: wei;ghhi 215 grains- 4t
8 -muzzle velocity 2060 “feet - per
second; ‘and it is only here ‘that tt is
‘beaten by -the -German weapuh‘ vhqse
lighter bullet of 154 grains leaves the
barret with -a- velocity of- 2,888 teet
per second. 'Whereas the British arm
weighs, without bayoreét, 8 pounds ‘10
ounces, ‘the German rifie turns ‘the
scale at'9 pounds-1-gunfe; the Fren¢h
Lebel of &munds 4 ‘ounees being the
heaviest “of all - rifles. Curiopgly
enough, the Anstnan arm, the Mdnn-
licher, is the: ‘lghtest of milita.ry

=~ THE PRECEDENT OF 1870

Mr. Lloyd-George, in-his speech at
the Queen’s Hall, London, recently,
brought out one point in the case
against Germany. He said:

This was not the only country to
defend Belgium and her integrity.
Russia, France, Austria, and also Ger-
many—they are all there. Why did
the last two not perform the obliga-
tion? It is suggested that when you
quote this treaty, it is purely an excuse
on our part. It is our low craft and
cunning, just fo cloak our jealousy of
a superior civilization which we are
attemting to destroy.

Our answer is the action we took in
1870. What was that? Mr. Glad-
stone was then Prime Minister. Lord

. Granvitle, F think, was then Fbreign.
Secretary.. I have never heard it al-
leged to their charge that they were
ever Jingo. What did they do in
18707 We called upon the belligerent
powers to respect- that treaty. We
called upon France, we called upon
Germany. At that time, beat in mind,
the greatest danger to Belgium came
from France and not from Germany.
We intervened to protect Belguim
against France exactly in the same’
+way. We invited both the belligerent
‘powers to state that .they had no in-
tention of violating Belgian neutrality.
What was the "answer given by Bis-
marck? He said it was superfluous to
‘ask Prussia such a questidn in view
“of the treaties in force.” France gave
a similar answer.

We received the thanks at that time
of the Bélgian people for our interven*
tion in a very remarkable document.
This s in a document addressed by
the municipality of Brussels to Queen
Victoria - after that intervention:

“The gPeat and noble people over
w]mse destinies you preside have just
given a further proof of its benevolent
sentiments towards this country. The
voice of the English nation has been
heard above the din of arms. It has
asserted the principles of justice .4nd
right.. Next.to the unalterable at-
tachment of the Belgian people ta
t!’xeir independence, the strongest sen-
timent which fills their hearts is thats
of -aw imperishable "gratitude to the
people of ‘Great Britain.”

Speaking upon the report, John
Muir said it contained many valuable
suggestions.

donsisted” of ‘a guantity ef black powder
in & paper bag bound around by wad
cardbogrd and wrapped tight with rags.
A fuse inserted in the mouth of the bag
wauld' be “lighted and when it burned
down to the powder the “bomb” would go
off with a booming roar, filling the gir
with 8 pall of thick, black smoke and a
pungent odor. There could be no doubt
in the mind of the recipient of the Black
E4nd demand and threat as to whom this
reminder was intended for. < While these
bombs were harmless ‘in themselves
the effect was sufficiently terrifying to
cause the person threatened-to get busy
and send the money demanded of him
thtough the channels designated in the
letters he had received.

¢Pumpkin Bombs.”

¥From the " first appearance of the
“pumpkin  bon:bs”  Petrosino - redoubled
his efforts in tne Italian quarter. With
difficulty he ascertained just who in the
building ‘where the ‘explosive was set off
had been threatined and then, clew by
elew, followed the lead until he discov-
ered just what group. was levying black-
mail in that gnarter.

- In cele-
brating their saint. days Italians wake a
free use of fireworks, mgh as rockets,
Greck fire and torpedoes. Members of
Mano Nero- sought out the fireworks
manufacturers and ordered numbers of
what every child knoyws as “‘giant tor-
pedoes.!” * These were innocent enougi
in appearance uatil a more minute exam-
ination was made.

After a moment of silence there
came screams—some of fear, others
of pain—from the ruined building.

A fire alarm- was rung in. The
shrieks of a dying man buried under
a. boulder weighing about 200 pounds,
brought the firemen to his assistance.
The man, ane of.the two that threw
the- bomb_that wrecked the tenement,
was practically cut in two by the]
stone, which had been over the door.
He was still alive when assistance ar-
rived, but died before the stone could
eb removed. In the man’s pocket was
found a card marked 125 Canadian
Vickers, Company, and as ths man
was employed at that place, it is sup-
posed that he hdd obtained a stick of
dynamite while” 2t his work.

The work of’¥escue of the inmates
was speedily carried out. Many of the
occupants of the tenement had been
blown through the windows of the dif-
ferent tenements into the street and
the yards, while others. were buried
under furniture, laths and plaster and
some were clinging to the windows
of the upper .floors /when rescued.
Fremen and policemen fought their
way into the riiins and in less than
half afi hoiir thoseé who hdd been pin-

dore Lanoskey fell two stories, but
was only bruised. g

The second Austrian’s body was be-
ing searched for still in the ruins this
morning.. Mrs. Jurenskey had botha
legs broken and died in the hospital.
An unknown nian and Sara Gilbert
had both legs broken, the life of the
man being despaired of. Both ghe wo-
men’s legs have been amputated.
That the explosion was the direct
outcome of truoble between the
foreigners due to the war is the be-
lief of the police, who opened an of-
ficial = investigation to-day. There
have been fights among the residents
of the tenement since the outbreak of
the war.

This morning Acting Mayor Van-
derlac, ordered the police to search
all foreigners: for concealed weapons
in order to Stop possible rioting as a
result of the bomb explosion.
