Stockholm,I Nov. 22—(Correspond­
ence of The Associated Press)—Vod­
kaless Russia is unbelievably prosper­
ous, even in the midst of war, writes 
the editor of Dagen’s Nyheteh, after 
a long trip through the Russia .a pro­
vinces, but there is still a great dan­
ger for the peasant has as yet found 
nothing to take the place of :he sal­
oon as a center of recreation and 
amusement. Stories are told of cases 
of suicide owing to the dullness ot 
life now that the “dear little water” 
has been put out of reach.

“In the towns there- has never been 
so much prosperity as at present,” 
remarks the editor. "Beggars have 
disappeared from the streets and the 
masses are better fed and better clad 
than ever before.

“It is, however, in the villages that 
the blessings of teetotalism are most 
apparent. The hundreds of millions 
formerly spent in the spirit shops now 
remain in the pockets of the peasants. 
Millions of working .days, formerly 
wasted in drinking bouts and their 
after-effects, help to line the pockets.

“The net result is that the Russian 
villages, so to say, roll in money. 
Meat, formerly eaten once or twice 
a year, is becoming part of the daily 
fare, and dwellings and farming uten­
sils and decent clothes are being pur­
chased out of savings by the agricul­
tural population.

“The one danger with the increase of 
economic strength is the possibility of 
a decrease of moral strength. Vodka 
filled a void in the empty and lustre­
less life of the peasant. He wonders 
how he shall spend his free time and 
his superfluous money.

“The teetotalers are alive to this 
danger, and already, in certain dis­
tricts of Russia, ‘people’s houses, are 
being provided, equipped with lib­
raries, tea, lecture and reading rooms 
and cinematographs.

‘“All this is to the good, but big 
effort is essential in order to raise the 
intellectual and moral level of the 
nation if Russia’s teetotal year is to be 
more than a little episode in her his­
tory.”

Troops are patrolling 
the streets and occupy­
ing all strategic posi­
tions, and a large force 
is guarding the royal 
palace. The cabinet 
council is constantly in 
session, the chiefs of the 
military staff participat­
ing. The impression pre­
vails that King Constan­
tine realizes that he will 
be forced to yield to the 
Allies’ demands.

Whilst they were thinking ini this 
strain a Roman Catholic chaplain at­
tached to the regiment came up to the 
firing line, end volunteered to go out 
in front and at any rate try to find 
the bodies.

After some hesitation his request 
was granted. Donning his surplice 
and with a crucifix in his hand, the 
priest proceeded down one of the saps 
and climbed out into the open. With 
their eyes glued to periscopes the Bri­
tish Bine watched him anxiously as he 
proceeded slowly towards the German 
lines. Not a shot was fired by the 
enemy. After a while the chaplain 
was seen to stop and bend1 down near 
the German wire entanglements. He 
knelt in prayer. Then with the same 
calm step he returned to his own lines 
He had four identity discs in his 
hand, and reported that the Germans 
had held up four khaki caps on their 
rifles, indicating that the other four 
were prisoners in their hands.

Gossip of Notables
Booker T. Washington was the 

most widely known man his race has 
ever produced in this country and its 
foremost educator, says the New 
York World. Born of a slave mother 
into slavery, the fortunes of his life 
led him to be White House guest of a 
President at luncheon ; to be enter.-1 
tained and received by Queens and < 
Princes abroad ; to have Harvard and 1 
Dartmouth Universities confer de­
grees upon him, and to die, leaving, be-, 
hind him a record of achievement and 
ability which is generally considered 
never to have been equalled by one of 
his race.

It is with the Tuskegee Normal and 
Industrial Institute that Dr. Wsatiing- 
tor. is most generally associated. From 
its foundation in 1881 until his death 
he had been its principal ; under his 
management and leading, this school 
for negroes has grown from a shack 
in which thirty pupils gathered for 
lessons, to one of the largest and 
most munificently equipped normal 
educational institutions in this coun­
try, where more than 1,500 negro boys 
and girls, young men and women, an­
nually receive instruction.

But Dr. Washington’s work was not 
confined to the administration of one 
school. Its importance, it is generally 
acknowledged, lay in his national lea­
dership of his race. Into practically 
every State of the Union the negro 
educator went, giving advice to his 
people, spreading his influence, deal­
ing with their problems whatever they 
were.

TRUSTED BY ROOSEVELT.
And his leadership of the negro 

people was such that it won the ap­
proval of a large majority of the white 
people, regardless of section. The au­
thor of several widely read books, Dr. 
Washington was also noted as a lec­
turer and as a speaker of unusual elo­
quence.

In 1904 he accepted a luncheon in­
vitation extended to him by Theodore 
Roosevelt, thèn Prseident. The inci­
dent revived for the time much of the 
old bitterness between the North and 
the South. The South, fearing the ef­
fect it might have upon its colored 
people, severely criticized President 
Roosevelt for extending such an in­
vitation and Dr. Washington for ac­
cepting it. The North rushed to the 
defence of both and criticism of the 
South.

1858 at Hales Ford, franklin county, 
Virginia.

,gan to show a desire for an education. 
He went to school about two months 
a year and read and studied at night.

In 1871 he heard of the Hampton 
Institute at Hampton, Va. He walked 
part of the way to Hampton and stud­
ied at the institute, from wnich he 

graduated with high honors. He 
returned to West Virginia where he 
taught school for a time, and then 
went to the Wayland Institute at 
Washington. From there he was call­
ed to Hampton as teacher. After two

Paris, Nov. 22.—The declaration of 
a commercial blockade of Greece by 
the Entente powers has produced a 
marked impression in Athens, parti­
cularly as it was unexpected. An 
Athens despatch to The Petit Journal 
says the newspaper organs of the 
Greek Government, accuse the allies, 
especially Great Britain of seeking to 
drag Greece into the war by harsh 
measures. These papers assert Greece 
has given sufficient proof that she in­
tends to maintain the policy of bene­
volent neutrality and she had no 
thought of taking hostile steps. How­
ever, she cannot permit transference 
of the theatre of war into her own 
territory. It is suggested that the 
measures taken by the allies may re­
sult in withdrawal of Greek troops 
from the frontier or even in partial 
demobilization.

The section of the press, which sup­
ports former Premier Venizelos ac­
cuses the government of having 
brought on, by want of foresight, a 
conflict with the Entente powers. The 
general feeling, however, is one ot 
optimism and it is believed serious 
misunderstandings will be avoided. 
WAR ZONE AROUND GREECE.

Saloniki, Greece, Nov 21—Via Paris 
Nov. 22.—It is rumored here that the 
Entente allies have decided to carry 
the commercial blockade to the ex­
tent of establishing a war zone around 
Greece and cutting off all supplies. 
Greeks express the hope that no such 
drastic action will be taken. The As­
sociated Press has learned however 
that the French authorities unoffi­
cially made the strongest representa- 

j tions to the throne respecting the 
necessity that Greece give assurances 
of more active co-operation with the 
allies.

CABINET IN SESSION
The Greek cabinet, forewarned of 

the vigorous policy to be initiated by 
the quadruple Entente was in continu- 

jous session from nine o’clock on Fri- 
! day night, till three o’clock on Satur­
day morning, and information that it 
was unable to agree upon any definite 
course was followed by the manifesto 
of the Entente powers.

Only one member of the cabinet, 
said to be Mr. Gounaris, the man 
whose threats to disarm the Serbians 
and Franco-British forces, led to the 
allied warning that Greece must inter­
vene in behalf of Serbia or demobil­
ize, favored casting the lot of the na­
tion with the Central powers. The 
king and the other ministers insisted 
on maintaining the policy of benevol­
ent neutrality, but they would not 
agree to give the definite guarantees 

i demanded by the representatives oi 
!the four great powers.

CHEERED LORD KITCHEER
An immense crowd that witnessed 

the arrival of Lord Kitchener at the 
palace cheered Britain’s war secretary 

heartily as it did Mr. Denys Co­
chin, minister of France, thus evinc­
ing the heart of the Greek people is 
with the allies.

Despite the pessimistic tone of the 
British newspapers, there still is hope 
the king will go with instead of 
against his people. If he does, Mr. 
Venizelos will be immediately recall­
ed. Whatever the outcome is to be 
we shall not have a long wait, the 
great Franco-British fleet is where it 
can strike hard and protect the al­
lied troops in Serbia from Greek 
treachery.

Of the French and British troops, 
no news has been received. Apparent­
ly they are only holding their posi­
tions, and can no longer hope to ren­
der assistance to the Serbians except 
by keeping a large number of Bul­
garians engaged. According to Ger­
man reports an effort will be made 
by the French and British to save 
the Serbian armies by sending troops 
through Montenegro and Albania, 
but with poor roads, it will take a 
long time for them to reach the bat­
tlefield.
SERBS MAKING LAST STAND

Already the Serbians are making 
what may be their last stand near 
Monastir and also on the plains of 
Kossovo. The Bulgarians, it is true, 
are being held up by unfavorable 
weather conditions, but they must be 
almost at the gates of the Macedonian 
capital by this time, while the Austro- 
Germans and Bulgarians are slowly 
but surely pressing back the northern 
army.

The Germans announced yesterday 
the capture of Novibazar, and are 
therefore on the direct road to Mitro- 
vitza, which has been the Serbian cap­
ital since Nish fell into the hands of

do what we can to win this big fight. Is it not a fact 
that a great many of our best citizens are now at the 
front fighting your fight and our fight?

At a very early age he showed a dis­
tinct inclination towards music.

Gregor used to join Leo on tour and 
impart to him the great Professor’s 
teaching and methods, which he had 
thoroughly assimilated.

Auer was so greatly impressed 
when he subsequently heard Leo play 
for the first time that he summoned 
his pupils to listen to him; later on 
Leo took lessons from Ysaye, who not 
long ago sent him his phootograph 
with the flattering inscription “to my 
colleague.”

Trieste and Pola, Austrian

Naval Base, Then Will 
be Helpless. Chocolatesft X

By Special Wire t<r the Courier.

London, Nov. 22—The fall of Gor- 
izia (Gorz), thé Austrian city which 
is the key to the Isonzo Hiver line j| 
and stands at the gate of the istrian 
Peninsula, is now believed to be cer­
tain. Private advices from Rome say 
that the Austrians are making prepar­
ations to give up the city and the 
present line of defence and retire to a H 
new line which was constructed some 
time ago.

Gen. Borovec, commanding the 
Austrian forces, called for reinforce­
ments and was told that the general 
staff could not relieve him. In the 
meantime Gorizia is ruined by Italian _ 
shell fire and the chief buildings are 
wrecked. Italian troops of the Perugia m 
brigade have gained a foothold on the 
slopes of Monte San Michele, which 
height commands the city. Seven jj 
times the Austrians attacked the Ital­
ians on this sector and were driven 
back. The fighting is desperate,

The opening of the Isonzo line will 
place Trieste, the chief commercial 
city of Pola, the Austrian naval base, 
at the mercy of the Italians.

It is reported unofficially in des­
patches from Laibach, Austria, that 
the fortifications of Gorizia have been 
almost destroyed by the Italian artil­
lery.

FURTHER ADVANCES.
Rome, Nov. 21, via Paris, Nov. 22 

—Italian troops have made an im­
portant advance on the Isonzo front, 
especially on the heights northwest 
of Gorizia. according to an oiticial 
statement issued to-day at headquar­
ters of the general staff. The 
ground gained was retained in spite 
of Austrian counter-attacks.

The text of the communication fol­
lows—

“Yesterday was marked by an im­
portant success for our arms along 
the Isonzo front, especially on the 
heights northwest of Gorizia. We 
began the action at night by making 
with great bravery, numerous 
breaches in extensive barbed wire en­
tanglements defending remarkably 
strong enemy entrenchments.

"At dawn our infantry, adequately 
supported by artillery attacked the 
village of Ostavia and the heights to 
the northeast and southwest of the 
country lying across the route from 
San Floriano to Gorizia.

“The enemy offered an extremely 
obstinate resistance, but was tinally 
driven back by the impetuosity ot 
our attacks. He fled leaving hjs tren­
ches full of dead. We took 459 prison­
ers many of whom were officers. 
Successive violent attacks by the Aus­
trians advancing with shouts ot 
“Savoia” for the purpose of deceiving 
our troops all were repulsed with ir­
resistible energy. On the heights of 
Podgoa and Calvario, south of Osta­
via, thanks to an admirable effort 
carried out under a formidable artil­
lery fire, troops took by main 
foce, two more lines of trenches and 
occupied almost the entire length of 
the summit.

“On the Carso plateau we continued 
our advance along the northern slopes 
of Monte San Michele and southwest 
of San Martino, where we dislodged 
the enemy from trench after trench, 
making many prisoners.

“Enemy aeroplanes threw bombs 
yesterday on Schio fifteen miles 
northwest of Vicenza, wounding 
slightly eight soldiers. One of our 
air squadrons under highly unfavor­
able atmospheric conditions, caused 
by high wind, renewed the raid on 
the enemy aviation camp at Assevizza, 
on which more than 100 hand gren­
ades were dropped. Our aeroplanes 
returned undamaged.
