Headquarters of the French Army 
the French Front, Tuesday night. 

April 17—(Delayed) — (From a staff 
correspondent of • the 
Frees)—The initial success of 
French in tlie great battle begun 
yesterday continued to-day, 
despite most desperate 
from the Germans their front posi­
tion was occupied along another 
twenty miles extending eastward 
from Rheims to Auberive.

Germans Strong
The strength of the Germans can 

be gauged by the fact that they em­
ployed nineteen divisions of front 
line troops. The trenches were ab­
solutely filled with men, and ac­
cording to prisoners, who now num­
ber over 13,000, they had orders to 
stand until the last, but could not 
resist the French artillery and in­
fantry. Many fluctuations in posi­
tions naturally occurred during the 
course of the fighting, but when­
ever the Germans counter-attacked 
they failed to maintain for any | 
length of time, positions gained, and 
the French were able to bivouac on 
the ground they reconquered, .some­
times to a depth of five to six kilo­
metres. The defences were found 
to be very strong everywhere and 
were well provided with artillery, 
some of which already has fallen 
into French hands.

There has been no cessation of 
the battle even after nightfall an l 
thrusts and parry with large bodies 
of troops have brought about many 
separate battles at different points, 
in which the French usually remain­
ed masters of the field.

London, April 19.—Determined 
pounding on the German “fortified 
zone” between Soissons and Rheims 
yesterday brought the French arm­
ies under Gen. Nivelle the most sig­
nificant victories they have vet won 
in the great offensive launched on 
Monday. The entire Hindenburg 
line was bulged back from Vailly, 
which the French hold,to Courtecon, 
where they are established on the 
outskirts of the village.

German Morale is Broken
The penetration of the German 

front in this sector in places reaches 
a depth of nearly four miles, and a 
significant breakdown of the German 
morale is noted in the Paris bulletin, 
which says:

“Under the energetic pressure of 
our infantry and the murderous ac­
tion of our cannon, the enemy fell 
back in disorder, abandoning im])on- 
ant material and leaving in our 
hands his supply depots. A single 
one of our regiments took 300 pri­
soners belonging to seven difierent 
regiments. We captured nineteen 
cannon, of which five were siege 
guns.”

Thus far, since the beginning of 
the battle more than 10,070 un­
wounded German prisoners have 
been brought to the rear of the 
French lines, and seventy-five can­
non have already been counted.

Laon Salient Cut Down
The brilliant French victory yes­

terday considerably reduces the 
Laon salient and brings the French 
nearer to Laon itself than the British 
are to Douai. The fall of either of 
these towns in the near future would 
mean complete disaster to the Ger­
mans and their expulsion from 
French soil. Nivelle’s men are well 
on to the high ground which guards 
Laon from the south, and the dis­
organization of the resistance they 
are encountering indicates that the 
German command will be forced to 
give them even more ground.

North of Chavonne French battal­
ions swept over the rain soaked 
soil, captured the village of Oestel, 
and drove the enemy nearly a mile 
beyond it. Braye-en-Laonnois, which 
French troops reached yesterday 
morning, was also overrun and the 
entire strip of territory between 
this town and Courtecon fell into 
French hands.

pectations. It has been so success­
ful that I picture to myself the pos­
sibility of a future miscarriage of 
feeling, and for to-day, instead of 
going into the details of the fighting, 
1 venture to strike a sober note. A 
ferocious discipline still drives the 
German armies to the most desper­
ate resistance. Heavy as have been 
their losses, they counter-atlacked 
both on the Aisne front and the 
Champagne with fierce obstinacy. 
They probably have now abandoned 
hope of launching any considerable 
offensive in other fields. That is the 
very practical gift of France and 
Britain to liberated Russia, and it 
should be appreciated as such, but 
the immediate effect is to throw upon 
the West, which thoroughout has 
borne two-thirds of the weight of the 
German strength, all of such reser­
ves as renfain to it. The enemy will 
now throw in every unit they can 
scrape together and play every trick 
that remains in their repertoire. No 
one here has a moment's doubt about 
the end, but the enormity of the 
issue makes cheap laudation intoler­
ably offensive.

Where the line of the offensive 
swings east and south from Craonne 
toward Rheims neither the French 
artillery nor infantry ceased its ac­
tivity. The forest to the east of 
Ville-au-Bois was captured yester­
day morning, and a later official re­
port states that a big body of Ger­
mans, surrounded in the woods, 
threw down their arms and begged 
for mercy. Thirteen hundred prison­
ers were netted here, as well as 489 
machine guns which bad been posted 
in well-concealed pits to prevent the 
approaches to the forest.

French Front
great conflagration spreads 
spreads. Tuesday’s attack in Eastern 
Champagne, where the first German 
position was captured along with 
2,500 prisoners, adds another fifteen 
miles to the one hundred miles of 
front of the allied offensive, and the 
French army has not yet said its 
last word, but just because of the 
vastness of the battle we must free 
our minds from ideas and standards 
belonging to the limited offensives of 
the past. It is now not at all a ques­
tion of “piercing the line” of the en­
emy at this or that particular point. 
Such a thing may very well occur, 
and if it does it will be exploited like 
any other kind of failure on the 
other side. Personally, I think it 
more likely we may see another gen­
eral retreat. However that may be, 
we should realize that events are 
before us of quite a different mili­
tary order from those of the last 
year, when the allies had to be con­
tent with limited frontages of attack 
and results which, however brilliant, 
were limited to those frontages— 
limited in reward and also in cost.

That now ambigous word “battle” 
may again be* used with some fitness, 
because it implies at least the op­
portunity for a variety of tactics and 
the probability of various partial re­
sults before the final result is ob­
tained. In the numbers of men En­
gaged, in the probability of arma­
ment, and in the unity o£ organiza­
tion, especially on our side, this 
battle will surpass all human experi­
ence even during the present war. It 
may be long and will almost certain­
ly produce fluctuations of fortune.

committee. Our own dead even, 
when there is no possibility of estab­
lishing their identity—and this occa­
sionally happens from 
which is destructive to the frail tis­
sue of the human frame—are 
away beside their comrades. I know 
of one case where the chaplain and 
four bearers carried the shell of a 
rent body of an unknown Canadian 
over almost two miles of practically 
impassable ground in order that he 
might rest with his comrades in the 
divisional cemetery.

Cared for Reverently
A week after the battle occasion­

al bodies are still being discovered, 
showing the fate of some missing 
men. While traversing the shell- 
torn ground near the main street of 
Thelus, a scout in my company two 
days ago discovered the body of one 
of our men in the bottom of a deep 
shell hole. Fatally wounded by 
splinters, he had crept into the hole 
to die, and there he lay undiscover­
ed for a week, while thousands of 
people passed within twenty feet of 
him. A search of the battlefield, con­
taining hundreds of thousands of 
such shell holes, required days of 
arduous labor. Hundreds of men 
have been specially detailed for the 
work, and it has been well done.

Sorrowing relatives in Canada of 
the unreturning brave men may take 
comfort in the fact that their dead 
have been cared for as reverently as 
if they had been laid to rest in the 
family burial plot at home.

The French nation has offered to 
maintain cemeteries along the front 
for all time, and arrangements have 
already been made for the planting 
of trees and evergreens around them.

While the tide of war rolls on 
there is no material change in the 
situation here. The enemy is said to 
be greatly depressed.

Canadian Headquarters in France, 

April 18—Now that the lists of cas­
ualties from the actions of the last 
week are beginning to appear in the 
Canadian press, it may bring solace 
to the sad hearts to know how care­
fully the wounded are handled, and 
how reverently the dead were bur­

ned. Hospital arrangements were 
’ made to handle far more than the 
number actually wounded. Extra 
ambulances were provided at the 
front, and many supplementary 
dressing stations were opened. There 
was little congestion anywhere. Over 
2,000 who were wounded on the first 
day were so slightly hit that they 
were able to walk back to the sta­
tions without aid.

Despite the extraordinary condi­
tion of the ground over which the ad­
vance was made, the stretcher-bear­
ers found and brought out practical­
ly all the wounded before nightfall 
each day. In only a few cases, where 
the wounded lay in deep shellholes 
and had not sufficient strength to 
make their presence known to the 
search parties, did they remain in 
the field overnight.

It is believed that this prompt 
handling has resulted in a material 
reduction under the heading, “Died 
of Wounds.” Similar systematic .care 
was shown in the disposal of the 
dead, who are now believed to bear 
the remarkably low ratio of one to 
five wounded.

Given Individual Burial.
There are two important military 

cemeteries on the Canadian front, at 
Carency and Ecoivre. These are con­
nected with the trenches by light 
railways, and the dead customarily 
are brought there for burial. For the 
operations of last week additional 
burying grounds were opened near 
the front of the line, so that the 
work of the burial parties might be 
more quickly done. Each body of 
our men is given individual burial, 
and over each of the dead is placed 
a simple wooden cross, giving his 
name, rank and identification num­
ber. Even if these crosses should be 
removed, the records of the burial 
are so complete that the location of 
every body can he indicated,

Daylight Saving

The agitation for the introduction 
of the daylight saving system, which 
is now in operation throughout the 
civilized world, and especially in the 
United States, will probably vastly 
offset not only the economy and ef­
ficiency of the state in the country 
in which it may be adopted, but the 
health qf the individuals residing 
therein. Outdoor sport, which 
an important factor in the health of 
the individual, will probably be 
stimulated, and as baseball is the 
leading summer sport of the North 
American continent, the views 
prominent men connected with this 
national institution are indeed time­
ly. President John K. Tener of the 
National League, while discussing 
this question recently remarked;

“A vast part of the world’s work 
is accomplished by the aid of day­
light. This is nature’s provision to 
assist as in our daily tasks, 
the same is true of our outdoor 
sports, amusements and recreations. 
Most of them are played and enjoyed 
while the sun is shining.

"Any device or method that can 
add to the subi of human happiness 
enjoyment, amusement and recrea­
tion in Cod’s free sunlight and pure 
air should receive the aid and sup 
ncH t of the great mass of people and 
I take it that the pronosition under 
discussion will have the effect 
giving us one hour more of daylight 
during the summer months, when 
the call of the open is irresistable, 
and that millions may find more 
time for physical and mental en­
joyment derived from every form of 
outdoor sport and amusement that 
is permissible only during daylight 
hours.

°‘ those admirable characters who have 
caused more than their fair share 
of trouble in the world through un­
swerving loyalty to strong convict­
ions. For it seems to be a necessary 
compensation in such characters that 
their very strength is united with a 
narrowness of vision which largely 
vitiates the good they mean to do.

Allowing for certain frailties of 
human nature to which none of us 
are superior, Fultz has been moved 
throughout by genuine interest in the 
ball players’ welfare. He believed 
the players suffered certain wrongs 
and he sought to remedy those 
wrongs. But his methods were those 
of the Crusader. In the middle ages 
he would have advocated fire and 
sword as the proper cure for abuses. 
Living in the twentieth century he 

cf chose the modern substitute, organ­
ized force and the strike.

Paris, April 18.—As the result of first line trenches opposed to 

Monday's fighting the French have 
crushed in the entire enemy defence 
along the whole of a 25 mile front, 
reaching the second and third line in 
several places, and in one place 
breaking clear through on the north 
front of Brimont.

Frantic at the success of General 
Nivellc’s swift onslaught and fearing 
to allow time for the French to dig 
themselves in among the shell swept 
former German entrenchments, the 
Crown Prince last night flung brlg- 
atie after brigade of reserves against 
the Poilus in desperate efforts to un­
seat them. But the lessons of past 
offensives have not been forgotten by 
the French staff, and the machine 
guns, 75’s. trench mortars and 
heavy guns had followed close on 
the heels of the crack infantry units 
with the result that even the elite of 
the Prussian shock troops failed, de- 
snite heavy losses, to hurl back the 
French whence they came.

Twenty-four hours after the first 
wave of grenade throwers sprang 
over the paranets and raced toward 
the German lines, which had been 
pulverized by the mightiest bombard­
ment of the world’s history, nearly 
twelve thousand haggard, shaking, 
half-mad' German soldiers and offi­
cers had been counted filing inside 
the great barbed wire enclosure 
cages. The recitals of both French 
and German officers concerning the 
efficiency of the gunfire preparation 
are unnecessary; but it is known that 
Nivelle concentrated along a twentv- 
five mile sector what, was probably 
the greatest weight of metal ever 
massed in this war of titanic cannon 
power.

For more than a month past the 
“artillery duel,” as the official com­
muniques called the ceaseless can­
nonade, has been mounting in in­
tensity until the crescendo 
reached just before the attack yes­
terday (Monday) morning.

German positions under a terrific 
fire, assert that the chaos of noise 
was infernal.

German prisoners dragged from the 
cement abysses deep unledground f 
were in a pathetic state, their frames 
continuing to twist, throb and quiver !

them, and the atmospheric and earth 
detonations rocked them in their 
lairs.
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Crying that they had had no food 
for three days while the tremendous 
barrage fire cut off every communi­
cation behind them, and they were 
unable to leave their undergrounnd 
shelters, the Germans were offered 
food, but the strain of the bombard­
ment had caused such an effect that 
they could not retain what they ate. 
Brandy and broth were all any of 
them could hold on their stomachs.

The picked French troops includ­
ed the reconquerors of Fort Dona- 
mont, met the best warriors the 
Crown Prince could pit against them 
in the opening phase of this battle, 
directed squarely at the vital point 
of the German position in France. 
And despite the fact that the Ger­
man high command had been pre­
paring a steam avalanche, almost 
as long as Nivelle had been prepar-! 
ing. nevertheless its gray-green de- ; 
fenders were everywhere swept back 
by the onrusliing horizon-blue 
hordes backed up by the greatest 
phalanx of guns ever assembled.

North of Brimont, where the 
French pierced clear through the 
German defences, they are in a posi­
tion to turn the flank of Fort Bri­
mont, where the long-range Krupp 
guns are mounted which have been 
bombarding Rheims. French aviators 
report that a number of the biggest 
enemy weapons are still in Brimont, 
as the Germans evidently did not 
have time to withdraw them.

For the most part the fibre soles 
that have been so far turned out 
have not had a fair chance with the 
public. Instead of being tested on 
shoes that sold from $5 a pair up 
they have been put on shoes costing 
from $3 down so that the public 
looks upon them as a very cheap 
substitute for leather.
