There are not necessarily the samo
matevials in a compost heap hefore and after
fermentation, - If the contents of a yard wero
swamp-muck, peat, surface-l am, various kinds
of straw, sea-weed, kelp, and the manureof
horses, sheep and cattle, and if to these wna
added fresh stye manure, or night soil, or'a fow
bushels of lime or ashes, the whole maus yyould
be thrown into fermentation, and new-chemioal
combinations would take place, and the;new
compounds would be more immediately available
for plant food. Just how much the mass would
bé henefitted by these new combinations we may
not he able to state, but no intelligent farmer
has any doubt of the higher value of fermented
compost for ordinary farm  purposes. Another
great udvantage from this work is the increased
fineness of the manure.
