Hardly a court of the
480 in Ontario was unrepresented.
Complete arrangements for the enter-
taining of the members of High Court
were made by the members of Court
Robin Hood, the local court in Barrie.
The town was gaily decorated in hon-
or of the event. The mayor on be-
half of the civie authorities presented
an addresss of welcome, which was
cordially responded to by Chief Rang-
er Millar on behalf of the High Court.
The complimentary excursion, on_the
béautiful waters of Kempenfeldt Bay,
tendered by the members of Court
Robin Hood, was greatly enjoyed by
the members of the High Court and
their friends.

In addition to the members of the
High Court, a large number of visiting
Foresters from: many of the courts in
Simeoe, York and Ontario counties
were present. Proceedings opened
on Tuesday at 10 a. m.

The report of the High Officers for
the year ending June 80th shows the
order to be in a most satisfactory and
prosperous condition, and to have
made remarkable progress during the
year. The total number of courts in
the order is 1,111 ; of these, 2562 were
organized during the past year. The
total membership is over 39,000. In
Ontario there are 430 courts, 92 of
which were instituted during the year
just-closed ; the membership in the
province at the present time is over
18,000. - The number of deaths dur-
the year amounted to 92. That the
number of new courts with a member-
ship of 20 each should be the same as
the number of deaths is rather a
striking coincidence.

The tate of increase as compared
with the death rate, is 31 to 1; that
1s, for every member removed by death
31 new ones were added during the
year. The low death rate and the
large infusion of new blood are the
best possible guarantees of the per-
manence of the Order.

The reports show the financial state
of the Order to be highly satisfactory,
though the number of claims, owing
to the prevalence of la grippe, were
unusually numerous, calling for the
payment of $246,361.81 to the bene-
ficiaries of deceased Foresters. There
was added to the reserve fund $124,-
374.74 during the year, which brings
it up now to the magnificent total of
$479,710.40, When it is remeinber-
ed that eleven year ago the Order had
a membership of only 396, and a
debt of $4,000, its growth and pros-
perity are simply phenomenal, and the
Supreme Executive, the High Stand-
ing ittees, and the bership
generally may be pardoned for the
pride that they take in their great
Order.

Tauspay, Aug. 11 —The offerings
on board were somewhat smaller than
usual to-day, which may be accounted
for in the fact that cheese was sold up
very close by many salesmen who dis-
posed of the balance of July make a
week ago, and did not feel inclined to
let August goods go to-day. The
actual offerings on bulletin board
were 4,800 boxes, but the outside
deals which some thirty factories have
entered into would likely bring the
offeririgs up to 6,500 boxes ; of these,
fully 4,000 would be Gblored goods,
the balance white.
Before the board business regularly
opened, President Singleton and
Auctioneer Murphy made . short
speeches for the good of the order, re-
specting order and decorum, which is
very necessary in every line of basi-
ness.

Tauspay, Aug. 11 —The offerings
on board were somewhat smaller than
usual to-day, which may be accounted
for in the fact that cheese was sold up
very close by many salesmen who dis-
posed of the balance of July make a
week ago, and did not feel inclined to
let August goods go to-day.

This map, drawn
by Mr. Schiaparelli, director of the obser-
vatory of Milan, Italy, after his observa-
tions, was so remarkable that even the
astronomers themselves refused to accept it
before new observations confirmed most of
the configurations given on it. Whas sur-
rises above all on the map are the recti-
inear canals leading from one ocean te the
other like gigantic water ways, often in two
parallel lines.
