it Was Premeditnted,

Madrid, Aug. 9.—The assassination of
the Prime Minister of Spain, Senor Can-
ovas del Castillo, who was shot and
killed by an Italian anarchist, whose
name is believed to be Michele Angine
Godli, at the baths of Santa A wedn, yes-
terday afternoon, was undoubtedly pre-
meditated. Golli deliberately watched
for an opportunity to kill the Spanish
statesman, and he enly fired when there
was no chance to miss, In fact, the as-
sassin, who was arrested almost imme-
diately after the Premier fell dying at
the feet of his wife, has dcclired as
much to the examining magistrate, The
Prime Minister lingered for some time
in agony, and ssed away with a cry
of “Long live Spain.” Further details
of the assassination show that Senor
€anovas del Castillo and his wife were
Brﬂu‘nt yesterday morning at the cele-

ration of mass in the chapel attached
to the baths. After mass the Premier
was reading and conversing with some
reporters when the assussin approached
and fired three shots at him with a re-
volver, hitting him in the forehead, chest
and left ear. The wounded man fell to
the ground, crying: “Asnassin!—Long live
Spain!”

The Premier was carried to his room
and expired at 1.30 p.m., after extreme
unction had been administered to him
by a priest of the Dominican Order,
The murderer, who was immediately
seized by people who were in the vicinity
of the scene of the crime, was severely
handled, and might have been killed
had it not been for the protection af-
forded him by a number of civil guards
who ran to the scene. The prisoner,
who declared he had killed the Premier
“in the accomplishment of a just ven-
geance,” at first gave the name of Rin-
aldi, and claimed that the deed was the
outcome of an extensive anurchist’con-
spiracy. Later, however, the assassin
confessed that his real name was Mi-
ehele Angine Golli, that he was 26 years
of age, a native of Boggia, near Naples,
and that he left Italy and came to Spain
in 1896.. After reachin Spain._ Golli,
according to his confession, resided at
Barcelona and participated in the doings
of the various anarchist assd®mgions of
that place and vicinity. After sojourn-
ing at Barcelona for some time Gollk
visited France and Belgium and returned
to Spain in July last. After his return
the anarchist seems to have completed
the plans for the assassination of the
Prime Ministern. He left Madrid for
Santa Agueda at the same time as Senor
Canovas del Castillo, and awaited an op-
portunity to assassinate the statesman.
Golli is of medium height, wears a full
beard and spectacles, and his demeanor
is that of a luw-nbidinﬁ citizen, He
says he is satisfied with having done
“his duty,” and asserts he had no per-
sonal grudge against the Premier, and
was merely obeying orders received from
his superiors in the secret society to
which he belonged. He tmnkl‘\; con-
fesses anarchist doctrines, ll\{ll e was
sentenced in 1 to 18 monthy’ impris-
onment in the jail at Lucera, Ttaly, and
claims that he escaped from there to
Marseilles, from which port he made his
way to Barcelona.

Golli, im
reply to the agonizing words of the dis-
tracted wife, said: “I respect you be-
cause you are an honorable lady; but
I have done my duty and I am now
easy in my mind, for 1 have avenged

During the Cuban crisis
he governed with encrgy, and if he had
been n very great man he might have
told his countrymen that they must alter
their ways of dealing with the colonies.

His descent, as well as his career, 13
interesting. Ten generations ago the an-
cestors of the present British Prime
Minister were serving their country as
statesmen, and it was at Hatfield, then
a royal palace, that Sir William Cecil
took the oath to Queen Klizabeth: 1
give you this charge that you shall be
of my Privy Council, and content your
self to take pains for me and my realm.”
No family did more to lay the founda-
tions of the Empire than Lord Burleigh
and his second son, the Earl of Sahs-
bury.

bave done so much for the State; he
claims descent from three aldermen, one
of whom, Sir Criep Gascoyne, was the
firat Loord Mayor who, in 1752, « cenphed
the present Mansion House. The title
of Marquess was conferred u&ru Jumes
Cevil, the seventh Earl, in 1789,

Robert Gascoyne Cecil, the present
Premier, wax born on 3rd February,
1%30, with but little appyrent prospect
of becoming the Margness, He dis-
tinguished himself at Oxford, and after
taking his degree he spent a year or
two im seeing the world, traveling as far
as Auastralia. He did not travel like
the typieal lordling with a suite of at-
tendants; indeed, a recent writer tells the
story that “at Bendigo he lived in a but,
went in for gold digging, and did his
own washing and darning.”

On hie return to Kmil:md he was ap-
pointed a Fellow of All Souls, but had
to resign that source of income when,
at the age of twenty-seven, he married
a danghter of the talented Judge, Baron
Alderson. At this perfod Lord Robert
Cecil had an intimate connection with
more than one %eading journal, and the
Saturday and Quarterly Reviews, and
his articles were able, pungent and cymi-
cal.

As a member of Parliament, he ra-
E'Mlly acquired dietinction, and by 1859

ad made his mark. In 1860 the death
of his clder brother made him heir to
the Marquisate, and_changed his coar-
tesy title of that of Viscount Cranborne
pow held by his eldest son, who is M.P.
for Rochester.

In 1886 Viscouat Cranborne took of-
fice for the first time in the Cabinet of
the Earl of Derby, but resigned th
following year owing to his disapproval
of Mr, Dieraeli's Reform Bill.

In 1868 his father died and he was
compelled to leave the scene of his oru-
torical triumphs for the gilded chamber
of ¢he Peers.

When Mr. Disraeli first became Prime
Minister, in 1874, the Marquess of Halis-
bury joined his Cabinet as Becretary for
India, and ined distinetion by his
measures to ht the great Imndian fa-

i He went as special Ambassador
to Constantinople at the tmme of the
Russo-Turkish trouble, and in 1877 suc-
ecceded the Barl of Derby (who had mar
ried his father's widow) as Foreign Sec-
retary. In that position he has won
fame as a despateh writer, his communi-
cation to Russia cing the treaty
of San Stefano g still quoted as a
masterpiece.

It is known that Lord Bedconsfield
nominated him for the leadership of the
party to which he was formally appoint-
ed after the death of that great leader,
April 19, 1881,

He has been Prime Minister and For-
eign Necretary from 24th June, 1885, to
February 6, 1886; from 3rd August,
1886, to August 18, 1892, excepting a
short period when Lord Iddersleigh held
the seals as F n Minister and the
Lord of the Trea-
sury, during that period.

Ill-flavored, bad-smelling,
greasy-looking stuff, by courtesy called
butter, has been received by merchants
in great abundance, but good butter
has been decidedly scarce and in almost
every case has sollat a premium. A
lady in Athens has no difficulty in dis;
posing of all she can meke at a consid-
erable advance on the ruling price.
The product of a farmer in the Union
Valley district, who
largely, finds a ready sale at the highest
figure going. And there are others.
The process by which this prime butter
is produced is no secret ; it is not, in
the majority of cases, lack of know-
ledge that causes makers to err in the
production of butter, but carelessness
due to the fact that merchants will

y, without demur, the ruling price
or any kind of stuff offered. The
policy that guides the mierchants in
this respect is well understood.

As a rule, farmers claim that the
butter is alright when marketed, and
that the bad flavor and odor are due to
its surroundings in' the cellar of the
purch There is thing in this,
