A Canadian Naval Overseas Division
which will be attached to the Grand
fleet is being organized and/five thou-
sand men are teing called for. The
new force will be as distinctly, Can
adian as are the four divisions now
fighting on the Somme. Ther* will be
Canadian rate of pay, Canadian sep-
aration allowance and assistance {rom
the Cavadisn Patriotic Fond.
