On Thursday Vice Chancellor Proud-
foot delivered the foillowing judgmens in
the suit of the Town of Milton vs. the
Credit Valley Railway Company :—** A
bill was iyled by the Town of Milton
against the Credit Valley Railway Com-
pany, founded upon the agreement made
between the Company and the Town at.
the time the bouus of $30,000 was
granted te the @ompany. The agree-
ment provided that the coupons upon
the debcmtures accruing up to the time of
a bona fide commencement of the railway
should be cut off and returmed to the
Town. It further provided, that in
case municipal bemuses were not.obtain-
ed sufficient. to build the railway from
Toronto to Milton, sand the Company
should in G reof aband
the undertaking, the debentures of the
municipality should be returned to them
intact. The centention of the muniei-
pality in this suit was that sufficient
municipal bobuses net having been ob-
tained for that. purpose there was no
such bona fide - commencement as was
contemplated by the agreement. The
evidence given by the municipatily
tended to show that sueh munioipal bo-
nuses had not been obtained ; that the
operations upon® the railway had been
suspended the greatest part of last year;
aud that practically - the undertaking
bhad been abandened.- The question
turned for the most part upon tue legal
eonstruetion of .the agreement. On the
part of the Company it was shewn that at
the time operations were commenced the
prospects of the undertaking were evgn
better than they. were in the ease of the
Toronto, Grey & Bruee, and the Toronto
and Nipissing railways, 1t was a.so
shown that about a million of doliars
had been actually expended ; that thc
line was for the most part already grad-
ed and ready for tracklaying, and that &
petition was now under the consideration
of the Council of Torento for the sale to
the city of $150,000 of bonds and a bonus
of $100,000. The Vice Chancelior held
that a bona fide commencement within
