Imperial Oil Co. Will
Erect Storage Tank Here

Permission Granted by Town Council at 
Regular Meeting Thursday Night-- 

Other Important Business

Town Council met in regular month­
ly session on the 17th instant, all the 
councillors present but Aid. Mackay 
and McCabe.

Communications were read from T. 
11. Bullock of St. John representing 
the Imperial Oil Co., who asked for 
permission to erect a storage tank for 
oil on the Mitchell property on the 
Marsh on the brook crossing wharf 
track and extending eastward about 
100 feet; also from R. Corry Clark of 
the Clark, Skillings & Co., protesting 
against the proposed site of tank as a 
menace to public safety.

The Mayor said that, in conversa­
tion with the Imperial Oil Company's 
men, they had shown him letters 
from Peter Clinch and the Thompson 
Co., insurance experts, to the effect 
that the Imperial Oil Co. had a very 
safe method of storing oil. Mr. 
Clark objected to the tank because he 
feared it would increase his insur­
ant^' rate. He (the Mayor) thought 
the matter might be delayed until 
the Company should be able to send 
someone to interview Mr. Clark and 
arrange that the tank should be put 
In such a place as not to increase the 
Insurance rate of the Clark factory. 
Ke thought this could be done and 
the matter most amicably settled.

One good 
tank would be much safer than the 
dozen private storehouses that are 
now scattered over the town. .The 
matter should not be deferred a 
zeUtix He moved that a committee 
consisting of the Mayor and three Ald­
ermen, be appointed to consider and 
dlspeee of the matter.

From these 
cjuld be made an assessor’s map 
showing boundaries of all properties 
at sight. Next, the exact limits of 
stieets needed to be shown. Such a 
survey would cost much money. The 
work was tedious and expensive. 
Perhaps the Council might want 
something smaller, but a smaller sur­
vey would never be found satislac- 
tcry. The survey could be extended 
over several years, a small amount 
voted each year.' When the survey 
was completed plans of each proper­
ty were needed. He would strongly 
advise that whatever wa(s done 
should be done right. As nothing 
very definite had been asked of him, 
he was giving but a general outline.

Under Shell Fire Will Be Sent to Front

The Russians Are Determined to Knock 
Last Prop of Tottering Germans -

Government Decided That 10,000 Men More Than Planned 
j Will be Taken Abroad—Col. Hughes Says a Second Con­

tingent Will be Quickly Mobilized if Needed

Putrograd, Sept. 21—Further ad­
vance ot Russian forces was an­
nounced by the War Office today. A 
daring night attack, the culmination 
of a day's bombardment, overwhelm­
ed the Austrian defenders of Dlbiec- 
ko, on the San River, and the Russian 
forces captured thousands of prison­
ers and a score or more of guns, to- 
gtther with large quantities of sup­
plies left behind by the Austrian re­
treat. Przemysl la now under attack 
from three separate directions. The 
war office statement declared.

“The bombardment Is continuing, 
with our forces steadily advancing on 
the outer entrenchments. Orodeck. 
01. the east of Przemyal, has been oc­
cupied, Sombor, to the south, has fall­
en before our armies, and we have 
established a Une ot further com­
munication on the west through the 
capture of Dublecko. The retreating 
Austrian forces burned Jarouslaw be­
fore their evacuation."

Official denial that General Marios 
had been instructed to burn all Ger­
man villages in East Prussia, or that 
he has ever issued such instructions 
to his forces, was made by the war of­
fice this morning, in reply to Berlin 
statements.

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Russians Continue to
Make Good Progress

Wth the Capture of Przemysl the Austrian 
Power Will be Shattered

Paris, Sept. 17—The Matin has re­
ceived a special despatch from Petro­
grad, which says that the Russians 
have occupied Przemysl, on the San 
River.

London, Sept. 17—A despatch from 
Petrograd to Reuter's gives this out­
line of the situation in Galicia. The 
position of Grodek, occupied by the 
Russans, is 13 miles west of Lemberg 
and is situated on the heights under 
which a chain of six almost connect­
ing lakes stretch out toward the Rus­
sian frontier, forming a natural de­
fence for 14 miles, running north and 
south. The Austrians abandoned this 
position after the capture of Lem­
berg.

Moseisisk to which the Russians 
have advanced, is a little over 40 
miles west of Lemberg, on the main 
line between Przemysl and Lemberg.

The shattered second Austrian 
army was evidently incapable of 
staying the Russian advance, and 
took refuge in Przemysl, from which 
the Russians, according to the latest 
official report, are only 19 miles 
away.

Great enthusiasm continues to pre­
vail throughout Russia and all classes 
are doing their utmost to help in the 
pi esent emergency. At Moscow the

barbers guild has offered to shave 
and cut the hair of soldiers free of 
charge, while at Vilna, 16 cab drivers 
have offered their services for the 
transportation of wounded.

Vienna, Sept 17—Messages from 
special correspondents in Galicia lay 
stress upon the numerical superiority 
of the Russians, whose army divi­
sions are composed of sixteen batta­
lions of infantry, with cavalry and ar­
tillery, and unlimited supplies of am­
munition. The Russian divisions are 
considerably stronger than the Aus­
trian, especially as regards artillery.

Austrian soldiers declare that for 
every ten Russians killed twenty 
came in their places. The Russian ar­
tillery fire, they said, was wonderful­
ly good, but the infantry work was of 
an inferior kind.

London, Sept. 17—In summing up 
recent Russian operations, the Petro­
grad correspondent of Exchange Tele­
graph Company says:

“The Russians nave been success­
ful in the fighting with the retreating 
Austrians along the whole front, and 
news is continually coming in of the 
capture of further prisoners and guns 
on the left bank of the river.

In Eastern Prussia all of the Ger- 
r-an efforts to surround a portion of 
ti c Russians have failed."

WKole German Plan Changed

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EDITORIAL NOTES
THE DUKE'S OPTIMISM

In his address at the luncheon of 
tl-e Directors of the Canadian Nation­
al Exhibition in Toronto, the Duke of 
Connaught struck an optimistic note 
regarding the Canadian industrial 
outlook. His remarks had especial 
reference to the war and to the new 
conditions which have arisen in con­
sequence of it. The portion of his 
address relating to trade matters was 
as^fallows:

“Trade must be looked after. This 
is all-important. I would bid the peo­
ple of Canada to be of good cheer. 
This is a time for courage and con­
fident belief that the resources cf the 
Dominion are equal to every stress 
which we may be called upon to 
meet.

“The present struggle has dislocat­
ed industry throughout the world, but 
i\ hfes also givfen great opportunities. 
The people of Canada should avail 
themselves of these. A better and 
wider market for food products is cer­
tain for some time to come, at good 
prices, and Canada should increase 
as much as possible the area of culti­
vation in order to profit thereby. This 
must necessarily tend to give an im­
petus to agriculture, the great basic 
industry of the country, which will 
rot only maintain but strengthen our 
resources.

“Again, the Dominion can under­
take the manufacture of many ar­
ticles not hitherto made in Canada, 
and thus do much to supply employ­
ment for those artisans and laborers 
who are temporarily out of work ow- 
ii.g to the changes brought about by 
the war.

“Gentlemen, I again repeat, courage 
si.d confidence is necessary.

“I feel sure that Canada will rise 
to the occasion and overcome the 
many difficulties of the present econ­
omic situation.”

Many Canadian manufacturers hare 
already taken practical steps to share 
the new trade opportunities. The De­
partment of Trade and Commerce !s 
receiving continuous applications for 
information respecting the volume of 
German trade in various branches of 
industry, as well as the qualities of 
German industrial products for which 
there has been the largest American 
demand. The Departmental staff has 
been kept busy for the past fortnight 
in furnishing detailed trade statistics, 
the tariffs of the countries with which 
Germany has carried on her over­
seas trade, and other information 
that will be helpful to Canadian man­
ufacturers in getting into touch with 
.the new markets which they are aim­
ing to procure. There seems little 
doubt that a large proportion of the 
•German foreign trade will pass into 
Canadian hands. The longer the war 
lasts the greater this proportion is 
likely to be.—Sydney Post.

SETTER IT SHOULD
BE FOUGHT OUT

New York Herald: The sentiment 
• cf Great Britain was comprehensive­
ly presented in a special cable des­
patch from London to. Sunday’s Her­
ald. Sir Edward Grey had made it 
•clear to Mr. Page, the American am­
bassador, that the allies have deter­
mined to make no peace until Ger­
man militarism, which is Prussian 
n ilitarsm, has been crushed. The tri­
ple entente wants permanent peace in 
Europe, not a temporary truce that 
would leave Prussian militarism a 
continuing menace to again threaten 
a;- soon as Germany could recoup it­
self.

This great conflict is no mere con­
test of rival armies. The peace and 
progress of Europe, if not the peace 
and progress of the world, depend up­
on dtfplte settlement of the Issues in­
volved.' Europe must either be freed 
of the menace of Prussian militarism 
o' it must be made to know that dic­
tation by that militarism is Its doom 
Any cessation of hostilities at this 
time would be a disaster to human­
ity. It would only postpone to a later 
day the struggle that must be made. 
Far better that the issue should be 
leught out now.

DO BUSINESS AS USUAL

Wb4n the war was beginning the

omise was followed by unsatisfac­
tory résulta. Economy is never a bad 
thing.

His kind needs little 
advice, and knows when not to heed 
that which is given to him by those 
who are not so wisq. The sudden ac­
ceptance of his ideas by others and 
their application in some cases with 
more temporary zeal than wisdom 
had effects, it seems, the reverse of 
wholesome. At any rate the sugqes 
tions that men and women should live 
ci two moderate meals a day are be­
ing succeeded by the more reasonable 
suggestion that all should “do busi­
ness as usual.” This is the sounder 
general advice. Of course, mu£h trade 
will be disturbed by the war. Some 
cj Great Britain’s principal markets 
have been cut off entirely, and others 
have been disorganized. Those who 
follow the affected industries must re 
duce their outlays. There are, how­
ever, trades which have actually been 
improved by the outbreak of hostlli 
ties, while others have not been 
seriously curtailed. Then there are 
those whose incomes are as sure in 
time of trouble as in time of peace. 
All these latter, may well take the 
advice to “continue business as 
usual.” They will, by a reasonable 
following of such lines, aid in keeping 
business at its ordinary level in re­
tail lines, and it is from retail lines 
tjiat wholesalers and manufacturers 
get their share of trade. Whether 
the war is long or short—its effects 

ill be least serious where men show 
least alarm and most confidence in 
their daily transactions.—Montreal 
Gazette.

WHERE GEkMANS FAIL

It seems somewhat incongruous, 
says the Montreal Journal of Com­
merce, that the Germans, who excel 
in art, science, literature and indus­
try, should so completely fail when 
it comes to the matter of govern­
ment. It is universally admitted that 
the Germans have accomplished won­
ders in the past quarter of a century. 
She has become one of the world’s 
great trading nations with an over­
seas commerce second only to that 
of Great Britain. Her manufactured 
goods are known in every country in 
the world, while her progress in cer­
tain lines of industry is little short of 
phenomenal. It is only necessary to 
mention the progress she has made in 
connection with analine dyes, chemi­
cals, etc., to indicate her advance­
ment. In music, art and literature 
she has also made phenomenal ad­
vances, and has contributed a great 
deal to the world’s progress.

These things we all admit, but we 
must also acknowledge the fact that 
Germany has failed in the matter of 
colonization, and as an exponent of 
representative government. Despite 
the growth of the social-democrat par 
ty, the Kaiser still stands supreme 
His word is law. His Is the making 
ot war or peace. It is hard to under­
stand why a people who have shown 
themselves to be progressive and en­
terprising in industry an3 art, should 
be so backward in the matter of gov­
ernment. I', is probably exp ained by 
the fact that the Kaiser an i his war 
1 oçds have thoroughly coerced the 
public and the ordinary German citi­
zen is afraid to voice his sentiments.

THE BATTLE OF THE AISNE

The great battle now going on be­
yond the northern banks of the Aisne 
is a critical conflict, in the sense that 
ii will determine whether the German 
retirement from French territory is 
to be an orderly retreat, or an ignom- 
li.ous flight. The German armies, af 
ter falling back wider pressure from 
the French and British troops for al­
most two weeks, selected *"~their 
ground for a final rally. The elevated 
positions they occupy along the range 
of hills to the northwest of Rlieims 
have been carefully chosen and give 
them, for the time being, a distinct 
advantage over the allied armies. It is 
doubtful, however, whether they wil. 
be able to hold ground for any length 
ot time, unless relmfoiicements are 
promptly forthcoming, for they have 
been so energetically and ceaselessly 
harassed for the papt fortnight that 
their morale and resisting power 
have been conspicuously reduced. Al­
ready the war-bulletins stale that 
they are slowly giving way before the 
attacks of the allied forces.

The battle of the Aisne Is without 
doubt the most critical engagement 
which has yet grown oat of ,th > pres-

the armies involved comprise over 
3.000,000 men. The opposing lines 
are deployed over at least 100 miles 
of territory. The decisive defeat of 
the Germans along the whole battle 
front, which, while possible, seems 
hardly likely, would unquestionably 
tend to shorten the duration of the 
war. It would, however, be a mis­
take to assume that a present sweep- 
irg victory for the allies would be the 
bt ginning of the end of ev_en this 
season’s campaign. It would simply 
diminish the staying power of the 
German nation. The entire resources 
of the Germans are not concentrated 
ou French territory, although they 
have probably a million and a half 
men in the field there. Even if the 
invading armies were annihilated—a 
quite impossible contingency—there 
would still be millions o£ fighting men 
tc support the standards of the Kai­
ser. An emphatic victory for the al­
lies would merely signalize the com­
plete failure of the German invasion 
of France. Britain and France would 
then prepare for an offensive cam­
paign against the German empire.

A RUSSIAN MYSTERY

SATE OF SIEGE
IN AUSTRIA NOW

All Males from 17 to 60 
Years of Age Called Upon 

to Bear Arms in Field
Rome, Sept. 18—Despatches receiv­

On the Battle Front, Sept. 18, via 
Paris, 5.20 p. m.—The gigantic bat- 
t’e, or more properly speaking, bat­
tles, continue day and night along the 
entire front, from Noyon to the fron­
tier. The fighting does ' not consist 
ci one sustained and combined move­
ment, but in reality of several com­
bats proceeding incessantly at the 
strongest points of the Germans de­
fending the line along the River 

Aisne.
Each encounter, however, influen­

cer the execution of the general idea 
of the commander-in-chief of the al­
lied army. Attacks and counter at­
tacks followr one another in rapid suc­
cession every hour out of the twenty- 
ftur.

During the course of the night of 
September 15-16, the Germans at­
tempted a formidable movement in 
the western sphere but were met by 
the French and British with courage 
tnat was simply marvellous against 
Overwhelming odds. The Germans 
returned to the attack no fewer than 
ten times with marvellous teiacity 
and intrepidity, but were unable to 
treak through the firm line present­
ed by the allies infantry. The fight 
just before daybreak was the most 
violent of all. The Germans appear­
ed to throw into the charge all that 
remained of their energy, but were 
rolled back with enormous losses. Be­
fore retiring behind their big guns 
they sacrificed many of their number 
displaying resolution which approach- 
ea desperation. A vigorous counter 
attack from the allies ensued, during 
which a small extent of ground was 
gained.

London, Sept. 18, 9.15 p. m.—For 
five days the British and French arm­
ies have been trying to dislodge the 
Germans from the strong line of de­
fences which they have constructed 
on the battlefront stretching from the 
Oise to the Meuse rivers. There have 
been attacks and counter attacks, but 
in the words of the official communi­
cations, “there had been no change 
in the situation.”

The allies claim to have made 
slight progress at some points against 
the German right wing, north of the 
R.ver Aisne, and to have repulsed 
counter attacks there aud between 
Craonne and Rheims, while they say 
In the centre and on the right the 
Germans are acting purely on the de­
fensive, having “dug themselves Into 
entrenchments.”

The German official reports are al­
most identical with those of the 
French, and they say that no decision 
ha* been reached, but that the allies’ 
power of resistance is relaxing, that 

French attempt to break their 
light has failed, that In the centre the 
Germans are gaining ground slowly, 
and that allies from Verdun have 
>een repulsed. ,

It would seem, from all this, that 
the commanding generals have not 
yet found the weak points in their op­
ponents' dispositions, and that each 
is withholding his determined blow 
for, as Lord Kitchener said in the 
House of Lords, “the right moment.”

The Germans, having reached se­
lected positions, which they have 
strongly fortified, would appear to 
have the advantage, according to mili­
tary experts, but for the fact that 
t.\ey muet defend the whole of their 
front to make good their retirement 
should an attack by their side fall, 
or a smashing blow from the allies 
b«eak their line, while the Anglo- 
Fiench-forces are declared to be free 
io mass at any point Gen. Joffre may 
select as most suitable for attack.

London, Sept. 17—12.30 a. m.—The 
admiralty announces that the training 
ship Fisgard II, formerly the battle­
ship Erebus, has foundered during a 
gale in the English channel, and that 
twenty-one members of her crew 
were drowned. At the time of the 
disaster the Fisgard II was being tow­
ed

The work of rescue was hampered 
by the heavy sea.

AUSTRALIAN SUBMARINE 
DISAPPEARED WITH ALL HANDS

Melbourne, Australia, via London, 
Sept. 20—Rear Admiral Sir George 
Fatey, Commander of the Australian 
navy, in a wireless despatch to the 
goveijptment, states that submarine 
AEI, which was reported yesterday 

^ lost, disappeared with all hands on 
board. Other vessels of the fleet 
made a search, but failed to discover 
r.ny wreckage. The loss is attributed 
to accident, as there was no enemy 
within 100 miles, and the weather 
was fine at the time.

This is the first disaster in the his­
tory of the Australian navy. The 
AEI was under command of Li-Com- 
rrander Thomas F. Desant.

The British submarine AEI had a 
displacement of 810 tons, was 176 
feet in length, and capable of making 
14.10 knots. She was equipped with 
four torpedo tubes and two 12 pound 
guns.

GERMANY’S HATRED OF BRITAIN

The effectiveness of Britain’s inter­
position in the continental war is well 
attested to by the bitterness of Ger­
man newspapers and officials towards 
the English people. It is now clear 
that the Germans hate the British 
even more cordially than they do the 
French or even the Belgians. News­
paper correspondents declare that 
e\en German prisoners are incensed 
at the sight of the British flag, and 
are unable to restrain their animosity 
toward all things British. The fact is 
that Germany's warlike preparations 
for the past decade have been made 
v ith a view to outclassing Britain as 
the greatest world power. The Ger­
man foreign office planned to deal 
v/.Lh the members of the triple en­
tente in detail. France and Russia 
-were to be disposed of as preliminary 
to a formidable campaign against Bri­
tain. The plan fell to pieces because 
Britain refused to be hoodwinked by 
the crude methods of German diplom­
acy. The British foreign office res­
ponded promptly to the challenge 
when Belgian neutrality was threat­
ened by the Kaiser’s troops.

The Germans are now incensed at 
thr stupid blunders of their own diplo­
matic service. It is reported that the 
late German ambassador at London 
is in disgrace. He gave assurance to 
hi.; government that dissentions in Ire 
land and political unrest in England 
had created national conditions tha*. 
rendered Britain’s participation in a 
European war a practical impossibil­
ity This was but a sample of the 
fallacious theories current in official 
circles at Berlin. The refusal of tha 
Cmadian senate to vote three dread­
noughts for empire defence was con­
strued into evidence of anti-imperial, 
If not int'-British, sentiment in this 
country. India was regarded as 
see tiling with disaffection, and as 

only awaiting a favorable opportuni­
ty to throw off the British yoke. It 
seems amazing that such wild illu­
sions should have been fostered by 
the German government, and it is al­
most Incredible that they should have 
become factors in shaping German 
fcreign policy. That such ludicrous 
phantasies should beguile the sober- 
heads of German officialdom, show’s 
wliat a superficial study the Kaiser’s 
select circle of autocrats made of in­
ternational affairs.

The firmness of the British govern­
ment, the alertness of the British war 
office and the prompt disappearance 
of party differences throughout the 
United Kingdom dispelled the German 
Illusions of Britain's helplessness 
arid ineptitude. The prompt rally to 
the colors by Canada, Australia, New 
Zealand, South Africa and India, car­
ried an object lesson of empire loyal­
ty and solidity that even German di­
plomats were unable to misread. And 
these disappointing revelations were 
as fuel to the long-smouldering fires 
o’ hostility distrust and envy towards 
Britain,—the mother of parliaments, 
the author of free institutions, the 
most successful of colonizers, and the 
world's leader in commerce—which 
tar decades have been fostered by 
her less successful rival.

Even after the final declaration of 
war, Germany did not anticipate that 
Britain would despatch an expedition­
ary force to the continent. The Brit­
ish regular army Is by all odds the 
most effective fighting force in Eur­
ope, but it consists of less than 170,- 
000 trained troops. It is maintained 

• fçr the purpose of national defence. 
'To send it abroad seemed like taking 
.* gambler’s chance against the Inva­
sion of England, which would thus he 
deprived of lia national garrison. 

‘Tha war otteo took tha chance, but it 
mm ao gnmhlsr*s chance, for Brl-

sion by any European power. The 
sudden appearance of 168,000 picked 
and seasoned British troops on the 
Franco-Belgium frontiers, upset the 
Kaiser’s calculations, checked the 
German advance, inspired the French 
armies with Increased confidence, and 
saved Paris from the fate which be­
fell Liege, Namur and Brussels. 
Hence the violence of the German 
outcry against “perfidious Albin,” 
which is reflected in the brutal treat­
ment of British prisoners within the 
German lines. It Is the outcry of a 
nation which can already foresee the 
inevitable outcome of the conflict— 
an outcome that was assured when 
the British regular army wras landed 
on the continent of Europe.—Ex.

THE CHURCH AND THE WAR
•'A Tide of Intercession**—Bishop of London's 

Great Sermon in St. Raul's, London, England 
Sunday, August 9th.

“The Cup Which My Father Hath Given Me, Shall I Not 
Drink It?” St. John xviii II

The hour had struck at last, and 
the supreme test of the courage of 
the Son of Man had arrived; “the 
cup,” to use His own imagery, which 
had been brought to His lips by 
complicated series of events, nearly 
all of them the work of the devil, was 
before Him; it contained pain and 
sacrifice and death, and the loss of 
a’l He loved on earth, but He looked 
steadily past all secondary agencies 
straight up into His Father’s face; in 
spite of the mistaken ideas of His 
own nation, and the pride of Caiaphas 
and the treachery of Judas, and the 
cowardice of Pilate, all of which had 
helped to bring to Him the cup. He 
saw that it came ultimately from His 
Father’s hand—“the cup which my 
Father hath given me, shall I not 
drink it?” Now what happened to 
Christ has happened to us—the hour 
hac struck and the supreme test of 
the manhood of the British race has 
arrived, and we have assembled to­
night to ask ourselves in Gd^'s House 
and in God’s immediate Presentee in 
vhat spirit we are to face it.

And we cannot do better than 
study carefully the way in which 
Jesus Christ Himself faced it. Who 
fcr 1300, and in some sense for 1.600 
years has been the Leader and In­
spirer of the British race.

" V The God-Given Trial

And first He was human enough 
to pray that the Cup might pass from 
Him and for the last fortnight, and 
indeed for many years, that praye** 
has been ascending from thousands of 
C hristian hearts. We are under no 
delusion as to what war means; the 
cup is a bitter cup; it means death 
t > those that we love dearer than life 
ittelf; it means immense material 
losses to all; If it lasts it means pov­
erty and hardship to all (for rich and 
poor must stand together) ; it means 
dead and dying men and heartbroken 
women and fatherless children; and 
therefore we should have done wrong 
if we had not prayed “if it be possi- 
bie, let this cup pass from me.”

But it did not pass; it came, and 
to my mind, the unspeakable com­
fort of the whole situation is this— 
just as Christ recognized that, in 
spite of all secondary causes, it was 
UiA Father’s Hands which held it to 
His lips, so may we do the same to­
day. If once we begin dwelling upon 
the spirit of revenge in one country, 
the aggressive spirit of another, the 
pride of another, the treachery of an­
other, as the agencies which have 
brought us the trial, we lower the 
whole ideal; it is God who has allow­
ed this supreme test of our manhood 
r.pd womanhood to come to us :oday; 
"the Father brings us the cup”—and 
"the cup which my Father has given 
me shall I not drink it?"

And He did drink it—calmly, with 
no personal bitterness, with even 
prayer for His enemies, without an 
uncharitable word, He drained it to 
the dregs—and because He drank it 
so, Heaven and earth has rung eter­
nally to His honour.

With honour, honour, honour, 
honour to Him,

Eternal honour to His Name 
And the reason I have come here my- 
eclf tonight dear people, is to ask 
you—through you all the people of 
the Empire—to brace yourselves to 
drink the same cup your Saviour 
drank. “Are ye able to drink of the 
cup which I drink of, and to be bap­
tised with the baptism I am baptised 
with?” May there be the answering 
response from one end of the Empire 
to the other, “We are able."

The Contents of the Cup
First, then let us look steadily at 

the cup which has been brought us 
and see what It contains. First it 
contains Death. But is Death the su-

fishness. With all the trade routes 
open, the ships and cargoes insure 1 
by the nation, there is no reason, if 
people keep their heads, why any of 
our population should be in dire ex­
tremity at all, or even why prices 
should very materially increase.

But it is the possible collapse of 
trade which will bring suffering, and 
which, as a great statesman has 
pointed out, probably would have 
brought it whether we were at war 
ourselves or not. It is the men who 
may be out of work who will test 
our endurance as a nation—and will 
call upon our sense of brotherhood to 
Btand together.

And therefore at once let all the 
well to do and poor alike economise 
the resources of the nation. It may
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be the best lesson possible for the 
well to do to “endure hardness" as 
good soldiers of Christ Jesus, and the 
best lesson in brotherhood we shall 
ever have to endure it with the poor 
side by side. May it not be that this 
cup of hardship which we drink to­
gether shall turn out to be the very 
draught which we need?

Has there not crept a softness over 
of mere physical comfort among the 
the nation, a passion for amusement,- 
a love of luxury among the rich, and 
of mere physical comfort among the 
middle-class?

Not such was the nation which 
made the Empire, which crushed the 
Armada, which braced the hardships 
of old and drove the English “hearts 
of oak seaward round the world.* 

The Old Spirit
We believe that the old spirit is’ 

here just the same, but it needed a 
purifying cleansing draught to bring 
it back to its old strength and purity 
again, and for that second reason, the 
cup which our Father has given us. 
shall we not drink it?

But there is one further ingredient 
in the cup without which all else 
would be of no avail and that is sac­
rifice.

It is the want of this which lies 
at the bottom of all our nation’s 

preme disaster? Is it not possible greatest evils! This is not a mo- 
that the terrors of Death have been I ment to denounce a nation’s sins so
n uch exaggerated?

It is not well that men should 
learp too soon

The lovely secrets kept for them 
tl at die. /
For the brave and the pure and the 
forgiven, death is passing, head erect, 
eyes undimmed, honour untainted, 
from a life full of happiness here to a 
life of even greater happiness here­
after.

There is one thing at least far 
worse than Death, and that is Dis­
honour, and if it so happens that 
some dear boy, the darling of your 
home, passes with unsullied honour, 
and to uphold the nation’s name into 
the presence of the Unseen, you will 
find him there, waiting for you, w'hen 
ycAir time comes, one of God’s own 
children and kept most safely in His 
care. If a heathen poet, with only a 
vague belief in another world could 
say: “a sweet and pleasant thing It 
Is to die for your country,” with how 
much more conviction should a Chris­
tian parent say the same!

But with death goes possibly pov­
erty; thank God, unless some unfore­
seen disaster happens, we need not 
say starvation.

People can do mech harm, at this 
moment by panic and personal eel-

much as to call forth its virtues, but 
who can say wliat the effect will be 
upon the nation’s drink bill, the so- 
called social evil, and the gulf which 
grows up between class and class, If 
only right to the bottom we could 
drink and drink together the cup of 
sacrifice? “I am offered upon the sac­
rifice and service of your faith," "Ich 
Dien,” “I serve”—those are the mot­
toes which make a nation great.

And every hour we are seeing this 
spirit coming out today; every post 
brings offers from my clergy to go out 
as chaplains; every post brings to 
the War Office and Admiralty offers 
of service; thousands of women have 
been trained as nurses. May that 
spirit spread throughout the nation 
and the nation which has learnt . to 
servp has learnt to live.

And at the bottom of the cup there 
will be Joy. “It was for the Joy that 
was set before Him that he endured 
the Cross"—and there mpst be sweet­
ness in any cup touched by our Sav­
iour’s lips.

"You have tasted the salt of life,” 
said Lord Kitchener to the troops at 
the end of the# South African War, 
"and you will not soon lone the taste 
of It"

And stern though the Joy must be

!u the present struggle for what you 
believe to be the Independence of 
the small States of Europe, the claims 
of trustful friendship and the safety 
r.f yoùr own sea-encircled home, It is 
'oy that carries you through priva­
tions and anxiety and poverty and 
even death Itself—-fcg* It Is a Joy 
which the world can neither give nor 
take away.

CalmneH, Charity, and Prayer 
This, then, is the cup which is 

brought to our lips; It is brought 
by the great Father; It contains this 
mysterious mixture of death, poverty, 
sacrfflce and Joy—htow arte we to 
drink it?

First, as Christ drank it—alsolutely 
calmly. Few things have been more 
striking than the self-control of the 
country up to now, and the calm 
courage of our rulers, and why should 
we not be calm?
Underneath are the Everlasting Arms 
No man shall pluck you from cut of 

My Father’s hands.
“God reigneth," and we believe in 

this war we have “the answer of a 
good conscience."

And if calmly, so also with perfect 
cl arity. The man who answers in 
the Lutheran Church to the Bishop 
of Berlin, ancTfftpe of his leading cler­
gy were with me a few months ago; 
L'OC of the German ministers v;sited 
our country, and we returned their 
visit a year or two ago. They are with 
their people now in their churches, 
praying too, but it is one united ap­
peal toi the great Arbiter of all na­
tions; it is the same prayer, “Thy 
Kingdom come; They Will be done," 
and both sides calmly appeal to the 
Infinite Wisdom to decide their quar­
rel—in the words of the fine prayer 
ia the Prayer Book to be used before 
a battle: “Take the cause into 
Tfcine own hands, judge between us 
and our enemies."

The twenty-five German school boys 
who were singing in my garden three 
weeks ago, in English, are still the 
same, boys today; they are no mor#* 
i responsible for the war than those in 
this Cathedral; if Christ prayel for 
His enemies so must we. We must 
pray against thq success of th*eip 
arm, but we can pray for the people 
themelves. I strongly support what 
one of our leading papers suggested 
a few days ago, that we should take 
particular care that the Germans in 
London on business may still receive 
the same kind treatment they have 
learnt to expect.

But, if with perfect charity to the 
«actual people of our enemies , we 

drink the cup of sacrifice, with what 
prayerful love shall we send forth our 
friends! Think of the young naval 
of< leers in their first battle on the 
great North Sea, and the young sub­
altern in his first battle on land, and 
the immense responsibility of those 
in command with the fate of a nation 
resting on their decision, and pray 
for them as you have never prayed 
before. Moses holding up his hands 
above the battle swayed it as well as 
Joshua fighting in the thick of it. 
Plead on, ye sons, with love eu ight- 

ened eyes,
Hold up your hands to where the an­

gels gaze
With deep compassion on our human 

strife.
Prayer moves the world with power 

beyond amaze,
And they who look beyond this mor­

tal life
Know peace on earth, in Heaven hath 

great allies.
Draining the Cup

But once again, Christ drank the 
cup His Father brought Him, brave­
ly to the last drop. There was no 
flinching, and no hesitation, and no 
complaining when it came to the su­
preme moment; He took it in His 
firm and strong hands and drained it 
to the bottom.

And so must the nation that we 
love do the same. It is an utter mis­
take t o suppose that the Old Testa­
ment virtues are to be laid aside be­
cause the New Testament supple­
ments them by humility and self-sac­
rifice and personal meekness; no! 
courage flawless, undying courage is 
the special characteristic of the Chris­
tian soldier, as it was the special 
characteristic of Christf Himself.

We have no doubt about our sol­
diers and our sailors. They will show 
the undaunted courage of their race, 
but what the nation must show is the 
same quiet, undaunted courage week 
after week, and perhaps month after 
month, at home.

When lists of killed and wounded 
come in; when moments of suspense 
occur; when even greater sacrifices 
are asked, then we must pray for, 
and If we pray for It, we shall re­
ceive it, the courage which was 
shown on Calvary, undimmed and un­
daunted to the end. “The cup,’’ then, 
“which My Father hath given Me, 
shall I not drink it?" With these 
words on Its lips, let the British na­
tion pass on to meet this great test 
cf its manhood. It has glorious tra­
ditions to Inspire it; it has a past of 
Imperishable glory. May its present 
be worthy of Its past!

Rheims Suffers
Fate of Louvain

Famous Cathedral and Other Buildings 
destroyed--Civilians Flee to Refuge.

Bordeaux, Sept 20—12.55 p. m.— 
The minister of the Interior announ 
ced today that the cathedral at 
Rheims had been destroyed by Ger­
man artillery fire, and that all the 
other historic and public buildings o* 
tiiat city had been destroyed, or 
seriously damaged. The government, 
he said, had decided to address a 
note of protest to all the powers.

London, Sept. 20—11.05 p. m.—The 
famous Cathedral of Notre Dame at 
Rheims has been hit many times by 
German shells during the three days’ 
bombardment of the town, according 
tj the Evening News correspondent, 
who viewed the cathedral tower on 
Friday.

“Directly the shells began to hit the 
cathedral in the morning,’’ says the 
correspondent, “some German wound- 
ea were brought in from the hospi­
tal and laid on straw In the nave, 
while Abbe Andriux and a Red Cross 
soldier pluckily went up to the tower 
aid hung out two Geneva flags.

“I believe a shell which hit the 
building while I was there was a stray 
shot, for the German gunners could 
hardly miss so huge a mass, towering 
-as It does above the town, if they 
really wished to reach It. But the 
houses close by were not spared. 
Shell after shell came whistling to­
wards us and smashed into the hous- 
en, one of them just across the cath­
edral square.

“Under the cold, drifting rain 
clouds, one whole semi-circle of the 
horizon, edged by the heights on 
which the German batteries were 
mounted three miles away, was noth 
icg but an inferno of bursting shells. 
Those from the Germans landed any­
where within the space of a square 
mile. Sometimes it was just outside 
the town they fell, trying to find the 
French troops lying there in the 
trenches waiting to go forward to at­
tack the hills, when their artillery 
had prepared the way; sometimes it 
was on the wool-combing mills of an 
English company, whose four chim­
ney stacks made them a conspicuous 
mark; sometimes it was right in the 
heart of the town itself.

“Once, one of them, screaming

abominably, crashed through the tran­
sept roof of the other end of the 
cathedral. I shall never forget the 
ncte of horrified surprise and indig­
nation that burst from the old sacris­
tan as a shell smashed a hole in a 
tall house before our eyes: ‘That’s 
n y house,’ he shouted, as if the Ger­
man gunners three miles away could 
hear his protest. Then his voice 
dropped to a key of bitter grief, ‘Ah, 
the misery of it,’ was all he said, ani 
h?3 face remained unmoved.

“The church of St. Remi, the most 
ancient ecclesiastical building in 
Itheims, received two shells and all 
the west rose windows were blown 
out."

According to this correspondent, 
few civilians were killed because vir­
tually every one wras underground for 
three days. The great champagne 
cellars were made barracks of re­
fuge. The correspondent visited the 
coadjutor bishop of Rheims, who met 
him on the cellar steps.

“You will find us under ground,” he 
said, with a smile on his good-humor­
ed face. Two chaplains were with 
liim, reading breviaries in the cellar 
by lamp light.

“Meanwhile,” adds the correspond­
ent, “the courtesy and good nature 
shown to the German wounded left in 
the city was astonishing. While 
shells were falling around the tem­
pe rary hospital in the nave, I found 
French officers tatking to them, 
tringing wine and giving them every 
consideration. There was only one 
sibject the Germans wanted to talk 
about. Was it not possible, they ask 
ed, to get a bigger Red Cross flag to 
put on the tower?

“We started back to Paris through 
a torrential rain and a wind so strong 
that they seemed to be trying to imi­
tate the fury of the men on the bât­
ie line. A shell had fallen on a rail­
way embankment close by, and killed 
a man, a refugee. It was miserable 
enough for us; what must it have 
been for those wretched, homeless re­
fugees whose burned out cottages we 
passed for mile after mile of black­
ened, ruined and forsaken country-

Shower of Steel Arrows Are
Hurled by French Aviators

A New Mode of Warfare Inaugurated in the Air—German 
Troops Surprised and Many Wounded When Novel Pro­

jectiles Were Showered Upon Them.

8AY8 ITALY HAS DECIDED

TO JOIN ALLIES IN WAR

London, Sep. 16—There is a grow­
ing belief in diplomatic circles that 
Italy has at last decided definitely to 
aid tiro Aille» against her former 
treaty associates. Confidential re­
ports received today through diploma­
tic services indicated that the pres­
sure from wltfeJn la -beginning to 
have lta effect on the Italian Govern­
ment.

WlnarTe Llnlmwit Curés Burns, Its.

Berlin, Sept. 19—A shower of steel 
arrows, released by French aviators, 
ever a mile high in the air, Is the 
most modern terror of war, according 
to accounts of German wounded print­
ed in the Munich Medical Weekly The 
arrows, which are of pressed steel, 
from four to six inches long, and a 
quarter of an inch in diameter, have a 
heavy pointed head and a skeletonized 
shaft. The arrow3 seem to have 
caused more surprise than actual 
damage. Only one man was killed 
by a head wound In the attack des 
cribed, the others causing mostly 
flesh wounds.

The regiment to which the wounded 
belong, resting in close battahoL for­
mation, paid little attention to two 
aviators circling a mile overhead, un­
til the navel projectiles suddenly rain­
ed down, scattering far and wide.

Men were wounded in three com­
panies.

The battery in the rear, at first non­
plussed, later realized the source of 
the missies, and as many as possilk- 
crawled under the wagon and escaped 
another shower of them.

JAPS WIN VICTORY

OVER THE GERMANS

Tokio, Sept. 20—It is officially an 
i ounced today that the Japanese ex­
peditionary land forces attacked the 
Germans thirty miles north of Kiao- 
Cbow and defeated them on Septem­
ber 18.

The Germans arc said to have aban­
doned a fortified position, and fled in 
disorder.

Any pei son who is tne sole head 
of a family, or any male over 18 years 
old, may homestead a quarter section 
of available Dominion land in Man­
itoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. 
The applicant must appear in person 
at the Dominion Lands Agency or 
Sub-agency for district Entry by 
proxy may be maae at any agency, 
on certain conditions, by father 
mother, son, daughter, brother or 
sister of intending homesteader.
