Spanish jlnfluenza ' 
Grips New Brunswick

Dread Disease Making Rapid 
Progress In All Parts of the 

Province—Many Cases 
Here

The epedemic of ‘Spania’h Influen­
za which is sweeping the country has 
made such headway In the Province 
that a Proclamation was issued last 
week forbidding all public Gathering* 
and closing schools, churches et* 
and that the step was not made a 
moment too soon is apparent by th* 
rapid spread of the disease.

In Northumberland County, up to 
Saturday evening nc less than 415 
cases had been reported to Dr. F. J. 
Desmond, Chairman, of the Board of 
health and of these nine cases were 
complicated with pneumonia, and 
today no less than two deaths are 
reported in Newcastle from the dread 
disease.

All citizens should take every pre­
caution to prevent the spread of 
the disease, and at the first symp­
toms a physician should be consult­
ed.

The department of public health 
have issued a «et of rules regarding 
the prevention and care of the die- 
ease end which, should be read by all 
pensons.

(Issued by the Provincial Dept 
of Public Health)

1. -Live as much as possible <n the 
open air, and have bosses well ven­
tilated. Admit all sunlight possible.

2. -Avoid all in-door assemblies, 
and travel as infrequently as possible.

3. -If the disease appears in the 
family, put the (patient at once to 
bed, preferably in an upper room, 
well aired, but so that the patient be 
not in a draft.

4. -Keep patient by himself, per­
mitting only thelnursing attendant, 
the doctor, and the clergyman to see 
him.

5. -Have whoever enters his room 
to wear a mask of simple gause over 
the mouth and nose. The same gause 
should not be used for more than 
two hours, and then burned.

6. -Insist upon the patient using a 
handkerchief to cover coughing or 
sneezing (paper ones will do); these 
handkerchiefs should be burned at 
once after use.

7. -Do not permit patient to mingle 
with his family or the public until all 
fever is gone, and until all discharges 
from mouth, nose and throat bate 
dried up.

S.-Patient, after recovery, should 
take particular care to avoid ex­
posure to chills and dampness, as 
pneumonia is quite freqnent under 
these ^circumstances and constitutes 
the gravest danger connected with 
the disease. Remain in house three 
or four days after feeling well, as 
this is a critical period after recovery.

9. -Call a doctor upon the occur­
rence of suspicious symptoms as 
unusual beck-ache, head ache, chills 
followed by fever, etc., as it is 
dangerous to depend on house hold 
treatment in this disease.

10. -Do not be too anxious, that 
is.-do not worry respecting the 
danger of contracting the disease.
Such worry serves no good purpose 

and sometimes renders one more 
liable to contract it. Follow the 
above preventive measures and the

How The Canadians 
Captured Cambrai

Vivid Pen Picture of The Ad­
vance of Our Boys on 

Important City

With the Canadian Forces,
Oct. 9.—(By J. F. B. Liyesay, 

correspondent of ; the Canadian 
Press).—Early this morning the 
Canadians troops penetrated Cambrai 
and are nqw in complete possession 
of the city. Thus is fulfilled the leg­
itimate ambition of the Canadian 
corps, for the achievement of which 
they have been fighting hard ever 
since they stormed the Canal du Nord 
and took Bourlon Wood on Sept. 
27. Even if the imperial troops, who 
yesterday so gallantly advanced 
south of Cambrai, had had the good 
fortune to capture the city, its fall 
must still have been attributed to the 
sledge-hammer strok ss of the Can­
adian corps, before which the de­
fense of ;the (enemy crumbled. The 
capture of Cambrai fittingly crowns 
the brilliant record of the corps since 
August 8.

Cambrai fell ytoa night attack. We 
kicked off at half-past one. The 

- morning was pitchy dark, but care­
ful preparations resulted in all the 
troops getting to their destinations 
without a hitch. Our third division 
had the honor of crossing the canal 
and penetrating into the city.

The element of surprise assisted 
in overwhelming the enemy defence 
in the streets. Ones Jthe Place 
d Armes 1 was ; reached they spread 
out over the entire area and by day­
light had passed through the city to 
the seutheast, well out on the Avenue 
de Valenciennes, while on the south, 
west they had established themselves 
at the corner of Boulevard de la 
Liberté and Portd de Paris. Some 
enemy elements apparently were 
caught between the city and the im 
perials further south. Our troops 
began at once to try and save the 
city from the fires that broke out at 
various points.

The Allies have not fired a single 
shell into Cambrai and these fires 
must have been of incendiary origin.
Meanwhile our third division swept 

out due east to the line of the Schedit 
Canal, securing all bridgeheads as 
far as Eswars and capturing More- 
nchies, Ramillies, Blecoure and 
Cuvillers with many" hundreds of 
prisoners. The victory was complete 
and glorjous.

L WINE
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THE GAME LAWS

The Advocate lias received numer­
ous letters from all parts of the 
County in regard the new Game 
Law Regulations and all are of the 
same accord, that the law is now 
one of the greatest forces that ever 
graced a statute Book of any pro­
gressive Country.

Jus*, what the Government had In 
mind when the new amendments 
were introduced 1» hard to under­
stand, and we feel sure that had 
they looked at the rediculous position 
in which they have placed themsel­
ves, -they would never allowed them 
to pass at all. For instance an 
American Hunter ooanee to New 
Brunswick, he Is allowed V> shoot 
two deer and one moose. Under 
penalty he must not allow this game 
to remain in the woods. He Is not 
allowed to send it to his home in 
the United States. He Is forbidden 
to sell it. He must give U away or 
the only alternative left Is 
that he must remain 1- Canada and 
consume to meat himself. Was ever 
a law so rediculous!

In the case of a local man. he must 
take an oath that he will report all 
infractions of the law that comes 
within his notice, in other words he 
must pay $2.00 to be a game warden, 
a~d as few persons would take the 
position even with renumeration, It 
is not likely that many will take the 
trouble to secure a game license if 
he must first be sworn in as a game 
warden, while many who take ot^t a 
license will simply perjure themsel­
ves and refuse to furnish any infor­
mation.

While all laws are supposed to be 
made for the benefit of the public 
In general, the Game Law as present 
cans*! tubed seems to have been 
framed to make law abiding citizens 
breakers of the law.

Another very objectionable feature 
of the law from the viewpoint of the 
local residents, is the sectim forbid­
ding the sale of meat. In past years 
It has been possible to secure moose 
meat at a very low rate and at the 
present time with the call for beef 
for the nations overseas the last 
thing that should be thought of Is 
the making of a law' that does not 
allow the sale of a substitute in all 
just as palatable and nourishing and 
at a lower figure.

The receipts for game licenses this 
year will without doubt fall far be­
low that of any previous year but 
we have no hesitation In saying that 
the number of moose taken will be 
well up to the average and unless 
Xe Provincial Government wish to 
foster a feeling of utter disregard 
for all laws it will do well to sus­
pend the present game act by an 
Order-in-councll and not wait until 
the Legislature meets oex* spring to 
retract the objectionable amendments

a distance past the pumping station. 
They have been made into permanent 
roads of thi very best kind, and this 
shows what can be done when the 
matter is handled in the proper way, 
while the people of Newcastle have 
to wade knee-deep in mud on their 
most important streets.

Something should be done with­
out any delay whatever to get these 
streets fixsd up. The Provincial 
Authorities should be communicated 
with, and if they refuse their help, 
the Town Council should find ways 
and means to do the work.

The objection often repeated that 
the Town has no money to spend on 
work of this kind is not valid. This 
is absolutely necessary. The condi­
tion of these streets is a disgrace to 
the Town. To those who say that 
the Town cannot afford to improve 
these streets we would reply, that 
the Town cannot afford not to do so.

We have heard several private 
citizens state that they would be will 
ing to make substantial contributions 
for the sake of getting the roads and 
streets put into shape. It is p'ainly 
up to our Civic Authorities to give 
the matter the proper attention and 
if means cannot be found in any 
other way, to call upon the citizens 
for individual contributions.

We would think it advisable to 
call in and an expert road maker to 
do the work. The Supervisor of 
roads for the Parish of Newcastle, 
Mr. James L. Russell, is a man with 
long experience in making roads. 
He has men in his employ who are 
familiar with the work" Would it 
not be a good idea for our Civic 
Farmers to engage, if possible, the 
services of Mr. Russell and the men 
working with him to get this work 
done in the proper way and get it 
done without delay?

The other day we were stopped on 
King’s Highway in the heart of the 
Town by two distinguished looking 
strangers driving a big roadster, 
they asked us kindly to tell them 
which way to take to get to New­
castle. They had been bumping 
over King’s Highway in that car- 
breaking, heart-breaking way, so

Germany Replies To 
President Wilson

Willing to Accept Terms Laid 
Down by President On 

January 8th.

The following are the full text of 
the notes between President Wilson 
and Germany regarding peace.

Department of State,
October 8, 1918. 

“Sir I have the honor to ac­
knowledge in behalf of the President 
your note of October 6th enclosing 
the communication from the German 
Government to the President, and I 
am instructed by the [President to 
request you to make the following 
communication to the Imperial Ger­
man Chancellor:

“Before making reply ’to the re­
quest of the Imperial German Gov­
ernment, and in order that the reply 
shall be as candid and straightfor­
ward as the momentous matters in 
volved require, the President of the 
United States deems it necessary to 
assure himself of the exact meaning 
pf the note of th ! Imperial Chancellor

Does the Imperial Chancellor mean 
that the Imperial German Gov­
ernment accept the terms laid down 
by the President in his address to 
the Congress of the United States on 
the 8tl> of January last and in sub­
sequent addresses and that its object 
in entering into discussions would be 
only to agree upon the practical de­
tails of their application.

“The President feels bound to say 
with regard to the suggestion of an 
armistic that he would not feel at 
liberty . to Ipropose a cessation of 
arms to the governments with which 
the government of the United States 
is associated against the Cental 
Powers so long as the armies of 
these powers are upon their soil. The 
good faith of any discussion would 
manifestly depend upon the consent 
of the Central Powers immediately 
to withdraw their forces everywhere 
from invaded territory.

“The President also feels that he 
is justified is asking whether the Im­
perial Chancellor is speaking merely 
for the constituted authorities of the 
empire who have so far conducted 
the war. He deems the answer to 
those questions vital from every 
point of view.

“Accept, sir, the renewed assur­
ances of my high consideration.

Germany’s reply to ^resident 
Wilson follows: “In reply to the 
questions of the 'resident of the 
United States of America the Ger­
man government hereby declares:

“The German government lia. ac­
cepted the terms laid down by Pres­
ident Wilson in his address of Janu­
ary 8 and in his subsequent addresses 
on the foundation of a permanent 
peace of justice. Consequently its 
object in entering into discussions 
would be only to agree upon prac­
tical details of the application of 
these terms. The German gov­
ernment believes that the gov­
ernments of the powers associated 
with the government of the United 
States also take the position taken 
by President Wilson ia his address.

“The German government in ac­
cordance with the Austro- Hungarian 
government, for the purpose of 
bringing about an armistice, declares 
itself ready to comply with the 
propositions of the president in re­
gard to evacuation. ,The German 
government suggests that the pre* 
sident may occasion the meeting of 
a mixed commission for making the 
necessary arrangements concerning 
the evacuation.

The present German government 
which has undertaken th. respon­
sibility for this step towards peace 
has been formed by conferences and 
in agreement with the great majority 
of the Reichstag. The chancellor, 
supported in all his actions by the 
will of this majority, speaks in the 
name of the German government 
and of the German people.

“Berlin, October 12, 1918.

Interesting Address
On Victory Loan

Mr. Frank Stockdale Tells Why 
the Next Victory Loan Must 

“Go Over The Top”

One of the most interesting and in­
structive addresses that bas been 
given in Newcastle for some time 
was heard at the Council Chamber 
on Wednesday! evening, when 

Mr. Frank Stockdale an American 
business expert, gave a most valuable 
talk to a number of the business 
men of the town. His subject was 
Salesmanship, and while he dealt 
with that subject generally to some 
extent, the main portion of his re­
marks had reference to salesmanship 
as it has to do with celling Victory 
Bonds.

Victory Bonds, as he pointed out 
are commodities which are not of­
fered for sale every day, and some 
special inducements have to be of­
fered to thé purchasing public as to 
why they should buy them. He gave 
three reasons; The first was that a 
V ictory Bond is one of the best in 
vestments of the day, and if a man 
only wanted to benefit himself with 
out regard to any other consideration 
he cannot do better than buy these 
bonds. Secondly: the purchaser of a 
bond is helping to buy prosperity, 
not only for himself, but for the 
country generally. Enormous sums 
of money will yet haveto be spent 
in Canada, and as the whole of the 
money raised by the sale of bonds 
will be spent here, the larger the 
quantity of bonds sold, the more 
money there will be to speed. This 
money will be divided up among the 
farmers, the merchants, the manu 
facturers and every other producing 
class, who in turn will be able to 
employ more labor, and therefore 
circulate more money.

The third reason why the public 
should buy Victory Bonds is to show 
their patriotism, in view of the 
enormous sacrifices which have 
been, and are still being, made by 
the boys at the front. The least that 
people, who stay at home, can do is 
to show their gratitude to these boys 
by finding the money to keep the 
country going and helping Canada 
to “carry pn” until the war is over.

Any man, said Mr. Stockdale 
"who either has not got delf-interest 
enough to buy Victory Bonds for his 
own benefit, or who has not got suffi 
cient interest in his country to try to 
continue and increase its prosperity, 
or who is not patriotic enough to back 
up the boys for the work they have 
been doing, should be sold a piece of . 
“No Man’eLand," as that is the only 
place left in which to put a man of 
that sort."

CITY AFTER CITY FALLS IN 
ALLIES VICTORIOUS ADVANCE

Northern France Almost Entirely Cleared of Enemy 
Who Now Seeing Defeat Near Seeks to 

t Obtain peace
Tuesday

Over a front of twenty miles be­
tween Cambrai and St. Quentin the 
British American arid French troops 
started a mighty drive on Tuesday 
vhieh in its initial stage has thrown 
t ie enemy back from highly prizçd 
tactical positions to a depth of from 
two to five miles. Numerous towns 
have been captured and seemingly all 
the great defensive positions of the 
enemy in this region have been oblit­
erated. Large numbers of prisoners 
have been captured. In addition ter­
rible casualties were inflicted on the 
enemy,:

Northeast of Berry-au-Bac the 
French have driven their line to the 
junction of the Atone and Suippe rriv* 
ers placing the Germans’ front 
around Laon and eastward in great­
er jeopardy. In Champagne Gen­
eral Gouraud’s forces have increased 
their g aime all the way eastward to 
the region of the Argonne Forest 
while on the eastern eide of the for­
est the Americans have improved 
their battle front along tlie Ainse 
valley.

In Macedonia the Italians and 
Serbs are Still forcing the enemy 
through Albania a id in Serbia while 
In Palestine the British have driven 
the Turks more than thirty miles 
norib of Damascus.

A despatch from Athens dated 
Sunday says: ,‘The governor of 
Smyrna has sent to Mytilene three 
delegates a Greek an Englishman and 
a Turk, to enter into peace pour par­
lera.1

Wednesday
The city of Cambra! has been cap­

tured by the British. There and 
elsewhere 8,000 prisoners were taken 
In yesterday’s fighting.

The Anglo-American attack was 
resumed this morning on the entire 
front south of Cambrai, Field Mar­
shal Haig reported today. Rapid 
progress was being made.

Last night additional progress was 
trade eart of Sequohart and toward» 
Bohain and Marete.

South of Cambrai the British cap­
tured Forenvtlle and reachd the west­
ern outskirts of Walincourt.

(By the Associated Press)—Heavy 
fighting continued throughout the 
night on the Cambrai-St. Quentin 
front and the British and Americans 
continod their progreca of Tuesday 
under a heavy protective fire from 
the British artillery. The defeated 
enemy was almost smothered under 
tho great deluge of steel and explo­
sives.

A largo number of guns have been 
captured by the British and Ameri­
cans in addition to the greet batches 
of prisoners which continue to arrive 
at the cages. The American troops 
alone captured two complete filled 
batteries and a battery of heavy ar­
tillery .

German (ralnforcdmentc have ar­
rived, but as these troops have beoi 
engaged several times recently their 
presence merely adds to the confusion 
In the enemy rrjiks.

Throughout Tuesday and last night 
the British had complete control of 
the air. Roads, barracks massed 
troops and batterie» behind the Ger­
man Hues 5Ü were targets for the 
busy "British bombing airplanes. *

French troops attacking last night 
south and east of St. Quentin cap­
tured the German defences between 
Harly and NouvlBe-St. Amand and 
dncnre past the later town on the 
north

Attempts by the Germans to recap­
ture the position® gaine \ yesterday 
by the French north of the Arnes 
were repulsed with heavy tosses to 
the enemy.

Cross. It will be a day or two per­
haps before rewe is received of the 
outcome of the mission.

Friday
French troor- today; crossed the 

Aisne east of Ceuilly; southeast of 
Laon; and drove the enemy north­
ward. The French have gained 
ground north of Berry-au-Bac; and 
here,taken primers.

In the Champagne sector the Ger
mm have begun a retreat toward 

river. French forces have

ttons south sf Courtecon; on the 
Chemin Des Dames; which the French 
bold as far as the Height of Cerny- 
en—Laonnois.

In the Champagne the French have 
gained a footing at «sever points on 
the north 'bank of tho River Suippe 
bètween St. Etienne and Boult-sur- 
Sulppe; as well as at Wanmerville ; 
Vendetre and St. Masmes’.

Further to the east we are pushing 
the enemy ; who is in retreat. French 
infantry have captured Semide; 
Mont St. (Martin; Corbon and 
Bi tarifes.

American forces struck the German 
Ifces Just east of the Argonne Forest 
today. They captured Vue villages 
of Sommer an ce; Chevier» and Marcq 
The ridge of Dome Marie was stormed 
after hand fig*-ting. More than one 
thousand prisoners were taken dur­
ing the day. These include one 
colonel and two battalion staffs.

The afternoon the American troop» 
w-.re in Marcq and Cheviers having 
taken the Lafolie Farm and the Rich­
ard Farm and advancing on the 
Negremont Woods; they have also 
captured Sommbrance and had ad­
vanced north of the village.

The Gerans are fighting cast from 
their old battle position» from Douai 
to Le Fere and northward from La 
Fere to the Meuse River. From the 
south of Douai to the east of Laon 
the enemy everywhere is giving 
ground eastward. The "famous Che­
min des Dames is being evacuated 
while in Champagne and along the 
Meuse River( farther eastward the 
French vand American troops are push 
tag further forward northward their 
lines in the great converging move­
ment which is fast driving the enemy 
from Belgium and tjhe greater portion 
of invaded France toward his own 
bonders.

Douai now te completely outflanked 
while between Cambrai and St. 
Quentin the British and Americans 
are still chasing the enemy. To the 
eoutii of St. Quentin the French over 
a wide front have crossed the Oise 
River; and are forcing the Germans 
to give up the great St. Gobian 
Forest; the bastion at the bend of 
the line where it turns eastward; and 
al°o the stronghold of Laon; the 
keystone of the entire southern line.

East of Rheîms; the Suippe River 
has been crossed by the French at 
numerous places. West of the Ar­
gon ite Forest tho enemy Is In full 
retreat.

Saturday
1 British forces last night continue 
ed their advance in the direction of 
Douai. The vTOages of Hamel; Bre- 
bieres and Culncy have teen captur­
ed.

Further north the British have 
pushed to the east of Hemta-Listard 
north lest of Douai and they are In 
Hife environs of Enney.

The enemy Friday began an at­
tempt to slow up the Anglo-Amercan 
advance on the main battlefront. 
All the bridges across the River 
Selle from Leoateau southward were 
blown up and the Germans seem to 
have been digging in furiously along 
the line of the high ground some 
two thousand to four thousand yards 
east of the river.

Continued progress wa* made Fri 
day night by the French troops along 
the entire Chtwnpagnia front; the war 
office announces today. The French 
have penetrated the important rail­
way town of Vousters. This morn­
ing the French were holding the 
general line of the Retourne and the 
road from Pauvre® to Vouxters.

Cavalry joined in the pursuit of the 
German^ by the French army to­
day; being the first to enter Laneu- 
vllle. The advance on the eastern 
part of the battlefront was much 
accelerated; the French and Ameri­
can troops at some points gaining 
about seven mîtes. The American»; 
notwithstanding a heavy bombard­
ment of the region with mustard g*9 
shells; took Mao.vtu.t.

French troops advanced to tho 
river Retroune over most of its 
length and took Savtgny-eur-Aisne; 
only two and a half miles south of 
Verniers ; which te In flames Veuzlers 
and Guise; es well as all of the vil­
lage» south of Laon; are in flames.

Sunday
Laon. the last of the group of nat­

ural obstacles forming the keystone 
of the German defence In France, has 
been taken without a fight.

.The Germane stronghold of La 
Fere, together with a great part of 
the St. Gobata Mastif of which La 
Fere was a northerly ontpoat at 
the Otoe, had been captured by the 
French. The In Fere-Laon Railway 
line has been crossed on the high 
ground between Danlxy and Versag- 
ny, about 2 1-2 mile» east of La Fere 
The northern and eastern sections of 
La Feife are burning.

Notable progress has been made 
by the Italians and French along the 
line to the east, wherfe the French 
have reached Amifontaina. which 
is fifteen miles north of Rhelms.

DIRECTOR OF RECORDS
At the outbreak of the war, Pte. 

Wiseman who is a Newcastle boy 
was residing in the United States, 
but resigned his position there and 
came home to enlist with Col. Fow­
ler’s Battalion, going overseas three 
years ago. This is the second time 
his name has appe**re.I in the 
casualty list.

Well Charlie we had some hard 
fighting this time; I thipic It was 
the (hardest battle I have been in 
yet; I suppose you have heard «"f 
it through the papers.

I sent you some German, post cards 
of the ibattle three weeks ago; but 
I did not get anything off them this
time for I was d----- an lucky to get
out alive myself - for there was a 
a lot of hard fighting. We started 
at the break of day and went about 
two (miles without much trouble and 
then the Germans had a lot of 
machine guns playing on a hill and 
we started to go over th© hilll we 
were fighting hand to hand for a 
while. You know we can’t take 
ground without losing some men.
I never thought any time had come 
till then. They were firing point 
blank* at us with the big guns, you 
would, see the hums laying all over 
the field afad some of our boys too 
but more hun» were killed than our 
boys and that I saw myself with toy 
own eyes. It was a hard eight to 
see the men laying on the field 
wounded and you could not help 
then only give them a drink of water 
You know a man. lias to be hard 
hearted out here. I am glad I am 
iw-re and not coming today* for 
know all about it now more than 
I want to know. I have been here 
two years now and I have seen some 
hard times of it but a man to lucky 
to be living. War is H-ll all right 
there is no getting around that but 
I think another year will end It all 
right and I won’t be sorry. Take It 
from me the Germans did not want to 
give up there ground, so that made 
hard fighting and we were bound 
to get it. and we did 'get it after a 
while and we put a lot of them to 
the ground that will never get up 
again. The only way a German is 
good Is when: he is deed.

Well Charlie I guess I had better 
stop for I will be telling you too 
much.

Harry Weaver is well and Nat 
Campbell is here again but I did not 
have time to see him yet.

Well this is good old September 
w< uld like to be home to yet a deer. 
Now I guess I will close hoping to 
hear from you soon.^
