BLACK JOE.

A Story of The Draft Riot.

Some of our older readers will rememb-
er the draft riots of 1863, and the great
excitement that prevailed for days, owing
to the dreadful scenes enacted by the law-
less mob.

At that moment the door behind them
was opened, and before the angry crowd
could prevent them, Joe and his preserv-
ers were within, and the doors fast bolted.

Of course there was a roar of disappoint-
ment, and threats to pull down the house;

mob left to seek other fields for their law-
less depredations.

Five years had passed since the day of
black Joe’s peril. During two of those
years Ralph Fenton had been fighting the
battles of his country, then he had return-
ed home covered with honor. That the
honor and officer's commission had been
well earned was manifest in the loss of his
right leg, which he had left on a Southern
battle-field.

On a warm summer night Ralph was
proceeding leisurely toward his home,lnow
in the upper part of the city, when an
alarm of fire rang out on the still night
air. A thrill of pain shot through the
hedrt of the ex-fireman, who, alas! would
never run to the old familiar sound.

Stifling a pang of regret for his crippled
condition, he listened to the bells, and
noted with a nameless dread that the fire
was in his own district.

The crippled soldier and ex-fireman
trembled as he remembered that young
Ralph, his only child, was alone in the
house, perhaps asleep, his mother being
absent with a sick relative.

The crowd held their breath with hor-
ror as the front wall was seen to totter
when out through the flames rushed the
dark form, bearing the child closely wrap-
ped in his arms.

Ralph Fenton and his wife made them-
selves another home where Black Joe was
kindly sheltered, and as the merry sound
of a boyish voice rang through the house,
the father shuddered as he wondered,
what would have been the end if Black
Joe had died on the day of the riot.

AN EXTRAORDINARY WALK.

A remarkable pedestrian feat has been
performed by a lieutenant in the Russian
army, Alexander Ivanowitch de Winter
by name.

He was the hero of the hour in
Paris. On his arrival there he was fol-
lowed by an eager and excited throng
‘shouting, “ Long live Russia,” to which he
responded by calling out, “ Yes, long live
France, long live Paris.”

Rev. Mr. Milligan, of Pennsyluania,
who is a candidate for the pastorate of
the Covenanter church in the little ham-
let of Coldenham, in Orange county, Ont.,
and who was invited to deliver a trial
gsermon there on a Sunday, startled the
congregation in the midst of the delivery
of the sermon by saying :

SALISBURY’'S®PROGRAM.

Information touching the English cabi-
net’s discussion of a program leading up
to the dissolution of parliament has
reached the ministerial ranks, arousing
increased expectancy of an appeal to the
country in the autumn. Efforts to geta
definite assurance from the members of
the cabinet have been met simply by ad-
vice to be ready. Wm. H. Smith, first
lord of the treasury; chancellor of the
exchequer, Goschen; president Hicks
Beach, of the board of trade, and presi-
dent Chaplin, of the board of agriculture,
believe the time opportune to test the
fortunes of the party in a general election.

Lord Salisbury is believed to favor the
autumn as the fitting time to go to the
country if he can settle the Behring sea
dispute with the United States. In the
opinion of the foreign office critical times
are pending through the trouble in New
foundland and the Egyptian occupation
reaching a climax, which Lord Salisbury’s
Fabian tactics have hitherto averted. It
is deemed impossible to protract negotia-
tions with France.

The liberals have already completed
their preparations for the coming contest.
The local candidates have been selected
and their central election fund is ample.
The conservatives are not so well organ-
ized.

First Work of the Great Artist — How
He Received a Suggestion.

One afternoon the Duke Lorenzo de
Medici in walking through the garden
came upon young Michael Angelo, who
was busy chiseling his first piece of sculp-
ture, says Alexander Black in the January
St. Nicholas. The duke saw in the stone
the face of a faun, which the boy was
copying from an antique mask, but which,
with his usual impatience of imitation, he
was changing so as to show the open lips
and teeth. “How is it,” said the duke,
drawing cloger, “that you have given your
faun a complete set of teeth? Don’t yo
know that such an old fellow was sure fo
have lost some of them?” Michael An-
gelo-at once saw the justice of the criticism.
Artists are not always ready to receive ad-
verse comment. Michael Angelo himself
was quick-tempered and hard to move.
A hot word to one of his boy companions
on a certain occasion brought so severe a
blow in the face thatall trathful portraits
of Michael Angelo have since had to show
him with a broken nose. But the duke’s
criticism was kindly given, and was plain-
ly warranted, and the young sculptor
could hardly wait until the duke walked
on before beginning the correction. When
the duke saw the faun’s face again he
found some of the teeth gone and the
empty sockets skilfully chiseled out.

Delighted with this evidence of the lad’s
willingness to seize and act upon a sugges-
tion, and expressed anew by his artistic
gkill, the duke made inquiries, learned
that Michael Angelo had borrowed stone
and tools on his own account in his eager-
ness to begin sculpture (he was at first set
at drawing from the statuary), and ended
by sending for the boy’s father. The re-
sult of the consultation was that the duke
took Michael Angelo under his own
special patronage and protection, and was
so well pleased after he had done it that
no favor seemed too great to bestow upon
the energetic young artist. Michael An-
gelo, then only fifteen, not only received
a key to thésGarden of Sculpture, and an
apartment in the Medici palace itself; but
had a place at the duke’s table. In facta
real attachment grew up between Michael
Angelo and the duke, who frequently
called the boy to his rooms, when he
would open a cabinet of gemsand intaglios,
seek his young visitor's opinions and enter
into long and confidential talks.

A NEW AMUSEMENT.

To present this entertainment success-
fully requires some little expenditure of
time on the part of the hostess, but she
may easily find willing aids at this season
of leisure. Let her first request a dozen
or more of her friends to prepare some
simple, inexpensive article of fancy work,
or a small gift which may be purchased
in a store, and let this be wrapped up
carefully in a paper parcel or box. The
other requisite of the game is a supply of
rather strong cord in long pieces. Several
balls of cord or twine may doubtless be
found at the store.

Tie one of the prize packages firmly to
one end of the cord, and, having secured a
room which need not be open until the
entertainment begins, conceal the parcel
in some easily found nook, perhaps be-
hind a picture or under the table,or under-
neath the chair seat, taking care to fasten
it well in its place of hiding. Now, as
your ball of cord slowly unrolls, wind it
about chair legs,door knobs,to the chande-
lier, the tops of picture frames, to curtain
cornices and lambrequins, anywhere at
all, but let it extend to all parts of the
room, and when the line is of good length
fasten "the end to the door knob, for con-
venience until the others are arranged.
Ifyou-have several colors of cord so much
the better.

Treat each package, whether full or
empty, in the same way. A half dozen
ladies will arrange the cords together,and
when you have prepared as many cords
as you have invited guests, twining and
intertwining them in any possible or im-
possible way, the room will look like a
labyrinth of strong cobwebs. Very great
care must be taken to secure the cord to
the package,and 4o tie or otherwise safely
confine it in its hiding place,otherwise your
labor and the pleasure of your guests will
be lost.

When a number of cords, 25 or 30, we
will say, have been arranged,they may be
kept together in a variety of ways until
needed. The room may suggest the best
arrangement for each hostess. Ifeach is
in turn, wound around a reel or large
spool, or if all be wound together on one
ball, they may be easily unrolled. When
the door is open for the guests, to each in
turn is given the end of a cord, and he is
directed to follow the line, winding as he
goes, until he reaches the end. When 20
or 30 people are thus engaged in disen-
tangling and uncrossing s0 many cords
the room presents a lively appearance.
Each is intent on finding his own prize,and
all sorts of amusing mishaps occur.

When a package is found all the seekers
are allowed to pause in their task to in-
spect it and congratulate the finder. A
player who has finished hisown cobweb is
at liberty to pick up any other which may
have been dropped inadvertently. Rules
are flexible, and may be greatly varied to
suit the occasion and the age of the part-
icipants. Any one may intimate to the
hostess to whom the cord leading to her
prize shall be given. When the room has
been arranged the disentangling may oc-

cupy two or even three hours.

THAT HISTORIC APRON.

At the first election held in the terri-
tory of Wyoming after the right to the
ballot was secured to women the first
woman who voted was Mrs. Sawin, a lady
more than seventy years old. She stood
on the steps of the court house in Laramie
City and waited for the polls to open that
she might claim the honor of being the
first woman voter. All her friends cheer-
fully accorded her the privilege which she
so highly prized. A few weeks later an
apron festival was given for the benefiit
of the old Literary and Library association.

The aprons were sold at auction, and
the “ oldest inhabitants ” of Laramie tell
how Mrs. Sawin’s apron was purchased by
a gentleman from Washington, who gave
$10 for it, and who declared afterwards
that he would have paid $50 rather than
not have secured the apron belonging to
the first woman voter of the United States
and of the world.

BIRTH OF A NEW NATION.

A Union of the South Sea Colonies
will be formed

Monday March 2, was a memorable day
in the history of the British Empire.
The representatives of the Australian con-
tinent met in Sydney and framed a con-
stitution for their federal government.
Tasmania will be included in this great
confederation of the Southern seas, and a
large share of New Guinea will also be-
long to it as a subordinate territory.
Sydney, as the mother city of Australian
colonies, has been well chosen for the
gathering. It isunderstood that Sir Henry
Parkes will probably be selected as the
president of the convention. The idea of
a federal constitution with a legislature
and executive was his and to his energy
is due the successful initiation of the
mighty scheme. The various colonies are
each to be represented by the premier or
some other man almost equally prominent.
It is understood that a union will not be
accomplished without difficulties, and the
principal difficulty is believed to be the
question of free trade and protection.
Most of the colonies are now protectionist
as against each other and the rest of the
world. Victoria especially is ultra-pro-
tectionist. It is believed, however, that
the result will be the reference to the
federal government of the tariff question
with the reservation that there shall be
free trade between the colonies. The
federal government will probably be en-
trusted with the customs tariff, regulation
of external trade and commerce, defence,
posts and telegraphs, marriage and di-
vorce, currency and ‘hanking, fisheries,
beacons and buoys, quarantine, patents,
census and statistics. ~The example of
America is already being quoted as to the
wisdom of federation,and the proceedings
of the convention that framed the United
States constitution are being closely
studied by Australian statesmen. New
Zealanders believe that owing to their
isolation they cannot get along without
British protection, and they apprehend
that the Australian union is a first step
to separation from Great Britain. This
is disclaimed by Australians generally.
There is but little doubt that New Zea-
land will start out with a fine fleet of
war vessels, now being built in Great
and for the Australian colonies,so that
Britain at the expense of the inauguration
of the new government, when it comes,
will be a most imposing spectacle, both
by land and see.

NOT DRIVEN TO IT.

The following pitiful story is from the
columns of the daily newspapers, and is
given with very little alteration except in
the names. It carries an especial signifii-
cance to every young girl who is forced to
earn her own living.

A young woman of nineteen, whom we
shall call Jenny Darr, the educated
daughter of a mechanic, supported her-
self as a book-keeper in a large store until
last winter, when she was attacked by
rheumatism, and forced to go into a hos-
pital. When discharged,she again found
work, but in a week or two again became
ill and returned to the hospital. She was
released in September, but now found it
impossible to secure a place as either
book-keeper or saleswoman.

She was fully competent to do the work
which she sought, but every place was
full. She went from shop to shop in
search of employment, meanwhile selling
or pawning all that she had to keep her-
gelf alive.

“At last,” we are told, “ finding that
her choice must lie between death and
dishonour, she wrote a word of farewell
to her friends, and swallowed a sleeping-
draught which put an end to her sorrows.”
She was found dead in her bed in the
morning, and her pathetic story was told
in all the newspapers, with comments
upon the “cruelty ofa social condition
which drove a young girl to suicide.”

The story is pathetic; but the false
sentiment with which it is clothed is
-calculated to do great harm to girls who
read it; for it is not true that the social
condition of any American city drives a
young girl to commit suicide to avoid a
dishonourable life.

On the day on which this girl ended
her life because she could not find work
as a clerk or saleswoman, hundreds of
housekeepers in the city where she died
were offering a home and high wages for
competent help in their households. She
chose, not between death and crime, but
between death and work of a lower grade
than that to which she was accustomed.
She was a victim not to cruel fate, but to
the unreasonable dread of losing caste by
her work.

THE BUSIEST RAILWAY STATION
ON EARTH.

If you want to see what the traffic of
London is like go to Clapham Junction.
The rails lie together like the wires on a
grand piano. System and organization
have done their best, and sixteen hundred
trainsa day run over them. It is a bewild-
erment. In and out, coming, going, slow
trains and fast trains; one side of you
halts a train, and while you watch its
wheels slowing an express rushes past on
the other side like a tornado of iron —
a rush, a blast of wind that almost takes
your breath or draws you into its eddy, a
torrent of carriage windows, and you see
the rear of the last carriage shrinking be-
fore your eyes as it leaves you, and the
fast express has come and gone in a space
of time which you hardly find on the
dial of your watch. Up and down the
lines you see signal post, arms working by
day, by night lamps green, red, white,the
language of the railway, but no confusion;
every man knows his place, or forgets it
at his bodily peril. You ask the official
when your train is due. “In two minutes,”
and as the clock hands point the train
comes. He knows to a second when it
left the last station, whether it be up to
time or behind it; every moment is re-
corded, and every train has its place and
moment. A tunnel way for passengers
connects the numerous platforms, so that
no one is allowed to cross the rails except
the officials,who grow foolhardy, and now
and then come to grief. It is a saying of
the denizens about Clapham Junction
that on the average, one man is killed
every six weeks. One wonders, after
having watched the traffic for halfan
hour, that some one is not killed every
day.

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THE RESULT IN YORK.

The electors of York have chosen Mr.
Temple to represent them in the house of
commons. As things have gone all over
the dominion it really matters little, in
respect to the' great principle which Mr.
Thompson’s candidature represented, that
he has been defeated. His vote is a
splendid one, considering that it was ob-
tained by an appeal to the intelligence of
the constituency unaided by those influ-
ences, which we all know are so effective
in determining the result of a contest in a
close constituency. Mr. Thompson feels
gratified over his support and personally
does not greatly regret his defeat. Any
feeling, which he might have on personal
grounds, is entirely lost in contemplation
of the defeat of the great cause he had so
much at heart. ;Whether one man or an-
other shall represent this constituency is
a matter of very small concern, but that
the electors of this county should allow
themselves to go on record as opposed to
the best interests of themselves and the
county at large is regrettable in the ex-
treme. Tue HEerarp had hoped better
for the county of York. It is impossible
that it can have been deceived as to what
the sentiments of the people, left free to
themselves, are upon this great question,
and those sentiments are unmistakably in
favor of the broadest reciprocity with the
neighboring nation. However, they had
aright to do as they have done, and we
can only express the hope that they will
see what a mistake they have made, be-
fore it is too late to remedy it. The con-
test has been singularly free of person-
alities, and Tee HERALD can point with
satisfaction to the fact that it has treated
its opponents with fairness and courtesy.
It greatly regrets their success, believing
that they represent a bad cause.

THE GENERAL RESULT.

It was a day of disaster —not to the

Liberal party for although it counts among

he defeated some of its trusted leaders —
but a day of disaster to Canada. Tae
HEerALD does not presume to find fault
with the manner in which citizens ex-
ercise their franchise. If they prefer to
place themselves and their county in the
hands of a corrupt administration, and
while expressing by an enormous majority
their desire for reciprocity, so far as can
be judged from expressions at public
meetings, allow themselves to be influenc-
ed by the agencies employed on election
day, that is their concern. The people
own this country and can do as they like
with it. Nevertheless the result of the
elections cannot be otherwise than ex-
tremely prejudiced to the best interests of
Canada. It is too soon to attempt to ex-
amine into its effects; but the Domin-
ion has taken an attitude of district hosti-
lity to its great Southern neighbor, and
the era of friction between the two
countries will be prolonged. We hope
that wise counsels may prevail on both
sides and that the irritation — which has
existed for several years may not be in-
tensified, but we confess to some anxiety
as to the outcome of the situation, com-
plicated itasit has been by the late elec-
tion.

Tre HeEraLp hopes that it has been
mistaken in refusing to attribute to the
conservative party any desire to promote
free trade with the United States. It
hopes that Sir John Macdonald’s policy
will give the lie to his manifesto, and that
negotiations will be begun with the
‘Washington government for a settlement
of all questions in dispute between the
two countries. Any advance in that dir-
ection will be greatly embarrassed by the
result of the election, which must be un-
derstood as ‘a distinct expression of
opinion against the only measure of reci-
procity that the United States govern-
ment is prepared to concede.

A review of the whole situatidn shows
that, the maritime provinces have
saved the administration. It will pro-
bably be found that, despairing of carrying
Quebec and Ontario, the ministry sent
their campaign funds largely to the eastern
provinces. Reports from all quarters
show that the use of money on the con-
servative side was more lavish than in
any previous contest. The vote in many
sections can be accounted for in no other
way, and while it is not pleasant to have
to say such things, there is no doubt
whatever that the ministerial majority in
New Brunswick and Nova Scotia is largely
a purchased one. Quebec has given a
good account of itself and so has Ontario.
These provinces control the dominion and
the ultimate triumph of the principles,
which they have so warmly espoused,
cannot be long delayed. Perhaps it was
too much to expect that the people all
over the country could have been pre-
pared on such short notice, only five
weeks, to pronounce upon the most im-
portant issue submitted to them since
confederation.

Undoubtedly the loyalty cry had some
effect, but the man who professes to be-
lieve, that the election demonstrates in
any especial manner the feeling of attach-
ment to the British crown, which prevails
in this country, is either grossly deceived
or else deceives himself. There never was
anything in the pretence of the conserva-
tives that they honored the flag more
than any one else, although some honest
people may have been misled by it.

AN AMERICAN PROBLEM.

There are 300,000,000 acres of land east-
ward of the Rocky Mountains in the
United States which may be classed as
arid and semi-arid. Such is the statement
of J. W. Gregory in the Century Magazine.
There is no doubt that this is not an over-
estimate, but that even a greater area than
this is not available for settlement, with-
out an immense outlay for irrigation.
This fact and its bearing upon the econ-
omic development of North America is
very often lost sight of. Most people be-
lieve that in that indefined region
known as “ The West, ” the United States
has a practically inexhaustible area of the
finest land in the world, that is new and
will continue for an indefinite time to
come to be a source whence the world
will draw its food supply. During the
recent campaign, speakers on the con-
servative.side were fond of picturing the
disaster that would overtake Canadian

agriculture when brought into competion
with the west. The fact is that the west,
that is that part of the west which lies on
this side of the Rockies, has about reached
its limit of agricultural development under
the present methods of farming. A state-
ment like this may seem to some people
to necessitate a tremendous draft upon
the imagination, but it is true enough
nevertheless.” The consideration is one of
great importance to Canada, for the grow-

ing land hunger among the people of the
republic may produce unexpected results
in the next decade. Did it ever occur to
you to look up in your history how the
United States grew from an area of 800,-
000 square miles in 1783 to over 3,000,000
in 1867? TFurther expansion must be at
the expense of Canada or Mexico. Which
shall it be? The problem cannot be
pushed aside, for it is a real one. There
must be ‘either territorial or commercial
expansion.

NOT EXCLUSIVELY CHRISTIAN.

Lieut. Rockhill, of the United States
army, has been describing a journey
through Thibet, and in the course of his
paper he says: “Below all of the rapids
on the Yang-tzu are life boat stations,
which like many other charities in China,
are kept up solely by private subscription
and render the greatest service to the
enormous population employed on the
river;” and in a foot note he adds: “I
have recently seen in a paper that the
Chinese ignore charity, that they have no
charitable institutions, etc. Such ignor-
‘ance is unpardonable even among a
people as grossly prejudiced against the
Chinese as we are. A volume could be
written about the charitable institutions
of China; of the soup houses, orphanages,
schools, refuges, etci, in every town and
village of the empire.” Thus is demol-
ished another of our pet notions. We
have been told time and again that charit-

civilization. If we were more thoughtful,
we would not have overlooked the fact
that as in some provinces of China, not
more than twice as large as New Bruns-
wick, over thirty millions of people dwell,
they must have a very efficient social sys-
tem. - If this province were as densely
populated as the Chinese province of
Kiong-Su, we would have over twenty
million people within our borders. Per-
haps they could get along together. Pos-
sibly they could not. At any rate we
have learned that charity is not a dis-
tinctively christian virtue, and must re-
cast our opinions of what we conveniently
call “heathenism ” to that extent.

WHaILE it is not possible to accurately
determine the strength of parties in the
new parliament, it is evident that Sir
John Macdonald has lost a large number
of supporters and will meet the house to
deal with the Manitoba school bill and
McGreevyism, with a much smaller ma-
jority behind him than he counted upon.
The government may not have more than
a margin of twenty votes.

Ebpwarp BrAke has announced himself
an annexationist. He thinks it time for
the people of Canada to discuss it. Reci-
procity is well enough as far as it goes
he says, but the country must be prepared
for a political union with the United
States.

WaiLe all the liberals in Fredericton
regret the defeat of Messrs. Weldon, Ellis,
and Rankine, they take a little mournful
satisfaction out of the fact that it was nec-
essary to take a Fredericton boy to lead
the conservatives to victory.

John Calkins, a fish pedlar, fell dead in
his wagon at Woodstock, Ont., on Tuesday
from heart disease.

Edward Dowdall, of Elba, 21 years of
age, was instantly killed by a fall in front
of his own sleigh off a load of wood while
passing Camilla, Ont., Tuesday. Hisneck
was broken and he died in 20 minutes.

Charles Patton, for a long time a prom-
inent dry goods merchant of St. John died
in that city on Monday at the age of 91
years. Mr. Patton came from Ireland 60
years ago and had resided in St. John
since that time.

James Woodrow, assistant postmaster
in St. John, has been instructed to assume
charge of the post office pending the ap-
pointment of a postmaster to succeed the
late E. Willis. Mr. Woodrow is an appli-
cant for the postmastership.

The Waterous engine company of Brant-
ford, Ont., have succeeded in hoisting one
of their finest engines over the tariff wall,
and the firemen of Buffalo are so well
pleased with their bargain that there is
talk of ordering several more.

William Thompson, the founder of the
St. John shipping firm of William Thomp-
son & Co., which controls a fleet of ships
second to none in Canada, died at Ashe-
ville, N. C., Tuesday night, during his
travels following retirement from business.
He was 75 years of age.

William Horton, the oldest practising
barrister in the  province of Ontario died
Wednesday morning, aged 74 years. He
occupied the position of recorder of Lon-
don until the office was abolished. He
leaves a wife, who is a sister of chief
justice Richardson, of Regina, and a family
of nine children.

A writ has been issued in the supreme
court at Halifax, N. S., against William
Thompson for damages at the suit of Miss
Mary Hubley, of St. Margaret’s bay, for
breach of promise of marriage. Thomp-
son is charged with having promised to
marry the girl, but broke the engagement
and married another.

Sir Charles Tupper has cabled to Eng-
land full particulars of the terrible dis-
aster at the Spring Hill mines, and upon
his suggestion friends of Canada in Great
Britain will circulate subscription listsiin
aid of the sufferers by the explosion.
Nearly $1,000 have been subscribed by
Ottawa citizens to the relief fund.

At an early hour on Wednesday morn-
ing a heavily laden freight train left the
rails near Peterboro on the C. P. R. The
result was a serious smashing and con-
siderable damage to goods and rolling
stock. The whole line was completely
blocked, though a large gang of men were
early at work removing the debris.

Gertrude Ferguson, of Hamilton Ont.,
a young woman of the demi-monde, about
28 or 30 years of age, living on Napier St.
became dissatisfied with life and in a fit
of despondency took a dose of laudanum
on Wednesday. About 1 o’clock a young
man friend called to see her and fonnd
her lying stupified in one of the rooms.’

A gigantic mining deal has just been
consummated,those interested being seven
English and five American capitalists.
These gentlcinen have purchased three
silver mines at Port Arthur, Ont., the
Porcppine, the Badger and the West End.
The amount involved is about £2,000,000.
There is said to be $2,000,000 worth of ore
in sight.

Capt. Henry Walker, said to belong to
Yarmouth N. S, died in St. Luke’s home
at Vancouver Tuesday. Capt, Walker was
one of the rescuing party who relieved
the 14 passengers who when over the
trestile bridge near Schreiber some weeks
ago, and while working at the wreck both
of his feet were frozen and he also con-
tracted a seyere cold from exposure.

Thomas Hambly, father of Charles
Hambly, of Baltic fame, while walking on
the ice from Pruder’s dock to Wiarton,
Ont., Tuesday evening, broke through the
ice. Not returning home, search was
made and his body was found in twelve
feet of water just under the break in the
ice. Whether he broke through and sank
at once or clung to the edge until ex-
hausted no one can tell.

Dr. Elliott of Toronto has performed a
successful operation upon young Stayles,
one of the victims of the Quebec worsted
factory explosion, who has exhibited
wonderful constitutional power since the
accident. The operation consisted of re-
moving part of the brain which was pro-
truding from the skull, an extremely
dangerous surgical achievement, and the
young physician may be congratulated
upon his success.

Steamer “Oregon,” which arrived at
Halifax Tuesday from Liverpool, reports
that on the morning of Feb. 27, during a
dense fog, she ran into field ice and con-
tinued passing through it until the next
morning. Then ran south 40 miles, and
soon 4fter fell in with more. Passed
throdgh a ridge half a mile wide, some
pieces being detached and very heavy,and
dangerous to steamers. The ice extended
north and south.

John J. Currie, of West River, P. E. I,
arrived in Charlottetown with a porker
that tipped the scales at 857 pounds.
Dougald Currie, also of West River,
brought in a porker which weighed 743
pounds. Both were from the same litter,
their joint weight being 1,570 pounds.
Thos. E. Murphy, of South Shore, Lot 65,
also brought in a porker which, killed at
the age of a year and nine months, tipped
the scales at 733 pounds.

“The Canadian horse trading company
limited,” has been registered on the Lon-
don stock exchange, with a capital of
£10,000. The object of the company is
atated to be to import Canadian horses
for the British market. Agents will be
appointed in various sections of the
Canadian dominion, who will buy up
good sound animals, and see to their
transportation in a proper manner to
Great Britain, where, it is claimed, large
prices will be realized for them.

James H. Henry, the defaulting produce
merchant of Chatham, Ontario, has atlast
been arrested, and i8 now in gaol in the
city of Mexico. Henry got into the bank
of Montreal to the extent of $15,000, or
$20,000, and the bank engaged detective
Kellert, of Pinkerton’s agency, to secure
the fugitive. Kellert traced Henry to the
city of Mexico, arriving there on January
16, and arrested him in his room. Henry
broke down when arrested and accom-
panied the officers to the gaol quietly.
All the money was recovered. The bank
proposes to take out extradition proceed-
ings, with a view of bringing Henry back.
Mr. Clouston, manager of the bank of
Montreal, said that it was a very clever
piece of detective work on Mr. Kellert’s

part.

FOREIGN NEWS.

Summary of the Press Telegrams From
all Parts of the World.

A physician of New Orleans states that
there are at least 25 persons at large in
New Orleans who are afflicted with lep-
rosy.

Gen. Charles T. Hillyer died at Hartford,
Conn., Tuesday aged 91. He was consid-
ered the richest man in Hartford, if not in
the state.

President Harrison has signed the di-
rect tax bill. He has also approved the
Act for the treaty of reciprocity with the
Hawaian islands.

The negroes who migrated to Oklahoma
are said to be at starvation’s door, having
found the land on which they supposed
they were to settle occupied by whites.

The executive committee of the World’s
fair directory, has practically agreed to
concede the demands of organizing labor
in the city of Chicago for an eight hour
day.

Engineer Robert Peary, of the U. S,
navy, proposes to start from St. John’s
Nfid., May 1, on a vogage to the North
pole. He proposes to foot it across Green-
land.

The city council of San Antonio, Tex.,
is said to be seriously contemplating the
creation of the office of city aeronaut and
the selection of a competent balloonist for
that place.

At Lima, Ohio, Mrs. Fred Neihausymer,
aged 30, went suddenly insane, owing to
the continued illness of her babe, grabbed
the babe from its bed and rushing to an
open cistern, jumped in. Both were
drowned.

The bishop of Downesconner has issued
a letter which amounts practically to the
excommunication of any Catholics who
will support Parnell. This action of the
bishop has caused considerable excitement
in Belfast.

It is asserted that Lord Salisbury and
Count von Hatzfeldt, the German ambas-
sador to Great Britian, are treating with a
view to a rapprochement on questions, in-
cluding that of Egypt, wherein France’s
interests conflict with those of England.

The select committee on colonization
appointed by the House of Commons find
that it is impossible for them to submit a
unanimous report, a8 many of the mem-
bers are satisfled that Manitoba is the only
British colony which desires immigrants.

Deserters who have reached the Egyp-
tian lines report that Osman Digna is still
a fugitive, and is making his way towards
Berber. Digna’s party is suffering from
lack of provender and his followers are
only a number of women and a few horse-
men.

The Chicago lake seasons association
has decided to affiliate with the interna-
tional union. Thisis a step in the direction
of the centralization of all the seamen’s
unions in the world. The lake association
includes 136 local bodies in the United
States and Canada.

A contract has just been executed be-
tween several Joliet, Ill., property owners
at Lewis Bros. of Pittsburg, Pa., and
Wales, England, by which south Joliet
has secured a $500,000 tin plate plant to
occupy twenty acres and furnish a floor
space of over 200,000 square feet.

A bear which weighed 870 pounds was
recently killed by Solomon F. Perry, of
Ronceverte, W. Va., who had followed
the animal back and forth over Sassafras
mountain for thirty-one days. The bear
killed eleven dogs. The bear’s hide
showed twenty-seven bullet wounds.

Tuesday morning the leg and arm of a
woman were found in an archway of the
Regent’s canal and the Cambridge Heath
road London. The limbs were wrapped
in coarse cloth, and had the appearance of
having been in the water several daya.
No other parts of the body were found.

The trades’ treaty committee has issued
a report declaring that ¢he proposed
French tariff is an act of industrial hosti-
lity towards England, as it will practically
prohibit exports to France, by imposing
24 per cent.duties. The chief sufferers, it
is claimed, will be textile manufacturers.

The Secretary of the United States Trea-
sury has awarded a gold life saving medal
to Captain Alfred Mitchell, of Buffalo, N.
Y., in recognition of his great courage and
remarkable skill in saving the captain and
twelve of the crew of the steamer “ Annie
Young ” from the perils of the sea in Oc-
tober last.

The news of a horrible massace comes
from Madagascar. Ramiasatra, the gov-
ernor of the province of Belanona, resent-
ing a petition from the populace to the
government to defend them from cruelties,
massacred 278 persons, including men,
women and children belonging to the lead-
ing families.

Meagre intelligence of a terrible fight
in a mountainous section of Johnson
county, known as hedge path, between
the notorious Potter and Wright gangs on
one side and the Mosby faction on the
other, has just reached Texas city. The
Potters and Wright are outlaws recently
from Kentucky.

James C. Flynn, member of parliament
for North Cork, in an address to the elec-
tors prior to his departure for America,
challenged Parnell to contest any division
in Cork that he may be choose, and said
a McCarthyite member would resign his
seat in order to enable him to engage in
the proposed contest.

Rev. Dr. John Peate, presiding elder of
the New Castle district of the Methodist
Episcopal church at Greenville, Penn.,
is about completing the largest telescope
glass or refracting mirror in the United
States,and the second largest in the world.
The disk is 30} inches in diametea, 5%
inches thick and weighs over 300 pounds.

In the chamber of deputies M. Maillefe
asked what the government intended to do
to put a stop to gambling in Monaco. M.
Ribot, minister of foreign affairs, said
Monaco was an independent State, over
which France had no protectorate rights,
and a diplomatic remonstrance with re-
ference to gambling would be inopporturie.

Patrick Costello, aged 25, was killed by
a train on the Boston and Albany
Wednesday morning. He and three
others were crossing the track in a wagon
with two horses, when the engine struck
the horses, killing them instantly and
throwing Costello twenty feet. His neck
was broken; the other men escaped un-
hurt.

The owners of farms in Minnesota and
North Dakota for 100 miles along the Red
River Valley of the north,from Wahpeton
to Pembina, are greatly excited over the
prospect of losing their property through
defective titles. The Great Northern
railway company has made application to
the general land office to have the grant
along the St. Vincent extenison defined
by plot and by map.

It leaked out on Tuesday that the re-
mains of Emma Abbott, the famous opera
singer, were cremated at Pittsburg Pa.,
two weeks ago. The matter was kept
quiet out of deference to the feelings of
the mother of the deceased. The crema-
tion was witnessed by none but the exe-
cators. The ashes were placed in a small
jar and shipped to New York. They are
now in the vaults of a safe deposit com-
pany, where they will remain until the

erection of & monument to the deceased.

The Fredericton Market.

There has been a scarcity of dry wood this
week. Prices are quiet, and business dull.
On Wednesday several loads of good beef
had to be carried home again, the farmers
having failed to find purchasers. We quote:
Beef, 4 to 5 cts; mutton, 4 to5 cts; pork,
none; lamb, none; veal, none; sausages,
10 cts; hams, 9 cts ; turkeys, none; chickens
and ducks, none; geese, 80 cts; cheese, 12
cts; lard, 13 to 15 cts; butter, 15 to 17 cts;
eggs, per doz: 20 cts; carrots, 80 cts; turnips,
60 cts; potatoes, $1.60; buckwheat, $1.25;
oats, per bush, 50 cts; hay, $7 to $9; straw,
$5 ; socksand mitts, none; cordwood green,
$3; dry, $3,50 to $4. On the whole prices
have fallen, and poultry has been scarce.

A Narrow Escape.

Ex-private Jones of the Infantry school,
who left this city in January last to work in
the Springhill mines, had a very narrow es-
cape on the day of the fatal explosion. He
was engaged upon his usual occupation of
timekeeper in one of the surface slopes when
the explosion occurred, and such was the
force of the sudden blow, the ventilating
doors in the slope were immediately blown
to atoms, and soon the poisoned gas began
to mingle with the atmosphere. Tying a
handkerchief round his mouth, Jones in
company with three others, managed to gain
the surface, half suffocated with the choke
damp and exhausted by the fright and ex-
ertion they had undergone.

Wesley’s Centennial.

On Sunday last the centennial services in
commemoration of the death of the founder
of methodism at the Methodist church were
largely attended. At the morning service
the Rev. Job Shenton in commenting on
the life of the great reformer, gave a history
of the foundation of evangelism, and at the
evening service gave some interesting sta-
tistics relative to the growth of the doctrine,
of its introduction into the provinces, and
the life of the zealous worker in its cause,
Bishop Black. On Tuesday and Friday
evenings special services were held, and the
collections devoted to the supernumerary
and parsonage aid funds.

The ex-
penses of the scheme it is said would be
light and the formation of such a league
would give a great impetus to ball. It is
proposed that all the towns unite to cover
the expenses, which would largely be met
by gate receipts. A Halifax paper wants to
know who will take the initiary steps to start
the organisation.

The statistics gathered from the report on
water works are very interesting. The
total length of pipes laid for distribution is
9 miles, 5,141 feet. Of this quantity 240 feet
was laid last year. The mains pass through
1,000 houses, supplying 728 houses with
water. The average daily quantity of water
supplied is 413,675 imp. gallons, which
averages 622 gallons per day. To supply
this quantity of water 603,550 Ibs of coal
were used, and the total cost for fuel was
$1,230.61.

A Comparison of Two Statements from
the Gleaner.
