Bant 
upon this, We have thought it most 
conducive to this salutary end and 
purpose to describe the exemplar 
and, as it were, the lineaments of the 
Church. Amongst these the most 
worthy of our chief consideration is 
Unity. This the Divine Author im­
pressed on it as a lasting sign of 
truth and unconquerable strength. 
The essential beauty and comeliness 
of the Church ought greatly to in­
fluence the minds of those who con­
sider it. Nor is it improbable that 
ignorance may be dispelled by the 
consideration ; that false ideas and 
prejudices may be dissipated from 
the minds chiefly of those who find 
themselves in error without fault of 
theirs ; and that even a love for the 
Church may be stirred up in the 
souls of men, like unto that charity 
wherewith Christ loved and united 
Himself to that spouse redeemed by 
Hie precious blood. “ Christ loved 
the Church, and delivered Himself 
up for it” (Bph. v., 25.) If those 
about to come back to their most 
loving Mother (not yet fully known, 
or culpably abandoned) should per­
ceive that their return involves, not 
indeed the shedding of their blood 
(at which price nevertheless the 
Church was bought by Jesus Christ) 
but some lesser trouble or labor, let 
them clearly understand that this 
burden has been laid on them not by 
the will of man, but by the will and 
command of God. They may thus, 
by the help of heavenly grace, real­
ize and feel the truth of the Divine

most be manifested by outward pro­
fession—“ for with the heart we be­
lieve unto justice, but with the 
mouth confession is msde unto sal­
vation” (Rom. x., 10.) In the same 
way in man, nothing is n^ore inter­
nal than heavenly grace, which be­
gets sanctity, bat the ordinary and 
chief means of obtaining grace are 
external ; that is to say, the Sacra­
ments, which aie administered by 
men specially chosen for that pur­
pose, by means of certain ordinances 
Jesus Christ commanded His AP°8 
ties and their successors to the end 
of lime to teach and rule the nations. 
He ordered the nations to accept 
their teaching and obey their 
«tihqpjy* But this correlation of 
rights and duties in the Christian 
commonwealth not only oould not 
have been made permanent, but
could not even have been intimated 
except through the senses, which 
are of all things the messengers and 
interpreters. For this reason the 
Chnrch ie so often called in Holy 
Writ a body, and even the body of 
Christ—‘ Now you are the body of 
Christ (1 Cor., xii., 27.)—and pre­
cisely because it is a body is the 
Church visible ; and because it is the 
body of Christ” is" it living and 
energizing, because by the infusion 
of His power Christ guards and sus­
tains it, just as the vine gives 
nourishment and renders fruitful the 
branches united to it. And as in 
animals the vital principle is unseen 
and invisible, and is evidenced and 
manifested by the movements and 
action of the members, so the prin­
ciple of supernatural life in the 
Church is clearly shown in that 
frhioh is done by it.

2. Although God can do by Hie 
own power all that ie effected by 
created natures, nevertheless in the 
counsels °of His loving ’Providence 
He has preferred to help men by tbe 
instrumentality of men. And, as in 
the natural order He does not usual­
ly give full perfection except by 
means of man’s work and action, so 
also He makes usejof human aid for 
that which lies beyond the limits of 
nature, that is to say, for the sancti­
fication and salvation of souls. But 
it is obvious that nothing can be com­
municated amongst men save by 
means of external things which tbe 
senses can perceive. For this rea­
son the Son of God assumed human 
nature^" who being in the form of 
God. . . . emptied Himself, tak­
ing the form of a servant, being 
made in the likeness of mao” (PhiJ- 
ipp. ii., 6-7)—and thus living on 
earth He tanght His doctrine and 
gave His laws, conversing with tnen.

3. And, since it was necessary that 
His divine mission should be per­
petuated to the end of time, He took 
to Himself disciples, trained by 
Himself, and made them partakers 
of His own authority. And when 
He had invoked upon them from 
Heaven the Spirit of Truth, He bade 
them go through the whole [world 
and faithfully preach to all nations 
what He had taught and what He 
had commanded, so that by the pro­
fession of His doctrine, and the ob­
servance of His laws, the human 
race might attain to holiness on 
earth and never-ending happiness in 
Heaven. In this wise, and on this 
principle, the Church was begotten, 
If we consider the chief end of this 
Church and the proximate efficient 
causes of salvation, it is undoubtedly 
spiritual ; but in regard to those 
who constitute it, and to the things 
which lead to these spiritual gifts, it 
is external and necessarily visible. 
The Apostles received a mission to 
teach by visible and audible signs, 
and they discharged their mission 
only by words aqd acts which cer­
tainly appealed to the senses. So 
that their voices falling upon the 
ears of those who heard them begot 
faith in souls—“Faith oometh by 
hearing, and hearing by the word 
of Christ" (Rom. x., 17.) And faith 
itself—that is, assent given to the 
first and supreme truth—though re­
siding essentially in the intelle

From this it follows that those 
who arbitrarily conjure up and pic­
ture to themselves a hidden and in­
visible Church ate in grievous and 
pernicious error ; as also are those 
who regard the Church as a human 
institution which claims a certain 
obedience in discipline and external 
duties, but which is without the 
perennial oommunioatien of the 
gifts of Divine grace, and without 
all that which testifies by constant 
and undoubted signs to the exist­
ence of that life which is drawn from 
Ged.^At is as.-uredly as impossible 
that'&J Church of Jesus Ohristoan 
be the one or the other, as that man 
should be a body alone or a soul 
alone. The connection and union 
of both elements is as absolutely ne- 
oessary to the true Church as tbe 
intimate union of the soul and body 
is to human nature. The Church is 
not something dead, it is the body 
of Christ endowed with supernatural 
life. As Christ, the Head and Ex­
emplar, is not wholly in His visible 
human nature, which Photinians 
and Nestorians assert, nor wholly in 
the invisible Divine nature, as the 
Monophysitee hold, but is one, from 
and in both natures, visible and in­
visible; so the mystical body of 
Christ is the true Church only be­
cause its visible parts draw life and 
power from the supernatural gifts 
and other things whence spring 
their very nature and essence. But 
since the Church is such by Divine 
will and constitution, such it must.l 
uniformly remain to the end of time. 
If ikdid not, then it would not have 
been founded as perpetual, and the 
end set before it would have been 
limited to some certain place and to 
some certain period of time ; both'of 
which are contrary to the truth. The 
union consequently of visible and 
invisible elements, because it har­
monizes with the natural order and 
by God’s will belongs to the very 
essence of the Ohurob, must neces­
sarily remain so long as the Church 
it self shall endure. Wherefore Chry­
sostom writes : “ Secede not from 
the Church ; for nothing is stronger 
than the Churoh. Thy hope is the 
Church ; thy salvation is the Church; 
thy refuge is the Churoh. It is higher 
than the heavens and wider than the 
earth. It never grows old, hat is 
ever full of vigor. Wherefore Holy 
Writ, pointing to its strength and 
stability, oallsit a mountain (Horn. 
“De Capto Eulropio,” n. 6.) Also 
Augustine says: “Unbelievers
think that the Christian religion will 
last for a certain period in the world 
and will then disappear. But it will 
remain as long as the sun—as long 
as the sun rises and sets ; that is as 
long as the ages of time shall roll, 
the Churoh of God—the true body 
of Christ on earth will notdisappear.” 
In psalm, lxxi, n., 8, and in another 
place : • “ The Qhuroh will totter if 
its foundation shakos ; but how can 
Christ be moved ? . . . . Christ 
remaining^, immovable, it (the 
Churoh) shall never be shaken. 
Where are they that say that the 
Churoh has disappeared from the 
woild, when it cannot even be 
shaken ?” (Bnarratio in Psalm oiii., 
Sermo ii. n. 5.) He who seeks the 
truth must be guided by three 
fundamental principles. That is to 
say, that Christ the Lord instituted 
and formed the Churoh, wherefore 
when we are asked what its nature 
is, the main thing is to see what 
Christ wished and what in laot He

and frequent testimonies of Holy 
Writ that the true Churoh of Jesus 
Christ is one, that no Christian can 
dare to deny it. But in judging and 
determining the nature of this unity 
many have erred in various ways 
Not the foundation of the Churoh 
alone, but its whole constitution 
belongs to the class of things effect 
ed by Christ’s free choice. For this 
reason tbe entire ease must be judg­
ed by what was actually done. We 
must consequently investigate not 
how the Church may possibly be 
one, but how he whd founded it 
willed that it should be one. But 
when we consider what was actually 
done, we find that Jesus Christ did 
not, in point of fact, institute « 
Church to embrace several com­
munities similar in nature, but in 
themselves distinct, and lacking 
those bonds which render thé 
Churoh unique and indivisible after 
that manner in which in the symbol 
of our Faith we profess : ” I believe 
in one Church.” “ The Church in 
respect of its unity belongs to the 
category of things indivisible by 
nature, though heretics try to divide 
it into many parts. . . . We say, 
therefore, that the Catholic Churoh 
is unique in its essence, in its doc­
trine. in jts origin, and in its excell­
ence. . . . Furthermore, the emin­
ence of the Church arises from ito 
unity, as the principle of its consti­
tution—a unity surpassing all else, 
and having nothing like unto it or 
equal to it" (S. Clemens Alexan- 
drinns, “Stromatnm,” lib. viii, o. 
17.) For.this reason Christ

exists throughout the entire earth, 
on which there is but one Catholic 
Church” (“ De Schism Donatisl," 
lib. iii., n. 2 ) And Augustine says : 
“ What can be so manifest as a 
mountain or so well known ? There 
are, it is true, mountains which are 
unknown because they are situated 
in some remotia,part of the earth.

. . But this mountain is not 
unknown, for it has filled the whole 
face of the world, and about this it 
is said that it is prepared 
summit of the mountains1

5. Furthermore, the Son of God 
decreed that the Church should be 
His mystical body, with which He 
should be united as the Head, after 
the manner of the human body which 
He assumed, to wnioh the natural 
head is physiologically united. As 
He took to Himself a mortal body, 
which he gave to snfiering and death 
in order to pay the price of man’s 
redemption so also He has one mys­
tical body in which and through 
which He renders men partakers of 
holiness and of eternal salvation. 
God “ hath made Hirq (Christ) head 
over all the Chnrch, which is His 
body” (Bph. L, ?2~23.) Scattered 
and separated members cannot 
possibly cohere with the head so as 
to make one body. Bat. St. Paul 
says : “ All tne members of the body, 
whereas they are many, yet are one 
body, so also is Christ” (i Cor. xii., 
2.) Wherefore this mystical body 
he declares is “ compacted” and 
“ fitly j iined together.r____  . __| ^ I The head,

ipg of th’isjmygtwal odifloe montions I ChnsL: from whom tbe whole body,.
only one Churoh, which He calls His 
own—“I will build My Church;” 
any other Church exeept this one,, 
since it has not been founded by 
Christ, cannot be the true Churoh. 
This becomes even more evident 
when the purpose of the Divine 
Founder is considered. For what 
did Christ, the Lord, ask ? What did 
He wish in regard to the Chnrch 
founded, or about to be founded ? 
This: to transmit to it the same 
mission and the same mandate 
which He had received from the 
Father, that they should be perpet­
uated. This He clearly resolved to 
do : this He actually did. “ As the 
Father hath sent Me, I also send 
you” (John xx., 21.) “As thou 
hast sent Me into tbeVorld I also 
have sent them into the world" 
(John xvii., 18.) But the mission 
of Christ is to save that which had 
perished: that is to syr not some 
nations or peoples, but the whole 
human race, without distinction of 
time or place. “The Son of Man 
came that the world might be saved 
by Him” (John iii, 17.) “For 
there is no other name under 
Heaven given to men whereby we 
must be saved” (Acts iv., 12.) The 
Churoh, therefore, is bound to com­
municate without stint, to all men, 
and to transmit through all ages, 
the salvation effected by Jesus 
Christ, and the blessings flowing 
therefrom. Wherefore, by the will 
of its Founder, it is necessary that 
this Churoh should be one in sll 
lands and at all times. To justify 
the existence of more than one 
Churoh it would be necessary to go 
outside this world, and to create a 
new and unheard-of race of menant

That the one Church should em­
brace all men everywhere and at all 
times was seen and foretold by Isaias, 
when, looking into the future, he 
saw the appearance of a mountain 
conspicuous by its all-surpassing 
altitude, which set forth the image 
of “ Tbe house of the Lord”—that ie, 
of the Churoh. “ And in the last 
days the mountain of the house of 
the Lord shall be prepared on the 
tap of the mountains” (Isa. ii., 2.) 
But this mountain which towers 

Jover all other mountains is one ; and 
the house of the Lord to which all 
nations shall come to seek the rule 
of living is aho one. “ And all na­
tions shall flow into it. And many 
people shall go, and say : Come, and 
let us go up to the mountain of the 
Lord, and to the house of the God 
of Jacob, and He will teach us His 
ways and we will walk in His paths” 
(Ibid ii., 2-3.) Explaining this 
passage, Optatue of Milevis says :
“ It is written in the Prophet Isaias :
• from Sion the law shall go forth 
and the word of the Lord from 
Jerusalem.’ For it is not on Mount 
S on that Isaias sees the valley, buti

being compacted and fitly joined to­
gether, by what every joint 
supplieth according to the operation 
in,the meaagfe of every part" (Bph. 
iv. 15 16.) And so dispersed mem­
bers, separated one from the other 
cannot be united with one and the 
same head. “ There ie one God, and 
one Christ ; and His Churoh is one 
and the Faith is one ; and one the 
people, joined together in the solid 
unity of the body in the bond of 
concord. This unity cannot be 
broken, nor the one body divided by 
ihe separation of ils constituent 
parte” (St. Cyprianne, “ De Catb. 
Bool. Unitate,” n. 23.) Aid to set 
forth more clearly t€6 unity 
of the Churoh, he makes use of the 
illustration of a living body, the 
members of which cannot, possibly 
live unless united to the head and 
drawing from it their vital force. 
Sepârated from the head, they must 
of necessity die. “The Church,” 
he says, “ cannot be divided into 
parte by the separation and cutting 
at under of its members. What ia 
out away from the mother cannot 
live or breathe apart (Ibid.) What 
similarity is there between a dead 
and a living body; “For no man 
ever hated his own flesh, but 
nourisheth and oherisheth it, as also 
Christ doth tbe Churoh ; because we 
are members of His body, of His flesh, 
and of His bones" (Bph. v., 29-30.) 
Another head like to Christ must be 
invented—that ie, another Christ— 

besides the one Churoh, which is 
Hie body, men wish to set up an­
other. “See what you must be 
aware of—see what you must avoid 

what you must dread. It 
happens that, as in the human body, 
some member may be out off—a 
hand, a finger, a foot. Does tbe soul 
follow the amputated member ? As 
long as it Was in the body it lived ;

That Political Picnic-

On Friday last a Grit Picnic 
took place at Sea View, New Lon­
don. The gathering, we are told, 
was in honor of Mr. L H Davjes’ 
promotion to a seat in Mr. Laurier’s 
Cabinet The picnic had been 
advertised for some time, and the 
faithful, not only from West 
Queen’s, but from East Prince as 
well, were expected to be present 
in large numbers. As to the 
actual number in attendance, there 
seems to be a wide difference of 
opinion among the Grits them­
selves.

In onr last was a news item to the 
eflect that the captaio, and his wife and 
tbe second mate of the barkentine 
“ Herbert Fuller,” which arrived in 
Halifax on the 21et, had been murder­
ed. Since then fuller particulars of the 
dreadful tragedy have come to hand. 
The “Herbert Fuller" left Boston on 
July 8th with a cargo of lumber for 
Rossario. The vessel hails from Har 
rington, Maine, and her managing 
owner is Swan of New York. She was 
commanded by Captain Nash, of Har­
rington, who was part owner. He was 
accompanied by his wife. The captain 
was 44 years of age and his wife 37. 
The first mate is named Bram, a mul­
atto, a native of St. Kitt’e ; the second 
mate Blandberg, a Finlander. Be­
sides these there was a crew of seven 
and one passenger, a young man named 
Monks, of Boston. He is a Harvard 
student, and took the trip in the sailing 
vessel for the benefit of hie health. All 
seems to have gone along well till the 
night of the 13th, or rather the morning 
of the 14th. Across the after end of the 
saloon there were three rooms. One of 
these was the captain’s cabin, a large 
room, and at the rear of it, with a win­
dow looking out on the after deck and 
wheel, was the captain’s chart room. 
The captain was in the chart room on 
the night in question so as to be ready 
to come on deck at a moment’s notice. 
He was fatigued and had thrown him­
self on a lounge. Next to this room 
was the room occupied by the passen­
ger Monks, and next to this again, on 
the opposite side of the saloon, was the 
captain’s private room.

No sooner had he emerged 
from tbe companion way than he found 
himself confronted by Mate Bram, who 
shied • billet of wood at him, which 
fortunately missed, or otherwise he 
would have been killed. Monks cover 
ed Bram with hie revolver, and this 
cowed him. They remained iq sight of 
one another till daylight, when the 
crew were made acquainted with what 
had happened. It was then dis.- 
coversd that the captain, his wife 
and the second mate hen! been hacked 
to death with an axe. The second 
mate’s room, we should have eaid, was 
towards the forward part of the saloon, 
on the opposite side from tbe room oc­
cupied by the captain. Brown, tbe 
man at the wheel, was accused by 
Bram, of being the murderer. On the 
other hand, Brown says be saw Bram 
strike the esptain. This he coaid 
easily see through the window from his 
position at the wheel. At this time, 
the vessel was about 800 miles south of 
Halifax. Brown was first arrested and 
placed in irons. Bram bad charge of 
the ship ; but Monks and the crew sns 
peeled that he was taking her farther 
and further from land. The steward 
is a colored man, named Charles Spen­
cer, apparently a clever fellow. He 
and Monks came to the conclusion that 
it was the object of Bram to bring the 
ship to some southern port, or destroy 
her in some way. Consequently they 
advised the orew, and watching their 
chance, they handcuffed Bram and 
chained him to the rear part of the 
ship. The navigating of the vessel then 
depended on Monks and Spencer. The 
dead bodies were wrapped op and 
placed in a boat, in tow of the vessel. 
In this way they reached Halifax on 
the 21st. Through the instrumentality 
of the the United States Consul, all 
bands were placed under arrest. After 
a preliminary examination the men 
were turned over to the United States 
authorities and taken to Boston, where 
their trial will be proceeded with. No 
doubt mate Bram is the murderer, and 
it is possible Brown is an accomplice.

(Continued from first page )
separated, it forfeits its life. So the 
Christian is a Cathclio as long as he 
lives in the body ; out off from it he 
becomes a heretic—the life of the 
spirit follows on the amputated 
member. (Sermon oolxvii., n. 4.) 
The Church of Christ, therefore, is 
one and the same forever ; those 
who leave it depart from the will 
and command of Christ, the Lord 
leaving the path of salvation, they 
enter on that of perdition. “ Who­
soever is separated from the Church 
is united to an adnltress. He has 
cut himself off from the promises of 
the Church, and he who leaves the 
Church of Christ cannot arrive at the 
rewards of Christ. . . . He who
observes not this unity observes not 
the law of God, holds not the faith 
of the Father and the Son, clings 
not to life and salvation." (St, 
Cyprianus, “De Cath. EocL Uni­
te te,” n.6.)

6. But He, indeed, who made 
this one Church, also gave it unity, 
that is, He made it such that all who 
are to belong to it must be united 
by the closest bonds, so as to form 
one society, one kingdom, one body 
—“ one body and one spirit, as you 
are called in one hope of your call­
ing.” (Bph. iv., 4.) Jesus Christ, 
when His death was nigh at hand 
declared His will in this matter, and 
solemnly offered it up, thus address­
ing His Father. "Hot for them 
only do I pray, but for them also 
who through their word shall believe 
in Me . . . that they also may 
be one in Us . . . that they may
be made perfect in one.” (John 
xvii., 20-21-23.) Tea, He command­
ed that this unity should be so close­
ly knit and so perfect amongst His 
followers that it might, in some 
measure, shadow forth the union 
between Himself and His Father 
I pray that they all may be one, 

as Thou Father in Me and I in 
Thee." (Ibid 2.) Agreement and 
union of minds is the necessary 
foundation of this perfect concord 
amongst men, from which concur­
rence of wills and similarity of ac­
tion are the natural results. Where­
fore, in His Divine Wisdom, He or­
dained in His Church Unity of Faith 
a virtue which is the first of those 
bonds which unite man to God, and 
whence we receive the name of the 
“faithful”—“ one Lord, one faith, one 
baptism, so should all Christians, 
without exception, have but one 
Faith. And so the Apostle St. Paul 
not merely begs, but entreats and 
implores Christians to be all of the 
same mind, and to avoid difference 
of opinions : “I beseech you, breth­
ren, by the name of Our Lord Jesus 
Christ, that you all speak the same 
thing, and that there be no schisms
amongst you, and that you be per­
fect in the same mind and in the 
same judgment." (1 Cor. i., 10); 
Such passages certainly need no in­
terpreter : they speak clearly enough 
for themselves. Besides, all who 
profess Christianity allow that there 
can be but one Faith. It Is of the 
greatest importance, and indeed of 
absolute necessity, as to which many 
are deceived that the nature and 
character of this unity should be re­
cognized. And, as We have already 
stated, this is not to be ascertained 
by conjecture, but by the certain 
knowledge of what was done : that 
is, by seeking for affd ascertaining 
what kind of unity in Faith has been 
commanded by Jesus Christ.

7. The heavenly dootiine of 
Christ, although for the most part 
committed to writing by Divine " 
spiration, could not unite thi 
of men if left to the human tetêll- 
alone. It would, for this very rea­
son, be subject to various and con­
tradictory interpretations. This is 
so, not only because of the nature of 
the doctrine itself and of the mys­
teries it involves, but also because of 
the divergencies of the human mind 
and of the disturbing element of con­
flicting passions. From a variety 
of interpretations a variety of be- 
liefs is necessarily begotten ; hence 
some controversies, dissensions, and 
wranglings such as bave arisen in 
the past, even in the first ages of the 
Church. Irenes us writes of heretics 
as follows: “ Admitting the Sacred 
Scriptures, they distort the interpre­
tations.” (Lib. in., cap. 12, n. 12.) 
And Augustine: " “ Heresies have 
arisen, and certain perverse views 
ensnaring souls -and preoipifating 
them into the abyss only when the 
Scriptures, good in themselves, are 
not properly understood.” (“In 
Bvang. Joan,” tract xviii., cap. 5, 
n. 1.) Besides Holy Writ it was 
absolutely neoessary to insure this 
union of men’s minds-—to effect and 
preserve unity of ideas—that there 
should be another principle. This 
the wisdom of God requires : for He 
could not have willed that the Faith 
should be on if He did not provide 
means sufficient for the preservation 
of this unity ; and this Holy Writ 
dearly sets forth, as We shall pre­
sently point out. Assuredly the 
infinite power of God is not bounded 
b) anything : ell things obey it as 
so many passive instruments. In 
regard to this external principle, 
therefore, we must inquire which 
one of all the means in His power 
Christ did aetutlly adopt For this 
purpose it is necessary to recall in 
thought the institution of Christi­
anity.

whi.t is ot! erwiee well known. 
Christ proves bis own Divinity and 
iho Divine origin of His mission by 
miracles ; He teaches the multitudes 
hoavenly doctrine by word of mouth ; 
and He absolutely commands that 
the assent of fai - h should be given to 
Bis teaching, promising eternal re­
wards to those who believe and eter­
nal punishment to those who de not. 
“ If I do not the works of my Father, 
believe Me not.” (John x., 37.) 
“ If I had not done among them the 
works that no other man had done, 
they would not have sin.” (Ibid 
xv. 24.) “ But if I do (the works) 
though yen will notrbelieve Me, be­
lieve the works.” (Ibjd x., 38.) 
Whatsoever He commands, He com­
mands by the same authority. He 
requires the assent of the mind to all 
truths without exception. It was 
thus the duty of all who heard 
Jesus Christ, if they wished for eter 
nal salvation, not merely to accept 
His doctrine as a whole, but to assen 
with their entire mind to all and 
every point of it, since it is unlawful 
to withhok^faith from God even in 
regard to one single point. When 
about to ascend into Heaven He 
sends His Apostles in virtue of the 
same power by which He bad been 
sent from the Father, and He charges 
them to spread abroad and propa­
gate His teaching. “ All power is 
given to Me in Heaven and in earth. 
Going, therefore, teach all nations. 
, . . Teaching them to observe
all things whatsoever I have com 
manded you.” (Matt, xxviii., 18- 
19-20.) So that those obeying the 
Apostles might be saved, and those 
disobeying should perish. “He 
that believeth and is baptised shall 
be saved, but he that believeth not 
shall he condemned. ” (Mark xvi 
16.) But since it is obviously most 
in harmony with God’s Providence 
that no cne should have confided to 
him a great and important mission 
unless he were furnished with the 
means of properly carrying it out. 
for this reason Christ promised that 
He would send the Spirit of Truth to 
His Disciples to remain with them 
forever. “But if I go I will send 
Him (the Paraclete) to you. .
But when He, the Spirit of Truth, is 
come, He will teach you all truth.” 
(John xvi., 7-13 ) “ And I will ask 
the Father, and He shall give you 
another Paraclete, that He may 
abide with youiorever, the Spirit of 
Truth.” (Ibid xvi., 16-17.) “He 
shall give testimony of Me, and you 
shall give testimony.” (Ibid xv. 
26-28.) Hence He commands that 
the teaching of the Apostles should 
be religiously accepted and piously 
kept aa if it were his own—“ He that 
bears you hears Me: he who des­
pises you despises Me." (Luke x., 
16.) Wherefore the Apostles are 
ambassadors of the Father. “As 
the Father sent Me, so also I send 
you.” (John iz., 21) Hence, as 
the Apostles and Disciples were 
bound to obey Christ, so also those 
whom the Apostles taught were, by 
God’s command, bound to obey them. 
And therefore it was no more allow­
able to repudiate one iota of the 
Apostle's teaching than it was to re­
ject any point of the doctrine of 
Christ Himself.

Truly the voice of the Apostles, 
when the Holy Ghost had come down 
up'n them, resounded throughout 
the world, Wherever they went 
they proclaimed themselves the am­
bassadors of Christ Himself. “ By 
whom (Jesus Christ) we h*m=re- 
ceived grace and Apostleship for 
obedience to the Faith in all nations 
for His name.” (Rem. i.,6.) And 
God makes known their Divine mis­
sion by numerous miracles. “But 
they going forth 1 preached every­
where: the Lord working withal, 
and confirming the word with signs

that followed.” (Mark xvi., 20.) 
But what is this word 7 That which 
comprehends all things, that which 
they had learnt from their Master ;

they openly and publicly 
declare that they cannot help speak­
ing of what they had seen and heard. 
But, as we have already said, the 
Apostolic mission was not destined 
to die with the Apostles themselves, 
or to come to an end in the course of 
time, since it was intended for the 
people at large and instituted for the 
salvation of the human race. For 
Christ commanded His Apostles to 
preach the “ Gospel to every crea­
ture, to carry His name to nations 

and to be witnesses to 
e end of the earth.” He

ously guarded and fully interpreted.” 
(Contra Haereiei, lib. iv., cap. 33. 
0.8 ) And Tertullian : “ It is there­
fore clear that all doctrine which 
agrees with that of the Apostolic 
churches—the matrices and original 
centres of the faith, must be looked 
upon as the truth, holding without 
hesitation that the Church received it 
from the Apostles, the Apostles from 
Christ, and Christ from God. . . . 
We are in comnfunion with the 
Apostolic Churches* and by the very 
fact they agree amongst themselves 
we have a testimony of the truth.” 
(De Præscrip., cap. xxxi.) And so 
Hilary : “ Christ teaching from the
ship signifies that those who are 
outside the Church can never grasp 
the Divine teaching ; for the ship 
signifies the Church where the word 
of life is deposited and preached. 
Those who are outside are like 
sterile and worthless sand ; they can­
not comprehend:” (Comment in 
Matt, xiii., n. i.) Rufinus praises 
Gregory of Nazianzum, and Basil be­
cause “ they studied the text of Holy 
Scripture-alone, and took the inter­
pretation of its meaning not from 
their own inner consciousness, but 
from the ancients and on the author­
ity of the ancients, who in their turn 
as it is clear, took their rule for under­
standing the meaning from the Apos­
tolic succession,” (Hist. Eccl., lib. 
ii., cap. 9.)

since Jesus Christ delivered Himself
up for the salvation of the human 
race, and to this end directed all His 
teaching and commands, so He order­
ed the Church to strive, by the truth 
of its doctrine, to sanctify and to save 
mankind. But faith alone cannot 
compass so great, excellent, and im­
portant an end. There must needs 
be also the fitting and devout warship 
of God, which is to be found chiefly 
in the Divine Sacrifice and in the 
dispensation of the Sacraments, as 
well as salutary laws and discipline 
All these must be found in the 
Church, since it continues the mission 
of the Savior forever. The Church 
alone offers to the human race that re­
ligion—that state of absolute per­
fection—which He wished, as it were, 
to be incorported in it. And 
alone supplies those means of sal 
vation which accord with the ordinary 
counsels of Providence. -

Wherefore, as appears from what 
has been said, Christ instituted in the 
Church, a living, authoritative, and
permanent Magisterium, which by His, . „ , . ,
own power He strengthened, by the sAhal‘ for8,IVLe lhey are for8lvejn lb,em 
Spirit of Truth He taught; and by *nd \a like manner he ordered the 
miracles confirmed.

10. But as this heavenly doctrine 
was never left to the arbitrary judg­
ment of private individuals, but, in the 
beginning delivered by Jesus Christ 
was afterwards committed by Him 
exclusively to the magisterium 
ready named, so the power of per­
forming and administering the divine 
mysteries, together with the authority 
of ruling and governing was not be­
stowed by God on all Christians in­
discriminately, but on certain chosen 
persons. For to the Apostles, and 
their legitimate successors alone these 
words have reference : “ Going into 
the whole world preach the Gospel 
Baptizing them. Do this in com 
memoration ot Me. Whose sins you

the one hand, therefore, it is nec­
essary that the mission of teaching 
whatever Christ had taught should 
remain perpetual and immutable, 
and on the other that the duty of 
accepting and professing all their 
doctrine should otherwise be perpet­
ual and immutable. “Our Lord 
Jesus Christ, when in His Gospel 
He testifies that those who are noi 
with Him are His enemies, does 
not designate any special form 
of heresy, but declares that all 
heretics who are not with Him and 
do not gather with Him, scatter His 
flock and are His enemies : “ He
that is not with Me is against Me, 
and he that gathereth not with Me 
scattereth ’ ” (St. Cyprianus, Ep. Ixis., 
ad Magnum, n. i..)

9. The Church, founded on these 
principles and mindful of her office, 
has done nothing with greater zeal 
and endeavour than she has dis­
played in guarding the intregrity of 
the faith. Hence she regarded as 
rebels and expefled from the ranks 
of her children all who held beliefs 
on any point of doctrine different 
from her own. The Arians, the 
Montanists, the Novatians, theQuar- 
todecimans. the Eutychians, did not 
certainly reject all Catholic doctrine 
they abandoned only a certain port 
tion of it. Still who does not know 
that they were declared heretics and 
banished from the bosom of the 
Church 7 In like manner were con­
demned all authors of heretical 
tenets who followed them in—sub­
sequent ages. “ There can 
thing more dangerous than those 
heretics who admit nearly the whole 
cycle of doctrine, and yet by one 
word, as with a drop of poison, in­
fect the real and simple faith taught 
by Our Lord and handed down by 
apostolic tradition. (Auctor “ Tract, 
de Fide Orthodoxe contra Arianos.”) 
The practice of the Church has al­
ways been the same, as is shown by 
the unanimous teachng of the Fath­
ers, who were wont to hold as out­
side Catholic communion, and alien 
to the Church whoever would recede 
in the least degree from any point 
of doctrine proposed by her author­
itative Magisterium. Epiphanius,

as though they were His own. As 
often, therefore, as it is declared on 
the authority of this teaching that 
this or that is contained in the de­
posit of Divine revelation, it must be 
believed by everyone as true. If it 
could in any way be false, an evident 
contradiction follows ; for then God 
Himself would be’the author of error 
in man. “ Lord if we be in error, we 
are being deceived by Thee.” (Rich- 
ardus de S. Victore, “ De Trin 
lib 1 cap. 2). In this wise,1 all cause 
for doubting being removed, can it 
be lawful for anyone to reject anyone 
of those truths without, by the very 
fact, falling into heresy 7 without 
separating himself ftom the Church ? 
without repudiating in one sweeping 
act the whole of Christain teaching ? 
For such is the nature of faith that 
nothing can be mere absurd than to 
accept some things and reject others. 
Faith, as the Church teaches, is “that 
supernatural virtue by which, through 
the help of God and through the as­
sistance of His grace, we believe 
what He has revealed to be true, not 
on account of the intrinsic truth per­
ceived by the natural light of reason, 
but because of the authority of God 
Himself, the Revealer, Who can nei 
thet deceive nor be deceived” (Cone. 
Vat., Sess. iii., cap. 3). If, then, it 
be certain that anything is revealed 
by God and this is not believed, then 
nothing whatever is believed by 
Divine faith ; for what the Apostle 
St. James judges to be the effect of a 
moral delinquency, the same is to be 
said of an erroneous opinion in the 
matter of faith. “Whosoever shall 
offend in one point, is become guilty 
of all” (Ep. James ii, 10). Nay, it 
applies with greater force to an 
erroneous opinion. For it can be 
said with less truth that every law is 
violated by one who commits a single 
sin, since it may be that he only 
virtually despises the majesty of God 
the Legislator. But he who dissents 
even in one point from Divinely-re­
vealed truth absolutely rejects all 
faith, since be thereby refuses to 
honor God as the supreme truth and 
the “formal motive of faith.” “In

that is to govern with authority—all 
Christian souls. Whence it also fol­
lows that it is necessarily the duty of 
Christians to be subject and to obey. 
And these duties of the- Apostolic 
office are, in general, all included in 
the words of St. Paul : “ Let a man 
so account of us as of the ministers of 
Christ and of the dispensers of the 
mysteries of God.” (1 Cor. iv,. 
Wherefore Jesus Christ bade all men 
present and future, follow Him astheir 
leader and Saviour ; and this, not 
merely as individuals, but as forming 
a society, organized and united 
mind. In this way a duly constituted 
society should exist, formed out of the 
divided multitudes of peoples, one in 
faith, one in end,one in participation of 
the means adapted to the attainment 
of the end, and one as subject to the 
one and the same authority. To this 
end He established in the Oburch'all 
those principles which necessarily 
tend to make organized human so­
cieties, and through which they attain 
the perfection proper to each. That 
is, in it (the Church) all who wish to 
be the sons of God by adoption might 
attain to the perfection demanded by 
their high calling, and might obtain 
salvation. The Church, therefore, as 
we have said, is man’s guide to what­
ever pertains to heaven. This is the 
office appointed unto it by God ; that 
it may watch over and may order all 
that concerns religion, and may, with­
out let or hindrance, exercise, accord­
ing to its judgment, its charge over 
Christianity. Wherefore they who 
pretend that the Church has any 
wish to interfere in civil matters or to 
infringe on the rights of the State, 
know it not or wickedly calumniate it. 
God indeed even made the Church a 
society far more perfect than any other. 
For the end for which the Church 
exists is as much higher than the end 
of other societies as divine grace 
above nature, as immortal blessings 
are above the transitory things on the 
earth. Therefore the Church is 
society “ divine” in its origin, “ super 
natural” in its end and in the means 
proximately adapted to the attainment 
of that end ; but it is a “ human” 
community, inasmuch as it is com 
posed of men. For this reason we

Agustine, Theodoret, drew up a long few things in which they are not with ‘“dilating 
list of the heresies of their times, me, the many things in which they aP°ken of
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the fulfillment of their high mission, 
andfl,hat, not for a few years or cen­
turies only, but for all time—“ even 
to the consummation of the world. ” 
Upon which St. Jerome says: “ He 
who promises to remain with His Dis­
ciples to the end of the world de­
clares that they will be forever vic- 

5 terious, and that he will never de­
part from those that trust in him 
(In Matt. lib. iv., cap. 28, v. 20.) 
But how could all this be realized 
in the Apostles alone, placed as 
they were under the universal law 
of dissolution by death ? It was 
consequently provided by God that 
the “ Mgisterium ” instituted by Jes­
us Christ should not end with the 
life of the Apostles, but that it should 
be perpetuated. We see it in truth 
propagated and, as it were, deliver­
ed from hand to hand. For the 
Apostles consecrated Bishops, and 
each appointed those who were to 
succeed them immediately “ in the 
ministiy of the world ” Nay more : 
they likewise required their success 
ors to choose fitting men, to endow 
them with like authority, and to 
confide in them the office and mis­
sion of teaching. "Thou therefore, 
my son, be strong in the grace which 
is in Christ Jesus : and the things 
which thou hast heard of me by 
many witnesses, the same command 
to faithful men, who shall be fit to 
teach others also” (2 Tim.11 i- 

) Wherefore, as Christ was sent 
by God and the Apostles by Christ, 
so the Bishops aud those who suc­
ceeded them wqre sent by the Apos- 
tl*s; “The Apostles were appoint­
ed by Christ to preach the Gospel 
to us. Jesus Christ was sent by 
God. Christ i* therefore from God 
and the Apostles from Christ, and 
both according to the will of God.
