His divine mission should be per-
petuated to the end of time, He took
to Himself disciples, trained by
Himself, and made them partakers
of His own authority. And when
He had invoked upon them from
Heaven the Spirit of Truth, He bade
them go through the whole [world
and faithfully preach to all nations
what He had taught and what He
had commanded, so that by the pro-
fession of His doctrine, and the ob-
servance of His laws, the human
race might attain to holiness on
earth and never-ending happiness in
Heaven, In this wise, and on this
principle, the Church was beagotten.
If we consider the chief end of this
Church and the proximate efficient
ocauses of salvation, it is undoubtedly
spiritual ; but. in regard to those
who constitute if, and to the things
which lead to these spiritual gifts, it
is external“and necessarily visible.
The Apostles received a mission to
teach by visible and audible signs,
and they discharged their mission
only by words apnd acts which cer-
tainly appealad to the senses. So
that their voices falling upon the
ears of those who heard them begot
faith in souls—* Faith cometh by
hearing, and hearing by the word
of Christ” (Rom. x., 17.) And faith
itself—that is, assent given to the
first and supreme truth—though re.
siding essentially in the int.ellegﬁ

In psalm, Ixxi, n., 8, and in another
place:- “The Qhurch will totter if
its foundation shakes; but how can
Christ be moved? . . . . Christ
remaining, immovable, it (the
Church) ‘shall never be shaken.
Where are they that say that the
Ohurch has disappeared from the
world, when it cannot even be
shaken ?”’ (Enarratio in Psalm ciii.,
Sermo ii. n, 5.) He who seeks the
truth must be guaided by thcse
fundamentsl principles. That is to
say, that Christ the Lord instituted
and formed the Church, wherefore
when we are asked what its nature
is, the main thing is to see what
Christ wished and what in fact He

To justify
the existence of more than one
Church it would be necessary te go
outside this world, and to create a
new and ulnhesrd-of race of men.

That the one Church should em-
brace all men everywhere and at all
times was seen and foretold by Isaiag,
when, looking into the future, he
saw the appearance of a mountain
conspicuous by its all-surpassing
altitude, which set forth the image
of “The house of the Lord”—thatis,
of the Church. “And in the last
days the mountain of the house of
the Lord shall:be prepared on the
top of the mountains” (Isa.ii, 2.)
Bat this mountain which towers
over sll other mountains is one ; and
the house of the Lord to which all
nations shall come to seek the rule
of living is also one. *‘ And all na-
tions shall flow into it. And many
people shall go, and say : Come, aud
let us go up to the mountain of the
Lord, and to the house of the God
of Jacob, and He will teach us His
ways and we will walk in His paths”
(Ibid ii, 2-3,) Explaining this
passage, Optatus of Milevis says:
“ [t ia written in the Prophet Isaias:
‘from Sion the law shall go forth
and the word of the Lord from
Jorusalem.” For it is not on Mount
Sion that Isaias sees the valley, but

if besides the one Church, which is
His body, men wish to set up at-
other. “See what you must be

Those who are outside are like
sterile and worthless sand ; they can-
not comprehend” (Comment in
Matt. xiii.,, n. i.) Rufinus. praises
Gregory of Nazianzum, and Basil be-
cause “they studied the text of Holy
Scripture-alone, and took the inter-
pretation of its meaning not from
their own inper - consciousness, but
from the ancients and on the author-
ity of the ancients, who in "their turn
as it is clear, took their rule for under-
standing the meaning from the Apos-
tolic succession,” (Hist. Eccl, lib.

ii., cap. 9.)

Wherefore, as appears from what
has been said, Christ instituted in the
Church; a living, authoritative, and
permanent Magisterium, which by His
own power He strengthened, by the
Spirit of Truth He taught; and by
miracles confirmed. He willed and
ordered, under the gravest penalties,
that its teachings should be received
as though they were His own. As
often, therefore, as it is declared on
the authority of this teaching that
this or that is contained in the de-
posit of Divine revelation, it must be
believed by everyone as true. Ifit
could in any way be false, an evident
contradiction follows; for then God
Himself would be’the authof of error
in man. - ¥ Lord if we be in error, we
are being deceived by Thee.” (Rich-
ardus de S. Victore, “ De Trin.,”
lib 1 cap. 2). In this wise, all cause
for doubting being removed, can it
be lawful for anyone to reject anyone
of those truths without, by the very
fact, falling into heresy ? wichout
separating himself from the Church?
without repudiating in one sweeping
act the whole of Christain teaching ?
For such is the nature of faith that
nothing can be mere absurd than to
accept some things and reject others.
Faith, as the Ohurch teaches, is “that
supernatural virtue by which, through
the help of God and through the as-
sistance of His grace, we believe
what He has revealed to be true, not
on account of the intrinsic truth per-
ceived by the natural light of reason,
but because of the authority of God
Himself, the Revealer, Who can nei-
ther deceive nor be deceived” (Cone.
Vat., Sess. iii.,cap. 3). If, then, it
be certain that anything is revealed
by God and this is not believed, then
nothing whatever is believed by
Divine faith ; for what the Apostle
St. James judges to be the effect of a
moral delinquency, the same is to be
said of an erroneous opinion in thHe
matter of faith. “Whosoever shall
offend in one point, is become guilty
of all” (Ep. James ii, 10). Nay, it
applies with greater force to an
erroneous opinion. For it can be
said with less truth that every law is
violated by one who commits a single
sin, since it may be that he only
virtually despises the majesty of God
the Legislator. But he who dissents
even in one point from Divinely-re-
vealed truth absolutely rejects all
faith, since he thereby refuses to
honor God as the supreme truth and
the “formal motive of faith.” “In
many things they are with me, in a
few things not with me ; but in those
few things in which they are not with
me, the many things in which they
are will not profit them” (3. August-
inus in Psal. liv, n.'19). And this
indeed most deservedly; for they,
who take from Christain ‘doctrine
what they please, lean on their own
judgments, not on faith ; and not
“bringing into captivity every under-
standing unto the obedience of
Christ” (2 Cor. x, ¥), they more tru-
ly obey themselves than God. “You,
who believe what you like of the
Gospels and believe not what you
like, believe yourselves rather than
the Gospel” (S. Augustinus, lib. xvii,
“Contra Faustum Manichaeum,” cap
3). For this reason the Fathers of the
Vatican Council laid down nothing
new, but followed Divine revelation
and the acknowledged and invariable
teaching of the Church as to the very
nature of faith, which they decreed
as follows :  “All those things are to
be believed by Divine and Catholic
faith which are contained in the
written or un®ritten word of God,
and which are. proposed by the
Church as Divinely revealed, either
by asolemn definition or in the ex-
ercise of its ordinary and universal
Magisterum” (Sess. iii. cap. 3).
Hence as it is clear that God abso-
lutely willed that there sheuld be
unity in his Church, and as it is evi-
dent what kind of unity He willed,
and by means of what principle He
ordained that this unity should be
maintained, we may address the fol-
lowing words of St. Augustine to all
who bave not deliberately closed
their minds to the truth. “When we
see the great help of God, such mani-
fest progress and such abundant
fruit, shall we hesitate to take refuge
in the bosom of that Church, which,
as is evident to all, possesses the
supreme authority of the Apostolic
See through the episcopal succession?

teaching and commands, so He order-
ed the Church to strive, by the truth
of its doctrine, to sanctify and to save
mankind. But faith  alone cannot
compass so greai, excellent, and im-
portant an end. ' There must needs
be also the fitting and devout wership
of God, which is to be found chiefly
in the Divine Sacrifice and in the
dispensation of the Sacraments, as
well as salutary laws and discipline.
All these must be found in the
Ohurch, since it continues the mission
of the Savior forever. The Church
alone-offers to the human race that re-
ligion—that state of absolute per-
fection—which He wished, as it were,
to be incorported in it. And it
alone supplies those means of sal-
vation which accord with the ordinary
counsels of Providence. -

10, But as this -heavenly doctrine
was never left to the arbitrary judg-
ment of private individuals, but, in the
beginning delivered by Jesus Ohrist,
was afterwards committed by Him
exclusively to the magisterium al-
ready named, so the power of per-
forming and administering the divine
mysteries, together with the authority
of ruling and governing was not be-
stowed by God on all Christians in-
discriminately, but oo certain® ¢hosen
persons. For to the Apostles. and
their legitimate successors alone these
words have reference: * Going into
the whole world preach the Gospel.
Baptizing them. Do this in com-
memoration of Me. Whose sins you
shall forgive they are forgiven them.”
And in like manner he ordered the
Apostles only and those who should
lawfully succeed them to *feed”—
that is to govern with authority—all
Obristian souls. Whence it also fol-
lows that it is necessarily the duty of
Christians to be subject and to obey.
And these duties of the- Apostelic
office are, in general, all included in
the words of St. Paul: ¢ Let a man
8o account of us as of the ministers of
Christ and of the dispensers of the
mysteries of-God.” (1 Cor. iv,, 1.)
Wherefore Jesus Christ bade all men,
present and future, follow Him astheir
leader and Saviour; and this, not
merely as individuals, but as forming
a- society, organized and . united in
mind. In this way a duly constituted
society should exist, formed out of the
divided multitudes of peoples. one in
faitb, one in end,>ne in participation of
the means adapted to the attainment
of the end, and one as subject to the
one and the same authority. To this
end He established in the Oburch all
those principles whick necessarily
tend to make organized human so-
cieties, and through which they attain
the perfection proper to each. That
is, in it (the Church) all who wish to
be the sons of God by adoption might
attain to the perfection demanded by
their high calling, and might obtain
salvation. The Church, therefore, as
we have said, is man’s guide to what-
ever pertains to heaven. This is the
office appointed unto it by God ; that
it may watch over and may order all
that concerns religion, and may, with-
out let or hindrance, exercise, accord-
ing to its judgment, its charge over
Ohristianity. ~ Wherefore they who
pretend that the Church has any
wish to interfere in civil matters or te
infringe on the rights of the State,
know it not or wickedly calumniate it.
God indeed even made the Church a
society far more perfect than any other.
For the end for which the Church
exists is as much higher than the end
of other societies as divine grace is
above nature, as immortal blessings
are above the transitory things on the
earth. Therefore the Church is a
society “ divine” in its origin, “ super-
oatural” in its end and in the means
proximately adapted to the attainment
of that end; but it is a “ human”
community, inasmuch as it is com-
posed of men. For this reason we
find it called in Holy Writ by names
indicating a perfect society. It is
spoken of as “the house of God,”
“the city placed upon the mountain”
to which all nations must come. But
it is also the “ fold” presided over by
one Shepherd, and into which all
Christ’s sheep must betake them-
selves. Vea, it is called “the king-
dom which God has raised up,” and
which “ will stand forever.” Finally
it is the “ body of Christ’’—that is, of
crurse, His “mystical” body, but a

composed of mainy members; mem-
bers indeed which have not all the
same functions, but which, united one
to the other, are kept bound together
by the guidance and authority of the
head. . -
