From the eve of Christmas (First 
Vespers) of the present year to the 
eve of Christmis, 1900, the usual 
indulgences, plenary and partial, 
which Catholics may gain at other 
limes, are suspended. Excepted 
fiom this iule are ;

1. Such indulgences (partial) as 
are granted by the Ordinaries to 
their subjects (not, however, the 
indulgences imparted with the 
Papal Blessing given twice a year 
by the Bishop.)

2. The plenary indulgence in 
articula mortis.

3. Partial indulgence for visits to 
the Blessed Sacrament during the 
Forty Hours' Adoration.

4- Indulgences for accompanying 
the Blessed Sacrament to the dying.

5. Indulgences for the recital of 
the Angelus.

6. Privileged altars and indulg­
ences exclusively applied to the 
souls in purgatory.

In lieu of this, all the faithful are 
to apply themselves to gain, if 
possible, the Jubilee indulgence by 

pilgrimage to the Holy City. 
Whilst they cannot gain for them­
selves any of the usual indulgences, 
they can offer them by way of suff­
rage for the souls in purgatory ; for 
all indulgences without exception 
are, during the year of general 
Jubilee, applicable to the souls of 
the departed.

This limitation bolds good only 
dm ing the regular year of Jubilee 
(to be gained in Borne,) and is not 
extended to the following year, 
when, as is customary, the Pontiff 
proclaims an extension of the solemn 
Jubilee to all parts of the world for 
rbese who are unable to make the 
Jubilee visit to the Holy Qity in the 
preceding year.

To gain the Jubilee indulgence it 
is necessary to go to Rome, and to 
visit there on ten several days (not 
necessarily jn succession) the four 
great basilicas of 81, Peter, St. Paul, 

John Lsteran, and St. Mary 
Major. Those who reside in Rome 
are to make the same visits on 
twenty days. The

Later 
on an epidemic of sroall-pox broke 
out among the I lians, and he 
alone buried the bodies, for the 
Indians themselves would not go 
near them. Qne day after this the 
young chief of the tribe borrowed 
the missionary’s gun, and when he 
went to get it back the chief, while 
talking in apparent friendliness 
with him, shot him through the 
hand, smashing it to a shapeless 
mass. Tae missionary went to the 
shore a little distance to bathe his 
wound in cold water. He bad no 
other thought than that the wound 
was an accident. While stooping 
down bathing bis hand the chief 
fired the other barrel of the gun and 
filled hia back with shot. Much of 
the lead is still imbedded in Father 
Brabant’s back. The act, he says, 
was merely the wanton freak of an 
Indian, and meant no malice toward 
him.

When Father Brabant went to 
this dreary Thebaid the natives 
were *' blanket Iodiaus," now they 
are civilized. Before his coming 
they plundered wrecked vessels and 
killed those who escaped.

The statement of the chartered 
banks of the Dominion for the 
month ending Nov. 30 last, shows 
that the sum of $26,332 was due 
the Merchants’ Bank of P. E. Is­
land by Provincial Governments. 
We must assume that this amount 
is all due by the Government of 
Prince Edward Island. A short 
time ago an attempt was made to 
fool the people into believing that 
the Government had no debt at 
the Banks. Some kind of a state­
ment was said to be paraded to 
that effect. No doubt it was 
bogus, as we intimated at the 
time, as it. died a very sudden 
death. It was" intended for use 
during the bye-elections ; but the 
statement of indebtedness above 
quoted, doubtless indicates the ex 
tremities to which the Govern 
ment were driven to procure funds 
to carry on the campaign in the 
Belfast and Murray Harbor dis 
tricts. It is a matter of notoriety 
that the Government withdrew 
their account from this bank some 
months ago, and the fact that they 
have been forced to go there again 
to borrow must be extremely hu­
miliating. A government that 
clings to power after forfeiting 
the confidence of the people wil’ 
do almost anything.

In virtue of the decree of our 
Holy Father the Pope, the Feast 
of the Circumcision, or New Year’s 
Day, 1900, was ushered in with un- 
usuaj solemnity throughout, the 
Christian world. The year 1900, 
the closing year of the century, is 
called the holy year of Jubilee, 
and the solemn ceremonies inaug­
urating the universal jubilee, took 
place at St. Petér’s, Rome, on 
Christmas eve, just past. In St. 
Dunstan’s Cathedral the holy year 
was entered upon with solemn and 
imposing religious observances. 
At 12 o’clock, midnight, Solemn 
Pontifical Mass, çaram Sanctis 
simo, or inpresence of the Blessed 
Sacrament, was celebrated by hi: 
Lordship the Bishop, assisted by 
Rev. Dr. Morrison as high priest. 
Rev. Father Johnston as deacon, 
and Rev. Father Connolly as sub 
deacon. During Mass over six 
hundred approached Holy Com­
munion, a most edifying circum­
stance. After the Communion 

t orHphin delivered a most im-

c.ooi tbe congregation for 
their generosity in contributing 
towards the erection of the new 
Cathedral, and exhorting them to 
continue their efforts in this direc­
tion, he called attention to some of 
the evils that beset the parish. 
Among these none, he considered, 
was worse than the evil of intern 
perance. He desired that mem­
bers of the congregation, and par­
ticularly heads of families, would 
do something during this holy 
year towards lessening this evil. 
This would be some little penance 
or self-sacrifice to make during 
this year of jubilee. He then 
asked those who were willing to 
abstain from intoxicating liquors 
during the year to. stand up. 
Quite a number made the promise 
by rising to their feet, and his 
Lordship gave them his special 
blessing. Other masses, as on Sun 
day, were celebrated during the 
morning, concluding with High 
Mass by Father Johnston, and a 
sermon by Rev. Dr, Morrison. 
The day’s religious celebration 
closed with vespers in tbe even­
ing, The church was decorated 
as at Qhristmas, and splendid 
music wag rendered by the choir, 
assisted by an orchestra.

Mr. pREBNWAY is reported to 
be willing to resign, but he pro­
poses to postpone the ceremony 
until January 16th, when he will 
have completed twelve years in 
office. At that date he will also 
have completed six weeks of office 
after tbe defeat of his government 
at the polls.

Speaker, having acknowledged 
defeat, having acknowledged pub­
licly that he had lost the confi­
dence of the country, he had no 
right to tender advice to the gov­
ernor-general ; and the governor- 
general was even generous to­
wards him when he afterwards 
accepted even a part of the advice 
tendered to him.”

It happened that Mr. Green- 
way was led in March of this 
year to discuss the same question 
in the Manitoba legislature. Mr. 
Greenway did not then expect to 
be in the position he now occupies, 
and took the same view of the 
case as Sir Wilfrid Laurier. He 
is thus reported :

“ Aftet the elections had taken 
place * * * Lord Aberdeen
refused to ratify a number of ap 
pointments these gentlemen made. 
That was entirely justifiable, and 
he believed Lord Aberdeen was 
upheld by the colonial office. If, 
when a general election took place, 
this government should find them­
selves in a minority, he would not 
presume to ask anything of the- 
kind, and any gentleman repre­
senting her majesty would.be quite 
justifiable in refusing to ratify 
appointments by those who had 
not the confidence of the country.”

Mr. Greenway is sorry he said 
it, but it will not be an easy mat­
ter for him to escape from his 
pledge.—St. John Sun.

N O ELECTION
THE GOVERNMENT ALARMED BY RECENT 

ELECTIONS AND THE REPORTS FROM THE 
COUNTRY.—LOYAL SENTIMENT OF CANADA 
IS AGAINST THE TARTE-LAURIER MINISTRY, 
—SO THE GOVERNMENT WAITS FOR THE 
TROÜBLE TO BLOW OYER.—THE BY-ELEC 
TIONS AND THE CAUSE OF THEM—MR. 
TARTE’S DISCIPLES ARE PERFORMING.— 
THE ELECTION SESSION—A BUSINESS IS 
BUSINESS PROGRAMME, POSSIBLE CHANGES 
IN THE MINISTRY.

(Special Correspondence to the Herald.)

Ottawa, Dec. 29.—The great question 
is now decided, in the way most of ns 
thought it would be after the votes 
were counted in Manitoba, Ontario and 
Prince EJwaid Island. The general 
election is indefinitely postponed. Par­
liament is called for the first day of 
February. It is characteristic of the 
present state of affairs that the first 
authorative announcement of the de­
termination appeared in Quebec. Le 
Soliel, which boldly affirms uuder its 
title head that it is the “ organ of the 
liberal party,” justified its claim by 
stating on Tuesday, under a huge head­
ing, that the general election would not 
be held at present. “ We have every 
reason to believe,” aaya the organ at 
Quebec, “ that the government has no 
intention of briogiog on the election 
now.” It adds that there is no public 
or party reason for dissolving the house 
bofore the end of the term, in August,
1901. a year and a half hence, and that

war. The government will, therefore, 
lose nothing by delay. A day later La 
Patrie, Mr. Tarte’s paper in Montreal, 
gave the same intimation ‘ion high 
authority.” But it was not until Fri­
day that the Toronto Globe and the 
English organs of the party were favor­
ed with the announcement. This was 
after the order-in-couDcil fixing tbe 
date had been passed, and when the 
matter was ready for the general public.
The announcement indicates a com­
plete change of programme from that 
propos-'d three months ago.
THE CHANGE OF PROGRAMME 

But several things have happened 
The overthrow of two liberal p- ovincial 
governments, bo h events unlocked for 
by the party, and the further weakening 
of .the Ontario administration are not 
OB y disasters in themselves, but symp­
toms of a general stale of feeling omin­
ous of evil for the government. They 
Seem to indicate a general re-action, 
which a)l the efforts of the ministers on 
the stamp and the more practical opera­
tions of the machine and the uae of 
patronage by half » dozen of ministries, 
presiding over departments in the fed­
eral and provincial capital^ are power- 

to overpome, Qnly in the French

government to bold on from June 
to October in order to complete 
the term of eighteen years since 
the party came into power. Still 
po one is likely to quarrel with 
Mr. Greenway about a matter 
of a few weeks in office, If, how­
ever, the defeated premier of Man­
itoba shares the views of his leader 
at Ottawa, he will hold office 
without taking action as an ex­
ecutive. No longer ago than last 
May Sir Wilfrid Laurier discussed 
the course of Lord Aberdeen to­
ward the Tupper government 
after the election of 1896. Re­
plying to Sir Charles Tupper, Sir 
Wilfrid said :

ONE CAUSE OF ANOYANCE.
The government has sent one contin­

Tbe loyal people of Canada approve of 
Ibis course, but tb-y do not forget that 
the premier and Mr, Tarte were forced 
Into this action. Sir Wllfrid^n looking 
b»pk over the history of the lait few* 
mouths, ruQgt feel like cnrsftfg the day 
when he made bis first declaration on 
this question. If he had not announced 
that the government coold not and 
v oald not offer a corpe, be might now 
claim that tbe government had always 
Intended to do so. [f he had not given 
bis reasons why the offer would be Im­
proper and unconstitutional he might 
bow say that he had alwnye thpoght 
well of It, If be had not said that the 
government bed not even considered 
tbe matter he migt t now plead that tbp 
subject had long been under favorable 
consideration. As it is, the premier’s 
own declaration gives the lie to the 
statement pf every friend of the gov­
ernment who asserts that f)r. Borden 
was preparing for action long before the 
call from the war office came,

Then Mr. Tarte spoke, declaring that 
the corps wyld pot foe sent, and that 
he would never consent to an ofifer of 
trpopg without a previous call of par­
liament. With tbepe declarations be­
fore them, the people know that tbe 
government acted unwillingly and 
under coercion of the loyal citizens of 
Canada, led by Sir Charles Topper, Mr. 
Foster and other liberal conservatives 
What the premier declared" be would 
not do, he hea in part done.

APOLOGIES FOR LOYALTY.
The unpopularity of the government 

growing out of this matter has been 
greatly increased by the apologetic 
tones adopted by the government press 
and the ministers in Quebec. Mr. 
Tarte’s speech, explaining that the first 
contingent was not offeied by the gov­
ernment, but was sent in answer to a 
request from the home government, 
that could not well be refused, was al­
most worse than the first refusal. His 
spectacular exhibition ot the order-in­
council, declaring that the course ad­
opted was no precedent for the future, 
and his own statement that he was 
opposed to the interference of Canada 
in the European wars of England may 
have been pleasing to bis audience, 
but they have created a feeling else 
where which makes a general election 
more than dangerous for the govern­
ment. Then it is believed, that Mr. 
Tarte influenced the premier at the last 
moment to cancel the arrangement, 
about completed, for insuring the lives 
of the men. Lastly, the people of Can 
ad a do not approve of the close bar­
gaining by which England is made to 
pay the Canadian soldiers after their 
arrival in Africa. The C. O. D. scheme 
is not a good platform for a Canadian 
election.

THE BY-ELECTIONS.
Instead of a general election, there 

will be seven, and possibly eight by- 
elections. These are the constituencies :

Winnipeg, vacated a year ago by the 
death of Mr. Jameson, liberal. Held 
open all last session. The constituency 
went conservative in the provincial 
election, and is likely to be captured by 
the opposition.

West Ontario, vacated by the death 
of the speaker, Sir J. D. Edgar, daring 
last session. This riding has heretofore 
given almost a two-thirds majority for 
the liberal candidate.

Berthier, Quebec, vacated by the 
appointment of Mr. Beausoleil to tbe 
position of post master of Montreal 
($4,000.) The late member was elected 
without opposition.

Lotbiniere, also vacated by the ap­
pointment of a government supporter 
to office. Grit majority over 400.

Sherbrooke, vacated by the death ot 
Hon. W. B. Ives, conservative. Last 
conservative majority 257.

Labelle, vacated by the resignation 
of Mr. tiourassa, liberal, as a protest 
against the offer of the first contingent. 
Bourassa’s majority was 469. He is 
again a candidate.

Chambly . and Vercheres, vacated by 
the death of Hon. C. A. GeoBrion, 
member without office in the Laurier 
cabinet. Mr. Geoffrion defeated Hon.
L. O. Taillon by 494 majority.

It will be seen that the liberal con­
servatives have only one seat to lose, 
and that except in Winnipeg, the 
chances would seem to be against a 
loss of seats by the government. These 
by-elections will take place in January,

OSE OF TARTE’S DISCIPLES.
The possible eighth by-election is in 

Laprairie and Napierville. This con­
stituency is represented by Mr. Monet, 
a French speaking lawyer, who is 
young, ambitious and clever. Mr. 
Monet read with attention the first 
declaration made by Sir Wilfrid Lanr 
ier, wherein the premier said that no 

or could- be -etforeA 
without the previous consent of parlDt' 
ment. He also read Mr. Tarte’s pre­
test against the interference of Canada 
in the foreign wars of the empire, and 
Mr. Tarte’s enquiry : “ What has
Canada to do with the Transvaal ?” In 
the simplicity of his ingenuous youth, 
Mr. Monet accepted these doctrines and 
allowed them to sink into bis heart. 
When the premier sent out the first 
contingent Mr. Mooet was shocked. 
But Mr. Tarte at once called a meeting 
at St. Vincent de Paul, and declared in 
his most energetic French that the 
government had done nothing more 
than to allow the men fo go. He also 
h>ld up the order-in council, se ting 
forth that the thing would not b 
allowed to happen again, In Iheee 
assurances Mr. Monet found peace 
though Mr. Bonraeaa, of Labelle had 
already resigned his seat in protest and 
refused to he comforted.
THE FIRST EPISTLE OF MONET.

The fiist contingent was too much f.r 
Bourassa. The second is too much for 
Monet. He begins by saying that in 
spite of the announcement that the 
first contingent was no precedent, Can­
ada is sending another, and is thus 
espousing “a war which Hon. Edward 
Blake bae qualified as unjust and op­
pressive. " Says Mr. Monet, “It is now 
a contribution of blood that is demand­
ed.’I He insists that “ Canada had 
nothing to I1 do with tbe pauses that 
provoked the war," and wants to know 
why he should contribute anything 
toward it, Then Mr. Monet sternly 
asks, " Why has not parliament been 
called,” since we are assuming “ milit­
ary imperialism.” He accuses England 
of i’ causing us to be taxed by our 
ministère,” complains that " they seem 
to care less for constitutional guaran­
tees than the sojdier of Gfeorge Wash­
ington," Mr, Monet's own declaration 
of faith is the same as that of Mr, 
Bourses*, the same as that-recently 
announced by Sir Wilfrid Laurier and 
Mr. Tarte “For my part,” he eaye,
" I am opposed to all contributions to 
the wars of the empire outside of Can­
ada, and I will oppose such a policy in 
parliament if I have a seat at the next 
session,If In conclusion Mr. Monet sets 
forth his idea of the future of Canada, 
which he seems to have learned from 
Sir tÿilfrid Laurier’s Boston speech, or 
from the manifesto of the fate Mr. 
Mercier : “ f do not wish to spend a 
oent to tighten the ties (other than 
commercial) that bind os to tbe mother 
country. We have almost nothing in 
common with the old continent. I am 
a Canadian, and my idea is to see 
Caned* take rank anaoqç the Independ­
ent nations a* soon as she is sufficiently 
developed by the vitality, population 
and immensity of our natural resources. 
In order to reach this end we want all 
our reyenue hep tq develop onr re­
sources, and attract immigration, in­
stead of Bending our people as targsts 
to South Africa.” Mr. Monet claims 
that these views are the almost uoanl, 
moue opinion of hie own country, and 
having that assurance, he does not yet 
resign hie seat, but wiU do so il twenty 
five liberal conservatives ask it.

A ONE SIDED OBLIGATION.
ff Mr. Monet’s constituents agree 

with him, they ho(d the view that 
Canada should accept the protection of 
the British army and navy until this 
country is strong enough to stand 
alone, while refusing lo assist Great ]

Britain in defending onr fellow colonists 
or herself. The people of Napierville 
and LiPrairie have not been heard 
from, but until proof is furnished it is 
hardly fair to believe that they are so 
contemptibly selfiih and cowardly as 
their repreeentative reports them to be. 
If we say,that the British Empire is 
nothing to ns, we should be manly en­
ough to say also that we are nothing to 
the British Empire. But again it is 
only fair to say that tbe Monet of today 
is only the echo of the Tarte of yesterday, 
and the Laurier of the day before. If 
only Mr. Monet had added that be al­
ways preferred the Yankee dollar to the 
Eoglish shilling hie letter would be a 
fair synopsis of Sir Wilfrid Luirier’a 
famous Boston speech.

THE PAY OF THE SOLDIER< 
When the house meets Sir Charles 

Tapper will at once propose that the 
Canadians serving in Africa shall be 
paid by Canada, and not be chargeable 
to tbe home government, which has an 
enormous financial harden to bear in 
connection with this war. The op­
position leader has already announced 
hie intention, but it is not unlikely 
that the government will be ahead of 
him. Sir Wilfrid has adopted Sir Chas. 
policy in the offer of the first contingent. 
He was forced to adopt it again in offrr- 
ing a second corps. He will prjbabiy

take the next step and humbly accept 
the policy of paying the men. In fact 
he has already gone as far as to con­
tinue the pay of tbe regulars and moun­
ted police at the carrent rates white 
they are abroad. The Canadian pay 
being higher than the imperial rate, 
the men are continued on tbe Canadian 
scale, the home government paying a 
shilling a dav, and the Canadian govern­
ment the balance. The government is 
therefore com" pitted to the partial pay­
ment of part of the force while on ser­
vice in Africa. But all eelf-reepeeling 
Canadians feel that Canada should not 
only supply the force, but should pay 
th m. Sir Wilfrid Laurier will have to 
decide between Mr. Tarte and his 
deciples on one side, and the loyal 
Canadian people on the other.

AN ELECTION SESSION.
It will be a great session for money 

votes. “ E ections are not made with 
prayers,” and this will be the last ses­
sion to provide campaign appropria­
tions. We shall have a great list of 
public works, a fine schedule of railway 
subsidies, and a splendid series of votes 
in the departments of Mr. Sifton and 
Sir Louis Davies.

CHANGES IN THE MINISTRY.
The report that Mr- Tarte and Sir 

Henry Joly are about t > retire from 
the cabinet is given in some journals 
friendly to the government. There is 
reasons to believe that Sir Henry may 
be crowded ont. He is a fine old gen­
tleman, who never was suspected of a 
disposition toward boodling. For this 
reason, perhaps, he has no influence 
and no pall. He is French, bn" he is 
not a Catholic, and Mr. Tarte, when he 
apiaks in Quebec of the French element 
in the cabinet, always omits the name 
of Joly. It is suggested that Sir Henry 
Joly may be made speaker of the 
senate, and that his place be filled by 
appointment of a Tarte man. Mr. 
Tarte is in bad health. If he steps 
out it will be because be is not physi­
cally strong enough to stand the strain. 
But in any case bis retirement will only 
be temporary, in case he regains 
strength. It is possible that be may 
go to France as high commissioner, or 
chief commissioner for Canada at the 
exposition returning next summer in 
time to organize the campaign. Sir 
Wilfrid will not go to the country with­
out Mr. Tarte if he can ;help it. Tbe 
next best man is Mr. Pacand, of Baie 
des Chileur railway fame, the man who 
got $100,00.) in cold cash for the use of 
his influence with the Mercier govern­
ment in securing the payment to Mr.

Ladysmith Dec. 24 (via Pietermaritz­
burg) .—Gen. White hat had a slight 
attack of fever, but he la cow convalescent. 
The Boer shell fire has been very damaging 
recently. On Friday one shell killed six 
men and wounded nine. The same mis­
sile killed 14 horses. Another just missed 
the Fifth Lancers’ lines, slightly wounding 
six officers. Several shells have fallen 
close to Gen. White’s house, compelling 
the removal of headquarters to another 
print.

Capetown, Dec. 30.—A force under 
Capt. Goldsworthy left Dordrecht today 
and successfully encountered the Boers, 
relieving a small party of British who 
were hemmed in and cat off during yester­
day’s engagement at Lafna, Changer’s Nek.

Capt, Montmorency was reoonnoitering 
yesterday north of Dordrecht, and met a 
stronger force of Boers that was expected, 
in the vicinity of Lafus, Changer’s Nek. 
Che Boers opened fire and the British 
retired. The engagement lasted six hours, 
when the Boers, receiving reinforcements, 
compelled Montmorency to retire eight 
miles into Dordrecht, when some of Moot: 
morency’s men, under Lient. Metford, 
refused to desert Lient. Wortwon, who 
had been wounded, and were left behind. 
Thjs little force kept the Boers at bay all 
night, and had their horses shot under 
them and several wounded.

The Goldsworthy relief party came in 
sight in the niok of time.

A despatch from Rensbnrg, Cape Colony 
dated Jan, 1. says that Gen. French has 
completely defeated the Boers and oc­
cupied Colesbnrg.

The General continued to keep the 
Boers on the move with his cavalry pres­
sing them closely Saturday and Sunday, 
giving them no time to make a prolonged 
stand.

When day broke he was within striking 
distance.

Last night all the cavalry, artillery and 
infantry started upon a night march to 
turn the Boer’s right flank and the opera­
tions were successful.

The infantry and field batteries made a 
feint attack upon the Boer front and while 
this was preceding the yayairy and light 
artillery got gontpletely around the 
enemy’s flank. The programme worked 
without a hitch. The Boers were utterly 
surprised and finding their retreat threat­
ened, fled in disorder to the eastward, 
leaving Colesbnrg in general confusion.

The 
British captured it, but the others were 
withdrawn to the nor h, shelling the Bri­
tish Cavalry without damage. The ad­
vancing guns of the British spiedily 
silenced them, Many waggons were 
captured from the enemy together with a 
considerable quantity of stores, The Bri­
tish losses were quite slight,

But 
almost immi diately some of his fe - 
low priests tame in and began to 
talk to him. Then the public pros 
ecu o- appeared and passed 10 bi- 
1 lac.r, bowi'-g distantly to Mr. 
Meunier. The la'ter crossed < vet 
and held ont his hand ; the olbo- 
much younger mao, jn-t guvs Ivm 
the tips of his fingers, with a forma 
acknowledgment of bis f' ier dly ad 
vance». “ If I may be permitted 
tiiako me nques',” be added, ‘ i 
must beg that yon will not spin on 
this vexations oaseb, sn tin neces­
sary length. I see you have i 
whole list of witnesses who appar­
ently are calling for no other pur­
pose than to testify to the ire 
proechsble antecedents of tb>< aeons 
ed. THI- is qejie sqpe. fl mnr ; -I am 
prepared myself to call special atten­
tion to the fact that the reverend 
gentleman has hitherto enjoyed

blameless reputation. You can strike 
eff belt the names on your list.”

“ I shall certainly do my utmost 
to avoid lengthening out this vex­
atious case, as 5 on very justly desig­
nate the one on which we are en­
gaged, and I shall perhaps be able 
to dispense with one or two wit­
nesses. May I on my part proffer 
a request ? It is that you will not 
allow the charge brought against 
an individual priest to be regarded 
in any wise as an aspersion on the 
priesthood in general, for that would 
give me much pain.”

“ Ab, you are thinking of the old 
saying : ab uno disco omnes, by one 
you may judge of all. If you do 
not provoke me—But the clock is 
striking and here comes the judges.”

Mr. Meunier regained his seat in 
all haste while the judges in their 
robes of office entered by the great 
folding doors and solemnly took 
their places. The jurymen did the 
same and the chattering in the gal­
lery ceased. Every eye was turned 
to the dofir on the left, through 
which tho prisoner was to be brought 
in. At a sign from the judge it was 
opened, hnd Father Montmoulin ap­
peared, conducted by two warders.

Pale and downcast, yet placid and 
composed in bis hearing, he walked 
across the middle of the room, then 
he stopped, and raising bis eyes, he 
bowel to the judges. At the same 
time he caught sight of the crucifix, 
and a melancholy smile passed over 
bis countenance. There, was the 
consoler whom he needed, to whom 
in his affliction he must continually 
look, He seemed to hear the Man 
of Sorrows say to him : Take up 
thy cross and follow Me; and invol 
untarily he laid his hand on his 
heart and answered : Give .me grace, 
Lord, that I may follow Thee.

The upward glance and the ges­
ture were not unnoticed by the Judge 
or jury. The judge asked himself : 
“ Is it possible that the man is snob 
a hypocrite?” And the prosecutor 
muttered under hie breath, loud 
enough to be heatd by the jury : 
“ What an actor the fellow is I” But 
the general impression made by the 
unhappy priest on those present was 
anything but unfavorable,

Meanwhile the prisoner took bis 
stand in the dock, with the warders 
on either side of him, the jury being 
opposite. He evidently felt that all 
eyes were upon him, and a slight 
flush tinged his cheek. The presid 
ing judge then opened the proceed 
ings with a few appropriate sen 
tences. A frightful crime had been 
committed, the murder with robbery 
of a lady highly esteemed for her 
charity and good works, and what 
was yet worse, suspicion [pointed to 
the priest of the parish, her contes» 
sor, as the perpetrator of [the "deed. 
It was the duty of the administrators of- justice to decide, without regard 
of person, whether the accused was 
guilty or not guilty. Nothing must 
be allowed to bias the minds of the 
jury ; it was much to be regretted 
that this unhappy occurrence had 
been discussed from tbe press from 
the standpoint of politics, and even 
employed to the furtherance of poli­
tics, and even employed to tbe furth­
erance of political aims before tbe 
guilt of the prisoner had been judi­
cially proved. The interest of justice 
demanded » total exclusion of any­
thing like party spirit from the law 
courts; no consideration of person 
or calling, but only well substanti. 
a ted facts, must have weight. He 
had been sorry to hear remarks from 
the people in the streets which could 
only be justified by abhorrence of 
the crime and the false preconceived 
idea that the prisoner was proved to 
be guilty, He warned all persons

feelinc, either of approval or disap­
proval, as if the latest disturbance 
was made, he would instantly order 
the gallery to be cleared.

After the usual preliminary question 
%ad been put to the prisoner, the or­
dinary exhortations addressed to the 
counsel, and the customary oaths 
addressed to the jury, each one re­
sponding to his name, the president 
admonished the accused to listen to 
the accusation which was then read 
aloud by the clerk of the court. It 
was to the purport that Francis Mont- 
moulin, clerk in holy Orders, parish 
priest of Ste. Victoire, there present, 
did on tbe 20th February of the cur­
rent year, wilfully, designedly and of 
set purpose murder the’ widow 
Marie Blanchard, aged 65 years, and 
rob her of the sura of £480.

Although this charge had long since 
been made known through the public 
papers, yet the formal reading of it 
produced a great impression. Some 
of those present looked with com­
passion, others with abhorrence, at 
the accused, who listened with clcacd 
eyes, an involuntary shudder running 
over him at the word murder. At the 
close a glance at the crucifix enabled 
him to regain composure, and to ans­
wer tbe question whether be pleaded 
guilty or not guilty in a calm clear 
voice : Not guilty.

Then the public prosecutor rose 
to open the case for the prisoner. He 
began by expressing his regret that the 
dutigs of his offleial position laid" him 
under the obligation of proceeding 
against the member of a profession 
which had the strongest claim to re­
spect and veneration. And if the 
sensibilities of the faithful were deeply 
wounded he must beg them to cherish 
no ill will the individual whose
business it was to conduct the prose­
cution, but let the odium rest upon 
the criminal, who, oblivious of bis 
sacred calling, bad caused so crying a 
scandal. Not only he himself, but 
the mayor of Ste, Victoire, and the 
magistrate on whom devolved the duty 
of instituting tbe first judicial inquiry, 
had with the greatest reluctance ad­
mitted the possibility that a member 
cf the priesthood had perpetrated so 
foul § crime.
