yolks and whites separately. Take six
or seven teacups and butter them well,
and fill about two-thirds full of the mix-
ture. Bake in a ‘‘quick” oven for
twenty minutes. For the sauce have
oue cup of hot water, six tablespoonfuls
of sugar; let this come to a buil, then
add one egg, stir constantly, add a piece
of butter the size of an egg, and flavor
with lemon, vanilla or nutmeg. If you
prefer a sour sauce add a tablespconful
of vinegar.

Newspaper Laws.

We call the special attention of post-
masters and subscribers to the following
synopsis of the newspaper laws :

1. A postmaster is required to give
notice by letter (returning a paper does
not answer the law)when a subscriber
does not take his paper out of the office,
and state the reasons for its not being
taken. Any neglect to do so makes the
F-Mr responsible to the publishers
or payment.

2. If any E:non orders his paper dis-
continued, must pay all arrearages,
or the publisher may cuntinue to send it
until payment is made, and collect the
whole amount, whether it be taken from
the office or not. . There can be no legal
discontinuance until the payment is
made.

3. Any person who takes a paper from
the post-office, whether directed to his
name or another, or whether he has sub-
scribed or not, is responsible for the pay.
4. If a subscriber orders his paper to
be stopped at a certain time, and the
publisher continues to send, the sub-
scriber is bound to pay for it if he takes
it out of the post-oftice.  This proceeds
upon the ground. that a man must pay for
what he uses.

b. The courts have decided that refus-
ing to take a newspaper and periodicals
from the post-office, or removing and
leaving them uncalled for, i8 prima facia
evidence of intentional fraud.
