Lord Mersey who is on bis wray to 
Quebec via New York to act as Chair­
man of the Investigation Commission 
on the wreck of the Empress of Ire- 
alnd, is a man of exceptional experi- 
ence in mercantile and shipping mat­
ters. He is accompanied by several 
officials of the Board of Trade who 
are to assist in the Inquiry. In 1910 
lie was created Baron Mersey. He 
was born on the banks of the River 
Mersey and is a Liverpool man. His
family name is Bigham. He wa edu­
cated at the Liverpool Institute and
at Berlin and Paris. As a barrister 
he became leader of the Northern cii - 
cuit. From Î895-7 he was Unionist 
member for the Exchange Division of 
Liverpool. In 1896-7 he was a mem­
ber of the South African Commit­
tee of the House of Commons; and in 
1902, he was a member of {he Royal 
Commission for Revision of Martial 
Lew sentences in South Africa. From 
1904-8 he was President of the Rail­
way and Canal Commission. He was 
Judge in Bankruptcy 1904-9; Judge 
of the King's Bench Division of the 
High Court of Justice 1897-1909, and 
then he became President of the Pro­
bate. Divorce and Admiralty Division 
of the High Court of Justice. After 
his retirement, he was made Presi­
dent of the Court of Enquiry into the 
loss of the S. S. Titanic; and after­
wards chief representative of the 
United Kingdom on the International 
Conference on Safety of Life at Sea, 
which issued some little time ago 
the text of the Convention• arrived at 
and which has been referred to on

Prince Alexander 
of Teck and 

Newfoundland.
; Recently the Royal Colonial Inst.i- 
j tute held its annual dinner under the 
I chairmanship of Prince Arthur of 
; Connaught. Among the toasts was 
; "The British Dominions and Britishi
! Communities Beyond the Seas,” pro­

posed by Dr. Parkin, in the course
! of his remarks he remarked that the
anxities of the moment were not con­
fined to Westminster. The old foun­
dations of the Empire were beginning 
to rock. During the past few years 

1 the prestige of the great House of 
Commons had steadily gone down. 
That was a prodigious fact. At the 
same time, however, the prestige of 
the Crow had steadily risen. The 
Crown was the one anchor and hope 
that they had in every part of the 
Empire.

Prince Alexander of Teck, Govern­
