MAY FORCE A SOLUTION.
LONDON, Sept. 23.

At the best the Bulgarian stroke 
marks the whole Balkan situation as 
urgent and immediate, says the West­
minster Gazette. This may not be a 
misfortune, as it compels all the 
States to come to definite decisions 
about the Bulgarian demands. The 
Germans are threatening to join the 
Austrians in another attack op Ser­
bia. This may be partly bluff, but it 
might come to a dangerous reality if 
Bulgaria is willing to throw her lot 
with the Turks and Centfal Powers, 
as then we should see the unloosen­
ing of incalculable forces through­
out the Peninsula.

TORONTO BULGARIANS WILL NOT 
FIGHT. |
TORONTO, Sept. 23.

Toronto Bulgarians declare that 
they will not go back to Bulgaria to 
fight for that country if they declare 
war on Serbia. They take the stand 
that Britain and Russia are responsi­
ble for the liberty they now enjoy-. 
They will not go against the Allies.

I “They liberated us and we won’t fight 
against them. If Bulgaria fights our 
enemy, then we will go back and 
fight,” they declare.

THE CRISIS NEAR.
ATHENS, Sept. 23.

. The correspondent of the Morning 
Post says that ail authentic informa­
tion from Bulgaria point that warlike 
preparations have commenced. Or­
ders have been issued by the Bulgari­
an Government tha,t all railway 
trucks, where they are found must be 
unloaded immediately, and reserved 
for government use. Heavy artillery 
and field kitchens , passed yesterday 
through Phillipopolis hy rail. All of­
ficers have been recalled from leave. 
Despite repeated assertions from Bul­
garian leaders that mobilization is 
merely for the purposes of armed 
neutrality, London now believes that 
Sofia is ready to throw in her lot with 
the Central Powers. The problem­
atic factors in the crisis are Rouman- 
ia and Greece.

LONDON BUDGET.
LONDON, Sept. 23.

“The Riddle of the Balkans,” as the 
London press terms the latest devel­
opments in the eastern peninsula, ar­
ising out of Bulgaria’s order of mo­
bilization, remains unsolved. The 
greatest uncertainty still exists, even 
in official quarters in London, as to 
the intentions of King Ferdinand and 
his advisers, in fact it is not yet cer­
tain that mobilization has begun, or 
that a date has been set for it.

It is 
known, however, that the Entente 
representatives at Sofia and other 
Balkan capitals are still busy trying 
to reconstruct the Balkan league, as 
this would prevent Roumania, Bul­
garia, Greece and Serbia from fight­
ing among themselves. As the Bul­
garian Government appears to have 
made up their mind, despite the op­
position of some parties, it seems 
likely that these diplomatic efforts 
will have many difficulties to over­
come. The Central Powers have al­
ready commenced their attempt to 
make their way through Serbia and 
one of the intervening neutral coun­
tries to the Aegean Sea, but with Rus-' 
sia more than holding her own 
against the Ausfcro-Germans in Ga­
licia and Volhynia, it is believed here 
that the Balkan Powers would hesi­
tate before going contrary to the 
wishes of their big neighbor and for­
mer protector. The Russians, also, 
are doing better on the northern end 
of their line, and thus far have pre­
vented Field Marshal Von Hinden- 
burg from reaching the Dvina River, 
west of Lennewaden, where, for *he 
second time, the battle line has been 
joined. « They are also putting up a 
stubborn fight further down the river 
west of Dvinsk, where the Germans 
claim to have penetrated their posi­
tions.

In the darker ages of motherhood, 

babies were literally deprived of air. 
To this fact may be traced part of the 
white plague curse of to-day. This 
is a fresh air age. But this does not 
mean that a mother should go to ex­
tremes In supplying the air her baby 
needs, nor in hardening its body, as 
some faddists maintain. The baby 
should not be chilled nor exposed to 
a direct draught, but the air in the 
room should be pool and pure, not hot 
and feted.

In this one respect, strangely en­
ough. the city baby has the best of 
the country baby. The average city 
house is uniformly heated by steam or 
furnace and easily ventilated. The 
country or farm house is still heated 
largely by stoves. One room is very 
hot, others very cold. The warms 
are places of refuge for the entire 
family and they are kept too hot;

India and the 
Imperial Conference.

' There is a peculiar fitness in the 
resolution passed by the Legislative 
Council of India, which after' its ap­
proval by the Executive Council will 
be forwarded to the Imperial Govern­
ment for their own consideration 
and that of the present members of 
the Imperial Conference. The latter 
at present is composed of the Presi­
dent, the Prime Minister of the Unit­
ed Kingdom; the Chairman (in the 
absence of the President), the Secre­
tary of State for the Colonies; Mem­
bers, The Prime Ministers of Canada, 
Australia, New Zealand, South Afri­
ca and Newfoundland. Other officials 
are usually called in to take part in 
deliberations to which their offices, 
experience and knowledge will add 
weight. These conferences were 
first instituted at the Jubilee Of Queen 
Victoria in 1897, and Sir William 
Whiteway attended it. The next two 
were held in 1902 and 1907 and Sir 
Robert Bond attended. At the latter 
Conference the title of the gathering 
was changed from Colonial Confer­
ence to Imperial Conference. At the 
1911 Conference Sir Edward Morris 
was the Prime Minister representing 
Newfoundland, and the Hon. R. Wat­
son also attended it. But for the war 
an Imperial Conference would have 
been held this year. The authorities 
at home, in Canada, Newfoundland, 
New Zealand, and South Africa fav­
oured a postponement. The Prime 
Minister of Australia expressed a 
contrary opinion, but refrained from 
pressing his views in deference to the 
situation generally, and to the opin­
ions of the Ministers of other parts of 
the Empire. The Secretary for the 
Colonies, Mr, Harcourt, has stated 
on behalf of the Home Government 
that the Prime Ministers of the Dom­
inions will be consulted "most fully, 
and if possible, personally, when the 
time comes to discuss possible terms 
of peace.” By her whole-souled co­
operation in this, war, by the sending 
of men and material, and the gener­

osity of her princes and people, in 
placing their resources at the dis­
posal of the Home Government in 
this war against those who threaten 
“Free Institutions.” India has earned 
the right to be consulted like the self- 
governing portions of the Empire, 
and has won the right to be repre­
sented in any steps which may be 
necessary in future to self-guard the 
interests of the Empire. We have no 
doubt that the desire expressed by 
the Legislative Council of India will 
be entertained favorably by the home 
and overseas dominions of the Crown.

In former communications to Great 
Britain, the State Department has 
strenuously opposed such “guess 
work.” That it will adhere to this 
position is believed certain.

Whether any diplomatic protest will 
be made, other than the general 
on trade interference,

American packers “comes with 
mighty poor grace” at a time when 
financial representatives of England 
are attempting to float the billion 
dollar loan among American bankers. 
None of the packers would say any­
thing for publication when asked if 
they would fight the proposed loan in 
retaliation.

How the Prize Court decision would 
affect the American meat trade was 
a matter packers refused to discuss. 
Several of them admitted that under 
prsnt conditions thy would hcsi-tate 
about shipping more meat abroad and 
that therefore there would be more 
meat for home consumption. They 
refused, however, ti say whether pric­
es would be lower, or who would ulti­
mately shoulder the loss to the pack­
ers caused by the seizure.

The war on this front has reached a 
degree of intensity hitherto unknown 
except in the period just preceding 
the Russian victory at Sary-Kamysh.

B. Varazdate, a member of the com­
mittee of the Armenian Social Demo­
cratic Parly, writing to “L’Humanie,' 
of Paris, said the committee has re­
ceived word that the Turks after 
massacreing all the males of the pop­
ulation in the region of Bitlis, gather­
ed 9,000 women and children and 
drove them to the banks of the Tigris 
where they shot them down, throwing 
the bodies into the river.

Reports of massacres of Armenians 
at various points have been received 
frequently in the last four months. 
Six thousand were said to have been 
slain at Van in May. Armenian mis­
sionaries at Van played a prominent 
part in protecting Armenians from 
Turkish and Kurdish attacks.

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Archbishop 
Roche Visits 

Fcrryland.
Hia Grace Archbishop Roche ac­

companied by Rt. Rev. Fr. McDermott 
paid his first Episcopal visit to Ferry- 
land, on Sunday, September 19th. His 
Grace was visiting the Southern Shore 
for the purpose of holding Confirma­
tion at Tor’s Cove and Cape Broyle, 
and having received an invitation from 
Very Rev. Father Vereker, he decided 
not to leave the Shore without visit­
ing this historical spot.

Many hearty welcomes have been 
extended from time to time by the 
Ferryland people to Dignataries of 
Church and State, but compared with 
the reception given to His Grace on 
last Sunday they all seem to pale into 
insignificance. During the preceding 
week the work of erecting arches was 
pushed on so vigorously by the fisher­
men who after the day’s fishing was 
over,. worked with hammer and axe 
well into each night so that by Sun­
day they had spanned the main road 
with magnificent arches in nearly a 
dozen places. These arches though 
not of the massive style erected in St. 
John’s at the time of the Consecra­
tion, yet possessed a charm of their 
own in their rustic simplicity and 
were decked with many appropriate 
mottoes.

The Episcopal Party was met at 
Cape Broyle by the venerable and 
saintly Pastor, Very Rev. Fr. Vereker, 
and Curate, Father Rawlins, and 
from there procedeed to Ferryland by 
motor. Here the people of the place 
were thronged together around the 
Parish Priest’s house; young and old 
were there, showing by their presence 
their esteem, homage, and love for our 
new Archbishop. The school child­
ren, of whom there were about eighty, 
dressed in their gayest colors, were 
lined up along the roadside and un­
der the grand old trees in front of the 
parochial residence. As the car drew 
up the party was greeted by volley 
after volley of musketry in the time- 
honored salute, while from hundreds 
of throats went up the most ringing 
cheers that ever Ferryland has heard 
since the relief ships of Lord Balti­
more appeared before it.

A sumptuous dinner was partaken 
of at the parochial residence at which, 
in' addition to the above mentioned 
clergy, Very Rev. Fr. Doutney, P.P., 
Renews, was present, also Dr. Free- 
bairn and Hon. M. P. Cashin. The 
Episcopal Varty afterwards proceeded 
to the T. A. Hall, where an entertain­
ment was held by the school-girls. 
The Hall was beautifully decorated, 
while a magnificent display of fire­
works was given from an eminence in 
front of the Church, prom here a 
fine view could be got of the illumin; 
tions, the new Convent standing out 
prominent, the large windows being 
beautifully illuminated in many col­
ours and various designs.

The entertainment consisted prin­
cipally of an operetta by the school­
girls, who went through their differ­
ent roles faultlessly, some of the pu­
pils displaying remarkable musical 
ability, and all doing very well. An 
address which was beautifully illu­
minated was read feom the . school- 
children in which they exprëssed the 
joy of their young hearts at his pres­
ence among them.1 At the conclusion 
of the programme His Grace delivered 
a short address in which he thanked 
the people for their enthusiastic and 
whole-hearted welcome and also their 
beloved and venerated pastor, who had 
been referred to in the children’s ad­
dress as the “golden link connecting 
His Grace to the people of Ferryland.” 
He expressed his great pleasure and 
surprise at the faultless manner in 
which the children performed their 
parts and praised the energetic teach­
ers who had brought them to such 
perfection.

On Monday morning His Grace cele­
brated Mass in the Parish Church at 
which an immense congregation as­
sisted, the choir rendering Sterne’s 
Mass to perfection, while Dr. Free- 
bairn sang a beautiful Offertory piece. 
After Mass Mrs. Thomas Costello en­
tered the Sanctuary and read an ad­
dress from the parishioners, to which 
His Grace replied in choice and elo­
quent language referring to his well 
known connections with our saintly 
parish priest.

During the morning His Grace took 
a drive around the settlement and in 
the afternoon left for Cape Broyle. 
He was given a good send off and thus 
ended his first vyit to Ferryland and 
one which can hardly fail to be most 
productive of happy remembrances 
which will be long treasured by His 
Grace and people.

Army Chaplain.
The Rev. A. W. Brown, Back from 

Dardanelles.—Work Difficult, But 
Men Heroic.—Colonial Troops Win 
High Honors in Peninsular Cam- 
patgn.
After witnessing four months of 

fighting in the Dardanelles, from 
April 25th to August 15th, when 300,- 
000 British soldiers had been landed 
within easy gun range of Achi Baba, 
the Rev. W. A. Brown returned on the 
Pretorian this morning for a well- 
earned rest.

“The Dardanelles must and will be 
forced,” was the summing up of his 
impressions. The Allies will never 
retire although they now realize that 
Achi Baba may not be taken by as­
sault. It is now heavily engaged 
along its front. Kitchener’s army 
300,000 strong are there, but on too 
narraw a front to make such a weight 
felt. Meantime small French and 
Australian forces are working their 
way around and will soon cut Achi 
Baba off from its base.”

Speaking of the British losses, 
Chaplain Brown said: "Our losses 
some days were incredible, but I can 
tell you on the best authority that ten 
Turks have fallen for every one of the 
Allies. The Turks are brave fellows 
in defending trenches, but are com­
pletely lost in the open. At such 
times their losses have been terrible. 
They are fair fighters. They treated

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our wounded well and never “gassed” 
us.

“The reason the Turks continue to 
fight in spite of wholesale casual­
ties is because they fear the Ger­
mans. Every time the Turks charge 
from a trench there are machine- 
gùns behind that blaze into the trench 
if it is not immediately evacuated. 
Turkish gunners are now chained to 
their guns. I have these facts direct­
ly from Turkish officers we have cap­
tured. The German officers refuse to 
speak.

“The difficulties the Allies are 
fightiing under are tremendous. All 
the water must be brought from the 
ships in the tanks, gullies and ravines 
have to be bridged to allow the men 
and guns to cross. There is a plague 
of flies and there are no regular hos­
pitals just clearing points for wound­
ed.

“But once Achi Baba is taken the 
Dardanelles are forced. As to pend­
ing developments it is significant 
that within six weeks there will be 
weather conditions which will com­
pel the Allies to advance or leave the 
peninsula. They will, never leave. 
Just after the fleet had left the 
Aegean the Turkish and German avi­
ators pamphleted our lines with the 
information that the torrential rains 
were soon due, making trench life 
on the peninsula impossible. They 
also told us in atrocious English that 
the fleet had deserted us.

Monitors Useful.
“There are now two monitors with 

the Allies, and although they draw 
only three feet of water, they have 
seventeen inch guns aboard, which 
they fire at Achi Baba. The Turks 
cannot reply, as the monitors are un­
der the cliffs close inshore and out of 
sight. Three German submarines 
were in operation when I left. There 
was also a brand new one, but we cap­
tured it. Their presence rendered the 
stay of the warships impossible. The 
Triumph was an instance of this. 
These warships viras surrounded by 
about thirty small craft and complete­
ly shielded by netting. One day the 
captain wished to go ashore in his 
launch, and to permit of this the nets 
had to be lifted. They had not been 
up two minutes when a torpedo 
crashed into the Triumph.

“I also saw the Royal George tor­
pedoed. She was on her way from 
Alexandria while we were going back 
on the S.S. Soudan. We had hardly 
passed her when she was hit. Our 
ship took up 150 of her survivors. 
The Canadian liner went down head 
first very soon aftter she was hit. 
There were plenty of other vessels

Lord Hardinge dwelt upon the diffi­
culties and obstacles in the way of 
carrying out the request, but laid em­
phasis upon the fact that the Imperial 
Government without committing 
themselves. in regard to its principles 
or details would give a most careful 
consideration to the Legislative 
Council’s resolution, although the ul­
timate decision of the Imperial Gov­
ernment must necessarily depend 
largely upon the attitude of other 
members of the conference. Much 
had happened since the last Imperial 
conference, said the Viceroy. India’s 
size, population, her wealth, hep- mili­
tary resources and her patriotism 
demanded suitable representation. I 
feel confident, said Lord Hardinge, in 
conclusion, that when the question is 
placed iff its true light before the 
Governments of the Dominions, they 
will regard it from the widest range 
vision, in which I hope other Indian 
questions may be viewed in the near 
future, so that the people of India 
may,'in the words of Asquith, feel 
that they are conscious members, liv­
ing in a partnership, extending all 
over the world, under the same flag. 
Sir Abraham Raliimtolla, in the 
course of his speech suggested that 
Lord Hardinge be India’s first repre­
sentative. Numerous members warm­
ly supported the motion whicji was 
unanimously adopted amidst ap­
plause.

RUSSIANS FIGHT STUBBORNLY.
PETROGRAD, To-Day. _

A German aeroplane shelling Speck, 
west of Riga, when shelled by Russian 
machines hurriedly descended beyond 
the German trenches. Fight at Stoun- 
ga, on the Ekau^River, resulted in the 
flight of Germans, who abandoned a 
number of hand grenades, cartridges 
and utensils. Stubborn fighting com­
menced at Atkala in Neugeb region, 
the village continually changing hands. 
In the region of Dvinsk there has 
been no change. During a bayonet 
fight west of Swebeu Lake, one officer, 
one hundred men and one machine 
gun were captured. In Smelin region 
in the course of desperate hand to 
hand fighting, two machine guns and 
over two hundred men were captured. 
One piece changed hands repeatedly. 
In the region of Smorgen, on the front 
southeast of Vilna, and also in the re­
gion of Gawia, east of Lida, engage­
ments occurred, some of which were 
of extreme violence. Between the 
right bank of Molchad and the left 
left affluent of the Niemen and Ogoin- 
ski Canal there were several serious 
bayonet encounters, which increased 
in intensity.

Russians continue to show the 
highest qualities of gallantry and re­
sistance, thereby provoking in even 
greater degree the enemy’s obstinacy. 
Northwest of Dubno in4 spite of ene­
my’s efforts to check the Russian of­
fensive by counter, attacks the Rus­
sians occupied Woinitsy on the left 
bank of Ikwa, capturing 28 officers, 
1400 men and three machine guns. In 
the region of Bverets, South West of 
Kremenetz during the occupation of 
one height two officers and one hun­
dred men fell into our hands. In the 
region north of Seale Szezyky, Galicia, 
the enemy was repulsed froth War- 
wolintz and Shinkowtee. The cav­
alry pursued and defeated the enemy. 
Continuing their gallant work the 
cavalry pushed on to Bdoussy, South 
West of Tluste, and in the course of 
subsequent fighting more prisoners 
were taken together with a quantity of 
weapons.

10.30 A.M
THE CAMPAIGN AGAINST SERVIA.

NISH, Serbia, To-day.
The best information obtainable 

here indicates there are 800,000 Ger­
man troops available for the attempt 
to force a passage through Serbia. It 
is felt at Nish that this movement will 
he undertaken, although when is not 
known. Operations thus far are still 
of a character which indicates that the 
Teutons are feeling out the Serbian 
positions.

BULGARIAN RESERVISTS LEAVE 
SWITZERLAND.

GENEVA, To-day.
Three hundred Bulgarian officers 

and men leave Switzerland for Sofia 
on Friday travelling by way of Aus­
tria.

CHANGING THE WIRELESS.
NEW YORK, To-day.

The American wireless equipment 
in charge of American operators is to 
replace German owned wireless ap­
paratus recently removed from twenty 
two ships, Standard Oil Company, was 
announced here to-day by the Mar­
coni Wireless Telegraph Company.

despatch from Simla announces that 
India's place in the Couhcils of the 
Empire was discussed at an import­
ant meeting of the Imperial Legisla­
tive Council to-day, and that a reso­
lution will be forwarded to London 
requesting measures be taken to have 
India represented at the next Council 
of Empire, as are various Overseas 
Dominions and Dependencies. The 
resolution asked that India in future 
be officially represented at the con­
ferences of the British Empire. The 
request will be forwarded to the Sec­
retary of State for India.

Days Past—266 To Come—98.
DEAN MILMAN died 1868, aged 77, 

of St. Paul’s, London. He published 
in 1830 the "History of the Jews,’’ 
treating his subject historically and 
subordinating the importance of mir­
acles. The work provoked sharp and 
conflicting criticism and served to 
establish a new standpoint in the 
examination of Biblical History. 
Among his hymns are: “When our 
heads are bowed with woe”; “Ride 
on, ride on in majesty!”

ELIZA COOK died 1889, aged 71. 
English poetess, several of whose 
lyrics, such as “The old Arm-Chair” 
and “Home in the Heart,” gained 
wide popularity.

GREAT WAR, 1914. Peronne re­
ported to be occupied by a French 
detachment. Bombardment of Cat- 
taro from Mount Lovchen reported to 
have begun. Further bombardment 
of Rheims Cathedral. German re­
verse in East Prussia reported. Zep­
pelin raid on Ostend ; 5 bombs drop­
ped. Steamer Indian Prince, bound 
from Rio de Janeiro for Trinidad and 
New York, reported to have been 
sunk by the German cruiser Kron- 
prinz Wilhelm.

Old Perliean Noies.
Our cod fishery here is drawing to 

a close ; with the traps it has been a 
very good one, but with the hook and 
line it has been very poor indeed. It 
lias not altogether closed as some of 
our men with motor boats go down 
into the “Tickle,” when weather per­
mits, but the catches of fish which 
they obtain are not up to those of 
last year. Four of our schooner 
masters were at the Labrador this 
year and they have all arrived home 
safe and with good catches of cod.

Our first arrival was Captain Thos. 
Strong, schooner Austin, with about 
400 qtls; then came Capt. Ananias 
March, schooner Hilda Blanche, with 
350 qtls., and the two Rodgers, Capts. 
James and Samson, arrived yesterday 
hailing for 350 & 300 qtls., respect­
ively.

This Fall has been a very rough one 
here, during the latter part of last 
week the sea was mountains high, the 
oldest inhabitants of the place said 
they never saw the like. During the 
heavy sea some of the fishermen met 
with misfortunes, as their fishing 
skiffs were driven on shore, but there 
was no serious loss, with the excep­
tion of one, and that was by a man 
named Mundon March whose skiff was 
split in two pieces by a heavy sea.

After the sea had abated somewhat 
the people of this place were rather 
surprised to hear of a small school 
of caplin striking the shore ; one of 
two persons obtained quite a number 
of these small fishes.

Again the time has come around for 
partridge berry picking, and quite a 
number of our old folk as well as the 
young, are busy on the barrens mak­
ing their harvest. Although the 
weather is very cold and stormy, the 
people are continually berry-picking. 
The price of berries is very low, they 
are now selling here for 12 cents per 
gallon, which is very unreasonable.

By Saturday night’s Ethie there ar­
rived a couple of sports from the 
city who have been very busy since 
their arrival with their gun and dog. 
The first day’s shooting did not come 
up to expectations, as some of the 
sportsmen did- not obtain a single 
bird, while others secured from foun 
to eight birds.

Our only landing place, the pier, 
has been altogether demolished of 
late, and the mystery is to see where 
the passengers arriving here by the 
Ethie and Prospero are going to land, 
if there is any wind or sea it is Im­
possible for them to do so here. There 
Is no doubt if we do not soon get the 
train here this place will suffer con­
siderably.

Two or three of our local men are 
now buying codfish for the merchants 
of the city, and by competition the 
price of fish is going up. I think the 
latest offer for cod being $6.00 per qtl.
