! As a self-governing Dominion New-
foundland has been called upon to do
her part in filling the gaps. We have
been specially called upon by the
Secretary of State for the Colonies to
keep the Royal Newfoundland Regi-
ment at its full war strength. Three
hundred men (300) are required im-
mediately and sixty (60) mén addi-
tional per month. The need for these
men is set forth in the despatch re-

lceived Tuesday, April 9th, from y.he

Secretary of State for the Colonies,

which reads 'as follows:— :

“April Sth.—Statement has been
received from Army Council to the
effect that the Newfoundland Regi-
ment in France is now short of the
authorized War Establishment by
170 ‘men, and that the mumber: of
men under training in Engla}ld is
not sufficient to make up this de-
ficit. Since very heavy fighting must
be anticipated, at least 300 men will
sbe required ‘from Newfoundland as
-early as possible In order to bring
the Battalion up to strength and an
additional sixty men per month will
be required to maintain it in the
field.

H. M. Government trust that your
Government will be able to supply

these men.
(Signed) LONG.”

Mrs. Duley then described some of the
worl: the Daughters have done for tl;e
soldiers herc in St. John’s and said
they have collected 17,000 eggs for the
Soldiers’ Hospital Camps. The Daugh-
ters stand to help those men who after
being broken through service in
Gallipoli and France, are still on its
firing line, in getting recruits for Ours.
The Daughters motto is: “Carry On.”
Major Carty here announced that Mrs.
Duley had given two of her sone, one
who was at present in France, the
other Rere suffering from wounds.

Mrs. Browning, O. B. E. pointed
out that the formation of the Red
Cross Association was due to the two
local nursing divisions of the St. John
Ambulance Associatton who offered to
work for the W. P. A. Those foremost
in the effort were Mrs. Hugh Baird,
Mrs. (Dr.) Anderson, Miss Southcott
and the late Miss Duncan. The work
of sending hospita! supplies and com-
forts have been going on steadily for
the past three and a half years, it be-
ing felt if our lads could fight all
through the year, those at home could
at least work the same. The organiza-
tion has grown to fifteen branches, 11
in the outports ard 4 in the city from
whom thousands of dressings and
other nccessary supplies have gone
across the Atlantic, to the relief of
the boys “over there.” Few of the
original members are here at present
as many of them became V. A. D’s and
are working near where their pro-
ducts are needed, they have gone over-
seas. The first party, about 25 in num-
ber, left early in 1916 and only three
have returned: Misses Herder and
Gallishaw because of family obliga-
tions. Miss May Randell, daughter of
Captain John Randell and Mrs. Ran-
dell, Port Rexton, and sister of Com-
mander John Randell, R. N.,, D. 8. M.,
has also returned and is permanently
crippled in the foot and arm as a re-
sult of blood poisoning caused by a
scratch when cleaning surgical in-
struments in a hospital. Nineteen
nurses have also gone across. One in
perticular, Miss Lizzie Roberts, was
for some time near ° the firing line
where she suffered great inconveni-
ence. Since the formation of the Jen-
sen Camp 64 men have been treated,
and 30 have been discharged, and are
now able to continue at their work.
At the Convalescent Home 120 wound-
ed men have been treated, seven so
far having rccovered that they are now
on a recruiting tour.

The Khaki Guild have done splendid
in their efforts to supply comforts for
the soldiers, and their good work must
not be forgotten. They are engaged
raising funds to carry on work that
will be necessary even when peace is
declared. At the Waterford Hall and
Jensen Camp tho patients are being
taught relegraphy, wood carving, mo-
tor driving and othér useful occupa-
tions. Mrs. Browning further pointed
out that while meny of these have
wealth these other heroes will
have to begin life anew with nothing
but a pittance. They sacrificed their
ambition in your behalf and for the
services they have done it is our duty
to pay them back.by every means in
our power. G

With but a two-thirds
representation in the House of
Assembly at present and with
many seats vacant, any meas-
ure to prolong the life of the
Government ‘- is calculated to
bring disaster and discredit up-
on this Dominion. We sound
the warning note to-day. Next
week we shall deal further with
this matter and some details in
connection with it. In the mean-

. LONDON GOSSIP.

LONDON, March 18th, 1918.
PAPER CRISIS,

The “Westminster Gazette” is ad-
vancing its price to twopence and so
becomes the first twopenny evening
paper. The “Daily Telegraph” is now
twopence, and the “Times” threepence
and expected to become dearer yet.
There is now only one halfpenny pa-
per in London, the “Daily Express.”
The Paper Commission as such is dis-
solved, and now becomes an advisory
committee to the Paper Controller,
A. J. Vernet, who has just been ap-
pointed. It is plain that the paper
situation has taken a further down-
ward turn, and the newspapers of the
country are having their very exist-
ence threatened. Whether it is faced
now or later, everyone in the business
knows that the time has arrived in the
publishing trade, as it has already
come (and been dealt with) in most
other trades, when journals which
publish, news, and so perform a
“Class A” service to the country
which in their absence would have to
be carried on by the State, should get
preference over journals = whose
claims, important as they may be, yet
come second to newspapers as essen-
tial: industries in war-time.

THE RUSSIAN LOANS.

Bonar Law refuses to believe that
the Germans will ever manage to ex-
ploit Russia economically. More in-
teresting stiil, he continued to.regard
Britain’s advances to Russia as a re-
coverable debt—a view. he promises
to explain when he introduces the
Budget. That the Chancellor of the
Exchequer thinks our advances are
not necessarily lost interests financial
men here deeply. They estimate our
Russian commitments to be some-
thing like £700,000,000 for the war,
£30,000,000 in municipal loans, and
£70,000,000 in commercial urdertak-
ings. German papers have, I believe,
hinted that as a part of a Ger:ma.n
peace the Teuton might undertake the
collection of Allied debts in Russia.
After Bonar Law’s speech they can-
not credit us with the willingness to
profit by their crimes. We fight, Bon-
ar Law declared, to teach the Ger-
mans that they cannot profit by war.
Any other peace would be our defeat.

EXCHANGE OF PRISONERS.

e

If the suggestion were acted upon
the result would be that we would
hand over to Germany 15,000 civil-
ians, the vast majority of whom are
reservists and non-commissioned of-
ficers of the German Army, for an ex-
change of 3,000 British. Of the 3,000
it happJns that 2,000 are men of the
Mercantile Marine, whom the Ger-
mans regard as® combatants. It is
evident therefore that the “all for all”
plan of exchange would operate en-
tirely in ‘favor of the enemy, and
there is no prospect of its being
adopted. As a matter of fact, the
difficulty in securing the exchange of
prisoners on a reasonable basis is
due to the unwilling attitude of Ger-
many.

METALS AS GERMAN MONEY.

It appears from information which
has been received in authoritative
quarters here that in order to en-
courage subscriptions in neutral
countries to the eighth German war
loan the authorities in Berlin are of-
fering to accept as payment various
kinds of metal and other materials
generally employed in the manufac-
ture of munitions. I am assured,
however, that as far as the Scandina-
vian countries are concerned there is
no prospect of any subscriptions be-
ing forthcoming on such terms, while
in Holland there is a  shortage of
metals. That same shortage is one
of the most disturbing factors for the
Central Powers just now, and the
means suggested for mitigating it
gove the existence of tfouble rather
an promise to remove it.

ENEMY ARTILLERY ACTIVE.
LONDON, To-day.
(Official)—The enemy artillery has
been active at different points, and at
dawn heavily shelled our positions in
the neighborhood of Candescore, north
of Merville. No infantry action, fo!:
lowed. Our artillery has effectively
engaged hostile troops, and also trans-
ports, moving along the road behind
the Lys battle front.

NO INFANTRY ACTIONS.

PARIS, To-day.
(Official.) There were no infantry
actions during the course of the day
but the opposing artillery was very
active in the region of Castel Griev-
esnes and on the right bank of the
Meuse.

FROM THE EAST.

EASTERN THEATRE, To-day.
There were reciprocal artillery en-
gagements in the Doiran sector, and
along the Monastir front bombard-
ments were carried out by the Allied
aviators on enemy establishments at
Seres and north of Lake Presba.

A LULL IN THE STORM.
LONDON, To-day.

During the morning there were lo-
cal German attacks in the Flanders
battle area, including one near Mont
Kimmel, says Reuter’s correspondent
at British Headquarters in France.
The correspondent adds that the at-
tacks were repulsed and that on the
whole the day was quiet.

REVIEW OF OPERATICNS.

Over the fields of France and Flan-
ders where terrific struggles have
been waged, almost without intermis-
sion, since March 21st, there has come
what appears to be a lull, and official
reports tell little of actual conditions.
The& say that the situation is un-
changed, which may indicate that
both sides are exhausted by their ex-
eriions, in the engagements which
have been fought, or that they are
busy bringing up artillery and fresh
troops to renew the struggle. Corres-

pondents at the front tell of miserable

weather with cold rain, and sleet to
add to the already known condition of
the low lands, which are virtunally
quagmires, through which men and
supplies can be moved with difficulty.
The armies have been fighting in flat
marshy country since April 9th, and
this ground, bad enough under normal
conditions, has been made more im-
passable by rain and the tempest of
high explosives which have blasted
roads and fields. It appears, however,
that the Germans have not repeated
their thrust along the line running
north of Bethune where they met
with a sanguinary repulse on Wednes-
day and Thursday. They employed
about 75,000 men along a line various-
1y reported to be from six to ten miles
in length, but gained little or no
ground. The LaBassee Canal front is
still in British hands, and bridges
flung across it by the enemy have
been swept away by artillery fire. The
blow, aimed by the French at the very
apex of the German line in Picardy,
has not been followed up, and appar-
ently it is difficult to believe that the
counter offensive, when it comes, will
be launched in this sector. Advices
from France would seem to indicate
that the blow will be struck at an-
other part of the battle line. The
southern end of the front, in France,
has shared the quiet that has envel
oped other sectors, only raiding and
artillery duels are reported there. An
interesting despatch tells of the mov-
ing of Italian troops to France. This
would point to one of two develop-
ments: either the Italian Front is in
no danger at the present moment, or
else General Foch is calling every
available man to swell the army that
he will hurl at the foe when the mo-
ment for battle arrives, It is possible,
however, that the force of the Italians
en route to the French front is com-
paratively small. The German torpe-
do boat flotilla has been active along
the coast line sector and have shelled
Belgian. positions ~ there. This may
foreshadow a German attempt to
drive west through Nieuport. The
long range bombardment of Paris
ceased for 48 hours, and it was hep-
ed the French had found the exact lo-
cation of a heavy German gun and put

LONDON, To-day.

The British official communication
dealing with aviation last night, says,
the weather made it impossible on
Thursday for our airplanes to carry
out more than low reconnaissances,
and to drop a few bombs in the battle
area at night. Nine tons of bombs
were dropped on Bapaume, Armen-
tieres and Warneton, and the railway
junction at Chaulnes. All of our ma-
chines returned.

JAPANESE FOREIGN MINISTER TO
RESIGN.

TOKIO, April 20.
According to the Nichi, Viscount Ic-
hire Motono, Japanese Foreign Minis-
ter, has announced his intention to
tender his resignation. Ill health is
given as the reason for his decision.

CANADA IN THE LEAD.

OTTAWA, Ont., To-day.

The passing of the Military Man-
Power Resolution by both Houses of
Parliament yesterday, will be follow-
ed by the calling to the colors of un-
married men ani widowers, from 20
to 22 years of age, both inclusive, and
who have been granted exemption.
All exemptions in the cases indicated,
will be cancelled, although the Minis-
ter of Militia may grant leave of ab-
sence, without pay to any man. By re-
solution, the death, disablement, or
service of other members of the same
family, while on active service in any
theatre of actual war, as the men to be
called up, were included in class one
and will report for service or claim
exemption by the proclamation is-
sued last October. It is stated that no
further proclamation will be neces-
sary in their case. The course follow-
ed, will probably be the same as was
adopted when the first category was
called up some time ago. Each man
will be notified by the district regis-
trar when and where he is to report
for duty. Should men of 19 be subse-
quently called out, however, a further
proclamation will be necessary, 'as
they were not covered by the October
proclamation. It is expected that the
procedure to be adopted, will be offici-
ally announced to-day.

NOON

WOMEN TO BE CONSCRIPTED.
LONDON, To-Day.
Sir Wm. James Bull has given no-
tice that he will submit to the House
of Commons a resolution to extend
the Military Service Act to all un-
married women, between ages of 19
and 30, for work of national import-
ance. Sir William is Unionist mem-
ber for Hammersmith.

COLLEGE MEN SENT HOME.
LONDON, To-Day.
It is announced in Dublin, accord-
ing to a despatch to the Post, that in
view of the possible operation of
Conscription, young men at colleges
in different parts aof the country. are
being sent to their homes, and cleri-
cal students at Maynooth, except
those receiving final orders, will leave
for home at once. Students from St.
John’s College, Waterford, already
have left for home, and the same rule
applies to numerous colleges around
Dublin. Shop assistants also are re-
turning to the country.

NOT THE TIME FOR A TOO EASY
OPTIMISM,
LONDON, To-Day.

Before the present German offen-
sive began, German officers in neu-
tral countries were prepared to bet
that the Germans would succeed in
dividing the forces of the Allies with-
in a fortnight, Lord Robert Cecil,
Minister of Blockade, declared in a
speech last night at Hitchin that he
ihad been informed. A month has
,passed and the Germanhs have not
succeeded, he continued, but we
would be wickedly foolish if we be-
Ilieved the battle had ended. We have
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an lndeﬂnlt.o\period of terrible and
Btrenuous struggle before us and we
must not underrate our enemy, who
has had the great advantage of 50
years of preparation for war, a tav-
orable geographical position and
united command; but British soldiers
who have withstood the Germans for
four years on equal terms have prov-
ed that their valor is equal to Ger-
may training. While recently our
forces in France were placed with
the armies under the command of
that great soldier, General Foch, Lord
Robert did not think that the en-
emy’s formidable advantage would
decide the battle in his favor, but the
Allies must not,come under the way
of a too easy optimism. The Minis-
ter of Blockade referred to the reve-
lations of Prince Lichnowsky, form-
er German Ambassador to London,
and other proofs, showing that Ger-
many was absolutely unchanged
since she strove to lull the world to
sleep by talk of peace, while planning
this attack. Since the battle has be-
gun there has been no talk of peace
and nothing has been heard but talk
of German annexations, indemnities,
increased power of the German mili-
tary caste, and the slavery of the
rest of the world. He concluded, we
are fighting indubitably for the- free~
dom of the world, and any one who
says the Germans desire to live in
peace with. their meighbors, and are
ready to make a just and righteous
peace, is indulging in self-deception.

THREE SHOTS ONLY.
PARIS, To-Day.

Yesterday’s long range bombard-
ment, which consisted of three shots,
at wide intervals, resulted in no casu-
alties and did little damage. One
shell went through the roof of a
house penetrated a workshop on the
sixth floor, and passed through the
back wall, crossed the courtyard and
into a building in the rear, finally
bursting on the stircase.

Since the enemy selected
the British for an attack, the British
must bear the brunt for a time. Nei-
ther inevitable losses, nor yieiding un-
important ground, succeeded in shak-
ing the allied confidence in troops or
leaders. German methods of trying to
rush soldiers into precipitate action,
and trying to undermine the patience
and confidence of civilian populations
is well understood. During the earlier
part of last week, weather conditions
on the Western front have been un-
favourable for flying. Our aircraft,
however, though compelled to fly as
low as 200 feét, maintained a continual
watch on the enemy’s lines and attack-
ed troops and transports with bombs
and machine guns, whenever possible.
Statements of prisoners confirm
heavy casualties and confusion caus-
ed by these tactics at all stages of the
battle. Weather improved on the 12th,
and gave exceptional opportunity to
the Royal Air force which surpassed
all previous records. Over 3,000 pho-
tographs were taken in spite of efforts
of enemy aircraft. Forty hostile ma-
chines were brought down out of con-
trol. From statements of prisoners
and observation, our pilots manifest
that these heavy losses are draining
enemy’s aviation resources, with
which his reserve parks find it in-
creasingly difficult to cope. On the
same day, 55% tons of bombs were
dropped on the battle field. The Food
Ministry reports that notwithstanding
substantial enforced reduction in the
amount of meat consumed, there has
been a notable absence of complaint
from any quarter.
