We apologize to Goldsmith for 

thus rudely transposing his 
lines, but the occasion must be 
the excuse, because the oracle 
has spoken at last, after a si­
lence extending over four 
months. And what a pronounce­
ment it made. What delphic 
sentences fell from its lips. The 
bottled up, pent up feelings of 
four months of being baited by 
every member of the Opposition, 
exploded from the mouth of the 
Minister of Education in the 
one word “puerile.” The admir­
able Doctor, and we ask pardon 
for styling him it, for really we 
don’t know whether he is mas­
culine, feminine or neuter, broke 
his vow of silence on Monday 
and attempted to explain his 
idea, not his policy, of educa­
tion and what it should be. But 
before doing so he could not re­
frain from descending to clay, 
and having his little go at the 
Opposition and the Opposition 
Press. “Puerile” was the stig­
ma that he laid on the criticisms 
of his ideals, ideals that are 
costing the taxpayers hundreds 
of thousands of dollars, and pro­
ducing nothing concrete. True 
there is an army of officials 
around the Office of the Depart­
ment of Education, and there 
also was an army of Supervis­
ors and Inspectors sent abroad 
to study American methods of 
teaching, but these latter,— 
poor souls—-have been disband­
ed and abandoned by the Minis­
ter and must now fish for them­
selves in whatever waters they 
may choose. We can imagine 
the .Tonitor Tonans attitude of 
the learned Doctor when he rose 
to -rf'ke his report on his edu- 
f.-tipr-nl rob’cy. but, according 
to +ho reverters’ box. his speech 
contained words, words and still 
more words; and that was all. 
T+ was but a voice crying in the 
w’hlerness, and the best that he 
could do was to stigmatize the ; 
fair criticism that has been di- { 
rected at his department and its : 
extravagant expenditure, as 
“puerile.” To the pure all things 
are pure, but to Doctor Barnes, 
Eminent Educationalist and Re­
former, anything or anybody 
who does not agree with his very 
original ideas is puerile. Pardon 
the unintentional pun, please.

If the learned and reticent 

Doctor of pedagogy will but go 
back over the debates in the 
House of Assembly and the 
comments upon his ultra mod­
ern and expensive educational 
policy, made by the press op­
posed to the Government, he 
will find that the criticism di­
rected at his department, was 
not because of aits policy to­
ward improving the methods of 
teaching, and thereby, if possi­
ble, improving education gener­
ally in Nêwfoundland, but at

the expensive machinery install­
ed. Ponderous and complicated
machinery, costing nearly six 
times as much to operate than 
that of a few years ago. Yet 
the Doctor-Minister has fur­
nished1 no explanation of that 
immense expenditure cut out 
for the useless and unnecessary 
department over which he pre­
sides. Nor has he proven that 
there was any need for the crea­
tion of such a department. Its 
usefulness is therefore debate 
able and open Jto the strictest 
criticism. No defence has been 
entered for the action of the 
Government in creating it. The 
estimates alone tell in bald but 
startling figures just how much 
the control of Dr. Barnes and 
his army over the educational 
destinies of this country is go­
ing to cost the ! taxpayers. But 
all • these figures have been 
quoted before, and it would be 
supererogatory to again give 
them space. Yet the depart­
mental head has not put in any 
justification for either-the crea­
tion or continuance of machin­
ery which is costing the tax­
payers of Newfoundland over 
eight hundred thousand dollars 
for the year, ending June 80, 
1922. His callousness in this 
direction is only equalled by his 
utter disregard of what is going 
to happen to some of- the dis­
banded units 6f His late army, 
who may if they wish hike back 
to the place to which they were 
sent for training in discipline 
and psychology and hunt jobs 
themselves. Nothing could be 
more offensive to tne teachers 
who gave up their schools at the 
behest of Dr. Barnes and went 
abroad on a hazard, than that 
gentleman’s reply to one of the 
members on his own side of the I 
House, during Monday’s session. I 
Dr. Barnes had been explaining | 
that he had advised the Gov­
ernment to suspend the appoint­
ments of those supervisors for 
one year, or until such time as 
he could find out what they were 
for. And this after sending 
them away to train for his 
special idea of teaching. Doubt­
less these men and women will 
be delighted over the prospect 
facing them. Here is question 
and answer and neither can be 
controverted.

Mr. Samson (Government). 
“What are you going to do with 
the supervisors now?”

Dr. Barnes (Minister of Edu­
cation.) “We hope they will 
find schools to teach. If not they 
can easily go back from where 
they left in the United States, 
and find plenty of work to do.” 
Nice for them, isn’t it? As we 
stated in the beginning the Min­
ister is but the negation of a 
man, and of all the puerile stuff 
ever listened to in the House, his 
labored explanation on Monday, 
wjiich was no explanation, takes 
the bun.

The Event of die Year.

The one day 
of the year on which the citizens of 
St John's fbrgdt all cares and live 
only lor the present, even If that 
present Is only for a few hours, has 
again been relegated to the past and 
what a day It was. Whilst the wea­
ther was not as warm as It usually 
Is, on Regatta Day, nevertheless the 
day rivalled all those of former 
yearn In both attendance and the 
keenness with which the races were 
contested. From an early hour in 
tiie morning untjl late In the evening 
a lArge crowd moved about the Lake­
side, well dressed men and women 
rubbing shoulders with their poorer 
brethren, for nowhere is the spirit 
of democracy so apparent than at the 
Newfoundland Regatta. One aspect 
of the day’s proceedings which was 
very noticeable, was the highly 
creditable manner in which the po­
lice directed tnaffle and kept order 
despite the large number of people 
who were thronging the banks. To 
the Regatta Committee also must we 
extend our congratulations. Through 
their excellent management the races 
were run off without a hitch, and this 
speaks volumes for the hard work 
they put in both in preparation for 
the Regatta and in carrying it 
through to such a successful conclu­
sion. The huge traffic made by motor 
cars, cabs, busses, carts and teams 
was excellently handled by the po­
lice at the various Junctions, for all 
roads led to Quidd Vldi yesterday, and 
not a jam occurred at any point. 
Great good will prevailed amongst 
the immense multitude and not an In­
cident occurred to mar the bonhomie 
of the occasion. The capable Presi­
dent, the energetic Secretary and the 
members of the Regatta Committee 
have every reason to feel proud of 
their efforts in making our Derby Day 
this year one to be remembered. 
Congratulations to them, individually 
and collectively.

ity to wear their new cap covers this 
morning, and found them very ser­
viceable during the Intermittent show­
ers.

Things Political.
In spite of their anxiety to hurry the 

closing of the House, the Government 
or at least the individual members of 
the Government party, did not see fit 
to attend the Assembly on Wednesday 
end the session had to adjourn 
for want of a quorum. The 
whole trouble with the Government Is 
that they do not seem to know where 
they are, or what they want, and this 
is an unfortunate condition tor any ad­
ministration. The treatment accorded 
to the Woman Suffrage Bill in refer­
ring it to a Select Committee practical­
ly means that the measure has been 
given a further hoist It is to be hoped 
that the Select Committee will not per­
mit the Bill to drop into oblivion and 
that they will present a report before 
the session closes. This afternoon Sup­
ply will again be taken up, and some 
progress may possibly be made.

The 1M1 Regatta held yesterday 
proved highly successful, the attend­
ance at the Lakeside being the largest 
fro years.

PROGRAMME.
AMATEURS.

Four boats entered. Cadet, Nellie R,

JUVENILE.
The Blue Peter, Nellie R. and Guard 

turned the buoy in the order named, 
the Bine Peter leading by a couple of 
lengths coming up the pond, and fin­
ished first with the Nellie R nearly 
three lengths benhind.

In the Championship Race there was 
three competitors, Nellie R. (Cold 
Storge Laborers) Blue Peter (Outer 
Cove Fishermen) Cadet (St. Joseph’s 
Truckmen). Going down the pond the 
boats were even as far as the C.C.C. 
boat house when the Nellie R. fell a 
little behind. The three boats turned 
the buoys well together, but the Blue 
Peter was the first to straighten up. 
The Cadet however gained slightly be­
fore reaching half up the pond, which 
position she held to the winning stake. 
The Nellie R. came a very close sec­
ond. being about two feet behind at 
the finish. The prize for this race was

i The deed is done! Reids win again, 
and a bankrupt Government whose 
proud boast at the hustings in 1919 
was that It was going to make Reids 
-toe the line,” has agreed to pay Reid 
another million and a half dollars in 
addition to the nearly two mUlion sunk 
by Mr. Coaker’s Railway Commission 
last year, and In order to do this the 
country Is burdened with Surtax and 
Super-Surtax, paying seventy cents of 
each dollar It earns into the revenue.

THE STORY OF THE CRIME.
! Perhaps, because the public may 
have forgotten, It is well to go over 
the whole story again. It will be re­
membered that In the session of 1918, 
next before the election, Mr. Coaker 
charged in the Assembly that Mr. 
Squires, then Minister of Justice, ac- 

j cepted $5000 from Reids. This was 
I never cleared up. However, In his 
. manifesto in 1919 Mr. Squires, while 
! promising to reduce taxation, also 
! declared that he Intended, if elected,
! to compel Reids to live up to the or- 
igtnal contract. Mr. Coaker was sim­
ilarly explicit in his declaration, 

i The Squires-Coaker Party was 
elected by a large majority in the 
election, because the people accepted 
their declaration as sincere and hon­
est.

THE MINUTE OF COUNCIL.
There had been much criticism of 

the railway during the closing days of 
the war. It had been over burdened, 
there had been a few nasty accidents, 
and during the first session of the 
Liberal-Reform Government, as that 
of Messrs. Squires and Coaker was 
called, a vote of a loan of a million 
dollars to Reids for the addition of 
new rolling stock and certain repairs 
to the line and terminals was made. 1 
This was expressly stipulated as a j 
loan, with interest to be charged.

• Unfortunately for the country its 
affairs were in the hands of unscnr- 
pulous politicians and incapable 
statesmen.

Hardly had the House been closed 
when the Executive Government of 
Messrs. Squires and Coaker decided 
upon an extraordinary policy, utterly 
unconstitutional and one which cost 
the Colony nearly two million dollars.

I As we have said the Assembly voted 
a loan of a million dollars to Reids.* 
A Commission of seven members— 
three from Reids—was appointed to 
oversee the expenditure of this loan. !

But what happened? No sooner had ! 
the Assembly doors been closed, and 
Messrs. Squires and Coaker freed . 
from the restraint of thq Opposition, j 
than a Railway Commission nominat­
ed by the Executive Government by 
Minute of Council took over the whole 
running of the railway entirely con-1 
trary to the Act of the Legislature. 
But that was not all. Whereas the1 
Act of Parliament specified for a com­
mission of seven, in which the Govern­
ment held the power, Messrs. Coaker 
and Squires began to run the railway 
on a Commission of five, of which the 
Government members were two, Mes­
srs. Coaker and Hall, and the Reids 
three—two Redds and Mr .Powell.

If takes no stretch of Imagination 
to see how under such an unfair ar­
rangement Reids won again.

Three to two instead of three to ! 
four. One of two things must have 
been the cause, either Mr. Coaker was 
so filled up with a sense of his own 
importance as to think he single hand­
ed was a match for 3 Reids men (for 
Mr. Hall is only a poor figure head) 
or else there was graft—outrageous 
graft. Some believe one, some the 
other. Until the latter is proven we 
incline to the belief that Mr. Coaker 
was simply top-heavy. But top-heavy 
or grafting the result was the same to | 
the country.

I After running the railway contrary 
to Act of Parliament and on no au­
thority but Minute of Council. Mr. 
Coaker and his subordinate Hall bring 
in a report in the closing days of 
June showing that their operation of 
the railroad had cost the Colony $1,- 
650,000—not counting the Bay steam­
ers.

In the hope of shutting off , em- 
barrasing criticsm in order to bring 
the Assembly to a quick close Pre- 

' mier Squires moved the closure rules. 
In this he was prevented by the Lead­
er of the Opposition, who declared the 
House should not again close until the 
Government had produced its railway 
policy, and there should be no more 
Minute of Council juggling.

I On the 27th of June, with only 
three days of the agreement with 
Reids to run, and with talk current 
that the railway would be closed 
down, one Sir George Bury was 
brought down from Montreal and 
spent three days “studying the rail­
way problem,” said the Government.

. Three days for which he was paid 
$7500 in addition to expenses!

! This George Bury made a conven­
ient “scape gqat” for the Government.

' On his recommendation the Govern- 
i ment brought in Resolutions to pay 
I Reids a million and a half dollars for 
| running the railway till the end of 
: next June.
I They cut the service in half (two 
' expresses a week only), close the 
branch lines in winter from Miller- 
town Junction to Humbermouth—and 
yet pay Reids a million and a half for 
doing 1L

! That fs what It amounts, for the 
Resolutions say "Guarantee Reids any 
deficit up to $1,600,000,” but Reids will, 
of course, be Able to show the deficit. 
Haven’t they always put it over this 
country?

A GREAT BUT YAW FIGHT.
The Opposition put up a great fight 

against these regulations, but in vain. 
The only reply of the Government was 
“can you offer anything better?”

The declaration of the Opposition 
was that the Government was com­
mitted by its every promise to “put 

I Reids in their place,” to compel Reids 
to live up to the contract, and that 

, these Resolutions were a complete 
and absolute abrogation of that policy I 

1 and the Premier's manifesto.
I However, the Resolutions were car- 
' tied by a straight party vote of 18, and 
the victory of Reids and the deep 
wound in this Colony were completed.

That Is the story briefly and truth­
fully told. Consider it!

It Is now rather the fashion to 
decry our railways and say that the 
whole system ought to be abandoned, 
but it should be remembered that 
every public man and every political 
party in the country was identified 
with railways. Indeed, as long ago 
as 1876 a joint committee of the Leg­
islature recommended the building of 
a railroad through the interior to 
Hall’s Bay to develop our copper 
areas, and some of the leading mer­
chants of our country were members 
of the committee and signed the re­

commendation. Every public .man for 
the past forty years, Whiteway with 
the original railways, Thorhurn with 
the Placentia branch, Winter with 
the 1898 contract, Bond with the 1901 
contract, and Morris with the branch- 

in 1909, subsccribed to the policy 
and as our hon. friend, 

this

he is thousands of dollars below last 
year's figures, not to speak of getting 
anything extra, and a continuance of 
this condition of affairs tor a very 
few months spells, to my mind, abso­
lute bankruptcy. I know it will be 
said that the Government has the 
money in hand and earmarked from 
the last Joan to meet this call tor 
operating the railroad, but I believe 
that the Government will soon have 
to break into that money to get the 
necessary funds'to carry on the pub 
lie servies.

BANKRUPTCY IN ITS TRAIN;
Therefore, I cannot support this 

Bill. I believe, in the first place, that 
tor the reasons I have Just stated, it 
means bringing bankruptcy tor the 
Colony appreciably nearer. I oppose 
It In the second place because It is 
absolutely unbusinesslike, because no 
business man would be a party to 
scheme of this kind by which he would 
find the money and somebody else ex­
pend It-without Ills control or super­
vision. I think last year’s arrange­
ment was better than this, because it 
provided for somebody on the Rail 
road Commission to represent the 
Government. There was the Govern­
ment Engineer, with a good practical 
experience, who could at any rate re­
port what was bring done. Now we 
have nobody. We give the Reids 
blank cheque for a million and a hall 
dollars and we say "Go ahead and 
spend this money on the railroad! 
We ask no questions and impose no 
limitations as to how it is to be 
spent, provided, of course, it is spent 
legitimately. I oppose it in the next 
place because we have no information 
regarding the railway, no explanation 
of the cause of the enormous increase 
in operating costs of the railway the 
past few years. I have in my hand 
statement of railway statistics tabled 
by the Premier in the other House 
few days ago, which I have analysed 
to some extent Perhaps the House 
will bear with me while I quote some 
of the figures it exhibits. Between 
1904 and 1921 the earnings of the road 
increased three and a half times, from 
$430,660 to $1,493,690. In the same per­
iod the expenses increased six times, 
from $522,000 to $3,143,000. The cost 
of conducting transportation has 
grown more than seven times, from 
$224,000 to $1,652,000, while main­
tenance of way and structures has 
cost six times as much, from $121,000 
to $767,000. Maintaining rolling stock 
has increased nine times, from $62,000 
to $558,000, but general expenses— 
whatever they mean — have grown 
hardly one and a half times, from $99,- 
000 to $140,000, save for a jump to 
$347.000 in 1919-20, the last year un­
der Reid management, an expenditure 
so abnormal that I should like to havi 
it explained. The cost of agents am 
station service is swollen eight and a 
half times, from $40,000 to $342,000, 
but that of station supplies has grown 
only one and a half times, from $40,- 
000 to $26,000. This, I may say, is the 
only item in the list that I can underr 
stand. When we remember . that In 
1904 the Morris branch lines had not 
been started, and allow for the stations 
on 290 miles of branches and the 
higher cost of supplies, this figure 
seems about right, but all the others 
are to me unexplainable. For Instance, 
the cost of train service—I do not 
know what it means—jumped fourteen 
and a half times, from $8,000 to $116,- 
000. The pay of engineers and fire­
men advanced nearly jsix times, from 
$31,000 to $176,000, then fuel for loco­
motives rose nearly ten times, from 
$80,000 to $758,000, while the cost per 
ton shows only a fourfold Increase, 
from $3.85 to $14.00. The whole pay 
roll advanced seven and a half times, 
from $241,000 to $1,769,000. But no 
figures exist, or at. any rate have been 
made public, as to the Increase in the 
number of employees. Last year the 
pay roll under’ Government operation 
increased to $1,625,000, from $1,315,000 
the previous year under Reid opera­
tion, an advance of roughly 25 per 
cent. The most appalling figures are 
that in 1920 the total earnings were 
but $1,432,000 and the pay roll was 
$1,324,000. In other words, out of 
every dollar the railroad earned 99 
cents had to be taken for the pi«r roll, 
and to pay the other expenses, amount­
ing to $1,335,000, the Reids had to 
break into their private funds and ob­
tain the money from there. Even 
worse, though, is the position tor last 
year. The total earnings amounted to 
only $1,498,000 or, in round figures,

The 
Premier’s estimate In his Budget 
Speech was that he could about 
make two ends meet, but he figured 
for an Increase of revenue which he 
can now have no hope whatever of 
realising. He estimated to get forty 
per cent more revenue through the 
Custom House by new taxes than he 
get last year. She fact is that so far

for the remaining twenty cents, and 
also for the whole of the rest of the 
expenses of operation, the necessary 
amount, nearly a million and a half, 
had to be obtained from the public 
treasury.

A King Who Loved
a Market Girl.

When, one summer day, Chancellor 
Valkendorf strolled through the mar­
ket place of Bergen, his progress was 
followed by scowling eyiee and mutter­
ed maledictions, for he represented 
the tyranny of Denmark and was fresh 
from stamping ont the latest rebellion 
against Danish rule. But it mattered 
little to Mm to know that he was the 
mos hated man In Norway/ As he en­
tered the market place Ms eyes were 
arrested by a beautiful picture—that 
of a young and extremely pretty girl 
standing behind a stall piled with 
fruit and vegetables. To emphasise her 
beauty, the maid had for a companion 
a gigantic and supremely ugly woman, 
whose black eyes flashed daggers at 
the Chancellor’s glances of admira­
tion. Undaunted, however, he made a 
profound bow to the dainty girl, and 
under his flattery the old ogre thawed 
a little, and grudgingly gave the In­
formation that the maid was her 
daughter, and that they had come from 
Holland to Norway to make a little 
money. When duty called the Chan­
cellor back to Copenhagen he carried 
accounts of the market beauty to the 
Crown Prince, hte master. Christian 
visited Bergen some weeks later, and 
was not long in discovering the where­
abouts of the beauty whose praises 
Valkendorf had so enthusiastically 
song. The prince began to shadow 
her everywhere, and whispered words 
of love In her ear. Dyvefce Sfgbrit— 
that was the pretty girl’s name—be­
came intoxicated by the homage of 
such a handsome lover, and she was 
soon caught in the toils of the most 
amorous prince In Europe. Later on 
she found herself installed, along with 
her mother, In a sumtuous home on 
the outskirts of Upsala, and the prince 
became the adoring slave of the pretty 
market girl. Incredible as It may 
seem the ugly mother, by reason of 
her strong will and clever brain, 
quickly became his chief adviser, and 
he consulted her on questions of State 
in preference to the most afetute of his 
Ministers. When the Danish King died 
and Christian succeeded to the crown, 
Dyveke and her mother reached the 
pinnacle of their splendour, and were 
installed in a suite of apartments in 
the Copenhagen palace. For reasons of 
State Christian took for Ms wife the sla­
ter of the Emperor Charles V., who in­
sisted on the banishment of the low­
born interloper. But Christian was 
deaf to her pleadings, and wMle the 
queen shut herself up to hide her hu­
miliation, the market girl was Ms 
constant companion at banquets and 
balls, reviews and receptions. She was 
fated to come to a tragic end in a few 
months, for she was one day seized 
with violent pains, and after a few 
hours illness, died in her lover*n arms 
on August 2, 1547. Christian was like 
a man distraught, and swore a terrible 
vengeance on those who had taken Ms 
beloved from him, for he had no doubt 
she had been poisoned. Having heard 
his steward Turbern Oxe, once boast 
his love for Dyvteke, he had the man 
flung into prison, and the unhappy 
steward paid with Ms life for a crime 
of wMch he was almost certainly in­
