Toronto, Feb. (C.P.)—Backed by
the Dominion, Provincial and City
Departments of Health, the Toronto
{ Social Hygiene Council recently put

hibit is now in progress for men, and
one thousand invitations were issued
to all classes for the formal opening
{ which took place ‘on February 4,
when Dr. J. C. Fitzgerald, Professor
|of Hygiene at Toronto University,
and other speakers delivered address-
es on personal and social hygiene.

All of the Speakérs emphasized the
essentially nationa] aspects of such
public work as the health exhibit
and pointed to thé attendance of
nnearly 5,000 women at the previous
‘showing as evidence of the general
i eagerness for knowledge of how to
‘hve healthy. lives.

“The exhibit has more than justi-
ﬁed itself,” said Mrs. Pankhurst, who
is actively associated with Dr. Gor-
don Bates, General Secretary of thb
Social = Hygiene Council and the
founder of the mpvement in Canada.
“If we ecould pnbl!sh\/kll of the
tragic human histories which have
been told us since the exhibit open-
ed; no Canadian would ever again
doubt either the néed or the useful-
ness of just Such health education
as we have offered.”

Is Poincare’s Power
on the Wane?

The uproar which occurred on
Friday last in the French Cham-
ber of Deputies, together with
., the growing resistance to the
French Premier’s plans for re-
trenchment in expenditure and
an increase in taxes seem to in-
dicate that M. Pointare is losing
that implicit confidence which |
but a short time ago the people
of the French Republie placed in
him. The situation is described
in the article below which has
been taken from the Irish Times.

FRENCH FINANCE.

The people of these countries have‘l
grown so much accustomedﬂt,o.)'egal'dI
M. Poincare as a second Louis XIV.,
whose motto is “I'Ptat, c’est mok”
that they are apt at times to forget
the existence of the French Parlia-
ment, or, alternatively, to think of if
as a mere sounding board for the Pre-
mier's views. In sq@ far as foreign
policy is concerned they are net far
wrong; for M. Poincare has the whole
nation behind him in hm—att).tude to-
wards Germany. ‘Home affairs, “how-
ever,. are a /different mattey. Yésters
day, for instance, the Chamber of De-
puties gave signs of héalthy independ-
ence in the coutrse of a debate on the
Government’s ‘financial proposals are
embodied in a series of about one hum-
dred resolutions, every one of. which
must be debated by both Housés be-
fore it can come into force. The first
of them was takeén yesterday and
aroused a storm of oppesition from
the parties of the Left. The Govern-
ment has decided to reduce administra- |
tive- expenditure during 1924 by at
least 1,000,00Q,000 francs, and is ask-
ing the Chamber for power to medify
existing legislation, if necessary, by |
decree in order to ensure the desired
reductions. Despite the fact that the
Government proposes to ratify its de-
crees by legislative sanction within a
period of six months, the Left will not
hear of the suggestion. The Senate,
which is even more strongly Republi-
can in its views than the Lower House,
is expected also to oppose [this idea
tooth and nail, and the resolution is
likely to have an extremely stormy
passage through Parliamient.

M. Poincare has enjoyed the powers
of a virtual dictator in international
affairs for such a long time that, na-
turally enough, he is inclined to resent
interference at home. The examples
of Italy and Spain, however, have not
been lost on the French Parliament,
and  the"whole Left is determined to
prevent the Government from asgum-
ing dictatorial powers. “We will not
join the ‘Carnival of Ceesars,’” éried
M. Bancour, a Socialist Deputy, “which
i in progress round about us.” The
French are very jealous of their peli-
tieal liberty, and would sacrifice M.
Poincare to-morrow if they thought
that he was trying to tamper with
Pagliamentary control. He is & clever
politician, and, if he recognises that
‘he Chamber ig against him, bhe will
not hesitate to abandon his proposad.
He is mere than anxious ‘to Secure
arge reductions in expenditure.

M. Poincare
may succeed in getting his dictatorial
powers from Parliament, but in the
long run the credit of France will de-
pend on her attitude towards her law-

ful debts. Administrative reforms can

relieve, but they cannot solve, M. Poin- |
| care's most formidable problem.

MODEL FARM STATISTICS.

When the quéstion of justifying the
expendituré on account of the Model
Farm for the couple of years of its
existence sdome interesting flgures
were given. In 1921-22 the .amount
expended was $18,992.50,  The receipts
were $767.35. In 1922-23 the expendi-
ture ificreased to 927,840.06 and the
receipts were $1871.22. According to
the witness, the . total naumber of
horses, cows, shéep and pigs and
other live stock on the premises to-
wards the close of the period was 46
head, so that the average cost of this
keep was sbout $600 each. Im this
year tHe wages bill amopnted to $10,-
000. For the period between Jan. and
May, 1922, the wage bill was $2,000.
During the same period the following
year the wage bill amounted to $4,900.
Witness, asked to explain, said he
could not, but he would search the
records for data. Another matter on
which Mr. Hunt sought information
without success was in conmection

Oranges Add to Weight
of Undernourished

Youngsters.

Oakland, Cal., Feb. 20. (A.P.)—
Experiments made with 109 children
in'a local school have proved oran-
ges to be a weight-builder for under-
nourished youngsters, according to
Mrs. A. F. Morgan, Professor of
Household Science at the University
of . California.

For two separate periods of eight
weeks each the children of one group
were given half a pint of milk a day;
those of another group one orange
daily, others half a pint of milk and
an orange and others a guarter of a
pint of orangeade. Mrs. Morgan said
that organges proved the most effi-
cacious in putting on weight. Milk
produced favorable increases, but to
less extent than the oranges. Orange
Juice was found slightly less effect-
ive than raw oranges. Milk and
oranges together stimulated mnour-
ishment at a level a little “higher
than milk or orangeade, but not as
well as the raw oranges.

similar preparations derived ' from
cod liver and other oils were also
effective.

ON MOVING FOREIGN MAILS.

|

Washington, Feb. 16.—The United
States is preparing to send a delega-
tion from “its post office department
to the quadrennial meeting of the
Universal Postal Union Congress at
Stockholm, Sweden, which begins

{ June 4 and will continue its deliber-

ations several weeks. Various im-
portant questions relating to the de-
tailed conduet of international postal
affairs for the ensuing four years
will be determined by the congress.
One ‘question will be the equitable

adjustment for the payment of trans-

countries. Postal officials here point
out that BEngland ‘i3 able to collect
as much from the United States for
shipping a carload of American mail
from Southampton to  Loadon, for
export across the North Sea, as the
American government can collect for
taking a carload of English mail
from New York to San Francisco for
shipment to Australia.

Practically all of the countries of
the world are members of the Uni-
versal Postal Union and will be re-
presented at the congress.

Assistant Postmaster General Hen-
derson, speaking of the matter of
transit mail recently, declared if the
United States could get approximately
what it costs to traniport the Eng-
lish and other foreign mails across
the American continent when in
transit to the Pacific countries, there
would be a difference of about $1,-
000,000 a year in the American post-
al, service’s transportation expenses.
