FRENCH FORCES TO TAKE TEE

PARIS, June 11.
Premier Palnleve, with thé members

ENQUIRY INTO DEATH AND
WOUNDING OF MINERS.

HALIFAX, June 19.
A public judicial enquiry into the 

death of William Davis, the miner 
killed in the clash between the British 
Empire Steel Corporation’s police and 
striking miners at New Waterford a 
week ago, has been set in operation 
by Hon. Walter J. O’Hearn, Attorney 
General of Nova, Scotia, and an­
nounced by him In the course of a 
speech delivered to-night at a political 
meeting held in a local theatre^ and 
at which other speakers included Pre­
mier E. H. Armstrong and Colonel J. 
Leytin Ralston, D.S.O., C.M.G., Liberal 
candidate In Cumberland County. Mr. 
O’Hearn referred to a letter which he 
received a few days ago from the Syd­
ney mines branch of the Great War 
Veterans’ Association asking what of­
ficial Action he Was taking in the mat­
ter of the death of Davie and the 
wounding of Gilbert Watson, a war 
veteran. Mr. \0’Hearn read his -reply 
in Which he Stated that. immediately 
the happening was reported to him he 
had intended instituting at the proper 
time a judicial inquiry into the trag­
edy.

FIFTEEN SCHOONERS REPORTED 
LOST.

ft is feared that extensn» damage 
has been done the Labrador fleet as g 
result of the storm of Wednesday last,, 
but as yet veyy little particulars are 
available. A brief message to the 
Railway commission received yester­
day evening, states that fifteen schoon­
ers were lost between Quirpen and 
Cape Norman. Whilst a message from 
Beil isle reports the loss of several 
motor boats, and also damage to three 
schooners. Capt. Wes Kean of S. S. 
Prosper» reported to the Railway 
Commission as follows :—“Arrived at 
Cook’s Harbor at 8.45 this morning. 
Fifteen schooners a total loss be­
tween Quirpoil and Cape Nofman. 
Terrible destruction, to property. 
Worst storm ever knownjn this vicin­
ity, no lives lost Stormy Weather 
throughout the trip.”

The following message was re­
ceived yesterday evening by the Min­
ister of Marine and Fisheries from 
Magistrate Alcock, Cook’s Harbor:— 

"Schooner Jubilee owned by M. H. 
Roberts, bound from Labrador to 
St John’s in ballast lost all her canvas 
in Wednesday night’s storm, and ran 
ashore next morning in Wild Bight 
near Cape Norman where she became 
a total wreck, crew landed safely. 
Great loss of fishing property here. 
Full damage not yet known.”

Llghtkeeper Thomas at Belle Isle 
reports that during the storm three 
vessels at Lark Tickle were damaged. 
One motor boat was lost In Green Cove 
and one went adrift up the Straits. Ail 
traps Were damaged except two which 
had four barrels of fish each when 
hauled. It is understood that nine 
creWs dt the wrecked vessels have âr 
rived at Cook’s Harbor, and arrange­
ments are being made to take tbeii 
home by 8.S. Prospère.

TWO TEARS’ EXPEDITION IN 
SMALL YACHT.

A yacht of 96 tone, only 90tt. long, 
named Strathcona II., which reached 
Southampton from Gorleeton yester­
day, sails for St. John’s, Newfound­
land, on Monday, on an expedition to 
Labrador, carrying medical supplies 
and other necessaries to deep-sea 
fishermen along 600 miles of the 
coast.

Captain A. R. T, Kirby, her com­
mander, who was wounded at Zee­
brugge, said to a Dally Mall reporter' 
yesterday:

The yacht has been fitted out for Dr. 
W. T. Grenfel by the Royal National 
Mission to Deep-Sea Fishermen. Dr. 
Grenfel, who will Join us at St. 
John’s, as medical chief of the ex­
pedition, has made colonisation In 
Newfoundland and Labrador his life's 
work.

We hope to establish medical sta­
tions and to attend to the needs of the 
community and also to obtain Infor­
mation as to navigation In the creeks 
and to make a survey of the North 
West River, where nobody has ever 
been. We may be away two years.

Our wireless Installation has been 
given to us by Sen atm1 Marconi, and 
the Royal Geographical Society has 
supplied all our charts and surveying

implements.—Dally Mall, June 4.

Tavernor found he could not get 
close enough to the stranded vessel, 
and he would not undertake any 
responsibility, as there was a dan­
ger of the ship fouling with the moor­
ings. The vessel. It appears, crashed 
Into an iceberg off Baccalteu, on Wed­
nesday, breaking off her bowsprit, 
while the mainmast was snapped off 
close to the deck. Capt. Butler then 
headed the vessel for Bay de Verde, 
the nearest place of shelter, and. af­
ter making port safely, the,crew left 
her for the night. To make matters 
worse, she dragged her anchors and 
went ashore. She Is filled to the 
hatches *ith water, and her deck aft 
has been broken up, while It Is feared 
that her bottom Is also badly damag­
ed. The Meigle then continued the 
run, and called at Hr. Grace before 
making this port.

Spain to Land 20,000 Men to Start New !
Drive Against Tribesmen.

Fez, Morocco, June 11—(A.P.)—De­
cisive action against the .Invading Rif- 
fian tribesmen is regarded here as im­
minent, due to Spain’s intention to 
land a force, reported to number 20,- 
000 men, in an attempt to seize the 
naval base of Alhucemas, now held by 
the Moors.

Abd-El-Krim, apparently In prepar­
ation for the engagement, has with­
drawn to the north a number of his 
best warriors, and has moved other 
chosen troops toward Adjir, where a 
council of war is reported to have 
been held.

If these movements are confirmed, 
it is thought the French will abandon 
the defensive attitude they have pre­
viously observed, and assume the of­
fensive.

Infiltrations of Yebala and Rhouna 
tribesmen in the Ouezzan sector, near 
the Spanish-Morocco border, recently 
became so serious that the French 
command ordered evacuation of the 
civilian population of the town.

Nfld. Cod Liver Oil
Promotion Plan

Efforts »re ibeng made to Increase 
the sale of Newfoundland cod libre oil 
In Great Britain and other parts of the 
British Empire. A very important 
meeting recently took place in the 
Board of Trade Rooms at St. John’s, 
at which the Governor, Sir William Al- 
iardyce, and the Prime Minister, Hon. 
W. S. Monroe, were present to hear 
3tr Patrick McGrath, who had charge 
of Newfoundland affairs before the 
Imperial Economic Committee last 
year.

The Imperial Economic Conference, 
an organization recently constituted 
by the British Government, with mem­
bers representing the Mother Country 
and the Overseas Dominions and Col­
onies, will work to promote the im­
port of Empire foodstuffs into the 
British Isles, and to assist In this the 
Baldwin Cabinet has decided to al­
locate one million pounds a year to 
be applied in such methods of stimu­
lating this trade as the Committee 
md the Cabinet approve.

In the çouye of his address, ÇHr 
Patrick reviewed the work which 
same before the committee, and his 
efforts to inclcde Cod Liver Oil under 
the benefit of the grant. He said that 
the British market is well worth get­
ting after, and in rebiewing the situa­
tion as it Is at present in Great Brit­
ain, with reference to Norwegian com­
petition, he pointed out that for every 
gallon of medicinal cod livçr oil sup­
plied the British market by New­
foundland, twenty are imported from

Sir Patrick favors an extensive ad­
vertising campaign in the Mother 
Country for the purpose of popular­
izing the product of the British 
Dominions which would replace that 
of a foreign country. In this connec­

tion he said:
“Here is an enormous market wait­

ing for us to capture it, and my recom­
mendation to the Prime Minister was 
that we should suggest that a grant 
out of this £1,000,000 a year might 
be made to enable an advertising 
campaign to be put on in the Mother 
Country to popularize Newfoundland 
cod liver oil, an Empire product 
against Norwegian cod liver oil, a for­
eign product.

Very probably this will be criticized 
as ignoring our great fishery pro­
ducts, but I suggest that there ie am­
ple room for those associated there­
with to show how we can get our cod­
fish, herring and salmon across, at 
rates which will meet the needs of the 
British people."—Montreal Star, June 
13.

alderman, one State Senator, State re­
presentatives, and the City Sealer 
(the official whose duty it is to seal 
the doors of restaurants and clubs 
where alcoholic liquor is sold indis- 
cretly).

Fifty policemen were specially de­
tailed to keep the streets clear, but 
the congestion became so gre^t that 
another company was sent to aid 
them.

Custodian, Mr. Frank Barap, cere­
moniously dumped into Lake Michi­
gan 860 pistols, shotguns, and rifles 
recently seized by the police in a 
vigorous campaign against Chicago’s 
“murderers, burglars, gun-robbers, 
and other crooks."

Professor C. H.
Herford on .Freedom

“The man who scamps his work to­
day, whether on principle or by in­
clination, is not going to become a 
thorough workman merely because he 
will get a bonus, however large on 
the result," writes Professor C. H. 
Herford to the New Leader. "I do not 
think that even the great word ’self- 
determination,’ whether said of an in­
dustry or of a nation, will wholly 
satisfy the needs of the case.

“Most of us, since the Peace, have 
been rather less, ardent supporters of 
an Ideal which has permitted some of 
the newly-liberated nations to become 
what they are and act as they do. And 
an industry governed solely by ‘self- 
determination,’ as ordinarily under­
stood, might conceivably be as egotis­
tically self-indulgent, as scornful of 
the welfare of consumers, or other 
industries, or other peoples, as a na­
tion governed solely by ‘imperialism,* 
in the vulgar sense of the word.

"This is not the place to consider 
what interpretation, if any, of ‘self- 
determination,’ or of ‘freedom’ may 
qualify them to become adequate 
ideals whether in political or in 
economic things.

"Enough, that ‘tp be without ex­
ternal control,’ or ‘able to do as you 
like,' is only the negative side of 
either, atkl that you are not ‘free,’ or 
'self-determined,' in proportion as you 
escape from duty and discipline; they 
are conditions without which true 
self-determination and truee freedom 
cannot be won. ‘He only enjoys free­
dom who daily wins it anew for him­
self’ is the last word of wisdom from 
Goethe’s Faust, and it is one which no 
class, whether it gets or spends, works 
for profit or tor wages, can afford to 
ignore."
