Outrage in Wallace.—From the

Sunday, the 8th inst. The presumed 
cause for the commission of the villainous 
deed is, that the own#T of the horse had 
chosen to exercise the franchise in accord­
ance with the principles he held, and that 
these were in opposition to the political 
dogmas nurtured by some incarnate de­
mon. Our churches collect money ft)r 
the dissemination of the Gospel among 
the heathen, for the support of the French 
Canadian Mission, &c., and totally over­
look the fact that there are places very 
near home which require a more exten­
sive knowledge of heavenly truth, a 
deeper instruction in the things which 
constitute their moral obligations. What 
could the wildest barbarism do worse? 
What but take human life. And what in­
terposes to save from the assassin’s knife 
the man who has become so obnoxious 
that an animal, because it is his property, 
must be maimed or killed? The wretch 
who commits the latter act would, with­
out compunction perpetrate the former 
but for fear of the gallows—a fear render­
ed strong and vivid by the recollection of 
the proverb, that the murderer will be 
detected. The time will come, if not in 
the history of intellectual education, at 
least in the history of Christian progress, 
when such dark deeds of treachery and 
villainy will not have to be chronicled, 
and when all of bitterness ana malignity, 
all that allies him to the fiend will have 
been purged from the heart of man. Till 
then we doubt not a crime like that under 
notice will occasionally be recorded, for 
until then will a tendency to revenge and 
savage despotism predominate in the 
minds of some individuals. We can 
scarcely comprehend the depth of wick­
edness to which a man has sunk who 
would so dangerously Injure an unoffend­
ing brute, because its owner had chosen 
to exercise the privilege which the law 
with equal hand conferred on him and 
the person who did him such an injury.

The cotton manufacture of Ontario is 
relinks very infancy. It originated in 
180$, when two mills were projected, 
>ne$t Dundee by Mr. Wright, and ano­
ther at Thorold by Messrs. Gordon * 
Mackey. There are also the Percy cotton 
mills, and one or two small'establish­
ments for the manufacture of batten.—

and 19,500 spindles. The number of 
hands in full employment in a few weeks 
will be 550. The consumption of raw 
cotton is about 85,000 lbs. weekly, which 
is made into 78,000 yards of grey domes­
tic cloth, say 8,000 seamless bags for 
grain and flour, and 11,000 lbs. of cotton 
yam for domestic consumption. The 
whole of these products is sold in the 
Canada market, where they meet a ready 
demand.

We are not yet in a position to speak 
with accuracy of the cotton manufac­
tures of the Eastern Provinces, but pro­
bably they fallshort by at least a third 
of# those of the Western district. The

& certainly, as compared with those 
t Britain, France, and the United 
States, appear small, but then it would 

be unfair to place them in such a posi­
tion without remembering the long start 
the old countries have had.

Tha-first factory combining the opera­
tions of spinning and weaving in the 
States was built at Waltham, Maesachu - 
setts, in 1813. It was furnished with 
1,700 splindles. In 1840 there were 1,- 
597,394 spinles in New England, and in 
1850 the number had risen to 2,751,078, 
and 157,314 in the Southern and West­
ern States. The present number of 
spindles in the States is- over 6,000,00Q, 
in France about half a million less, and in 
Great Britain 21,000,000.

THE LINEN MANUFACTURE.
The linen manufacture in Canada is 

even yet younger and less matured than 
its sister industry of which we have just 
been writing. Of the eastern provinces 
we hav3 not the materials to speak with 
certainty, but with respect to Ontario, we 
are in a petition to state, after careful 
enquiry, that although there are numer­
ous Scutch mills, there are only two 
mills at present through the whole pro­
vince in which the manufacture of linen 
is fully carried out, and that even in these 
mills none of the finer fabrics, such as 
body linen, are made. The reason for 
this ties first—in the difficulty of obtain­
ing instructed and skilled handicraft in 
the higher branches, and secondly,—per­
haps chiefly—in the fact that the linen 
manufacturer in Canada labors under the 
disadvantage of having to carry on in his 
own person, trades, which in countries 
where the industry has attained larger

English manufacturer, for example, finds 
ready to his hand.

STREETS VILLE LINEN WORKS.
We had the pleasure recently of per 

eon&lly inspecting these mills, the pro­
perty of the Streeteville Linen Manu­
facturing Company, and were surprised, 
considering the short time the works 
have been established—only two years— 
to find them in so forward a condition. 
The premises were originally used as a 
flour mill. They are admirably situated 
on the river Credit, with an excellent 
water supply, about 8 miles from Port 
Credit on Lake Ontario, and the structure 
from the basement is entirely of wood. 
The main building is 75 feet by 50 feet, 
five stories high from basement to attic, 
and there is a wing, 40 feet by 60 feet, 4 
storeys high. The machinery is all turn 
ed by water-power. Within, there are 
three sets ot tow-preparing machinery, 
and, recently erected, a beautiful set of 
English machinery for doing the same 
work. The general reader would hard­
ly enter into the difference between the 
two systems of preparing tow, which 
correspond with the above description, 
but the English system may be said, jxip- 
ularly, to combine several processes in 
one, namely, carding, drawing and 
roving—these being done by separate 
machines in the American system. The 
expensive and beautiful machine just put 
together in these mills has very few. 
if any, compeers on this continent. It 
was made jiy Messrs Lawson & Sons, of 
Leeds, and the proprietors look upon it 
as an important addition to their estab­
lishment. The capacity of the mills may 
be estimated by the following facts : 
They contain 35 looms and 1868 spindles 
and afford stated employment to 134 
hands, including those occupied in the 
Scutching milk. These latter works, by 
the way, are very complete of their kind, 
and fitted with ten knives and machinery 
of the very latest pattern, including a 
new apparatus, by Moore, for cleaning 
the seed. The products of the works are 
seamless linen bags for farming purposes, 
crash or towelling, rope and cordage. 
We cannot speak with absolute authority 
as to the quantities of these articles pro­
duced, but we may roughly “ guess” for 
the information of the reader who is un­
able to form an estimate from the number 
of spindles and looms, that the weekly 
production is some 4,000or 5,000 seamless 
bags and about 25,000 yards of crash. If 
we are not quite accurate on this point, 
the figures may be taken as sufficiently 
approximate.

The Press of Paris.
Prof. J. H. Rhodes, of Cleveland, Ohio, 

has been writing a series of interesting 
letters to the Herald of that city, and in 
the last one he haa made known soqge 
facts about the management of tne press, 
of which perhaps a large majority of the 
people continent are ignorant.—
It apffeifre'th&t there is an advertising 
association in Paris, that has the exclu­
sive control of the advertising of ten of 
the leading journals of the city. __ They 
.pay the Siecle 500,000 francs, and other 
papers downwards in proportion to their 
circulation. The association charges 
one and a half to ten francs a line. The 
editing is said to be done in this manner :

“ One man attends to colonial affaire, 
another to foreign affaire, another to the 
Church, a fourth deals with questions of 
national finance, a fifth with matters eth­
nographical, a sixth with literature, and 
others with music, the theatre, art, and 
miscellaneous subjects. Every man in 
each of these departments is known to 
the public. For all that he writes he is 
personally responsible to the Govern­
ment, and he is obliged to print over his 
own name. There is, therefore, no mys­
terious impersonality hovering over a 
Paris journal, such as there is in England 
or America. As a consequence, each 
writer here enjoys a reputation for ability 
or stupidity which there is carefully en­
trenched behind an incognitio. No such 
mysterious influence can gather about 
the Siecle or La IAbertie as about the 
London Times or Telegraph. It is the 
misfortune of French journalism and the 
necessary result of Napoleonic 
ship.”

Such is. the way “ they manage these 
matters in France,” as Sterne said ; that 
they “ manage them better” would be 
an assertion which those accustomed to 
conduct newspapers under no dictatorial 
surveillance would not readily answer in 
the affirmative. Some of the Paris news­
papers have a very large circulation. The 
Petite Journal—the people’s favourite— 
prints 240,000 copies daily, and the Siecle, 
the most extensively read political jour­
nal, goes out to the number of 42,000.— 
We may envy the circulation, but the 
press of Paris is perfectly welcome to un-

Mr. McDougall answers this ques­

tion—The present Commissioner of 
Publie Works said in 186L in the 
House of Assembly, that “The pres­
sure of the public debt on the people 
of Canada was now almost as heavy 
as the national debt on the people of 
Great Britain, taking into considera­
tion their great resources, and the 
small interest their debt bore.
