The Whelan Case.
The prisoner Whelan was brought
before the Court of Error and Appeal’
on Monday, when the Court deliver-

ed judgment on  the question raised

* CHAPTER IIL
THE GIPSY'S TENT ON BAIGLEY MOOR.

¥t was a quiet, calm, sultry night early in
October. 'ﬂharo was no moonam the sky,
but the myriad stars which sgsrkled in the
:511!] dome relieved the darkness, and
e the surgounding objects dimly visible.

Out in the open country, under that throb-
bing night sky, a great hush of stillness
reigned, producing s sense of solitude and
isolation, which saddened and oppressed the
spirit of the wanderer whom necessity called
40 travel at an hour when most of human
kind had withdrawn to the retirement of
their closed homes.

On the October night in question, Baigley
Moor, with all its stillness and solitude, was
mot quite deserted. At'one pointof it a red

ight gleamed through the gloom, and shone
ar. This light came from the fire of &
small gipsy encampment, which had been
planted for the last two days on & slightly
rising ground about a quarter of a mile from
the road which traversed the Moor, and led
directly down to the entrance-gate of Baig-
ley Castle, and a half mile farther on, to the
hamlet of Sinclairtown, which had the larg-
est assemblage of houses in the upper part
of Strathmae, and, from its comparative size,
might almost have been called a village.

@ gipsy encampment consisted of one
tent, and a cart with an arched cover of
dingy cloth stretched over a wooden trame.
The lean, high-boned horse which drew the
cart was tethered on the Moor, about a

Within the tent, and around the fire which |
burned in the centre, reclined two men and
‘s woman.
