THE SUBTLETIES OF BENNETT

Of all the views of the significance of the Lib-
eral victory-in Saskatchewan to which expression
was given yesterday, that of R. B. Bennett; mem-
ber 'for Calgary in the Dominion house, was at
once the most original and the least ingenuous.

Mr. Haultain, leader of the Conservative party
in the neighboring province, frankly, if reluctant-
ly,,admits that the outcome of the election must
be taken as an unmistakable demonstration of the
strength of the sentiment for freer trade among
the people of Saskatchewan. Mr. Bennett re-
gards the verdict of the electors as indicating “‘a
settled conviction against the acquisition by the
prairie provinces of their natural resources.”

The fundamental assumption from which Mr.
Bennett proceeds to this conclusion appears to
be that a Liberal administration is incapable and
incompetent because it is Liberal, and his method
of reasoning is as follows. The natural resources
of any province should not be entrusted to an in-
competent and incapable administration.  The
electors of Saskatchewan have returned to pewer
a government which, being Liberal, is necessarily
incompetent and incapable. Therefore the elec-
tors of Saskatchewan have declared themselves as
unalterably convinced that the province should
not acquire its natural resources.

What could be mote delightful than the naivete

with which the Calgary member adds that “the]|

“It is not surprising,” he adds, “having regard
to the incompetent and incapable manner in which
the affairs of this province have been conducted
during the past seven years, that our people have
heretofore been‘of the opinion that it would be
too dangerous to entrust the administration of our
great resources to the Liberal government.”

Mr. Bennett is at least making an intelligent
statement when he says that by electing a Liberal
government, the electors of Saskatchewan declar-
ed in effect that they did not wish to secure the
control of their natural resources. We know what
he means though his meaning reflects no credit
upon the party which he represents. We see al-
so the implication in the statement, namely, that
Mr. Borden will fulfil his promise to the provinces
only when theose provinees have returned a Con-
servative government to power.

We are entirely at a loss, however, to know
what can possibly be meant by his statement re-
specting this province. He declares thit the peo-
ple of this province have heretofore been of the
opinion that it would be dangerous to entrust the
administration of our great resources to the Lib-
eral government. It would be interesting to know
from what source he derives his information re-
garding the opinion of the people of Alberta. 'Sq
far, they have pe\rsisted in electing a Liberal gov'-’
ernmeat, the present premier of which has made
every effort to secure control of those resources
for the people of Alberta.

If the word Liberal had been omitted from this
statement respecting Alberta, the only logical in-
terpretation that could be placed upon it would
be ‘that which must be placed upon his statement

Members of the cabinet express will-
irgness to accépt Lord Wolmer's bill
which would enaltle English women to
aspire to the woolsack of the lord
chancellor. The only members of the
ministry who are said to frown upen
this concession to “women’s rights”
are David Lloyd George and Walter
Runciman. It is understood that
they have been prevailed upon not to
oppose the measure, while their .dis-
approbation is to be accepted as a
matter of too little consequence to be
magnified into a cabinet “split.”

and also wth, a view to its further ad-

The ralson d’etre of the fund is to
be found in the fact that a long illness |
has deprived this talented poetess and

,m,nhoressu;»f her usual means of sup- |

ort. Her readings and recitals, form-
ely given with much success in most
of the cties and towhs of the Domin-
fon, are brought to an end; nor is she
able to continue her literary work, ow- |
ing to being unable to lift her arm for |
any length of time.

As a writer on matters relating to the
aborigines of Canada, Miss Johnson
holds a unique position.

TWO EGG SPONGE CAKE

Economical Sponge Cake—Two fresh
eggs, one cup of sugar, one cup of
flour, two tablespoons of lemon “juice
or a teaspoon of lemon extract, one
teaspoon of baking powder, one-fourth
f a teaspoon of salt, one-half a cup of
hot water. ®Separate the whites and
yvolks of the eggs; beat the whites un-
til stiff and add to them half of the su-
gar. Beat the yolks for flve minutes
without stopping, and add to them
the rest of the sugar and the lemon
julce. Beat the two egg mixtures to-
gether, fold and eut in the flour with
a wooden spoon, (do not stir it in,
work on the top), and lastly add the
hot water. Sprinkle a little sugar
over the top and bake in an ungreased
tin for thirty minutes in the most mod-
erate of ovens. Leave in inverted pan
until cool.

Two eggs are about the least num-
ber that can be used to make a cake
with any of thoe sponge gualities. This
one may not answer all the require-
ments of the type—yellow as gold, ten-
der as whipped cream, velvet yas jun-
Ket—vyet it does not compare unfavor-
ably with sponge cakes mad® with three
four, five and six eggs, if it is carefally

beaten into the eggs being the leaven-
ing agent.

There are sponge cakes made
cold water, sponge cakes made
hot water, sponge cakes made
warm water, sponge cakes made witb
neither water nor milk, There are cup
sponge cakes, (a'cup of eggs, a cup of
flour, and a cup of sugar), boiled
sponge cakes and sponge cakes in many
other differentiations,

The great defect with all sorts ot
sponge cakes {s to have them tougn,
and some people never seem to be able
tc make a cake that is not tough.
while to others this seems highly un-
necessary. Some formulas do not men-
tion the kind of sugar to be used, and
again they say do not use powderéd
sugar, for it will make the cake tough.

In the last generation an exactly
opposite opinion prevailed— powderead
sugar was the only thing to use if you
wished for a tender cake. But this
was also in the day of using corn
stareh in order to get a fine grained
cake.
