Mr. Robert .. Ward’s i!.eport on its
" Deliberations and the Resolu-
tions Adopted.

The Foremost Assemblage of the
 Kind in General Importance
Ever Held.

The President and Council British Colum-
bia Board of Trade, Victoria, B. C.
GeNTLEMEN. —In pursuance of my ap-
pointment as your Delegate to the Second
Congress of Chambers of Commerce of
the Empire, 1 have the honor to report
that I duly attended the Meetings of
Congress held in the Hall of the Mer-

chester, Barnsley, Sheffield, and other
points, argued most strougly in favor of
protecting to 1 reasonable extent the in-
dustries of their different sections in
Great Britain. : ;

COMMBRCIAL RELATIONS BETWEEN  THE

MOTHER COUNTBY AND HER COLONIES.

The resolution of the London Chamber
of Commerce (The Right Honourable
Lord Brassey, C. B.), ‘*Thatm the
opinion of this Congress it is expedient
that arrangements should be devised to
secure closer commercial union between
the- Mother Country and her Colonies
and Dependencies,” passed unani-
mcusly.

Another resolution of the London
‘Chamber of Commerce (Mr. Nevile Lub-
bock,) * That a Commercial union on
the basis of Free Trade as within the
British Empire would tend to promote its
permanence and prosperity” led to a live-
1y debate, but an amendment suggested
by Sir Chas. Tupper to strike cut the
word  ** free” and insert ‘‘freer,” was
accepted by the congress.

The following resolution by the London
Chamber of Commerce (Mr. G. W. Med-
ley), ** That in the opinion of this Con-

ess any fiscal union between the Mother
g)untry and her Colonies, and Depen-
dencies, by means of Preferential Duties,
being based on Protection, would be
politically dangerous, and economically
disastrous ; and that the arrangement
which, more than any other, would con-
duce to an intimate commercial union,
would be by our self-governing Colonies
adopting, as closely as circumstances will
permit, the non-proteetive policy of the
Mother Country”, led to a long and
spirited debate, and as its passage, which
was apparent, would have practically
shelved Resolutions from several of the
Canadian Boards,

It was agreed to lay it over, and event-
ually Sir Charles Tupper moved in amend-
ment what had been intended as a motion
by the Montreal Board of Trade, viz.,
¢ That in order to extend the exchange
and consumption of the home staple pro-
ducts in every part of the British Empire,
a slight differential duty not exceeding 6

rcent should be adopted by the Imper-
ial and Colonial Governments in favor of
oertain home productions against the im-
ported foreign articles.”

The debate on this question lasted
nearly two days, the Canadian side being
strongly led by 8ir Charles Tuapper and
the Montreal and Toronto Delegates,
while thé Free Traders of the Cobden
school ridiculed the suggested revival of
an imposition on food products :

That it
is extremely desirable; in the best inter-
ests both of Employers and Employed,
that the re-adjustment of the rates and
.conditions of Labor, which from time to
time are inevitable, should be brought
about without the wasteful and calamit-
ous results proceeding from Strikes aud
Lock-outs, And, that this Congress
strongly recommends the formation of
properly constituted' Boards «f Labor
Conciliation and Arbitration in all impor-
tant cen'res of Industry and Commerce
throughont the Empire,”

THE CODIFI'ATION OF THE COMMERCHML
; LAW OF THE EMPIRE. :

Aberdeen Chamber of Commerce (Pro-
fessor Dove Wilson, L.L.D.). *‘That
the Bills of Exchange Act of 1882 and
the Par nerships Act of 1890 having: es-
tablished the practicability and benefits
of codifying British Commercial Law, it
is highly expedient that the Comme cial

Sheffield Chamber of Commerce, ‘‘That*
in the opinion of this Congress the gen-
eral interests of the trade of the Empire
render it eminently desirable that the

rovisions of the”Merchandise Marks Act
should be adopted, and actively carried
out in all British Culinies and Dependen-
cies, in the same manner as has produced
such beneficial results in the Mother
Country.” Although a difference of
opivion was apparent, the  resolution
eventually carried by a large majority.

BILLS OF LADING REFORM.

A long and interesting debate (in which
your delegate took part) brought out
strong opposition from representatives of

COMMERCIAL EDUCATION, INCLUDING THE

'SCHEME INITIATED BY THE LONDON

_CHAMBER OF COMMERCE.

This matter I consider is one that
might be profitably brought to.the atten-
tion of the Educational Authorities .in
British Columbia. - The proper qualifica-
tion for a commercial career is one that
ought to be acquired in our public schools,
upon which such liberal appropriations
have been lavished by the Provincial
Goverument.

The Resolution passed by Congress
was introduced by the London Chamber
of Commerce (Sir Philip Magnus), “That
this Congress, having before it the
Scheme for Junior and Higher Commer-
cial Education promoted by the London
Chamber of Commerce, and believing that

a Commercial career is essengial as a
means of “meéeting foreign competition
both in the Mother Country and her col-
onies and possessions, as well as for pro-
viding efficient British clerks and assist-
ants in commercial houses,

‘* Resolves :—That 1t be a recommenda-
tion from this Cungress to the participat-
ing Associations to take all possible steps
to secure the adoption in their respective
localities of a course of C-)mmminmdu-
cation best suited to local requirements ;

‘“ That, in order to encourage both
schoolmasters and pupils, Members of
these Associations should, as far as possi-
ble, give a preference, in employing
youths, to those possessing Commercial
Certificates ; /

¢ That these recommendations be for-
warded by the London Chamber of Com-
merce, in the name of the Congress, to
the whole of the supporting Associations,
together with documents relative to that
Chamber’s scheme, for their information
sud guidance.”

‘1 took the opportunity, however, at
Richmond on the 2nd inst. (where I had
the honor of proposing the Toast of the
London Chamber of Commerce at one of
the magnificent banquets given to some
400 De egates and their friends) of point-
ing out the general ignorance obtaining
on this side with respect to geographical
knowledge of the Colunies ; and I trusta
few of the incidents which have - come
‘within my own personal experience, and
which I related, will do no barm.

The following resolutions. were also
taken up and passed by Congress, as fol-

EMIGBATION AND COLONIZATION.

London Chamber of Commerce (Sir
Frederick Youny, K.C. M. G.) * That
colonization, while equally desirable as an
outlet for our congested population and
for the development of the Colonies, can
be carried out most successfully by indi-
vidual energy and enterprise and private
agencies supplemented by State aid.”

At Second Bull Run the
man next to me on the right was shot
through the centre of the forehead. We
were kneeling. He had his gun to his
face and had fired the shot and cried out,
‘““My God, I'm hit!” before he fell over
on his side. While we were forming bat-
tle line in the streets of Fredericksburg a
rifled shell exploded in the rauks about
twenty féet away. One man was blown
to fragments—so completely wiped off
the face of the earth that not a finger of
him was to be found. The shell probably
exploded just as it hit him. The man‘on
his right had a leg and an arm blown off
and was flung ten feet away, yet ~he was
living and trying to speak half a minute
later. The one on his left was cut in two
above the hips and one of his arms blown
over the heads of the second .line just
forming.- This man’s eyes did not close
for twenty seconds.

At Spottsylvania a sergeant on my
right was shot through the heart as the
lines were advancing. The body was
afterward examined by the surgeon, and
he said the bullet had passed through the
heart. The man advanced at least four
steps after being hit, and then clutched
at a sapling and said, ‘“Keep right on;
P've been hit!” He must have lived fully
thirty seconds afier reeeiving the shot.
In the cemetery at Gettysburg three of
us were lying down behind a monument
which had toppled over, and were using
it as a breastwork. The man on the left
was struck by some missile, probably a
fragment of shell, which uncovered the
whole top of his head. He laid his gu
aside, stood up at full height and then
shrieked out and fell backward. As we
turned. to him- he raised his right arm,
and his lips'moved as if he were trying to
give us some message.

J. Cam
bell; -Province of Missouri, Rev. John F.
Frudon.

It turns out thdt he is hot on
the trail of another man, also supposed to
be connected with this daring daylight rob-

bery, and from advices received at police
headquarters, last night, the sergeant con-
fidently expects to be able to nail his man.
The news received here when Long was
captured, that all the missing jewelry had
been found on his person;, now proves to be
erroneous. Long, when run down, had in
his possession three diamond rings, which
he claims as his personal property; and
some pawn tickets, one for a gold watch,
another for a bracelet, the others for small
pieces of jewelry. These were on Seattle
pawn shops, and some delay must take
place before they all can be looked up.
Long, contrary to expectation, offered no re-
sistance to being brought back to Victoria,
bat at once expressed his willingness to re-
turn. He was handed over to Officer Smith,
by Chief Delaney, and landed in jail, where
he now is. No attempt was made to pro-
cure bail. Long refuses to say much about
the robbery, -im%ly denying his connection
with the affair. He has not been informed
that there'has appeared on the scene a wit-
ness who asserts that she saw and recog-
nized him as he jumped the fence on the
day, and at about the time, of the robbery.

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RECALCITRANT.

Is is curious to observe how temacious
Gity Councils are of power, and how reluc-
tant they are to submit to authority, even
when common sense should tell their ‘mem-
bers that submission is for the good ot the
eommunity whose affairs they have been
elected to regulate. We see that the City
Council of Vancouver has set itself in oppo-
sition to the Provincial Health officer in the
wmathter of the isolation of suspects. Accord-
ing to a telegram sent by the Local Health
officer, Dr. Herald, the city authorities re-
fuse to remove suspects from the Columbian
hotel, when the Provincial Health, officer
directs that they shall be placed in a proper
quarantine station. Disinterested observers
‘naturally ask who is the more likely to
know where the suspects ought to be placed,
Dr. Davie, a physician of high reputation,
who has shown that he knows how to
prevent the spread of smallpox, or
the members of the Vancouver City
Council, who are all laymen, who can
‘know but little of the dread disease, and
who are ignorant as to what are the best

- mmeans of stamping it out? There can’ be
but one answer o' this question. The ex-
perienced physician is, without guestion,
the best adviser in such a case, and prudent,
sensible men should be only too glad to
have the benefit of his advice, and should
carry out his directions without a moment’s
hesitation.

Such a body as a City Council ought to
feel pleased to be saved the responsibility
of dealing with the outbreak of the small-
pox.. When the Provincial Health Officer
gives directions as to whatis to be done
in a given case he takes the responsi-

- bility off the shoulders of the Council. All
it has then to do is carefully to carry out his
directions, and if harm comes of submitting
to his guidance the blame is his, and not
theirs, In the inmstance under considera-
tion, if the smallpox spreads from the

\ Columbian Hotel, which it is more than
likely to do, the City Council will be held
responsible for the result, whnmg;ii they
obeyed the doctor’s orders no one could
justly charge them with having done wrong,
no matter what may happen. This con-
gideration alone, one would think would,
both here and in Vancouver, cause the civic
authorities heartily to co-operate with the
Provincial Health Officer. But it seems
that in both places his interference is re-
sented by the very men who receive the
mos$ benefit from that interference.

ran from Marnham to Milford Haven in
three days. There areno engineering diffi-
culties of any account on the route. The
country, however, is barren, and is too cold
ever to be settled to any ex-
tent. The sanguine projectors talk about
the mineral riches of the region.
Jron, mica and plumbago have been
Hfound there, and, no doubt, other metals
oould be discovered ; but the country is so
« imhospitable that it is not likely that its
. mineral resources, even if they were much
"greater than they are described to be, will
. ever be developed. The port of Marnham
is closed by ice for four or five months of
the year, and, no doubt, icebergs would be
found in the ocean near it at certain seasons
in unpleasant profusion.
It will be concluded from what is known
of the country through which the road
T is to run, that almost the only traffic it
would have, would be passengers. = So great
a shortening of the sea voyage would be an
inducement to many travellers to choose
that route, but the haul is too long for
any but the finest and most expensive
. ‘olasses of goods. 'As the projected road
will not open up a habitable gountry, and
_asitistoo long to be used in conveying
farm produce to the sea, it is not likely that
it will exist anywhere except on paper for
many a long day to come.

“ THAT MOMENTOUS CHANGE.”

The Saint Paul Pioneer-Press, speaking
of the ““‘momentous change” that has just
taken place in Great Britain, says : -

Although the result was known in ad-

vance, there is something thrilling and in-
spiring in the scene in the British Parlia-
ment that marked the transfer of power
from Prt to party. The debate on the
Queen’s address was but the accompaniment
and setting for the great event. Mr. Glad-
stone and his associates for the one side,
and Mr. Balfour and Mr. Chamberlain for
the other, summed up and repeated all of
attack and defence that has been heard by
the country for weeks, and even months,
past. Each made his case as perfect as he
counld, and then came the formal act by which
the people of the British Empire through
their duly chosen rep: tatives declared
that the Government of Lord Salisbury had
forfeited their confidence and directed Mr.
Gladstone to take np the work that he must
resign. The inauguration of a President in
this country is comparable to it, but even
that does not register the transfer of legisla-
tive power.

It is hot surprising that a republican
should regard the “momentous change” that
was effected go quietly and with such little
excitement in a monarchical country with
wondering interest. - Effect is not given to
the will of the people in what is considered
the model republic of the world so promptly
and so effectually. In an astonishingly
short time after the people had declar-

ed their wishes at the polls the

Government of Great Britain bowed to
their decision’ and without hesitation and
without a murmur transferred the manage-
ment of the affairs of the country into the
hands of the men favored by a majority of
the people. This, too, was done as a matter
of course. It mnever entered the mind of
anyone in Great Britain after the result of
the elections was known that the men in
power could act in any other way.

This will appear the more wonderful to
the foreigner when he considers that there
isnolaw in Great Britain which requires
the Government defeated at the polls to re-
sign office and to make way for the men
who had opposed them during their term of
power. Neither is there anything on the
Statute Book of the nation requiring the
Sovereign to choose her advisers from ' the
party in which the people at the polls have
expressed confidence. The whole proceeding
is & matter of custom and precedent. Yet
no provision of a written constitution,
sanctioned in the most solemn way known
to nations, could have greater force or could
be more closely followed. The people of
Great DBritain have tacitly agreed to be
governed according to the will of the
majority as soon as that will, constitution-
ally expressed, in known. This great un-
recorded agreement is faithfully carried out
by men of all shades of political opinion.
If any party leader attempted to act in con-
travention of that agreement, the first men
to oppose him and to denounce him asa
man dangerous to the State, would in all
probability be the members of his own
party. Bat the strange thing to those who
believe thaj#hen require to be bound down
by written constitutions to which they have
sworn obedience, is that in the present state
of public opinion in Great Britain, any
other course except that pursued the other
day by Lord Salisbury, is looked upon as a
political impossibility. It must fill them
with wonder to see a mnation %o loyal to
precedent and so faithfully and so strictly
observant of* custom. .

THE CHOLERA.

The approach of the cholera from the East
still continues to alarm the inhabitants of
Europe and America. Its advance has not
been rapid, but it has been]hea@y and con-
tinuous. The cases in St. Petersburg, which
were considered sporadic, have been follow-
ed by’dthers, which have shown that the
disease had reached that point in ‘its west-
ward progress. It has also appeared in
Moscow. The mortality has been consider-
able, but not so great as might be expected
considering the weakened condition of many
of the inhabitants of the famine-stricken
districta,, Cholera riots have been of fre-
quent occurrence in different parts of
Russia. Agitators, both social and politizal,
have tried to influence the mindsof the popu-
laceagainstthe pbysicians,and in many cases
they have been only too successful. Hos-
pitals have been attacked and murders bave
been committed by the excited and mis-
guided mobs. These mobs it appears are
| no respecters of persons.,  They resolutely
attack all who endeavor to quiet them and
to persuade them not to do mischief whether
they are medical men, Government or
municipal officials or priests. In one place
they killed a druggist and his assistant, in
another they fell upon a priest and beat
him very severely, and in a third they
turned upon the police who were trying to
restore order mortally wounding oné of
their number. The ignorant and panic-
stricken peasants are cruelly suspicious
and are ready to do violence to any one
whoim they foolishly believe is trying to in-
jure them.

This tendency to disorder among the
peasantry has caused the authorities to be
very severe. Proclamations have been is-
sued against the unprincipled agitators who,
for purposes of their own, take advantage of
the cholera panic to create trouble and dis-
turbance. General Baranoff announces that
he will haye every agitator who is caught in
the act of stirring up the common people
hanged on the spot, while his accomplices
will be hanged by martial law. A little
wholesome severity in such circumstances
is really merciful and may avert greater
evils. :

In some parts of Russia there seems to
have been such an exodus as must have left
the district almost without inhabitants. We
read that about 120,000 of the inhabitants
fled from Baku, a city on the west coast of
the Caspian Sea, the population of  which,
according to our gazetteer, is only 64,000.
The population of the province, however, is
567,992. The flight of so large a proportion of
the inhabitants shows how greatly the people
of that part of Russia fear the approach of
the cholera. The plague has appeared on

THE MAYOR'S MEETING.

It was very evident in the course of the
proceedings of last night’s meeting, that it
was not convened so much to discuss the
by-lsws to be submitted to the ratepayers
on Monday, as to give the Mayor an oppor.
tunity of making a political speech. It is
only fair to that gentleman to say that he
made the most of his opportuanity. But we
are much mistaken if Mr. Beaven’s apology
for the course he has taken with respect to
the smallpox visitation will be satisfactory
to the citizens of Victoria. They all know
that he failed, and failed most signally, in
the few feeble attempte he did make, to
deal with the outbreak. ’

It is the easiest thing in the world for a
man who has any ingenuity and the: gift of
the gab, to show that if certain things had
not happened, .and if other people had not
done what they did, things would have
turned out very differently. This is the
kind of defense that the Mayor sets up.
There are very few people in “these
days who possess the gift of prophecy and
there are just asfew who can tell what.
might, could, would or -should have hap-
pened if the conditions had been different
from what they were. Ordinary people only
know what has taken place and they can
only judge from the way in which a man
has acted, how  he would have acted had
the circnmstances been different.

Mayor Beaven had his chance to deal
with the smallpox. The visitation did not
come upon him suddenly. The disease was
in this city and in Vancouver for many
weeks before the outbreak in the early days
of .gnly. But that outbreak found him
wholly unprepared. ‘When the cases were
hourly increasing in the city, when the
yellow flag was seen on many streets, the
Mayor was helpless. He did nothing to
stop the ravages of the plague, and itwas
evident that he could do nothing. The city
was in a great state of alarm and even the
Mayor’s best friends found it necessary to
*prod” him into action. Is ‘it to be
expected that if the Mayor and those under
him were left to their own devices any
effectual measures would have been taken
to stop the spread of the disease? What-
ever might have happened it is hard to tell.
At any rate the people were not disposed to
wait to see the result of the Mayor’s inac-
tion or very feeble action.

They were relieved when the Government
interfered. 'They approved of the measures
that were taken, and they soon saw that the
course then begun must result—as it has
done—in freeing the city of the smallpox.

It was soon evident that Mr. Beaven was
not content to let the work which he had
proved his inability to perform be done by
those'who were competent to do it. He
would not co-operate cordially with the
Provincial Health Officer. Neither would
he leave things alone and let that officer do
his work without interruption and obstruc-
tion. He must meddle and fuss and appear
to—be doing something, while really the
work went on as if he did not exist. >

Since the 11th of July\ Mayor Beaven has
neither helped nor hindered.: He has been,
as far as freeing the city from s mallpox is
concerned, a nonentity. This is the simple
fact as it appears to ugand to a great many
others. It is, therefore, most disingenuous
for Mayor Beaven to step in and to claim
credit for work that he really had no hand
in doing, though he tried in 'a very feeble
way to make it less effective. Let Mr.
Beaven call as many meetings as he may,
and make as many long speeches as he can,
he cannot change the facts eonnected with
stamping out the smallpox in this city.

THE PROPER ATTITUDA.

Dr. Grant, the talented and patriotic
Principal of Queen’s University, Kingston,
recently delivered an address before the New
England Chautauqua on reciprocity. The
address was an excellent one, the speaker
maintaining his position as a loyal, self-re-
specting Canadian, while his tone towards
the United States was appreciative, kindly
and courteous.

We do not dread, we are willing
to take all the consequence of the closest
intercourse with you. No men are more
welcome in Canada than your men of enter-
prise, your capitalists and your scholars.
We read the works of your literary men
and write for your newspapers and journals.
We send to you, not only mechanics and
mill-hands and the ¢Nova Scotia servant
girl,’ but also preachers and professors, hav-
ing enough for ourselyes and to spare,
thanks to a healthy climate and good
institutions. 'We do not Prpphuy as
to the future, feeling that it is enough
to do our duty in the present, as thereby we
shall be best prepared for whatever the
future has in store, but we do hope with all
our hearts for a great .moral reunion of the
English-speaking mace, to which each sec-
tion shall contributesomething of which the
whole shall not be ashamed, and the con-
summation of which shall be the universal
trivmph of Christian civilization. Let us,
therefore, forget the things that are behind.
You, North and South, have agreed to for-
get the awful war of 1860 64. Much more
we all forget the war of 1812-15, and
still more the war of the 18th century.

Premier Davie and Mayor Beaven Bx-

STEPHEN FLYNN IS DEAD.

The Vietim of the Reeent Trouble in
the Louvre Saloon Expired
Yesterday Noon,

After Having Lingered For Three
Weeks—The Affair Now Becomes
More Serious.

The Teporten-Flynn affair took another
aspect when the assaulted man died at 12:45
yesterday, out at the Jubilee hospital. The
authorities were at once notified, and ar-
rangements were made for a post mertem
examination and inquest, which will be held
at 2 p.m. to-day.

deposition. At the time Flynn stoutly dis-

position accordingly took the form of a
story, which was told in the presence of
some officials and a CoroNisT reporter. The
latter reduced the narrative to writing and
Flynn signed it. ;

For a time it seemed that Flynn would keep
his word and recover. He grew somewhat
stronger and showed very encouraging signs
of increasing vitality. As time wenton snd
Flynn was still reported to be improving,
the serious aspect of the case, which at first
looked very much like manslaughter, be-
came softened to such an extent that the
t Tepor-
ten was ch %0 & wisdemeanor and he
was adwitted to bajl in the sum of $2,000,
rs.

But suddenly Flynn’s case took an un-
favorable turn, and yesterday he died. The
coroner’s inguest to-day will determine the
new status of the case.

It is this hope that the remedy
will be applied before the crisis comes, as
well as confidence in our ability to carry
the burthen, that has  indu American
bankers and capitalists to purchase and
hold the securities which Europe has sold.
It was the want of this ‘confidence, as well
as the unsatisfactory state of trade and fin-
ance abroad, which forced Europe to sell.

“ The efforts of the bears to force out’
stocks by means of false rumors about the
corn crop were mot very successful.

No hope was entertained of his recovery
from the first. _Large abcesses' formed
about the neck and chest, and a large patch,

of the chest wull. 'He hud tElmfonm'l septi-
cemia when he came into the hospital, and
which eventually proved fatal.

The jury, after a short deliberation,
brought -in the following verdict :

““We find that the deceased, Stephen
©Oscar Flyon, met his death from a. compli-
<cation of diseases, superinduced by expo-
sure, and that there has been no ‘evidence
proven to show that the deceased met with
violence at 'the hands of any person in
ticular.”

WHY DO WWEN LACK “HUMOR™

It Is “Snubbed’” Out of Many Women,
in Early Life.
One of the brightest women whom I
know recently deplored in print the lack
of a “sense of humor” in women, She
speaks of this sense as generally a mo-
nopoly of men—notably of newspaper
men. While I admit that men langh
and joke more than women do as a
class, I do mot believe that they have
more natural wit or a quicker sense of
the ludicrous. The seriousness and
gravity of most women are primarily
the result of early snubbing; seconda-
rily, of the lonely lives which most of
them live after marriage. %

As to the first canse: I wonder if there
is a girl in the world with the leastsense
of fun, the least love of rational langh-
ter and merriment, who does not con-
tinnally hear ‘‘What a rattlebrain! Is
anything sacred from your funmaking?”
or, “How can you find 8o much to laugh
at? You laugh justlikeaboy!” or, “I do
believe you'd see something funny in a
funeral!l” or, worst of all, “Those who
laugh while they are young must cry
when they are old!”

Inever noticed any unusual graviiy
in girl babies, or that they gurgle and
laugh less than boys. Indeed the two
very merriest, jolliest, most rollicking
babies I ever knew were girls. Buf
quite possibly they grew up to be two

out for most girls are of themselves sad-
dening.

schoolmates (not six of whom knew how

For years
she is either alone all day for six days
out of seven, or she has only the com-
panionship of small childrén, who, how-
ever merry they may be, do not call out
much rivalry of wit and repartee. She
may have the wittiest husband in the
world; but she sees him only in the
morning, when he is hurrying to get
away to his work, or at night, when he
comes home tired and subdued by
the work of the day—at mneither
of which times is even a witty
man apt to scintillate to any
great extent. He may be one of those
very mnewspaper men who are so
good comrades in the office; if so, he
has been for the most of the day, even
though hard at work at his desk, in an
atmosphere of mental electricity, if one
may say so; he has had that impetus
and incentive which is so provocative of
wit and sprightly thought, the attrition
of kindred minds; quips, quirks, puns,
bright sayings and apt retorts have been
passing under his eyes and exploding in
his ears all day, continaally suggesting
others, and keeping him constantly on
his metal. But even newspaper men
are sometimes tired at night, and it is
doubtful if even the veriest clown is
very funny in the bosom of his family.
Probably the wife of a funny man hears
less of his fun than any other of his ac-
quaintances.

A very old book inquires, “How can
one be warm alone?” But it is easier to
be warm alone than to be witty alone.
Wit is eminently a social instinct; the
funniest man mopes if shut up alone
where no one hears his fun. And it is
more than probable that his sense of
humor would suffer serious eclipse or
total extinction if for tem hours every
day for a series ¢f years he heard noth-
ing funnier than the rattle of crockery,
the clatter of a carpet sweeper, the click-
clack of a sewing machine and the .
racket and crying of children.

THE TROOPS DEFEATED.

U. 8. Soldiers Led Into a Well Planned Am-
bush by Tennessee Miners.

KxoxvrLLg, Tenn., Aug. 19.—Three
militia and two miners were killed in this
morning’s battle between the Knoxvillelvol-

unteers end miners at Coal Creek, and sev-
eral on each side were wounded. The dead
and wounded militia mem were brought
‘here to-might. The volunteers reached
Offetts, & small village four miles from Coal
Creek, about 11° o’clock this morning, and
began the march over the mountains to
Coal Creeki. They had not pro-
ceeded far when ~three men, all
uniformed, and claiming to be friendly,
appeared and offered to pilot the regiment
down the mountain. Without suspicion,
the troops followed them into & well-planned
ambush, within & quarter of a mile from
Coal Creek, where a sudden attack was
made upon them from behind boulders and
trees. The fire was at once returned, but
not until several of the militiamen fell.,
The attacking party, however, were
all well armed, and greatly out-
numbered the militia men. The odds
were greatly against the latter. The order
to retreat was given and promptly obeyed,
and the volunteers returnefl to Offutts.
Later, under a flag of truce,'they returned
and took away the dead and wounded, and
brought them to Knoxville to-night.

The first selected
set of designs, approved by the experts, and
named by the ‘committee as successful in
the competition is that bearing the signa-
ture ¢ Fides,” prepared by Messrs. Ivers &
Keith, of Victoria, B. (., a detailed de-
scription of which is as follows :

GENERAL DESCRIPTION.

The cross is retained as the basis of the
plan, making the transepts shallower than
in most of the old examples, which usually
had a large number of chapels opening off
them ; these are not now required, though
one has been provided, placed on  the south
side of the sanc!

The tower is in the centre-of
the west front, with western transepts,
which not only form a large Gallilee porch
within, bat externally with the tower,which
rises to a height of 270 feet, forming an im-
E:ing feature for miles round, both by

and sea. Ely Cathedral bas its tower
similarly placed, as also many of the cathe-
drals of Germany.

The crossing has surmounted by a
light fleche, covered ‘with copper. The
apex of this is 160 feet above the level of
Burdette avenue. .

There are two turrets, 93 feet high, on
each side of the east gable, which has been
retained as a specially English featuré.

STYLE.

The architecture of the thirteenth century
has been followed and the result has been
the production of a Cathedral of dignified
proportions rather than of elaborate detail ;
such enrichment as there is, externally, has
been concentrated in- two or three ?eqinl
points, e.g., the west doorway and the
the springing of the spire. Internally, the
principal decoration has been put in the
sanctuary.

The memorial glass of the present east
window, for the east window of the side
chapel, has been treated in a later style
than the rest of the church, so as to form a
complete and harmonious design in itself.

ENTRANCES,

The principal entrances are at the west
end. ghe lurgest to the west will be used
on special occasions. For ordinary use, the
double doors on the N.W. and S.W. trans-
cepts will be amply ‘sufficient. All these
open into a large Gallilee porch, - which is
separated from the nave by a stone: screen
filled with plate glass. This, as well as
being a great preventive of draughts, will
enable any person, without actually enter-
ing the church, to see what part of the ser-
vice is being performed. ~All external
doors are made to open outwards, in com-
pliance with the law of British Columbia;
those in the screen are double swing-doors.
All doors throughout are of oak.

SEATING.

Fixed pews have been provided for only
1,000, leaving the passages wide enough to
admit of chairs being placed in them—one
row in each of the side es, and two
rows in the centre, whenever the full ac-
commodation is required. This will still
leave passages of sufficient width, - The
pews have n kept in as few blocks as
possible, there being no passage across
them from north to. south; such could
easily be ‘added, however, if desired, by
omitting two of the seatsin the centre
blocks. . Space has been left at the east end
-of the nave so that the choir and clergy can
enter the chancel from the west.

All the passages open into the large
western porch, thus avoiding confusion
when the congregation breaks up, as all
have then to go in one direction, i e., to-
wards the west. (5

interfere with them as little as possible, and
they are planned of lengths to exactly seat
a certain number. :

There is a gallery in the tower; this is
not intended for general use, but might be
used on special occasions, or for accom-
modating a school.

The south transept and chapel have no
fixed seats in them; if the former is seated
with chairs, these will be so placed as to be
used 1n connection with either the main
building or the side chapels, as may be re-
uired. ¢
The total accommodation, as shown on
the ground plan, is 1,468, allowing 3:3x1-8
for each person.
o FONT.

The fontis placed in the centre of the
west end of the nave; this arrangement
gives the altar at the east and the font at
west end, both on the centre line of the
building. A platform is provided for it,
raising it well above the nave floor. The
font will thus be well seen from all parts of
“the church—an important point, as the
baptismal service usually forms part of the
general service, at which a congregation is

resent. The font is provided with a cover,
gnng by counterpoise weights, and the
waste pipe from it is carried to a special
rubble pit—not joined to the ordinary drain.

THE PULPIT.

The pulpit is on the north side, so that
when the south transept is used for general
services, those seated there can better hear
the preacher.
" LITANY DESK.

A litany desk, wide enough for two
clergy, has been provided in the main alley,
near the east emf of the nave.

SCREENS.

There is a high, open screen, between the
nave and the choir; this, as well as mark-
ing the principal divisions of the church, will
very materially aid the msthetic effect of
the interior. e sides of the choir and
sanctuary are also screened.

LECTERN.

The lectern is placed to the west of the
screen, so that the reader may be better
heard than if placed in the centre of the
choir, the usual tion where the nave is
not used for congregational purposes.

STALLS AND CHOIR SEATS.

The choir is under the crossing, so that
the large western .lle do not come in the
way of the pews.

VESTRIES, ETC.

Separate vestries are provided for men
and boys, entering from Rae street and
communicating by a wide oak staircase with
a landing. from which there is a door into
the priest’s vestry, and -also into the north
transept. ~The bishop’s vestry and sacristy
open off the prieat’s vestry, which also has
a door into the north choir aisle. There is
free communication between all these rooms
without ente
lavatory on the lower floor for the use of
the choir, and & wash basin is provided in
both the bishop’s and - priest’s vestries. In
.the sacristy, there isa long press for altar
frontals, a chest of drawers and also a sink,
at which flowers can be arranged, and any
work of a like nature done.

“The piscina in sacristy to receive the
water in which altar linen has been washed,
has its waste carried to a rubble pit, and
not joined to a drain.

Ample accommodation has been provided
in the vestries for all vestments, etc., and
in the priest’s vestry there is an iron fire-
proof safe for keeping documents.

CHAPTER HOUSE.

The chapter house opens off the - North
tr pt. It es 20x32 feet. As the
door into the North transept is close to that
leading to the vestries, the chapter house
can be used as a vestry in case of a diocesan
choir festival, for'the use of the visitors.

HEATING CHAMBER AND STORE.

The heating chamber is under the West
portion of the chapter house. Under the
East portionis a large store. A hatch has
been provided in the floor of the chapter
house, so that chairs, etc., can be lowered or
raised through it, so as to avoid having to
carry them up or down stairs,

s STUDIES, ETC. -

Over both the Southwest and Northwest
transepts there are chambers each 24x22
feet, approached by the circular stairs lead-
ing to the gallery in tower. One of these
chambers can be used as a study, and the
other as a library or synod office, or for any
such purpose.

BELLS.

The angles the of tower have been splayed
internally, so as to form a solid foundation
for the bell frame, which will rest on these
just above the level of ceiling, and is
tapered upward and entirely independent
of the stone work above this point. - An
apertute has been left in both floors, to
admit of bells being raised or lowered
through them.

MATERIALS.

Walls externally will be faced with gray
sandstone, squared and built in random
courses, and, internally, the cut stone is of
a buff color; these will be very carefully
selected. The roof will, be covered with
slate, put on over felt, with copper nails,
the fleche covered with copper, and all
ridges, flashings and valleys of the same
material.

The ceilings throughout will be of cedar,
The floors, except in vestries and studies, of
wood blocks, laid en a foundation of con-
crete; and these, while enhancing the ap-
pearance of the interior, are perfectly noiee-
less to walk on.

The ““In Hoc Signo Vinces” plans, two
sets of which were furnished—more and less
expensive—are early French in  general de-
sign, but have a square end, and the fenes-
tration is replete with plate tracery. Tke
more expensive set have two western bell
turrets and a massive central tower which,
in the other plan, is replaced by a fleche.
The elevations are at once solid and grace-
ful, and both plans show the work of a
skilled and artistic designer.

Major Clark fully believes that the suo-
cess of the scheme will largely depend upon
the care taken in selecting the first fifty
families, and in the completeness of the pre-
parations for their reception.

Everything, therefore, that experience
can suggest will be brought to bear on the
initial stages of the work. = With the foun-
dations properly laid, there is every reason
to believe that the scheme will grow to be-
come one of the most important factors in
the development of this province.

It is understood that the company will be
formed in England enrlg in October, and it
is hoped that considerable preparatoty pro-
gtess will be made in the province before
the close of the current year.

A DANGERUUS GANG

Of Thieves Suppesed to be at Work in Vie-
toria, Who Include Housebreaking
in Their Programme.

Within the past forty-eight hours the
police have received almost conclusive evi-
dence that Victoria is being made the base
of operations by some organized gang of
thieves, who have probably - drifted over
from the lower Sound cities.

One after another complaints of petty pil-

The cases referred to are the complaint
of a drayman employed at 25 Cormorant
street, where he had Ileft a. trunk
filled with valuable clothing, thinking that
they would be safer there than at the place
where he was stopping. Night before last
the office was entered by some person or
persons unknown, and the trunk stolen. As
yet no clue has been discovered which
would tend to throw any light on the
robbery.

The second case was out on Putman
street on the same night. Here some one
made several attempts to enter a private
dwelling, and only ceased operations when
the movements of the inmates warned them

d | that they had been discovered, upon which

they made off in hot haste. A policeman
was sent out last night to the locality, for
the purpose of making a haul, in case the
attempt should be repeated.

The gang, if it be one, are evidently not
above the rolling of a drunk.  Yesterday a
man named Smith complained to the police
that a companion of his had probably been
robbed in a store saloon. He stated that to
his knowledge his friend had some $40 in
cash on his person during the eveni Bat
on returning, after a short absen e dis-
covered that his friend had lost his“fhoney,
but was too drunk to give any very lucid
explanation of how the robbing had been
done. The police are working on the case
and express a determination to hunt out the
gang and make this place entirely too warm
to comfortably hold the thieving outfit.

Nzw YQRE, Aug. 24.—In. view of the
rapid western march of  the dread  Asiatic
cholera and to prevent its entering the U.8.
at the port of New York, 'stringent pre-
cautionary measures have been adopted at
quarantine by Health Officer Jenkins, of
the port of New York, and his' assistants.
The fact that the cholera has appeared at
‘Hamburg and Havre, two of the most im-
portant Europear ports to which the Atlan-
tic lines run, has made the situation all the
more alarming and has increased tenfold the
probability of its reaching the United
States. e health department at quaran-
tine has never before be2n in such excellent
condition or better able to with con-
tagious diseases. Should the choleraappear
or any of the Atlantic lines, Dr. Jenkins is
confidens that he can prevent its reaching
further than ' quarantine. . Dr. August
Siebert, one of the best known
physicisns in this city, starts for Hamburg
to-morrow provided with instructions from
the health officials to the authorities there.
His mission is to observe the methods of
cholera treatment there and their system
of guarantine against the Russian immi-
gration that brought the. scourge to that
port, as it threatens. to bring it here.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 24 —The Depart-
ment of State is to-day in receipt of more
reassuring news from Havre, France, rela-
tive to the reported epidemic of cholera
there. Consul Williams telegraphs that the
Paris and Havre. medical experts, have had
a conference and, after a ‘full examination,
admit the pr of local cholera. ey
deny, however, that it is Asiatic cholera.
The disease, is not l(';prudlng and the alarm
is now subsiding. Great precautions 1have
been taken in the matter. A cablegram
was-also received from Hamburg which
stated that it had been pronounced an
epidemic and that the vessels from that
port were being subjected to the closest in-
spection and were being refused clean bills
of health. :

HAMBURG, Aug. 24 —Up to this evenin,
there have been 210 undisputed cases o
Asiatic cholera in this city. Seventy of
them have been fatal. . There have been,
however, abont 200 cases which sre said to
have been cholerine, but they are believed
to have been of the genuine Asiatic type.
About 65 of these have been fatal. The
hospitals and morgues are filled, as most of
the cholera cases are among the poor, who
are unable to give the patients proper treat-
‘ment. . The ambulances are in constant use,
Although business here has decreased ap-
preciably in consequence of the spread of
the disease, there has been mno thought of
closing the Bourse, and all ‘reports to that
effect are canards.

Marshal Fouseca Dead.

R10 JANETRO, Aug. 23.——Marshal Deodora
da Fonseca, first president of the republic
of Brazil, is dead. Fonseca was a native ef
Brazil, and entered the army when a boy.
In the war with Paraguay, which lasted
from 1866 to 1870; Deodora Fonse:ca won
distinction. He went in a lieutenant, and
for gallant conduct at the battle of Mossoro
was promoted to the rank of major
on the field. At the close of the war he
was a general,/and decorated by the Em-
peror with ‘the Order of the Rose.
The first preparatory step to the revolation
which made Fonseca chief of the state, was
the organization in 1882 of a military ‘club
at Rio de Jaoeiro, which included nearly
all the officers in the army. . This club was
made the focus of a Republican propaganda,
and Fonseca was put forward by the
leading spirits of the movement as the
head because of the supposed devotion of
the army to his person.  After the
overthrow of the . empire . a con-
stitutional convention was held and a con-
gress elected. On_the assembling of con-
gress Fonseca, hnekednl‘:g the army, refused
'to surrender power. ere were riots in
the streets of Rio Janeiro, and public in-
dignation was so great that Fonseca re-
signed. 'He has since lived in retirement,
his health being broken down. Fonseca was
a politician rather than a soldier.
