
NOBTH COWICHAN.FOOD PLENTIFUL IN INDIA.
Meetings of the Municipal Bodies—Great Ex­

pectations as to the Mount Sicker 
Mines.

Somenos, March 10.—Yesterday the 
licensing commissioners met in the 
municipal hall, Duncan ; when they had 
taken their seats, as their was no busi- j 
ness to transact, the reeve formally closed ' 
the court.

The council afterwards held its month­
ly meeting, when the usual routine busi­
ness was disposed of. The road inspec­
tor reported on the repairs required on 
the municipal roads with an estimate of 
the cost. As this considerably exceeded 
the probable available funds the council 
went into committee to cut down the 
estimates to practicable proportions. On 
the committee rising, Councillor W. 
Herd introduced the by-law to re-define 
the boundaries of the municipality, 
which was afterwards read a first time. 
The council meets again on April 
when the revision court will be held.

The bdard of health also met, but as 
the health officer had nothing to report 
the business was of a brief and formal 
character.

The government has complied with 
gratifying promptitude with the request 
of the council that an engineer should be 
sent up to exploit and report upon the 
rival routes to the mines in Mt. Sicker. 
Mr. Burnett is now on the spot, and is 
proving himself to be the right man in 
the right place, for he is making it quite 
clear that his report will be entirely free 
from bias. The owners of some of these 
mines will have no need to go to the 
Klondike to make their pile ; and when, 
in the near future, these properties are 
being fully worked they will benefit the 
whole neighborhood. The Tyhee— 
the mine hitherto most fully de­
veloped—is showing up splendidly, 
the 8-foot square shaft being in solid 
ore. Shares in this mine will not be 
offered to the public, as there are capi­
talists in England ready to take it over 
as soon as development work is com­
pleted. A peculiar feature of this ore " 
deposit is the close resemblance in the “ 
character of the country rock, in the ore 
itself, and in the gangue to the cele­
brated Mount Lyell mines of Tasmania, 
the shares in which are at the enormous 
price of 1300 per cent, above par. The 
only appreciable difference is to the ad­
vantage of the Mount Sicker deposit, 
where the gold value is about double 
that of Mount Lyell.

BANKS AS CREDITORS.

Must Deduct Collaterals From Claims 
Against Insolvent Estates.

Toronto, March 10.—A special cable 
to the Telegram, London, says : “Judg­
ment was given by the Privy Council to­
day, dismissing the appeal of the Mol- 
sons
Supreme court of Canada in the suit of 
the Bank against Cooper-^ Smith. The 
question involved was as to whether the 
bank had to credit colledtions or col­
laterals before it could tank for the 
amount of their principal claim with 
the other creditors. The Supreme court 
held it had to credit the collaterals first 
and rank with the other] creditors for 
thé balance. If the bank lad succeeded 
in its contention it would not have lost 
anything in its account with this firm.”

Ottawa, March 11.—After an exciting 

sitting of the house the bells rang at 
3:40 this morning for a division on the 
amendment moved by Mr. Borden. Pre­
viously Messrs. Molnnes and Casey, 
both Liberals, had moved that the gov­
ernment should call for tenders for 
building a railway from Observatory 
Inlet or Teslin Lake, the subsidy to be 
in cash. Both strongly opposed the ar­
rangement with Mackenzie & Mann. 
The Speaker ruled this out of order aa 
interfering with the prerogatives of the 
crown. Mr. Foster had, early in the 
day, made a strong criticism of the bill, 
and Sir Charles Tapper also spoke for 
two hours. On the amendment of Mr. 
Borden the yeas were 67, nays 119. Five 
Conservatives, Messrs. Costigan, 
Hughes, Hale, Blanchard and Bethune, 
voted against the amendment; also 
Messrs. Mclnnes, Oliver, Casey and 
Rogers (Patron). Mr. Earle voted for 
the amendment.

Four 
Liberals, Messrs. Oliver, Rogers, Me- 
Innes and Erb voted against the second 
reading ; and Messrs. Hughes and 
Bethune, Conservatives, voted with the 
government.

Markoff repudiated the idea that Russia 
intended to annex Manchuria, although 
he thought there was no donbt this 
would come about a century hence.

Russia’s present aims,” be said, “ are 
merely to obtain an ice-free port to 
serve as the terminus of the railway 
system, to isolate Japan and to develop 
the'vast commercial wealth of China. It 
is absolutely necessary to curb Japan's 
ambition. It is a question of predomi­
nance between the white and the yel­
low races.

iSHIPS f6R fRIVATEKBISG. ;

Spain Mas Been Making Preparations to 
Destroy American Commerce.

. Berlin, March 12.—It ia well known 
in diplomatic circles that Senor Sando­
val, the Spanish military agent in Ger­
many, Austria, and Scandinavia, who 
returned to Berlin on Wednesday even­
ing, from a trip, after having made three 
conditional purchases of coasting steam­
ers at Fiume and two at Pola, with other 
Spanish representatives has been pur­
chasing outright or conditionally muni­
tions and vessels for use against 
American trade. Senor Sandoval, in ad­
dition to the purchases referred to 
which are intended for the privateer ser­
vice has placed large orders with the 
Krupp gun company during the last six 
weeks and has also appointed a sub 
agent at Trieste to see what he can pick 
up. The Spanish agent ia now at Ham­
burg or Stettin negotiating for several 
cannon and torpedo boats built partly 
for China and partly on speculation by 
the Vulcan yards. He intends to visit 
the yards at Elbing and Schichaufor the 
same purpose.

During the course of an interview on 
Thursday the Spanish military attache 
here, said : “ So soon as war is declared 
a large and well equipped fleet of 
privateers will immediately begin hos­
tilities against American commerce. 
Spain has not remained idle since the 
first understandings. Ninety good 
steamers lie in the harbors of Barcelona 
and Valencia ready to sail and do execu­
tion, and we have friends, and powerful 
ones, who will assist us, if not with 
men with money ; but I, in common 
with the Spanish government, trust 
that peace will be preserved.”

BUSINESS MEN AT EASE.

Immense Expenditure Authorised for War 
the" Best Guarantee Against Trade 

Disturbance.

New York, March 11.—R. G. Dun& 
Co.’a weekly review to-morrow will say : 
The vote in the house, 311 to nothing, 
and in the senate without a word of de­
bate, 76 to nothing, giving the President 
discretionary power to apply any part of 
$60,000,000 as he may think necessary be­
fore next January to national defence ia 
most impressive display ot hearty unity 
and unflinching patriotism that has 
been made by this or any other country 
for many years. That it will prevent 
hostilities, is not certain, but.the course 
of the markets proves that it ia as clearly 
thought probable in other countries as 
this. The financial powers of Europe 
may not be able to restrain a mob in 
Madrid or Havana, but will strain every 
nerve to keep the peace if they can.

It is most gratifying that no industry 
or branch of business shows any re­
striction» or hindrance, but some have 
been rapidly gaining for the past week 
and more. The railroads are gaining, 
even while speculators are selling their 
stocks, and the demands for products of 
all the great industries ia increas­
ing. More gold is coming from 
Europe than is needed $10,868,000 heving 
been ordered during the past week. The 
money market is nowhere alarmed 
or stringent, though reasonably 
more cautious. The country rests as­
sured that its industries, almost all its 
business, the foreign demand its pro­
ducts and practically all ita resources, 
are beyond the reach of any foreign 
power, and its honor and foreign inter- 
erests are in safe hands.

The greatest of all industries are send­
ing grain forward as if there were no 
limit to the supply. Wheat exports 
have been 4,171,497 bushels, flour in­
cluded, against 1,268,171 last year 
from Atlantic and Pacific ports, and 
for two weeks 7,462,730 bushels, 
against 3,016,546 last year. Exports 
of corn, in spite of smaller yield, have 
been 7,706,694 bushels in two weeks 
against 9,336,699 last year, when the 
yield surpassed all records. Wheat de­
clined 2%c but corn did not change dur­
ing the week. Cotton declined an eighth, 
sales of fertilizers indicating less reduc­
tion of acreage this year than was ex­
acted. The exports of principal pro­
ducts in February were $61,634,091 in 
value with increase over last year about 
50 per cent, in breadstuffs, 25 per cent, 
in cotton and 26 per cent, in the aggre­

Toronto, March 12.—(Special)—The 
Globe to-day gives the standing of the 
parties as follows : Liberals, 49 ; Con­
servatives, 40; Patron, 1; doubtful, 8; 
vacant, 1.

London, March 11.—The Statist to­
day didcusses the financial aide of a pos­
sible Spanish-Ametiean war. After 
pointing out the expence of hurriedly 
creating an American army and strength­
ening the navy, it agrees that the Uni­
ted States would eventually obtain con­
trol of the sea, adding: “Then if Spain 
submitted the expenditures would rap­
idly end, and the war might not cost 
very much.” Continuing the Statist 
says : “ But if Spain prolonged the con­
test the United States would find itself 
in an embarrassing position. The cre­
ating of a large army to drive Spain out 
of Cuba would mean a very tibneiderable 
expense, and when accomplished, what 
would the United States do/with Cuba?

“ Lastly, if Spain refa 
mit, would America, after dbpturittg the 
Spanish West Indies, extend the war to 
Europe? I

“ The compass of Spanish credit might 
force her to peace, but if Spain simply 
defaulted her debt and devoted the 
money she could raise in any way to 
irotract the struggle, the cost to the 
Jnited States would certainly be very 

great.”
Dealing with Mr. Cannon’s compari­

son of the condition of the United States 
treaty with those of other countries, the 
Statist says : “ He forgot that Russia, a 
roorer country than the United States, 
las over $131,000,000 in gold devotable to 
war purposes. The large surplus in the 
United States treasury is due to Mr. 
Cleveland’s gold loan and the sale 
of the Union Pacific. Subtracting the 
gold reserve againsttbe greenbacks, only 
$26,000,000 is available. Therefore in 
view of the yearly deficit it seems incred­
ible that the secretory of the treasury 
will draw considerably on hie cash bal­
ance without fresh taxation.”

Ottawa, March 11.—To-day’s sitting 

of the Commons was devoted mainly to 
the discussion of the railway transporta­
tion question. The most important in­
cident of the debate was Mr. Blair’s 
pledge that the Grand Trunk should be 
given running powers over the Rainy 
River Railway, by which it is hoped to 
get a competing line from Lake Superior 
to Winnipeg, or in other words a link of 
the British Pacific.

Mr. Mclnnes introduced a bill to im­
pose a poll tax on $600 on every Chinese 
or Japanese entering Canada, and to in­
crease the share of such revenue paid to 
British Columbia.

THE BORDERS OF BRAZIL.

An Investigating Committee Strongly Sus- 
( pected of Instigating Revolution.

London, March 10.—An authorized de­
nial has been issued of the report from 
Rio de Janeiro saying that Englishmen 
from British Guiana had invaded Bra­
zilian territory on the Rio Branco, for 
the purpose of instigating a revolution. 
It is explained that the report arose 
from the fact that British colonial 
officials were sent into the disputed ter­
ritory to investigate certain claims con­
nected with the present boundary nego­
tiations, but in order to prevent misap­
prehensions they returned to British 
Guiana. It is added that an early 
settlement of the boundary question ia 
expected.

New York, March 12.—The submar­
ine boat Holland was given another pre­
liminary trial last evening, with J. P.

She disappeared 
beneath the water and remained down 
at a depth of about 14 feet for nearly 
half an hour, and then reappeared at 
the eurface. It has been decided to ex­
hibit her in the lower bay next week.

TRADE REVIEWED.

Spring Business Opening Well—Changes in 
Prices for the Week.

Toronto, March 10.—R. G. Dun f& 
Co.’s weekly statement of trade in Can­
ada says : Trade conditions at Montreal 
are pretty much as indicated last week. 
The fine open weather is hastening the 
despatch of spring stocks in dry. goods 
and kindred lines, also boots and shoes, 
and in other lines the movement is of a 
fairly satisfactory character. The note­
worthy changes,in values for the week 
are a big advance in turpentine of j? four 
cents a gallon, also « farther advance in 
linseed oil of a cent. The much talked 
of cut in cottons does not warrant the 
importance which baa been attached to 
it in some quarters, as with re­
gard to sheetings and pillow 
cottons, it means that the 
Dominion Cotton Company has come to 
the level of prices established by the 
Merchants Cotton Company some six 
months ago. The money market is 
firmer with bankers now;.asking 4% per 
cent, on call. Prime commercial paper 
is discounted at 6% per cent. Sterling 
exchange ia lower in sympathy with 
New York where importa of gold con­
tinue. The Bank of England discount 
rate is unchanged at 3 per cent., while 
some had been expecting an ad vance. 
The open market rate in London ia now 
up to the bank rate. Stocks have been 
irregular daring the week. Bank shares 
generally were firm with Montreal 
higher. Failures for the week were 36, 
as against 59 for the same week of last 
year.

BOILERS OF THE NAVY.
A Member of Parliament in the Traile Says 

That They Are of Poor Type.

London, March 12.—During the course 
of debate on the naval estimates in the 
House of Commons, Mr. Wm. Allen, 
Liberal member for Gateshead, and 
proprietor of the Scotia Engine Works, 
made a bitter attack upon the new water 
tube boiler in use in the British navy. 
He called attention to the breakdown of 
the first-class cruiser Powerful, which 
he asserted had not travelled to China 
as fast as many sailshipe. Mr. Allen 
accused the admiralty of rapidly ruin­
ing the navy, adding that they did not 
dare to ran the ships at toll speed, and 
invited the First Lord of the Admiralty, 
Mr. Goechen, to send the first-class 
cruiser Terrible, when Commissioned, 
across the Atlantic ' at full speed, in 
order to test the Belleville boilers. Mr. 
Goseheh said it was as impossible to re­
turn to cylindrical boilers as it would be 
to return to muzzle loaders. The water 
tube boilers had been adopted by Rus­
sia, France, Germany and Austria, in 
short all naval authorities endorsed 
them.

BIG TORONTO FIRE.

Storage Warehouse Deatroyed-Tea and 
Liquor Dealers Also Suiter.

Toronto, March 12.—This morning 
fire broke out in Carrie’s storage ware- 
house on Front street where was stored 
$126,000 worth of all sorts of goods be­
longing to merchants on which funds 
had been advanced, and all of which 
were completely consumed. The fire 
spread to the Salada tea warehouse of 
P. C. Larkin & Co., causing $40,000 
damage.

COUNT HERBERT BISMARCK.

He Will Not Accept Office in Germany 
While His Father is Alive.

Berlin, March 12.—The fact that 
Count Herbert Bismarck and his wife 
were guests of Emperor William on Sat­
urday has led to rumors of his return to 
public life, probably as ambassador to 
St. Petersburg. It is said, however, that 
while his Majesty offered Count Herbert 
a position “in conformity with bis 
talents and ambitions,” the Count de- 
dined, Baying he did not desire to hold 
office in Germanv while his father was 
alive; to which the Emperor pleasantly 
replied that he could “ appreciate the 
sentiment,” and the matter was dropped.

Burning of the “ Whitelaw.”

A Missing Letter and Some Con­

After surmounting innumerable dan 
gers by sea and storm, it was the fate of 
the ex-wrecker T. P. H. Whitelaw to be 
consumed by fire originating in an ap­
parently innocent bale of hay. Baled 
hay appears to have become an impor­
tant factor for consideration among the 
dangers menacing Northern traffic, for, 
according to First Officer Jenkins of the 
just-returned Pakshan, half the Lynn 
Canal cargo carriers are now taking hay 
North, and a great portion of the baled 
article is—through being but half cured 
before baling—as liable as cotton to 
cause fire aboard by spontaneous com 
bustion. This was the cas* with the 
Whitelaw, and even the Packshan’a hay 
was smoking significantly when it was 
taken out of the hold. The Whitelaw’s 
last trip was eventful in the extreme,for 
sbewas in trouble all the way from San 
Francisco. First it was " discontent 
among the 140 passengers over the 
accommodation. Then further dis­
satisfaction as to the food, including 
a call at Port Angeles. Then the ship 
went ashore, first at Wrangel Narrows 
and then near Juneau, as already de­
scribed in the Colonist, and was only 
released with considerable difficulty and 
the loss of valuable time. Continuing 
her trip from the scene of her misadven­
ture, she had on board all her original 
passengers for the Lynn Canal, their 41 
horses and 600 odd tons of freight. Skag- 
way was reached without further inci­
dent, and while preparing to discharge 
the cargo, passengers and horses having 
been disembarked, the bay becoming 
overheated through too long storage in 
tbe hold, broke into flames, at 4 o’clock 
on Friday afternoon last. The hatches 
were closed tight, and Captain Lockyear 
beached his ship at the top of high 
water, scuttling her then to put out the 
fire. As the tide went down the steamer 
rested on the Band and the water ran 
out of her. It was thought the blaze 
had been made an end of, but at 1 
o’clock in the morning the smouldering 
fire broke out in earnest, it being found 
impossible to check its headway, ana 
the steamer with her 500 tpns of cargo 
being speedily consumed. The crew 
were valient in fighting the flames as 
long as there was a possibility of success, 
and then escaping, lost all save their 
clothing in the fire that had made 
an end of their floating home. It is un­
necessary to describe the Whitelaw or 
review her eventful career. Everyone 
who takes an interest in matters mari­
time will well remember the veteran 
wrecking craft, with her unique equip­
ment, her powerful masts and derricks, 
and her many appliances for the salva­
tion of stranded hulks. She was per­
haps the most famous wrecking craft 
that ever floated in American waters, 
and it is a curious thing that just so soon 
as she should have changed from the 
hazardous avocation of wrecking to the 
monotonous routine of a simple trader, 
her destruction came upon her. Nor is 
the Whitelaw the only Northern craft 
that has fared badly during the past 
week. The steam schooner Alice Blan­
chard, while making her way up Lvnn 
canal on Friday last—the day of 'the 
fire—struck a floating lump of ice and 
-received a puncture that caused her to 
take in so much water that she arrived 
at dock with her forepeak full and the 

jjumps going. Her skipper proposed 
putting her on the beach at once for 
necessary repairs. The Canada was 
Still hanging together when the Pakshan 
-was at Skagway, and may come off if 
the wind shifts to a favorable quarter. 
The Corona, when the big Northern 
Pacific boat passed down, was still on 
the rock Where she came to grief origin­
ally, and likely yet to remain there for 
some days at least. Nothing was seen 
of the reported wreck on Shelter point 
as the Pakshan took the outside passage

DIVERTED INTO NEW CHANNELS.
There has been a remarkable change 

in the tide of travel from San Francisco 
during late weeks, and instead of 
Seattle being the leading point of de­
barkation for passengers arriving on the 
Pacific Coast liners Victoria is now at­
tracting most people. This has been 
manifested repeatedly, and particularly 
when the Umatilla arrived early yester­
day morning, completing her 225th voy­
age from the Golden Gate. She brought 
67 first class and 103 second class pas 
eengers for Victoria—29 first class and 
60 second class passengers for Seattle.
Of course there were many prospective 
miners on board for Victoria, but a com­
parison of the above figures will show 
that the change referred to is not alone 
accounted for by the influx of Klondike 
pilgrims. As freight the Umatilla had 
over 100 tons of general merchandise for 
local merchants.

Mr. Williams in reply to Dr. Walkem 
said that it was because the government 
did not appear to have taken the matter 
up that at this late hour Mr. Kidd had 
brought it in.

Hon. Mr. Pooley was quite in favor of 
the resolution. It bound the house to 
nothing, and he did not see what harm 
would be done - to allow enquiries to be 
made by the committee, along other 
lines. The resolution, however, ought 
too, to give the committee power to call 
for books, papers and witnesses.

Hon. Mr. Martin was in favor of the 
resolution, and, in answer to Mr. Kellie, 
held that the farmers were really taxed 
more than the miners. Mr.' Kellie 
seemed to forget that the farmers had 
struggled for years to develop their 
lands, and had had very great disadvan­
tages to contend with.

Mr. Forster in supporting the resolu­
tion said it was a question whether it 
was not better to keep the poorer set­
tlers on their lands than to have them 
abandon their farms and cease to be tax­
payers.

Mr. Vedder as an old-time farmer 
snoke of the disaavantages that the 
agriculturist had to contend with, and 
strongly supported the resolution.

Mr. Kennedy remarked that the re­
solution brought in by the member for 
Richmond was somewhat specific, but 
the amendment “ and others ” might 
bring in lawyers, doctors and all other 
people. The farmers, however, as a 
general class were the only onee who had 
Sind security to offer—the kind of secur­
ity that money-lenders would lend 
money upon.

THE REPORTERS’ GALLERY.
To the Editor :—I venture to make 

a suggestion which occurred to me when 
the house opened for ultimately getting 
over the above important ommissions at 
the Legislative Assembly Hall, though as 
it will require some slight structural 
change it can hardly be of any service 
for the present session.

Most people will agree that the re­
porters should not be on the floor of the 
house, both as a matter of parliamentary 
etiquette and also because their chances 
of hearing equally, remarks from all 
parts will be greater at a slight elevation ; 
and again they should certainly be in 
the vicinity of Mr. Speaker to whom alt 
remarks are addressed. I would suggest 
therefore that small balconies could be 
arranged with a small projection and 
wide enough to accommodate two repor­
ters each above the doors on each side o 
the chair, the present doors could be 
reduced if necessary by omitting the up­
per lights, and with the able architect’s 
facile pen I think they could be made 
in the form of a picturesque hood to add 
too rather than detract from the general 
effect. The projection need not, I think, 
be more than perhaps two feet, the ad­
ditional accomodation being obtained 
either in the thickness of the wall or by 
projection into the corridor behind from 
which access wc eld be obtained either 
by small spiral stairs or ladder.

That member very 
well knew that the railway would not 
get the land unless rightful and in pur­
suance of the honorable intention of the 
government to keep faith with the rail­
way company under the terms of the 
contract. If that matter was the whole 
issue before the court to-day the Attor­
ney General would rather that the 
government should fall than that they 
should not carry out thefir contracts "fair­
ly and honestly. Mr. Williams was as 
usually 99 times out of a hundred,wrong 
in his remarks.

Mr. Sword remarked that the papers 
were necessary to discuss the case pro­
perly, and whatever the Attorney-Gen­
eral had said, the government should be 
just before generous. He thought the 
government had in this case gone far be­
yond what justice demanded. The At­
torney-General might be able to show 
that technically he was within the act, 
but it would be hard to convince the 
countiy that he had not gone beyond the 
intention of the house.

London, March 10.—The first lord of 
the admiralty, Mr. George J. Goschen, 
in presenting the naval estimates to­
day, pointed out that, with the outlay 
on naval works,the expenditure amount­
ed to the colossal sum of £25,550,000 
($127,750,000;, which he said was even 
considered inadequate in some quarters. 
Mr. Goschen explained that tne navy 

. was in a transitional state, to which 
many of the admitted deficien­
cies were due. Moreover, be 
added, the government was intro­
ducing a series of improvements. The 
Jubilee display had been great, but they 
had not reached the ideal standard. Re­
ferring to the Channel squadron he said 
it was the most powerful ever gathered 
together, its duties being not only to 
parade the Channel, but to engage in 
effective operations in time of war. He 
dilated upon the quiet and un­
ostentatious increase of the British 
fleet in China waters by four 
vessels from other foreign stations as 
being an instance of the naval prepara­
tion. Mr. Goschen said he hoped the 
admiralty would not be too hardly 
pressed to communicate its plane, and 
assured the house that in the distribu­
tion of cruisers, fur instance, the ad­
miralty had considered carefully the 
protection of every trade and every food 
supply route, and he trusted that “if 
times darkened” the admiralty would 
have the confidence of the house, and 
would be found doing its duty.

Touching upon the increase in the 
personnel of the navy, Mr. Goschen said 
there was no lack of recruits for the 
navy. In fact, he added, only one in 
eight boys was accepted and the supply 
of stokers was also improving. Mr. 
Goschen also denied that the navy was 

, under-manned, declaring that every ves­
sel that took part in the Jubilee review 
was as fully manned as it would be in 
time of war. He admitted there was a 
paucity of officers, but that would be 
easily remedied.

Touching upon the building pro­
gramme, Mr. Goschen said he would de­
fer furnishing particulars regarding the 
proposed number of warships in order to 
keep foreigners in the dark concerning 
their plans ; but he could say that the 
battleships and cruisers would be adapt­
ed to the special circumstances which 
the past year had revealed in various 
parts of the world.

London, March 10.—The Pekin cor­
respondent of the Times, despite China’s 
denial that the Russian demands as to 
Port Arthur and Talienwan were in the 
nature of an ultimatum, maintains the 
correctness of his original despatch of 
Sunday last to the effect that Russia had 
called upon China to surrender all 
sovereign rights over Port Arthur and 
Talienwan for the same period 
and on the same conditions as in the 
case of Germany at Kiaochou, giving 
her five days for a reply and insisting 
upon the signing of an agreement within 
a month.

Washington, March 9.—Much con­
jecture has been indulged in touching 
the visit made to the White House by 
the British ambassador yesterday. The 
Washington Post this (Thursday) morn­
ing says on this point : “ Queen Vic­
toria has, through Sir Julian Paunce- 
fote, conveyed to President McKinley 
her gratification at the wise and con­
servative course which he has thus far 
pursued in relation to the Cuban and 
Spanish situation. She also expressed 
to him her thorough sympathy with the 
efforts put forth by the United States to 
relieve suffering humanity in Cuba, 
with the hope that these endeavors may 
be conducted to a successful conclusion 
without war.

These expressions were not sent in 
official form. They would have been 
communicated through Mr. Hay, the 
United States ambassador to Great 
Britain, but for the fact that he is ab­
sent on a voyage on the Nile. They 
were therefore communicated directly 
to Sir Julian Pauncefote, with the re­
quest that he present them in person to 
the President.

The desire of the Queen that war 
should be avoided was emphasized for 
several reasons. It wss pointed out that 
the commercial relations of Great Brit­
ain were too extensive to be jeopardized 
by a war between the United States and 
Spain. The blockade of the port of New 
York, for instance, it was pointed out, 
would be of irreparable damage to Brit­
ish shipping, while the cessation of food 
supplies to England would be exceed­
ingly serious.

There was another reason, however, 
which had its weight. The attitude of 
Great Britain goes further in this mateer 
than the mere expression of good wishes. 
There is a desire, which has yet only 
reached the stage of tentative sugges­
tion, that an alliance may be formed be­
tween Great Britain and the United 
States. It has been shown that the 
interests of England and this country 
are not only identical in a general 
sense, but are especially identical in the 
great question of finding in China and 
the Eut an jmtlet for manufactures. 
This suggeetUnThae considerable weight 
with the administration.

It was the suggestion that if the Uni­
ted States would afford to Great Britain 
her moral support in case of trouble in 
the East she would offer us her sympa­
thy and practical aid in any trouble that 
threatened with Spain, that re­
sulted in a discussion of the 
Eastern question in the cabinet 
meeting lut Tuesday. The adminis­
tration appreciates the value of this 
friendly attitude. Although it is well 
understood that in this country it would 
be impossible for the navy to be placed 
at the disposal of Great Britain in up­
holding her supremacy in the East 
there are many ways in which our in­
fluence could be exercised with effect in 
Britain’s behalf.”

London, March 10.—The Times re­
gards the news from Pekin as compara­
tively reassuring. It says : “An inter­
val may occur during which diplomatic 
means may be employed to avert ill- 
considered action on the part of our 
rivals. If delay of any duration has 
been actually procured, Sir Claude Mac­
donald, the British minister, may be re­
lied upon to make the most of it in the 
interests of peace.”

“In other respects the position in 
China seems as far from improvement as 
the position in West Africa. If the re­
port from St. Petersburg that Russia 
will decline to give Great Britain the in­
formation she asked be correct the na­
tion cannot be blamed should they put 
the worst possible construction on the 
refusal. Those most familiar with pub­
lic opinion throughout the country will 
be the first to recognize that the present 
temper of the people is not to be trifled 
with.

“At no time since the Crimean war, 
not even at the moment when the specie 
squadron was organized in January 
1897, have they been less disposed to 
brook infringements from any quarteron 
their just rights. They are perfectly 
convinced of the justice of their cause 
and the magnitude of the issues at stake, 
both in China and West Africa. They 
believe that it may become their duty to 
vindicate that cause in each region, and 
if such duty should be thrown upon 
them, by the blindness or perversity of 
others, they will not flinch from it.

“ We do not make this assertion in 
any spirit of bravado or from any desire to 
rouse the warlike feeling of the country. 
We make it in the true interests of 
peace, because the greatest menace to 
peace lies in the danger that our rivals 
may fail to believe that we are in earnest 
until it is too late.

“ Foreigners do not appear to realize 
the business view we take of war as of 
other matters where our business inter­
ests are concerned. Our conduct is 
regulated mainly by business considéra» 
tione. If the prejudice done us is slight, 
we may resent it, and yet pass it over 
rather than face serious losses, which, as 
we well know, war must at the best in­
volve to our trade ; but if the prejudice 
done or threatened is very grave and 
irreparable, we are ready of the two 
great evils to choose war as the lesser.

“ We submitted the actions in Tunis 
and Madagascar and West Africa, which 
we should have been quite justified in 
resisting had we thought it worth while. 
It teems to have been inferred in some 

-quarters of the continent that-we will 
submit to any amount of wrong without

“ Sir Edward Grey pointed out at the 
beginning of the session that this was a 
very serious mistake. Questions about 
Madagascar and Tunis, he observed, 
were not of sufficient intrinsic import­
ance to lead to a breach of peace between 
the two great powers. China might 
well become such a question, and West 
Africa stands in the same category.” 
There is no sort of doubt that this is the 

■view moat generally accepted by all par­
ties and all classes of Englishmen.

The issuance of the Imperial ukase 
ordering the extraordinary expenditure 
of 90,000,000 roubles for the construction 
of Russian warships, marks the third 
great stride in preparation for war this 
week. This, together with the British 
and American votes for money for the 
purpose of defence, 
three powers have assigned the aggre­
gate of $240,000,000 for naval armament 
since Monday.

The total naval appropriation for the 
year by the British government— 
£23,778,000—has never been exceeded. 
The nearest approach to that amount 
was in 1814, when £23,504,000 was appro­
priated for the use of the navy. Adding 
this year’s naval appropriation to the 
army estimates mpkes over £48,000,000 
to be expended on British defences for 
the year, exclusive of the amount to be 
spent on the Indian army and the armies 
of the self-governing colonies.

The naval estimates include many for 
making great extensions of the docks of 
Gibraltar, Portland and Dover, and show 
that surveys are in progress for works at 
Bermuda, Jamaica, the Island of 
Mauritius and the Cape of Good Hope.

New York, March 10.—The Washing­
ton correspondent of the Evening Tele­
gram wires his paper : “This afternoon 
•Sir Julian Pauncefote, the British am­
bassador was an early caller at the de­
partment of state. This being ‘diplo­
matic day,’ Sir Julian evidently under­
stood the value of coming early, 
ns it enabled him to have 
a full conference with Secretary 
Sherman before representatives of other 
foreign nations reached the department. 
Tfee friendly relations of the United 
States and Great Britain were the sub­
ject of the conference, and it is under­
stood that the ties between the two 
nations were further cemented by as­
surances exchanged by Secretary Sher­
man and Sir Julian Pauncefote.

“ It is said that England has a motive 
in giving the United States friendly as­
surances at this time, for England real­
izes that she is likely to have trouble in 
the East and then she will be glad to 
have such assistance as the United 
States can give her. Away down under 
the surface in diplomatic circles it is 
whispered that the situation in the East 
is becoming so complicated that general 
international war may be the result.

“ There is talk of an alliance between 
the United States, Great Britain and 
Japan, as against France, Germany and 

tiiRussia. In their attempted disposition 
of the Chinese question it is not denied 
that the relations between England, 
Japan and Spain are such that in a con­
flict in the East these three nations 
will probably be found oper­
ating in perfect harmony. This

[From Our Own Correspondent.]
Ottawa, March 9.—An important gov­

ernment announcement was made in the 
railway committee this morning when 
the bill amending the Hudson Bay and 
Pacific Railway Company act came up. 
The company are already authorized to 
build from Port Churchill on Hudson 
Bay to Prince Albert and westward to 
Edmonton. This bill asked for power to 
build to the Pacific through Yellowhead 
Pass. The minister of railways objected 
to this extension because the govern­
ment wanted lo be free to construct a 
route to the Yukon from Edmonton.

The Kettle River Railway bill was laid 
over by agreement until next week.

Three Yukon railway bills, the Can­
non railway, the White Horse tramway, 
and Lewis River tramway were referred 
to a sub-committee to report on the 
facts.

Mr. Fielding informed the house that 
arrangements are completed with the 
Bank of Commerce to establish an 
agency at Dawson, where the govern­
ment’s general banking business for the 
district will be done, including the col­
lection of royalties. The bank will be 
allowed the privilege of erecting a build­
ing within the police enclosure. 
This arrangement is temporary. 
The compensation to be allow­
ed the bank will be fixed by 
the Minister of Finance. Except as 
to the business and privilege above men­
tioned the bank will stand in the same 
position as any other bank that may be 
established in the district. Any other 
privileges or protection given the Can­
adian Bank of Commerce will be given 
to any other bank in the district.

Mr. Foster asked if the minister meant 
that the bank would simply receive the 
royalties on deposits.

Mr. Fielding replied in the affirm­
ative.

Mr. Sifton told Col. Domville that leg­
islation will be introduced to recognize 
the right of English companies incorpor­
ated under the English act to operate in 
Yukon.

The report current that Mr. Joseph 
Martin was looking for the chief justice­
ship of the Supreme Court of British 
Columbia is denied by bis friends.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier to-day made an 
important announcement apropos the 
railway rate war. He admitted that 
business interests are suffering through 
the action of the Grand Trunk and the 
C.P.R., and said the government is seri­
ously considering the queetiomof intro­
ducing legislation to remedy the evil 
complained of.

The Yukon railway debate is drawing 
to a dose. British Columbia was heard 
from to-day, Mr, Morrison and Mr. 
Maxwell speaking. The former devoted 
himself to showing the capabilities of 
British Columbia for supplying the Yu­
kon country. Mr. Maxwell argued that 
it is the patriotic duty of every member 
of parliament to assist in carrying the 
bill, more especially on account of the 
obstacles which the United 
attempting to raise. Mr. Foster speaks 
to-morrow.

Rossland, March 10.—“ The British 
American Corporation has £1,500,000, 
or nearly $8,000,000, to expend in Ross- 
land and other British Columbia mining
camps, if it is assured that dividend­
paying propositions can be purchased. 
There are many millions of dollars in 
England eager for investment on the 
same conditions. Notwithstanding the 
great rush to Klondike people are skep­
tical of the outcome. At the present 
time British Columbia as a mining 
country is looked upon by English 
capitalists as a likely one in which to in­
vest money.”

Such were the statements of Edwin 
Durant, recently appointed to the 
managership in British Columbia of the 
British American Corporation. The 
board of directors considered that Mr. 
Durant, with his practical and theo­
retical mining knowledge, gleaned 
from faithful service with the London 
and Globe Finance Corporation, and his 
varied experiences in the Australian 
colonies, was the one eminently fitted 
to be the right hand man of Hon. C. H. 
Mackintosh. Hie particular duties will 
be the charge of all confidential busi­
ness matters on behalf of the corpora­
tion, under the local directorship of 
Governor Mackintosh

Mr. Durant stated that the stock of 
the company was considerably over­
subscribed in London, and while dis­
cussing the general plane of operations 
as outlined in the prospectus, reference 
was made to the Le Roi, and the under­
standing of many subscribers to the 
stock that the Le Roi would be in­
cluded in the list of the company’s 
properties. “ I will say a word on 
that subject,” continued Mr. Durant. 
“At the statutory meeting of the share­
holders, the Marquis of Dufferin ex­
plained that when the prospectus was 
issued it was thought that the company 
would become possessed of the Le Roi 
mine, but upon careful examination, 
and the opinion of an expert, the 
directors consideied that the mine, al­
though an exceedingly rich one, was not 
worth the amount asked, which explana­
tion was satisfactory to the large num­
ber of shareholders assembled at Win­
chester House.”

In conclusion Mr. Durant said: “I 
am aware that irresponsible, carping in­
dividuals have made unfavorable com­
ments with regard to various purchases of 
properties by the British-American cor­
poration, but their.biassed opinions are 
treated with the contempt they deserve

A TOTE OF CONFIDENCE.
Trail Citizens Declare the Government Has

Kept Faith With West Kootenay.

Most of the European Governments Would 
Heartily Support the United 

States.

New York, March 10.—The Tribune 
publishes the following under a Wash­
ington date : The corresponeent of the 
Tribune is in a position to announce 
that the administration within the last
few days put itself in communication 
with other governments, or as a man 
competent to speak with authority on 
the subject expressed it, with “ every 
government on earth,” to ascertain what 
would be their attitude in case the Uni­
ted States should consider itself compe­
tent to enter upon a policy of interven­
tion in Cuba, or in case Spain commit­
ted some act resulting in an outbreak of 
hostilities between the two countries.

Within the last forty-eight hours re­
plies have been received from every 
government to which the enquiry was 
addressed, and with two exceptions 
these replies have been entirely satisfac­
tory and sympathetic. That of Great 
Britain was particularly so. Not only 
did every government hasten to say that 
in the event of intervention on the part 
of the United States, or the outbreak of 
hostilities, strict neutrality would be 
preserved : but some are said to have 
gone so far even as to give assurances of 
moral support in any effort this country 
might make to restore order in Cuba.

Two exceptions to the general tenor of 
these replies were the answers given by 
Germany and Austria. While not un­
satisfactory, and certainly not hostile, in 
tone, yet they were coldly non-commit­
tal, and to that extent produced a feel­
ing of disappointment among state de­
partment officials. The government of 
Germany contents itself by saying, in 
substance, that as no

In sounding foreign governments on 
these points the administration followed 
the precedents set under General Grant’s 
administration by Secretary Fish, It is 
true that Secretary Fish did not instruct 
American ministers abroad to ascertain 
what the attitude of the governments to 
which they were accredited would be-in 
case the United States was forced to "put 
a stop to Cuban disorders, but he did at­
tempt to persuade the governments of 
Great Britain, Germany, France,Russia, 
Italy and Austria that it was their first 
duty to make strong representations to 
Spain as to the necessity of putting a 
prompt end to the war in Cuba or aban­
don the struggle. It will be seen, there­
fore, that the administration in ascer­
taining the attitude of European pow­
ers is acting only with due regard to the 
opinion of the civilized world, but fol­
lowing an American precedent as well.

Berlin, March 10.—Senor Sandoval, 
the Spanish military agent in Germany, 
Austria and Scandinavia, who returned 
here yesterday from a trip, has made 
three conditional purchases of coasting 
steamers at Fruine and two at Polo. He 
starts to-day for Stettin and Hamburg 
to inspect a number of vessels offered.

The United States has made no pur­
chases so far from among her options in 
Germany. Lieutenant Commander A. 
P. Ni block, naval attache here and also 
at Rome, has returned to the latter city.

Port Arthur ; but Mr. Curzon explained 
that Rnseia did not demand sovereign 
rights, nor bad she threatened to move 
troops into Manchuria in the event of 
China’s non-compliance with her de­
mands.

The British Minister at Pekin Knighted for 

Recent Services.

London, March 11.—Sir Claude Max­
well Macdonald, K. C. M. G., British 
minister at Pekin, has been created a 
Knight Champion of the Bath for recent 
services. Sir Claude Macdonald, who 
was born in 1852, is a son of the late 
Major-General J. O. Macdonald. He 
was educated at Uppingham, Sandhurst, 
and entered the 74th Highlanders in 
1872. Ten years later he had attained 
the rank of major. He served in the 
Egyptian war of 1882, and was men­
tioned in the despatches. From 1883 to 
1887 he was military attache at Cairo, and 
while in that capacity took part in the 
Suakim expedition of 1884.

ITALY HELPING SPAIN. controls

Large Orders for Monitions of War Being 
Hurriedly Filled.

New York, March 10.—The following 
despatch from Rome is in the World :

“ There is feverish activity displayed 
by the Italian government. Manufac­
turers of arms and ammunition at 
Turin, Florence and Naples, after idle­
ness since the end of the African cam­
paign, are running overtime. Large or­
ders for munitions of war have been re­
ceived from Spain, and the Italian gov­
ernment is willing to fill them in an in­
direct way by placing new arms in the 
hands of the ltalian troops and sending 
the old ones to intermediatory traders, 
who would hand them over to the Span­
ish authorities. Spain has depended 
largely on Italy latterly for arms. There 
is this moment an order to the Italian 
branch of the Armstrong’s company, 
which has a foundry at Caetel-a-Mare, 
near Naples, to furnish two 9%-inch 
guns for the Cristobal Colon, which waa 
built in Genoa. Spain is said to be ne­
gotiating for the purchase of a heavily 
armored cruiser which is nearing com­
pletion at the Ansaldi ship yards at 
Genoa.

• V R. H. Hassen, of Boston, a guest at 
the Queen’s hotel, was robbed early yes­
terday morning of $400 in cash, and late 
last night Richard Dalton and an associ­
ate named Kersey were arrested on sus­
picion of having committed the deed.

Mr. Hassen arrived in the city a few 
days ago en route to Klondike. He had 
a large amount of cash with him and 
seems to bave been very careless with 
it. On Thursday night he became in­
toxicated and did not return to his hotel 
until after midnight. He went into 
the lavatory and fell asleep. When 
he was wakened about an hour 
later and put to bed, it was discovered 
that $400 in cash was missing from the 
inside of bis coat pocket. The matter 
was at once reported to the police.

During the time that Hassen had 
been lying asleep in the lavatory Dalton 
and Kersey, who were not guests of the 
hotel, were noticed going in and coming 

of there, and consequently sus­
picion fell upon them.

Detective Perdue while investigating 
the case discovered that Dalton and 
Kersey had been indulging in high life 
during the early hours of yesterday 
morning. They had visited the different 
variety show houses and spent money 
freely on champagne. In all the 
detective traced six $20 bills which the 
pair bad changed, and all of these 
American bills, such as Hassen had 
lost. One of the proprietors questioned 
Dalton as to where be had got so much 
money and was answered by Kersey, 
who said : “Oh, I gave it to him. I 
smuggle whisky into Alaska and make 
lots of money.” Dalton said at another 
place that he bad won the money play­
ing black jack. Neither story proved 
plausible, as Kersey was known the 
afternoon before to have very little 
money, and so was Dalton. The latter, 
in fact, bad applied to a friend for the 
loan of 50 cents. In tracing the move­
ments of the men Detective Perdue also 
found out that Dalton had not been en­
gaged in gambling, as be had stated.

When the arrest was made Dalton 
was fonnd to have $100 on his person.

Dalton came to the city some time 
ago with the Kickapoo Medicine Com­
pany, and has been practically stranded 
in the city since that organization left 
him here.

While being robbed, Hassen Lad about 
$200 in another pocket, which was not 
taken from him. He will probably con­
tinue hie journey North after a prelim­
inary hearing on the charge against the 
prisoners.

William Henry Kersey also was ar­
rested, after one o’clock this morning.

Those who have read letters from 
pioneers who have gone into the coun­
try and especially any who have noted 
letters from the missionaries who were 
sent forward, will remember the em­
phasis laid upon the sufferings of those 
who have been overtaken by accident or

When the London Daily Mail sent its 
youthful correspondent, John W. Hay» 
ward, into the Klondike country about 
f jur months ago.it was with instructions 
to pay no attention to what is ordinarily 
known as news, but send back as many 
stories of thrilling adventure as he could 
pick up. Sensation is what the people 
want about the Yukon country, the edi­
tor had said, and that’s what we’U have 
to give them.

“ And so I don’t want to know any­
thing about the output, past or prospec­
tive, or the geological formation of the 
country, or the statistics of the Klondike 
generally,” explained Hayward as he 
chatted at the New England the night 
before he left Victoria on hie mission. 
‘T am to thrill the British public, and I 
fancy I can hand them some great yarns 
before I get through to Dawson.”

But poor Hayward’s startlers have yet 
to be published. The only tale of ad­
venture in connection with hie ill-con­
ceived expedition is to be written of and 
not by him, for at the last reports from 
the North he was dying from pneumonia 
or meningitie, superinduced by expo­
sure, at a rude and seldom visited cabin 
on the Dyea trail. The only compan­
ions of hie solitude are an old Indian and 
his wife, who do not understand and 
scarcely sympathize with the young 
Englishman. At Dyea it is firmly be­
lieved that the next parties coming out 
will bring news of the correspondent’s 
death.

The ease illustrates forcibly the dan­
ger of sending on such a detail a man of 
limited newspaper experience—although 
he did accompany the Jackson-Harme- 
worth Arctic expedition—and one pos­
sessing not the slightest knowledge of 
the conditions of the country to be pene­
trated. Hayward had every confidence 
in himself, and when other correspond­
ents pointed out to him the dangerous 
folly of some of bis plane, his reply was 
usually a self-confident smile, or the 
comment “ You can’t * string ’ me that 
way, you know.”

At Dyea he was warned that an old 
veteran would not trust to the route at 
that season. He went on. Further up 
the trail his Indian guides cautioned 
him again and again, telling him that a 
bad storm was in the air, and it was 
madness to attempt the passage of the 
little lake he had then reached. He per­
sisted. Then the whirling tempest of 
bitter wind, and snow, and ice that cut 
like little knives, overwhelmed him. 
His outfit was lost, and when he was 
picked up by the Indians returning on 
the cessation of the storm, his feet, legs, 
arms, nose, ears and portions of his body 
were so badly frozen that at first it was 
believed he was past resuscitation.

He revived, however, after several 
hoars, and was borne to the nearest 
cabin on the trail, whose poor accommo­
dations were freely placed at his dis­
posal. There he was when Herman 
Groth and two Indian companions came 
through to the coast about three weeks 
ago. Whether he will ever be able to 
move inward or homeward from that 
desolate camp in the wilderness, no one 
can say with poeitivenees. Groth thinks 
not.

There were several interesting sub­
jects discussed at the school board meet­
ing last night, the most important being 
a report by City Superintendent Eaton 
suggesting that grading in each particu­
lar school should be dealt with accord­
ing to the peculiar circumstances and 
conditions and not by a set of arbitrary 
standards as at present. The report 
read :

“ Permit me to recommend that the 
resolution of your board requiring that 
promotion examination should be ‘ abso­
lutely identical and uniform ’ for cot re­
sponding divisions in all the schools be 
rescinded. The effect of such action 
would be to leave the matter of grading 
where the regulations of the department 
leave it - i.e., in the hands of the princi­
pals and their assistants in their respect- 

schools. My reasons for so recom­
mending are briefly as folio

“ The resolution in question was 
adopted primarily to remedy an unsatis­
factory condition that at that time ob­
tained in one of your schools, and, in 
fact, I presume, es the readiest means, 
then at band, for estimating the relative 
efficiency of the varions teachers. The 
conditions are now, however, materially 
different. All of our schools are fairly 
well organized, and you have an officer 
whose special function it is to guarantee 
the character of the work done in every 
class-room. I am of opinion, moreover, 
that the process’of grading in each par­
ticular school should be determined by 
its own peculiar circumstances and con­
ditions and not by a set of arbitrary 
standards that ignore an inevitable di- 
vereity in those conditions.

“ If it were possible, as the present 
system of onifjrm promotion examina­
tions contemplates, to keep classes in 
different parts of the city marching along 
with equal step from year to year, it 
would serve no good purpose to do so. 
On the contrary it is not uniformity, but 
individuality that should constitute the 
aim of all our school contrivances, and 
in proportion as we strive after the 
former we arrest the development of the 
latter. After all, it is only a uniformity 
in percentages and not in the mental 
product that can be effected at beet. It 
is the business of a perfect machine to 
turn out a uniform product ; but such is 
not the function of the school. The 
regulation in question by so much gives 
the character ot a machine to our organ­
ized school work, and to a serious extent 
has tended to the substitution of de­
liberate and persistent cramming for the 
terminal examinations in the place of 
rational teaching,

“ If, ladies and gentlemen, the reasons 
I have suggested for the rescission of the 
resolution referred to seem of sufficient 
weight to warrant you in at once adopt­
ing my «recommendation I shall gjadly 
hold myself responsible for a material 
improvement, in consequence, in the 
character of the work done in not a few 
of your class rooms.”

Trustee Marchant said the trouble 
presented itself in not having uniform 
grading, that if a pupil left one part of 
the city and went to reside in another 
school district there might be difficul­
ties. He thought that the same limit 
table should be used in all the schools. 
Though perhaps competitive teaching 
had its evils, laxity of system might also 
have its disadvantages.

Snpt. Eaton thought Trustse March­
ant misinterpreted the suggestion. He 
did not ask that all examinations be 
-done away with and each school go its 
own way. What he did mean was that 
the same exact questions should not be 
set for every school, but that the exami­
nations be arranged by the principal and 
staff of each school according to the par­
ticular conditions of each class.

Trustee Belyea was against machine 
■education, and if he had known such a 
resolution existed as mentioned by. 
Superintendent Eaton, he would have 
moved for its removal long ago. Pro­
motion had for its object the grading of 
the pupils to the best advantage accord­
ing to the conditions of each particular 
school. He did not believe in cast iron 
uniformity for all the schools—it wpuld 
be much better to have individuality.

Trustee Hall, as the matter was of 
great importance, moved that the report 
lie on the table for further considera­
tion. . ,

This motion was carried.

The Worst in Many Years’ Experience Off 
the Coast—Damage in San Fran­

cisco Harbor.

San Francisco, March 10.—Not since 
1874, when a severe northern storm did 
thousands of dollars’ damage to ship­
ping in the port and to the city’s docks, 
has a worse gale swept over the bay than 
that which sprung np at midnight last 
night. Tbe wind blew steadily from 
the north until 3 o’clock this 
morning, causing ships in the stream 
to drag their anchors and those 
at the piers to bump against 
the sides of mooring piles, carrying away 
rails and not only dama^in^f theznsel vest 
but the state’s waterfront property. Tbe 
gale subsided into a brisk northwest 
breeze at 7 a.m., bat it left a pretty good 
sea running.

The coasting steamer Enreka lies on 
tbe bottom of the harbor. It will cost 
several thousand dollars to raise her. 
The bay is filled with the wreckage of 
docks, scows, schooners, derricks and 
rafts, while wharves were shaken to 
their foundations.

The damage along the front from How­
ard street north will amount in round 
figures, including damage to shipping, to 
$200,000.

ThinkWe do not like the idea of “ cheap 

money for farmers,” if it means money 
on mortgage. Cheap money, like most 
cheap things, is apt to be dear in the 
long run, though perhaps for a different 
reason from that which applies to mer­
chandise. We do not think it well that 
farmers should be encouraged to borrow 
money on mortgage, any more than that 
a merchant ought to be encouraged to 
borrow money upon his stock in trade. 
Loans to farmers ought to be made on 
the same principle that they are toTausi- 
ness men, to be used in a business way 
and upon the credit of the going busi­
ness. We believe it would be possible 
to devise a system of farm loans that 
would be free from the objection to which 
mortgages are open, that je short time 
loans to be used just aa a merchant uses 
the money which he gets from a bank. 
Farmers ought to be discouraged from 
borrowing on mortgage. Hitherto, when 
they required money, they have not had, 
as a rule, any alternative except to get it 
in this way. But it is an unbusiness­
like way of borrowing and some means 
should be provided by which it could be 
rendered unnecessary.

Speaking in the house the other day, 
Mr. Booth expressed the opinion that 
only a very small proportion of the 
farmers of British Columbia had been 
successful. We do not share his views 
on this point, but we do say that if 
farming in this province had been con­
ducted more on business principles than 
at present, it would have been very 
much more profitable. This observation 
applies to other communities as 
well as our own. A successful farm­
er must be governed by correct business 
principles. He must learn to calculate 
the cost of what he does and to estimate 
upon the margins of profit. If be 
needs money to enable him to handle or 
hold his crop, he ought to be able to ob­
tain it at reasonable rates and on condi­
tions that will warrant him in making 
t le loans. The ordinary banks cannot 
deal with this class of business as a gen­
eral thing, and loans on mortgage are 
expensive. It is highly desirable that 
some special arrangement may be made 
to meet the necessities of the case, and 
if the government is able to devise one' 
it will deserve well, not only of the far­
mers. but of the whole community. At 
present we hardly appreciate in this 
province the importance of our agricul­
tural interests. We hardly realize that 
our farmers, in so far aa they are able to 
supply the local demand for food pro­
ducts, are keeping at home money which 
otherwise would have to be sent abroad. 
The time has come when more must be 
done for our agricultural interests than 
has yet been attempted, and the state­
ment of the Premier that the govern­
ment has a measure in preparation deal­
ing with the supply of money to farmers 
will be very welcome.

JAMES BAY.

It is evident that the James Bay bridge 
is unequal to the traffic over it, and 
moreover that the demands upon it are 
growing greater all the time. The city 
council ought not, therefore, to delay 
much longer in taking steps to provide 
another thoroughfare to the James Bay 
district. A proposal was made some 
years ago to extend Douglas street to 
Superior, and to make this the thorough­
fare to the outer wharf. There may be 
some objection to the latter part of the 
proposal, because to compel loaded teams 
to go the extra distance in order, to get 
from the wharf to the wholesale houses 
on Wharf street would seem a little un­
reasonable, but the new street would be 
much used by light vehicles and would 
greatly add to the value of the property 
which it would open up.

We also submit that it would be well 
for the city council to improve Bircdage 
Walk and Superior street so as to make 
these streets suitable for heavy traffic 
from the outer wharf, and thus keep 
drays and loaded vehicles off Belleville 
street, which could then be attractively 
boulevarded.

It would not be advisable, in case 
Douglas street is extended, to build 
a new bridge, but the roadway should 
be built up from the bottom 
Indeed it is time steps were 
taken to provide for the filling 
up of the whole of James Bay. If the 
Sorby harbor plan is adopted this will 
be done without expense to the taxpay­
ers, but if nothing comes oi that project 
we suggest that steps ought to be taken 
to reclaim the whole of the land east of 
the present bridge.

We print a London report that Rt. 
Hon. Lord George Francis Hamilton is 
to succeed the Earl of Aberdeen as gov­
ernor-general of Canada. Lord George 
is son of the first t)nke of Abercorn, an 
Irish peer. He was born in 1845. The 
Hamilton family is a very ancient and 
distinguished one. Although the present 
title of Duke of Abercorn, which the 
head of the family holds, is of recent 
creation, the Duke’s title of Baron of 
Strabane dates from 1617V Lord George 
Hamilton has been First Lord of the 
Admiralty, chairman of the London 
School Board, and Under Secretary for 
India. He is now Secretary of State for 
India. He married Maud Caroline 
Lascellee, daughter of the third Earl of 
Lascelles.

The situation between the United 
States and S pain does not improve. For 
a day or two there seemed to be a chance 
of a peaceful solution, but yesterday’s 
news is very disquieting. The despatch 
by Spain of two torpedo destroyers direct 
to Cuba, and the sailing of the torpedo 
squadron for the Canaries, en roule, un­
doubtedly, for the same destination, are 
very significant. To this we must add 
the hurried arrangements made by the 
United States to protect the Atlantic 
coast cities. Decidedly the outlook is 
ominous.

Mb. W. B. McInnes has introduced a 
bill into parliament to provide for a $500 
poll tax upon Japanese as well as 
Chinese. We have no idea that the 
measure will become law, and Mr. Mc­
Innes can tard ly expect that it will; 
but its introduction will serve a good 
purpose by forcing the Dominion gov­
ernment to define its position upon this 
important question.

BOTTLE OFThough not partaking of a state charac­
ter, the funeral of the late ChiefcJustice 
yesterday was a public one, large and 
representative of all classes, official and 
private. It was a fitting tribute to the 
memory of a man who had done much 
for Victoria and one who had in his life 
time taken a very leading part in pro­
vincial affairs, while attaining to the 
high and honorable position of Chief 
Justice of British Columbia. Though 
the Chief Justice was during his life 
singularly averse to anything in the 
form of show or pomp, yet it was thought 
that it would not be fitting to allow his 
funeral to be altogether devoid of a public 
character, and so yesterday this was 
carried out.

At half-past ten o’clock the procession 
began to form in front of the house of 
Mrs. A. E. B. Davie on the Gorge road, 
Superintendent Hussey, of the provincial 
police, and Chief Sheppard of the city 
force, acting as marshals. There was a 
very large gathering, representative of 
the various public bodies, and hundreds 
of private citizens assembled to pay the 
last honors to the dead.

Before eleven o’clock a short service 
• was held in the house by Rev. Fathers 

Nicolaye and Van Nevel, and then the 
coffin was carried to the hearse, and the 
procession formed. . The Fifth Regiment 
band, preceded by a squad of police, 
beaded the procession. Then came the 
Yonng Men’s Institute and the Pioneer 
Societies in front of the hearse, while 
in the procession were Lieutenant-Gov­
ernor McInnes, naval officers represent­
ing the admiral, members of the legisla­
ture, bench and bar, the Mayor and 
aldermen, the board of trade, the school 
board and other public bodies—with a 
great gathering of the public.

Aa the cortege proceeded down Gov­
ernment street the streets along the 
route were fairly lined with people, the 
band playing funeral inarches and the 
bells tolling sadly as the funeral passed.

The immense interior of the Roman 
Catholic cathedral was crowded to the 
doors during the funeral service. The 
coffin, covered with a mass of flowers, 
stood at the head of the middle aisle 
facing the grand altar, and with lighted 
candles at the head and foot.

say that they can stand as much priva­
tion and suffering as men. Under cer­
tain circumstances they can; but they 
cannot do so when it comes to travel­
ling over wind-swept mountains or long 
miles of snow road. Moreover, they 
will be horribly in the way. They can­
not do their share of the work, and 
their presence will entail more labor 
upon the men.

After they have reached the Yukon 
waters they will be none the better off. 
They are not fit for prospecting. It 
would be madness for a woman to un­
dertake to follow her husband over the 
mountains on prospecting tours, and 
there is no place where she can be left 
in any comfort. No donbt every 
woman who goes North with her bus- 
band, does so because she thinks 
she will be a help to him, but we are 
satisfied it is a mistaken notion alto­
gether. They will be better off if they 
remain,bebind and their husbands will 
be better off without them. Sentiment 
is all right in its place, but there is no 
room for it in the Yùkon at present.

We are not speaking of women who go 
with their husbands intending to re­
main at some of the centres of popula­
tion and engage in business -of some 
kind, but of those whose husbands ex­
pect to engage in prospecting. For the 
latter there is no place in the Yukon. 
They cannot save their husbands from 
any of the dangers incident to their 
dertaking, and they will in many cases 
hamper them in thçir work. The best 
place for a woman at present is any­
where else than the Yukon, unless she 
goes to work at something in the mining 
camps.

AIDING THE FARMERS.

Mr. Mnnroe Miller favors the Colonist 
with his views upon what the farmers 
need. His suggestion, though not origi­
nal, will attract considerable attention. 
We think it is open to an insurmountable 
objection—namely, that it would com­
pletely revolutionize business conditions. 
If a measure of that nature should be in­
troduced into the present legislature we 
have no donbt that Mr. Kellie would 
move to add the word “ miners ” after 
farmers, and Dr. Walkem would have his 
additional proposition to add “doctors ” 
ready to cap the suggestion of the vibra­
tory member from Kootenay. And in­
deed we cannot see why, if it is right to 
warehouse farmers’ crops and advance 
them a per centage on its value to enable 
them to hold for a rise, it would not be 
equally right to warehouse the lumber­
man’s lumber and the miner’s silver. 
The idea under consideration was very 
popular for a time with the Populists in 
some of the states of the Union, bat has 
generally been rejected as impracti­
cable.

A suggestion has been made that the 
government might erect a cold storage 
plant somewhere on the mainland, 
taking meats and perishable goods from 
farmers and giving them receipts for the 
same, which receipts would be transfer­
able. If this were done, a farmer could 
place in cold storage in, say November, 
a carcase of beef, for which he would re­
ceive a receipt entitling him to receive on 
demand as many pounds of beef as he 
left in storage. This he could sell at 
once to anyone who wished to buy, or he 
could hold it until the price went up, in 
which case he would make the amount 
of the rise, less the charge for storage. 
The same plan would hold good in re­
gard to butter, eggs and fruit. Un­
doubtedly cold storage receipts would 
sell readily to dealers in meats and other 
lines of produce, and possibly such an 
arrangement as is above outlined, or 
some modification of it, could be sue-

AN OHIO CHAPLAIN. New York, Mardi 10.—The Cuba 
junta has received by messenger the 
official report of General Reicios, who 
commanded the Cuban forces at the 
battle of Najaea, February 21-24. The 
details of the battle show that while the 
Cubans were outnumbered four to one, 
for four days they held their position 
and caused the Spanish troops to re­
treat, leaving 200 dead men upon the 
field.

The messenger who brought the offi­
cial news also brought a copy of, a Span­
ish paper admitting the return of the 
Spanish soldiers, but asserting that the 
four days’ fighting resulted in a victory 
for Spain.

On Februarv 18, General Siminel Cas­
tellanos left the city of Puerto Principe 
with 4,000 Spanish soldiers. In addition 
to three squadron of cavalry, the Span­
iards had two small Krupp field pieces.
Three days previous 
told that the Cuban stronghold in the 
hills of Najaea was not well protected 
and could be taken. Najaea is situated i y 
on a plateau lees than forty miles from . 
the city of Puerto Principe. It is the | 
Cuban base of supplies for Puerto Prin­
cipe province, and is used as a hospital 
station and several attempts have been 
made to take it in the past. Owing to 
its natural advantages, 1,000 men, it is 
said, can hold it against ten times that 
number. The road leading to it is bad 
and offers ambush and protection in case 
of attack.

On the morning of February 21, while 
more than ten miles from Najassa, the 
vanguard of the Spanish army, com­
posed of guerrillas, under Lieutenant 
Perojo, was attacked at a turn in the , ™ 
road. The Cuban cavalry, under Brig- jg 
adier-General Branlio Pena, numbered S 
70 men. The vanguard comprised 50 B 
men. Of the 60, three escaped and 47 
were killed. The Cubans lost 14 men. ||j 
The Spanish cavalry, under Major Copaz, g] 
was attacked by the full Cuban cavalry, m 
600 strong. The loss in the charge by B 
the Cubans was slight. The men under ” 
Copaz were defeated without firing a, 
shot, the Cubans charging them from @ 
the front and rear. The men were liter­
ally cut to pieces. They defended them­
selves with the butts of their carbines.

The Cubans secured 80 cavalry horses, 
with equipments ; 100 carbines and am­
munition. After the cavalry rout they 
were forced to retreat, as the Spanish 
army, 4,000 strong, came into action. 
Retreating for more than a mile, the 
Cubans made a stand behind rocks and 
checked the advance of Castellano’s 
troops until nightfall. In the night the 
Cubans’ wounded were sent to the rear 
and earthworks thrown up that would 
each protect h.lf a dozen rebels. Troops 
were moved to higher ground and every­
thing possible done to make fortifica­
tions. The battle of the second day 
opened with an attempt by the Spaniards 
to take a knob of ground holding 20 men.

After several ineffectual attempts one 
of the Krupp guns were used, and the 
position was abandoned for one higher. 
During the shelling of the small fortifi­
cations the Cubans twice caused the 
piece to be withdrawn out of rifle range. 
There was no attempt made to advance 
by the Spaniards on the 22nd. They 
kept up a continuous fire, shooting whole 
volleys whenever a Cuban showed his 
head.

Twice on the third day General Castel­
lanos made an attempt to advance. On 
both occasions his troops were driven 
back. On the 24th, the fourth day of 
the fight, he suffered a loss of more than 
100 killed and wounded, leaving his dead 
upon the field. They retreated to Puerto 
Principe and announced that they had 
defeated a force of 3,000 Cubans.

The dead were buried by General 
Reicios’ troops. His own loss was 78 
killed and more than 100 wounded. Ma­
jor Copaz, commander of the Spanish 
cavalry, was court-martialed after the I 
first day’s fight for cowardice. The 
Spanish official reports state they fired 
65,270 Mauser bullets and 33 shells in 
four days. The shooting of the Spanish 
artillery, according to the Cubans, was 
always wild. No shell fired, according 
to them, went anywhere near the mark.

By the same messenger was brought 
General Beicio’s reports, came the 
story of a Spanish outrage upon a paci- 
fico, Debio Betancourt.

THE NELSON & FORT
SHEPPARD LAND GRANT.

There will be a discussion in the house 
to-morrow, probably, on the resolution 
of which Mr. Williams, of Vancouver, 
has given notice. This is to the effect 
that the government has exceeded the 
powers conferred by “ The Nelson and 
Fort Sheppard Subsidy Act, 1892,” in 
granting lands to the railway company. 
The facts of the case apjiear to be that 
there not being sufficient land along the 
line of the railway to allow the land 
subsidy to be given in alternate blocks, 
the government supplemented the area 
in such blocks out of the reserved blocks. 
This shortage of area was due in part to 
the location of a portion of the line near 
the international boundary, and in part 
to the fact that the road being necessar­
ily more or less winding, it was a physi­
cal impossibility to get the requisite sub­
sidy in alternate blocks, of the dimens­
ions referred to in the act.

The subsidy act authorizes the govern­
ment to give a subsidy not to exceed a 
certain acreage per mile, to be taken in 
alternate blocks of a certain area each 
It has been contended, and we 
presume will be argued to-morrow in 
the house, that the controlling words in 
this arrangement are those which pro­
vide that the blocks shall be "alternate; 
but we do not believe this is the proper 
construction of the language. The im­
portant part of the subsidy is the area of 
land to be given. The provision as to 
alternate sections is secondary, and can­
not be understood in any way to qualify 
the amount of the subsidy. It will 
surely not be claimed that the subsidy 
act meant that 10,000 acres of land per 
mile should be given if as much as that 
could be secured by taking alternate 
blocks, and that if it could not be so se­
cured then the subsidy should be re­
duced by such amount as the available 
alternate blocks fell short of the whole 
s mount. We think the whole language of 
the subsidy mast be taken together and he 
construed so as to keep faith with the 
men, who on the faith of the legislature 
put their money in the railway. We 
think these things will be admitted :

1st. The legislature intended to give 
10,240 acres per mile for the railway.

2nd. The Company believed it was go­
ing to receive 10,240 acres of land fo 
every mile of road built, and money was 
invested in the road on the faith of such 
an understanding.

3rd. The line of the railway had not 
been surveyed at the time the subsidy 
act was passed, and it never occurred to 
any one at the time that the subsidy 
could not be got by giving the company 
alternate blocks of the size mentioned in 
the act.

If these three propositions are admit­
ted, it follows that the legislature can­
not with propriety be held to have in­
tended that the expression “ alternate 
blocks ” was used for the purpose of giv­
ing notice that the subsidy might be less 
than 10,240 per mile, and was to be 
read in connection with the expression 
«« not exceeding,” as limiting the Bab- 
sidy to such area as alternate blocks of 
four miles frontage on the railway would 
contain. We also think the following 
will be conceded :

4th. The necessary location of the 
railway is such that the subsidy of 10,- 
240 acres per mile could not be' given in 
alternate blocks four miles square.

This being the case it follows :
5th. To give effect to the intention of 

the legislature and to keep faith with 
the company, the shortage in the al­
ternate blocks had to be made good 
from other land.

The opposition must concede the first 
four propositions. They deny the fifth.

COLUMBIA FLOURING MILLS CO.The prayer of the Ohio chaplain grates 
rather harshly upon our ears, bat it does 
not lack for precedents. David was an 
exceedingly prayerful man ; yet we find 
all through his petitions evidence that 
he considered himself especially marked 
for divine pleasure and that he expected 
the Almighty to recognize the fact. He 
had as poor an opinion of his enemies 
as the Ohio chaplain has of Spain. We 
suppose this proves nothing, except that 
in the forty centuries or so since David’s 

. time, human nature has not very ma­
terially altered.

We do not find it very easy to find 
fault with this Ohio man for his prayer 
If a man is fall of his subject, he is not 
very likely to concede that anyone else 
may be right. We find in the his­
tory of all countries instances 
where quite as remarkable peti­
tions have been addressed to the 
Almighty. Cromwell and his soldiers 
gave examples of grotesquenees in 
prayer, which only their evident sincer­
ity saved from being profane. In the 
records of the Puritans of New England 
we findmuch of the same sort. Even inoar 
own time and our own country we hear 
the most astonishing propositions laid 
down in prayer. Not long ago a leading 
minister in one of the cities on the 
Coast, in the course of a fervid prayer, 
ejaculated : “For we know, O Lord, 
that Thou knowest,” and then followed 
an elaborate explanation of a disputed 

, proposition in theology. Such people 
mean well, bat they are not in reality 
praying. They are asserting their indi­
viduality. They are giving expression 
to wishes, fears, hopes and opinions. 
They are in no sense of the word seeking 

r to get themselves into harmony with Di­
vine will and in that way fit 
themselves to be the recepients 
of Divine assistance. Their prayers are 
simply an expression of exuberant en­
thusiasm, of exaggerated hopefulness 
and sometimes of unreasoning fear 
They feel the better for them in the 
same way that any one feels the better 
for a vigorous and unrestrained expres­
sion of feeling. Sometimes they catch 
the fire of their own enthusiasm, they 
see themselves idealized by the very vio­
lence of their feelings, and with the im­
petus thus received are able to do and 
dare things which they would otherwise 
not think of attempting; bat they can 
hardly be truthfully said to be praying. 
And so we dismiss the Ohio chaplain 
by saying that while his language, the 
burden of his petition and the manner 
in which it was received by those to 
whom it was addressed—for it was nn 
donbtedly intended chiefly for the ears 
of the legislature—shock our ideas of 
Yaverence, they were inspired by a spirit 
which would be likely to prove a formid­
able incentive to tbe people of the 
United States in the event of a foreign 
war. We have the habit of smiling at 
the claim of superiority made by oflr 
neighbors, but until it has been proved 
baseless by disaster, it will be a potent 
factor in determining the policy of the 
nation and in contributing to its success.
