The, abaudoned schooner Laura Pike

toria, which arrived at San Francisco on
Thursday, three days late, with her car
80 of coal from Ladysmith. The steam-
er Victoria, ‘Capt. Casey, passed the
derelict in lat. 43 »deg. 54 min. N., long.
124 ‘deg. 54 niin.'W., or about ‘60 miles
north of Cape Blanco., The schooner
was awash, with her foremost and jib-
boom standing, but her mainmast hang-
ing over the side.

FRATERNAL INSURANCH.

A United States Decision of Interest
to Society Members,
The counstitution of tae sapreme aourt’
of the Independent Order of Foresters,
a freternal society. whose primary pur-
pose was to.insure the livis of its mem-
bers, and afford the assistince in . ase
of physical disability or s.ckacss, pro-
vided that if the financial sceretiry of
a subordinate order, why wis decln-ed-
to be the agent of the members of that’
order, should fail to trausm't the as-
sessments made npon such members,-and
such default should contivne - for a
month, the subordinate order, ineluding
its members, should ipsa facto stand
suspended. It was provided by the con-
stitution that the order might be rein-
stated by the payment of the amount
for which it was suspended, and - “by
each member seeking reinstatement pre-
senting a certificate of good health on
form No. 4, or passing the medical
board if required by the executive coun-
cil or by the supreme chief rapger.” A
subordinate order in Buffalo, of which

standing, was, suspended becaunse  its
secretary was _delinguent, and, subse-
quently, when Mr. Brown applied for-re-
instatement, his application was refused,
on the ground that he had failed to pass
the required medical examination. The
reason for this failure was due to a
surgical operation performed while he
was a member in good standing.

AUSTRALIA’S. NAVAL DEFENCE.

Question as to Whether the Common-
wealth Will Have a Navy.

The naval defence of ‘Amstralia hae
lately exeited a good deal of attention,
and the following from the New York
Sun is of interest as being an outside
view of the case: _ :

It certainly does seem . that con-
federation ought to quicken instead
cf killing, the sea life of Australia,
and that, even from an imperial point
of view, it would be a; mistake to miss
the opportunity of ‘a training ' school
of -Australian seamen. - Australia is
an island-continent, and the volume of
its sea-borne trade 48 doday doubie
that of the ‘whole Russian empire. Un-
der the circumstances it would seem
expedient = that Amustralians should be
specially encouraged to develop the
naval side of their own defence. The
Spectator explodes the fallacy which
lurks in the argnment put forward by
the British admiralty, the argument.
namely, that ‘Australia will defend her-
self best by increasing the sea-power
of Britain, and that the best way to do
this is by supplying money to augment
the imperial sea-going fleet. While]
this sounds plausthle, it is misleading,
because, as a matter of fact, a cash
contribution made by Awustralia would
not add a penny to the naval! strength
of the empire. It would merely re-
lieve the British taxpayer to a certain
extent. If ' the United Kingdom re-
ceives no cash contribution from Aus-
tralia, it would spend uot & farthing
less upon its fleet, but would estimate
the naval needs of the empire exactly
as before. If, on the other hand, Aus-
tralia spent her money on providing
a naval contingent of her own, the naval
force provided for her would be a real
addition to the empire’s maval strength,
just . as her military contingents are
real additions to the imperial land forces.
She wounld have ealled into -existence
not only extra ships and guns, but,
‘what is far more important, extra men.

- As for ‘the asserfion that .Australian
ships would have to be built by the
British ' government and!' commanded
by British officens, the Spectator con-
tends that it wwould be better for Ams-
tralia, like Japan, to place its orders
with private firms. It is not disputed
that, until ~ Australian = naval officers
‘were trained, it would be wise to place
the Australian navy nunder a British
sdmiral, just ‘as Amstralian military
forces are placed under an experienced
British general. = But, according ‘to the
Spectator, the aim should be to qualify
Australian officers as quickly as pofsi-
ble ' to take command of “™eir own
ships, in order that the Australian com-
murity might acquire a keen personal
Interest in the sea power and its main-
tenance. In. certain matters, no doubt,
there would have to be: a strict agree-
ment  between tHe Australian naval
office . .and the British admiralty, es-
pecially in the matter of the guns and
the ammunition - used. o, also, out-
side of their own waters, Australica
warships would naturally be attached
to some imperial squadron. A foreign
cruise . would practically mean a loan
of the vessel to the British admiralty.

Reported Strike In Canadian
Poreupine Is Confirmed -
By Later Advices.

Diggings There Will Yield From
Ten to Twelve Dollars
Per Day.

Steamer Amur brough a budget of late
news from the gold mining camps of the
North. The principal news was the con-
firmation of the reported strikes on Moose
creek—the last Canadian mining district
in the Golden North. The new district
is in the Canadian Porcupine, and its dig-
gings are rich. Capt Thompkins had a:-
rived at Skagway prior to the sailing of
the "Amur from the scene of the strike.

‘The captain staked on Gold Run, Moose
and Frazier creeks and brought back 35
cents panned from the bed of Frazler
creek, besides two or three dollars worth
of the Tﬂd taken out last fall. The dig-
gings will yleld easily, as shown by pros-
pecting tests, from $10 to $12a day to the
man. The gold is dark, coarse and will go
$18 to the ounce. ‘“There is no fake about
the district,” said the captain: “it is every-
thing that has been represented.”

Jerry Monroe, formerly of Dawson, writes
to the Dally News from Chena river, in the
Tanana country, telling of an emcouraging
strike. made by himself and others on the
Salt Jacket river, between the Tanana and
the ‘Chena.

In January, 1901, a High school -was
opened in Nelson in one of the unoceu-
pied rooms of the Public school building.
This &chool should prove of ‘great ad-
vartage not only to Nelson but to the
many towns of Kootenay that are tribu-
tary to that important city. With char-
acteristic energy, the citizens during .the
past summer erected, at a cost of about
$10,000 ($5,000 of which was contributed
by the government), a four-roomed High
school building. On the Ist September
of the present school year Rossland
secured the advantages of a High sechool,
while on the 6th January, 1902, a High
school will. be, opened in Vernon. The
action ' of the“j."egislature in voting, at
the Iast 3éssion of she House, increased
aid to High schools throughout the prov-
ince canpot fail to have a stimulating
effect ‘ont “these important institutions;
but boards of trustees must bear:imymind
that before this grant can be given; the
building and ‘its equipment must be ‘satis~

ifactory to the Council of Publie Iustruc-.

tion. Coming to the coast cities, it gives
me much pleasure to report that a fine
new High school ‘is ‘new in course of
erection in Victoria, which when ecom-
Dleted will cost in the neighborhood of
$40,000. . In my- last'report the old build-
u‘xg was mentioned as being quite un-
suitable, and it je particularly gratifying
that the School Board of Victoria should

“By your permission, no final exami-
nation was held. Diplomas were granted
on the results of work done during the
whole session, rather than on that of a
few hours at its termination. In other
words, the examination extended over
the ‘whole term, and every student wew
showed teaching ability, together with a
capacity for steady, couscientious work,
was granted a diploma. I trust, sir, that
this new departure will be permitted to
continue, as faithful work and attention
to duty for an entire session is surely a
better test of practical ability in the
school room than any written examina-
tion can possibly be, however careful ar-
ranged.

“During our pracuicar work, the stu-
dents visited and taught. in the schools
of Vancouver city and its immediate
vicipity. I have much pleastire in con-
veying, on kchalf of the students of the
Normal sebovl, their thanks to the teach-
ers. visited, for their kind consideration
and practical assistance.

“I canmot conclude thls report without
aleo expressing my- own thanks .to the
teachers of the High school and the city
superintendent for their cordial co-opera-
tion in every way, and particularly to
the members of the Board of Trustees
for Vancouver city for the liberality with
which they have granted every request
made on behalf of the Normal school.”
DEAF AND DUMB,

The principal of the institation for the
deaf and dumb sent the following re-
port as to pupils from this province:

“It is now more than 11 years since
your government recognized the ‘claims
In 1890 a
small appropriation was made by the
Legislature to cover the expenses of
children attending  this instftution or
other institutions, and I am SOrry to say
that, g far as I know, only one pupil
received the advantage of this offer, and
that only  for two terms. Olive Jen-
kins, from Vietoria, was the pupil, and
she attended this school for the terms
1890-1 and 1891-2. It was not until
1897 that negotiations wvere re-opened
and application made for three other
pupils. These were Annie Ward, (Katie
Hillier and Walter Helmer, who were
admitted in September, 1897. These
children have remained with. us ever
since,

‘“The subject of deaf-mute education
has been pressed upon the ' government
spasmodically for a period of 12 or 13
years, but with the result, as stated, of
giving the opportunity to only a small
number to receive an education. With
the growth of population and the na-
tural increase of the deaf, coupled with
the persistent efforts on the part of the
fiiends of the deaf, the government felt
that the time had arrived to take some
definite action that would include all the
deaf children of school age;and when I
visited Victoria during the summer of
last year, I found an earnest desire upou
the part of the Minister of Education.
the Hon, Mr. Prentice, to ‘provide a
School whereby “all ‘these childre:t might
share equal advantiges in the matter of
education, 3

“As thers was a question of doubt as
tg the number that would apply for ad-
mission to such a school, it was decided
to arrange with the government of Mani-
toba to maintain and care for all proper
subjects for ‘a term of years, or until
such time when there would be a suffi-
clent number to establish a local school.
“This arrangement has been carried
ont, and 'we have now in this inetitu-
tion 11 from the province of British Co-
lumbia.”

SUPERINTENDENT'S REMARKS.

The superintendent says:

“The over-crowding of pupils in some
divisions of the city schools is a ques-
tion that should recelve your serious
consideration. - When the yearly amount
of the per capita grant received for any
division in our ecity schools exceeds the
yearly salary of the teacher employed—
when, n other words, certain school
rooms become a source of revenue (0
the City Council—the subject calls for
prompt action on the part of the gov=~
erument -of the province. Take, for ex-
ample, the esse of the public schools of
Nanaimo. The actual daily attendance
during the past year was 862.08. The
provincial allowance, on the basis of a
Der capita grant of $15, therefore,
amounts to $12,930.45. The salaries. of
the seventeen - teachers employed in the
public schools, of that city, as found in
table C, will amount, during the year,
to the sum of $11,520. In other words,
after paying the salaries of al] the teach-
ers -employed, the City Council of Na-
naimo  will :have on

hand a surplus of

$1:410.45 from the per capita grant alone,
*The Manual Training schools estah-
lished and supported through the liberal-
ity of Sir W. €. MecDonald have proved
& great success. Four centres, so called,
;v:o in Vietoria and two Tul: Vancouver,
e Nnow in operation. ese  schools
have been established in every province
of the quimoq, and are everywhere
meeting - with' .strong: local support.

The report was received with hearty
epplause.

Rev, E. 8. Rowe moved the adoption
of the report. He said he had been
rather at a loss to know why he had
been chosen to-move the resolution until
he had heard the report read, and the
saccess of the collectore—he supposea \t
was deemed that the subject would be a
congenial one to ome of his cloth, who
were considered experts in the art of
collecting  funds. (Laughter.) The re-
port fwas most gratifying, and _showed
beyond doubt that the association had
won the sympathy as well as the finan-
cial aid of the citizens. The amount of
cash available justified the sassociation
in_entering upon &etive work at once,
and it was important that a good work-
ling committee should be elected. The
Provisional committee had done so well
and worked €0 earnestiy that they could
scarcely be improved upoun. He was
strongly in -favor of judicious auver-
tising in pamphlets, folders, by good pic-
tures of. scenery, and above all, in the
magszines, avhich: make their advertise-
mens. go attractive that they often sur-
passed in interest the literary contents.
(Laughter.)

An effort should be made to provide
comfortable hotel accommodatiow and
rapid ang - direet cominunication from
centres of population.” Amusements, gold

The sanitary ‘conditions “of the city
should be fhproved, and the condition
of the streets, which were far from
attractive in fheir present state. He
told of his arrival in Victoria, and the
unfavorable impression made upon him
in driving from the Outer wharf. The
long grass growing by the wayside and
covered with dust and the clouds of dust
which the carriage wheels raised, then
when the mnsavory James Bay mud flats
came in sight, and finally his relier when
the clean block pavement of Fort street

aged to beautify their premises—he wvas
fined once for watering his lawn in Pro-
hibited hours. ‘(Laughter.) It shounld be
part of the work of the association to
use their-influence with the City Coun-
¢il to bring abopt improvements.

He strongly faversd pivvision Dbeing
made for short steamboat excursions .to
points in the neighborhood of Vietoria,
and hoped the transportation companies
would exert themselves to cater to that
most desirable form of summer amuse-
ment.. He spoke in glowing terms of the
unequalled beauties of the islgnds, .and
described the pleasurable sensations he
had enjoyed in a trip among them, de-
claring that no portion of the world
afforded a similar profusion of scenic at-
tractions.

Mr. C. H. Lugrin, in seconding the
motion, ecid' the committee was to. be
congratulated on their report snd the
splendid. work they had accomplished.
‘He paid a very graceful compliment to
the secretary for his efforts in bringing
the movement to its present promising
stage. One of the important matters
which ‘the committee had very properly
taken in hand’'was that in conmection
with the fisheries. It was of great mo-
meut to the people of the city amd the
Island, that the fish should be preserved.
(He quoted a parallel case to the Cowi-
chan river, which had come under his
notice in New Brunswick, where the op-
position of the Indians to fish protection
lanvs being enforced was so violent that
it resnlted in a shooting nffray.in which
a lady lost her life, but that stream to-
dey provided some of the best fishing in
the proyince, ‘and the Indians were deriv-
ing a good income from the tourists who
visited it. ;

After describing some of the magnifi-
cent seenery which Vancouver Island
affords in addition to the splendid fish-
ing which may-Be had in its streams and
rivers, he epoke of the importance of
tourist travel to' a country. This was
‘well illustrated in New Brunswick, where
the government had adopted its encomr-
agement as a part of their policy. He
showed how the most barren, worthless
portions of the State of Maine had been
made valuable through advertising their
attractions as hunting and fishing re-
sorts. ¢

‘His -idea of the work of. the associa-
tion was in the first place to operate in
the territory west of the Missiesippi and
gredually to extend its scope until the
whole of Bastern Canada and the United
States .was covered. . The .- association
must also advertise in Great. Britain for
there were many people of wealth there
who counted distance as an obstacle
easily overcome when there wag some-
thing worth seeing and good. sport at
the other end.

~ A PIONEER

Henry M. Short, Well Known
Gunsmith, Dies at His Resi
dence at Ross Bay.

The.death occurred yesterday morning
at his'vesidence at Ross Bay of Heury
IM. Short, the well known Douglas street
gunmaker, who was a pioneer of the city
of Vietoria. For some months the late
Mr. Short had been ill and his death
was - not, -although unexpected.

'L'here
were salso the vacancies in the cabinet
which had remained unfilled for several
months in defiance of all precedent.  He

then called iwpon Mr. H.' D. Helmeken. {1

Mr. Helmcken before entering upon his
speech reada letter from G. R. Tatow,
M. P. P, Vancouver, expressing Sym-
pathy with the objects of the meeting.

(Mr. Helmcken said the meeting ‘was one
of the meost important held for some time
past. It was a humiliation to the coun-
try that the Legislature should be called
together with any of the seats vacant.
It was a gross outrage which the elec-
tors should resent.

Second Mate Todd, Hunter Ar-
chie. Wilson. and Boat-steerer Williams
volunteered to.make the hazardous trip,
and they started at noon through the
inside passage to the store at Nootkun!
From. Nootka the:
open. gea to round Hesguoit bluff, and
the wind blew heavily from the south-
east. Then it increased to a violent
gale, with a tremendous sea, and the
canoe, . half-filled with water, - was 'toss«
ed about like a cork, and her  crew,
drenched and suffering from cold, fear-
ed that it must be capsized. To qu-
ward a large ship was sighted, but it
passed on, and some time afterwards an-
other large square-rigger was seen. 5

‘The canoe was paddled over towards
her course, and while Second Mate Tod’d
hoisted two wsweaters on the cauoe’s
masts as a  signal, the others shouted
ioudly for. assistance. The lookout on
the ‘Gernian ship 'saw them and called
‘Gapt. ~Alm, who—as was afterwards
told to the sealers—was at a loss to
know 'what couh}l have ‘l;rouiglht ;ggh-na
craft to sea at that pomt. e in-
‘cli’;‘led at first to think that it was a
‘pilot, although the distance to sea argued
against this.”“The ‘ship bore down to-
wards the canoe, and t}le sealers paq-.
