Prairie Fires Burn Over Thou.
sand Square Miles and
Threatens @Ity.

Lawton, A Okla., March 3.—Reports
indicate that five persoms have been
burned to death, and there are 1,000
square miles of territory .in Iowa and
Comanche counties ewept by prairie
®res. Huundreds of people are home-
less- and it is impessible to estimate
accurately the finapejal loss.

A. W. Crawford, Mrs. Henderson and
two daughters, living near Lawton, were
seriously burned, one of the daughters
probably fatally.

More fatalities are expected as re-
ports from some districts are meagre.

At Hobart, the county seat of Kio-
wat, the fire approached from the east,
destroying everything, Spreading to the
southwest, the fire swept 75,000 acres
of government military and timber re-’
serves and Indian reseryes, destroying
several Indian houses and forty head of
government cattle.

Former Pioneer
Passes Away

te.| 8ir Joseph Trutch, K. C. M. 6.,.

+ First Governor of 8. C.,
Dies in England.

One of Province’s Fathers of
Confederation and Lead-
ing Citizen.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

{The telegraph announces the demise
yesterday. morning in {Hartrow Manor,
launton, Somerset, of ‘Sir Joseph Wil-
liam Truteh, ex-Governor = of British
‘Columbia, at the age of 78. The de-
ceased -gentleman was ill for two
months, having suffered from a stroke
of 'apoplexy. ‘

Sir Joséph Trutdh was a son of the

late Wm. ; Truteh,. solicitor, Ashcot,
Somerset, England. He was born at
Ashcot in 1826 and was educated at
BExeter and became a pupil of Sir John
[Rennje, C. E. Heé was a member of
the Institute of Civil Engineers of
Great Britain, In 1849, in company
'with the late David Leneveu, formerly
of this city, and other adventurous
spirits, Mr. Trutch sailed from Eng-
land for California. That was the year
of the great gold excitement. He mined
in California for a time, and afterwards
went to Oregon.  He settled at Victoria
in 1859 and was engaged in the con-
struction of public works in the colony,
including the Alexandra suspension
bridge which spans the F'raser river at
the Indian town of Spuzzem. After
the retirement of General Moody he
became commissioner "of lands  and
works. In 1870, with Hon. Dr. Hel-
mckerd and 'Senator <Carroll, he went
to Ottawa and arranged the terms for
the umion of British Columbia with
Canada. Upon the colony joining Con-
federation he was appointed first Lieut.-
Governor. Subsequently he acted as
agent for the Dominion government in
British Columbia and the Esquimalt dry
dock, the Onderdonk sections of the C.
P. R. and the Esquimalt-Nanaimo rail-
way were all built under his super-
vision. He was created a K. C. M. G.
in 1889 In 1855 he married Julia Eliza-
beth, daughter of Louis Hyde, of New
York. She died at the family residence,
Fairfield estate, in this city, in July,
1896.
Sir  Joseph, then plain Mr. Trutch,.
entered politics some years before Con-
federation. In 1862 he was chosen to
represent Victoria distriet (now South
Victoria) in the Vancouver Island as-
sembly. He sat for two years. In
1864 Sir “James. Douglas, who had
previously governed .both t}xq Vancouver
Island and British Columbia colonies
‘with two executives, was relieved, and
a Govermmor was appointed for each
colony. After the mnion of the colonies
in 1867, and the establishment of the
seaf of government at Victoria, he came
here to.reside. Im 1871, after the terms
of mnion with Canada h¥d been ratified
by the legislative council, Mr. Trutch
continued to act as chief commissioner
until relieved by a responsible minister.
Immediately afterwards he was ap-
pointed first Lieut.-Governor, as stated
above.

There appears, then, to be no alterna-
tive to Confederation, but that sugges-
tion which has been shadowed forth dur
ing this debate, and which I, for one,
decline to consider as a possibility. And
so we come to Confederation as our
: manifest destiny. To sum up my argu-
ment in support 'of the motion of the
!Hon. the Attorney-General I advocate
Confederation because it will secure the
continuance of this colony under the
British flag, and setrengthen British in-
terests on this continent, and because it
will benefit this community by lessening
taxation and giving increased revenue
for local expenditure; bfv advancing the
political status of the colony; by secur-
ing the practical aid of the Dominian
Government, who are, I believe, able te
—and -whose gpecial eare it would be
i to devise and—carry into effect measures
tending to develop the natural resources
and to promote s¢he prosperity of this
colony; and by affording, through a rail-
way, the only means of acquiring a per-
manent  population, which must come
from the east of the TRocky moun-
taing.”

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THE POST OFFICE REPORTL.

' The publication of the annual report
of the Postmaster-General affords us
information on the results of the opera-
tion of the great business department
of the 'Government. Althongh net ‘in-
tended primarily to yield a surplus over
the cost of carrying on the postal ser-
vice, yet ‘the tendency in a well-man-
aged postal department will-be to show
a surplus of receipts over expenditure.
While in Great Britain the Postoffice
may yield a very considerable amount
to the Treasury as profit available as
Tevenue, without the postal service being
defective, the conditions are very dif-
ferent in the Dominion, In the United
Kingdom the area of the country is
compsratively small and the density of
population only exceeded in Belgium.
It is possible, therefore, 4o give an
eflicient service with cheap postal rates
‘and' at the same time have an aennual
surplus amounting to millions sterling,
available for the Tevenue. In the Do-
minion an exactly. opposite situation
exists. The territory to be covered is
an immeuse onef the population is very
sparse and thinly scattered over a large
area, '"To perform the serviee under
such conditions without any extran-
<eous source of revenue; much more-to
have a surplus, is a result that would
speak well for:ghe adnﬁnipt;aﬁm of
the Department’and for the liberal man-
ner -in: which the peopls #vail them-
selves of postal facilities.

Effects of Japanese Shell Fire
of Mcst Ghastly De-
y - scription.

(From Sunday’s Daily.)

'C. J. Johnson's account of the fight of
the Rauesian &irst-class cruiser Variag,
at Chemulpo, when she faced an entire
Japanese squadron, took an awful ham-
mering and returned to the harbor sink-
ing, makes about the goriest and at the
same time breathlessly interesting read-
ing since the war began. Johnson is
the special correspondent of the @hicago
IntersOcean and was in Chemulpo ‘when
the fight took place.
