ALEXANDRIA, June 17.—~The whole of
the American mission is now safe on the
Galena. The exodus of Europeans is
hourly increasing. It is rumoured that
the khedive has been ordered by the sultan
to Stamboul, and will be replaced by
Halim.

Thus far 340 corpses have been found of
Europeans killed in Sunday’s riot.  Eye-
witnesses state that Europeans who took
refuge in the police stations were massacred
by the gendarmes. Thousands of Europeans
are arriving from the interior. Ragla"
Pasha has consented to form a ministry,

The troops are becoming insulting and
hostile towards the Europeans. !

Several hundred fanatical dervishes are
baranguing the people night and day.

It is authoritatively denied that the British
channel squadron will embark troops at
Malta for Egypt. A Russian man of war
has arrived.

LoxpoN, June 17.—It is stated that the
government. with the approval of France
and Turkey, is determined to protect the
Suez canal with British troops.

It is thought that the British coneul-
general in Kgypt and Admiral Seymour
may at any moment order the oeecupation
of Alexandria if the attitude of the troops
appears doubtful.

CONSTANTINOPLE, June 17.—The sultan
vesterday reiterated to the French am-
bassador his objection to the conference on
the Egyptian question and maintained ,that
the assembly thereof will be attended by
insuperable drawbacks.

PaRris, June 17.—Itis stated that the
powers have accorded - the Porte further
delay for the consideration of the'accept-
ance of a conference. Spain asks to be
permitted to participate in the conference.

The khedive has resolved not to return
to Cairo.

St. PETERSBURG, June 17.—It is stated
that Russia is preparing to send men-of-war
to Alexandria.

WAsHINGTON, June 17.—The members

of the board of foreign missions of the United
Presbyterian church of North America to-
day applied to the secretary of state
for information regarding affairs in Egypt.
They are solicitous because of the presence
there of five ' hundred of their people
missionaries and their families. The sec-
retary will telegraph the vice consul at
Cairo to give all the protection within
his power.

The administration, however,
is unanimous and determined to protect
our interests there which are princi-
pally individual.

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OHEAP LIVING AT HAND.
According to present prospects there is
likely to be a great difference between the
harvest of 1882 and that of 1881 in North
America. With regard to the welfare of
many millions of people, the matter is so
important that it may be worth while - to
try to get some understanding of what the
Gifference really is, and what the great
cvange of the season now in progress is
bkely to result in,

‘Last year was a year of drouth, espec-
i:liy in the west. On this continent, both
in Canada 'and the United States, the
average amount of rainfall is in a general
Qvay greatest near te the Atlantic sea-
beard, diminishing as we go westward.
From forty-five to fifty inches annually
near to the Atlantié, the quantity dimin-
ishes going westward, until we reach the
great American desert, this side of th:
Rocky Mountains where not enough falls
to make crops of any kind of grain. On
the Pacific slope the conditions are differ-
ent; from the great ocean California gets
every winter season enough rain.to make a
crop of wheat, no rain at all falling during
the summer months, and in British Colum-
bia the same regular change from the wet
to the dry monsoon, and back again, pre-
vails. lmmense stores of vapor from the
Pacific ocean cross the low mountain passes
in British Columbia, borne by the ‘‘hi-
nook” or warm northwest wind, spreading
fertility over Canadian territory in the region
of the Saskatchiwan and the Peace rivers.
But the peculiar formation of the great

- mountain barrier prevents these treasures
. of vapor from reacking American territery
to the eastward of it, and hence the exist-
ence of the desert. Between the fertile
valley of the Mississippi, to the east and
the great “desert to the west, there are
many gradations of climate and produc-
tion. The rain supply does not fall off all
at once, but gradually. In eastern Kansas
perhaps one year in four is a dry year, and
consequently a poor one; in western Kansas
not more than one year n three brings rain
sufficient for the creps. Near the Atlantic
probably not a year in seven is too dry; all
the danger there is from too much wet.
In the far west again, the danger is all from
seasons that are too dry; scarcely ome in
seven years has that region too much wet,
From these facts and circumstances results
of most importance follows.

Last year was emphatically a dry year
over the greater part of North America,
Even to the eastward, where the rain fall is
the heaviest, the streams dried up and
numerous fires swept the country. The
Ottawa river touched the lowest level
known for perhaps fifteen years or more,
But if this was the case in the east, things
were far . worse in the west. Over the
illimitable prairies the pasture failed for
want of rain, and the supply of beef cattle
tell cff emormously. The grain crops
were short, the corn crop above all, which
further reduced the meat surplus of the
great west. Corn went up to such figures
that the glucose business was declared up-
profitable by the manufacturers ; a state-
ment. which, though utterly incredible,
still serves to point the moral and adorn the
tale of the short crop of corn. Certain’
operators were well advised of the true state
of the crops early in the season, and hence -
the largest and most successful corners”
ever known in Chicago. Such was the ex.
perienge of the year 1881,

That"of 1882 promises to be very different
indeed. The summer season is one of
cloudy skies and warm rains, which favors
to an extraordinary degree the great grain-
growing regionsof the west. Even in Penn.
sylvania, to the eastward, the hay crop is
enormous, a sure sign of a heavy growth
generally. DPerhaps there may be too much
rain in the east, but such a season brings
just enough rain to the west. This is -a
great year for Iowa, Kansas, Dakota, Ne-
braska, and the Canadian Northwest., Whe.-
ther the wheat crop be light or heavy in
Maine and New Brunswick does not much
affect the general supply. But in the great
grain-growing regiotis of ths west the differ.
ence of the seasons makes on the general
supply a differenceof millions-upon millions
of bushels.

Suppose the summer to hold out as June
has begun, this will be a year of overflow-
ing abundance in the west. Both here and

lay members, the vote not being so taken
was null and void. The bishop declined
to put the motion from the chair, because
1t was against the facts, Four clergymen
did not make arequest to the chair for a
vote by orders, The point was debated
for some time, when it Was generally
accepted that the names of the fou% clergyj-
men were not fortheoming at the time
when called for, but were afterwards tender-
ed. This the bishop could not recognize,

The minutes were confirmed, and on
motion of Rev. A. Sanson, the city and
township rectors were appointed a com-
mittee to give effect to the resolution of
synod with reference to the St. James’
rectory,

INVESTMENT IN NORTHWEST LANDS.

W.H Howland moved an instruction to
the executive committee to designate a
committee to undertake the procuring of a
tract of land in the Northwest by means of
a subscription from the different parishes,
the land to be trantferred to the synod as a
permanent endowment for the widows’ and
nrphaps fund, or other funds of the church,
He \\‘{shed to show that the laity, althongh
sometimes opposed to the clergy, were
anxious te put any fund for their benefit
in the best possible position. [Applause.)

tor an iustruction tq the commutation trust
committes to furnish next yearin their re-
rort a list of the non-commuting clergy in
the order of seniority, together with length
of service. Adopted.

James’ rectory, the bishop, by virtue of his
office, be requested to assume the office of
rector in commendam, until all the legal
difficulties of the question should be settled.
He said it would not be interfering with
the prerogatives of the bishop, %ut he
thought that it was necessary to have some
vne.to administer the affairs of the rectory.

THE POII1ICAL ISSUE OF THE GEN-
ERHI FELECTIONS,

To TuE WorLD—Another issue in the
present elections is ;
THE BOUNDARY AWARD.
For the people of Ontario this question is

entitled to precedence over all others, ex
cept those already referred to.  The ques-
tion is not whether the award is in itself a
legal one or not. No award can be so until
it'is formally ratified by both parlisments,
as this one has already been ratified by the
parliament of Ontario. Even a judgment
of the privy council on this question would
be worth nothing until ratified in the sanie
way. What the award of 1878 did was to
find a fair boundary between the points
legally ascertained, namely, the mouth of
the Albany river on the north, and the
Lake of the Woods on the west. No
fairer boundary can ever be found,
and the determination not to ratify
the award already made means a
settled determination  to  deprive
Ontario of territory to which she is justly
entitled. Whatever might have been the
case at one time there can now be no ques-
tion as to the great value of the territory
for its timber and minerals n.lone, and as
under the British North America act On-
tario has full power over all the crown
lands, timoer and minerals, the loss of this
territory means the loss of an enormous
asset to this province. And for what reason
it not h-cause of the jealousy of - Quebec,
which has already wmore territory than
Ontario would have with the debatable land
annexed ? As the people of Quebec have
made a sectional issue of this boundary
«uestion, the people of Oatario should do
the same at the election. By putting Mr.
Blake in power the question will be settled
at once; by keeping the present government
in power the dispute will be prolonged for
live years, aud pending a final settlement
the territory will be stripped of wh‘a.t gives
it its chief value.

The Expatriation of the Russian Jews,
From the London Times,

The exodus of the Jews from Russia is
now attaining sfich vast dimensions that it

cannot fail to produce an appreciable effect
In many parts of that empire.,. Those who
yet have means are escaping to countries
whele their life and Property will be secur-
ed, and those who have lost all their pos-
Sessions in the riots, but who haye yet
heal_th and strength, are departing with al]
possible speed from the land, Af first the
fugitives escaped from the land of oppres-
Sion In small numbers, by either evading or
bribing the Cossacks who guarded the
frontier, or suffering these soldiers to plunder
them of every rouble they possessed, Fre.
quently the fugitives arrived in Austria
deprived of almost every article of clothing,
and eyewitnesses describe how, stripped by
the Cossacks, the children were “Ted into
Brody absolutely naked.

Now, however, the flood of refugees hay
80 increased that no Cossack cordon can
withstand it, and the Jews now pass the
frontier by thousands without hindrance,
This exodus is a subject of sore perplexity
to_the inhabitants of those places where the
fugitives first find a resting place where at
least life /and limb are secuse ; and the
greatest stress is felt in Galicia, which,
Projecting its eastern frontier into the
Ukraine—the scene of the worst prosecu-
tions and excesses—seems almost to stretch
out its arm to rescue the hapless sufferers.

At Brody, a small town close to the
frontier, the pressure is greatest, and their
up to the present time, at least 20,000
Jews have taken shelter, of whom 15,000
yet remain, wholly destitute of means, and
awaiting their turn for deportation through
some charitable agency.

At an early stage of the exodus, when the
numbers were comparatively small, the
Universal Israelitish alliance, which, though
located in Paris, has*bramnches in Berlin,
Vienna and most large towns on the contin.
ent, came to the rescue, and, sending to
Brody as commissioners Dr. Schaffer and
Mr. Charles Netter of Paris, Dr, Friedlaen-
der of Vienna, and Mr. Hermann Magnus
of Leipsic, selected from the refugees such
as appeared fit subjects for emigration and
forwarded them to America. A princely
donation of 1,000,000 francs presented by
Baron Hirsch, the Jewish banker at Paris,
enabled much to be accomplished in this
direction.  But with ever-increasing num-

-bers of fugitives and failing funds, the

work had to be . discontinued, and, France
thus retiring for a time from the philan-
thropic campaign, England stepped in.

THE ISSUES OF THE CAMPAIGN.

To Tue WorLD : The vote to be cast to-morrow
will decide how the Dominion shall be
governed during the next flve years, whether
the policy and the practices of the last
three years shall be approved, or whether the
government of the country shall pass into other
hands. There are strong reasons why it should pass
into other hands.

1 Wheh the censervative leaders were before the
electors in 1878 they charged the government of that
day with extravagance in the pubile expenditure.
As a matter of fact that government found the ex-
penditure $23,316,000 and at the end of five years
they left it $23,503,000. They found the controllable
expenditure $8,324,000, and they left it $6,542,000.
Sir Charles Tupper said his party did not require so
much money, while Sir Leonard Tilley said the ex-
penditure ~ should mnot exceed  $22,000,000
#, year. But in thelr first year of
offf-e (1879) the consarvatives increased the expendi-
ture to §24,455,000, and in 1heir third year to $25,-
502,000 ; for the year ending this month they are
still further increasing it to $27,672,000, and for next
year they have asked and got by vote of parliament
leave to expend £30,016,000! Last year they in-
creased the control able expenditure to $7,203,000,
and next year they propose to make it $9,333,000.
Thut is one strong reason for taking the government
out of their hands, They have broken faith with the

9. They dissolved parliament a year before its
time, and they packed the jury by whom they were
to be tried by passing the gerrymander act. Tt was
a base and cowardly trick, and no man can defend
it. ““I have followed you long, sir knight, but here
I must draw bridle.” So said Eviot to Sir John
Eamorny after the tragedy at Falkirk tower, when
the heir to the Scottish throne was dead in the dun-
geon b-low; and 8o I can imagine many an honest
¢ servative saying to Sir John Mecdonald by his
vote to-morrow. It is time to draw bridle when
such infamous artifices are resorted to for keeping
a:y man or any party in office.

And now a closing word on the liberal policy and
t! e leader of the liberal party.
