'THOMAS SCOTT RECEIVES A BULLET
IN TBE BRAIN.

——p———

He Attempts to Escape from a Cemtral
Prison Guard and Meets His Fnd—An
Fxeiting Sceme Near Northeotte
Avenue.

The central prison has been noted ever

‘sizce itsiucepticn for the repeated success-

fal escapes, but the fate of Thomas Scott, &
convict from Windsor, who had served half -

‘of a six months’ sentence for larceny, will

probably put a quietus on this pastime.
Soott’s attampted escape cost him his life,
which was taken from him with terrible

| suddenness, a bullet from the carbine of

Guard Hart crushing through his skull from
the rear and killing him instantly.
Yesterday afternoon six prisoners were
sent over to the Mercer reformatory, which
isgituated half a mile west of the Central,
to do somp work. The men were in charge
of Guards Stafford and Hart, who as ueual
carried their carbines. At 5 o’clock the
men quit work and started back for the
prison nnder charge of Guard Hart.. When
they had gone but 100 yards Scott snd °
ancther comvict named . George Stevens
made a sudden bolt from the gang and
started off at a rapid pace. Hart im-
mediately shouted for them to stop aod ad-
ded that unless they did Le would fire.
The fle-ing convicts paid no attention to
him, but continued at the top of their
speed. Raising bis carbice to his
guard took & hurried
bat fatal aim, There was & flash,
followed by a sharp -~ repork. The
small puff of smoke was quickly wafted
away by the fresh October breeze. Lying
itx the road & hundred yards in front of the
small party was the lifeless form of Scott.
The aim of Hart was true to death.

The other man, George Stevens, did not
seem to mind the click of the carbine, In
fact it had the effect of making him double
his speed. He flew on almost like-the

wind. The guard followed him & short dis-
tance, but Stevens disappeared down North-
cotte avenue to Lundas street and esca
The other four . convicts looked on with -
terror and amazemeot.  They did not
attempt to budge.

The remains of the dead man were taken
up and borne to_the prison. The ever t
ciused considerable excitement when it
became known throughout that institution.
Hart did not seem the least excitad over the
He was calm and composed, and he
merely remarked that be had done his duty
under the éircumstances. He had given

_the fleeing men ample warning to halt.

Hart is an old soldier and a pensioner of
the British army.

It is probuble that an inquest will be
held on the remains of Scott t0-day at the
prison,

The statute governing the rules of prisons
says: “The warden is authorized to per-
mit the use of weapons by the prison guards,
to put down insurrection force, and pre—
vent escapes at all hazards,” Warden Mas-
sie was absent at the time.

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SIR HECTOR AS A NATIONALIST.

Sir Hector Langevin is far too loyal a man’
to be suspected of any wayering in his de-
votion to British connection. And yet #t
the dinner given in his honor at Montreal
last week he had a good word to say for
Canadian nationality, Referring to the
policy pursued by himself and colleagues,
he said: -

« We also desired to make of that great territory
which Protvidence has given us in the Northwest, a
great empire, and to make of this people a great
nation. We may not live to see it—at least, a man
of my age, though I may not yet be called an old
man, may not live to see it; but fifty years hence
there will be here in Canada a great nation (long
continued cheers). Years hence, when we shall
have descended to the tomb, it will be said that the
founders—the fathers—of coufederation were pa-
triotic men, men who had the welfare of their coun-
try at heart, and the proof that they desired the
welfare of their country will be. the existence of a
great Canadian nation, ext ding from the Atlantic
to the Pacific, and from the line south of us to the
north pole, We have here in North America a
country of monarchical institutions, 'modelled on
those of the British monarchy, with the fullest
liberty any people can desire, and side by side with
it a great republic ozcupied by a greav people.
These two peoples—these two great nations—may
atise and grow side by side, and still retain each
their own distingunishing institutions,” (hear, hear).

Sir Hector appears to be a very good Can-
adian hationalist; we could scarcely expect
a ministerof the crown to say more. He
made in fact two speeches on the occasion,
oue in French and one in English, and the
above extract is from the Gazette’s transla-
tion of the former. The dinner teok place
on Thursday night, and the Gazstte’s full
report of the speeches was beld back uatil
Saturdsy morning; from which it may be
inferred that the English translation of Sir
Hector's French speech was carefully re-
vised before being given to the public.

The few sentences above quoted certainly
do not lose in force when taken in connec-
tion with the rest of the speech, The bur-

den of the speech was, in brief, the wonder.
ful material progress of the dominion under
the administration of Sir John and his col-
leagues. Of course this is te main question
at issue-between the two parties, and the
progress for which Sir Hector and his
friends take credit is flatly denmied by the
Glebe.

THBE CUNDEMNED GIRL.-McCAB 2. |
Brooklyn Eagle : Maria McCabe was condemned
to death at Toronto yesterday fcr the murder of her
illegitimate babe.. The scene in the court room
during the passing of the sentence and the remarks
of the judge afford ground for the belief that the
wretched woman will escape the gallows by a com-
mutation cf the shitence to imprisonment for hfe.
The public sentiment that sustains the gallcws
always weaker's when a woman is the proposed
victin. Tcere is something so shociing in the
thought of one of her sex pinioned and helpless,
with the f tal noose around her neck, that the most
stubborn advocate of capital punishment acknowl-
edpes his reluctance to enforce it under such cir-
cumstan ‘es Juries are rarely found who are willing
to place a woman’s life in jeopardy.

Passing over the error of the Eagle in try-
ing the girl at Toronto instead of Hamilton,
the reason it gives for not enforcing the
sentence of death seems rather weak. A
woman in such a position probably receives
more sympathy than a man, but no one
would be found bold enough to oppose-the
enforcement of the death penalty on'the
ground of sex alone. The pubiic sympathy
is aroused on behalf of Maria McCabe be-
cause of her youth, and her friendiess posi-
tion; because it is felt that she may not
have been sane when she adopted so fearful
a means of destroyinz the evidence of her
shame; but above sll, because the real
author of her shame and crime escapcs with-
out punishment and without reproach.

You must remember that faotioh runs high
in Canada, and Mr Letellier the lientenant-
governor of, Quebec undertook to as-
sume the regal prerogative of dis-
missing his ministers—a course which a
gubqequent general election seemed to
justify. The then opposition in the house
of commons, headed by Sir John Macdonald,
for parly ends, brought this subject up-irn
conrection with a condemnatory resolution.
The debate thereon Was one of the most
disgracetul exhibitions ever seen. The
chambers sat night and day in a condition
of such uproar and confusion, that Lady

propriety.
When Sir John Macdonald came into
power, the French faction forced him iinto
submitting & motion which deposed Mr.
Letellier from the governorship of the pro-
vicce. It was a delicate question, as: it
settled once acd for all the position of the
provincial governments. There were those
who claimed for the provintial governmets
a position which gave them a power similar
to ' those of the different ttates of the
union before the war. But this was &
n;o_oted point, and in reserving his de-
cision, which was dove by the advice
of his ministers, Lord Lorne acted wisely
and #s a stafesman.
The British North American act, which
charters the dominion, is not a very lueid
document —it3 drafting was left to local
lawyers—and grave doubt arose as to the
relation of the provic¢ial government to
the crown. The decision of the imperial
authorities in the Letellier case settled the
matter, and ruled that the provinces had
no crown status, and that the lieutenant-
governors were merely offices of the federal
mini»try, being appointed by the governot-
genersl in couneil, just like the lowest clerk!
in the service, Thus the French members,
in their zeal, cut their own throats, and
adroitly guided by Sir John Macdonald,
who is an advocats of legislative union,
real'y brought about the very reverse of
what they desired. ’ ]
L>rd Lorne was, of course, much abused
by tre fac'ional press, but abuse in the
Canadian journals goes for little. It is’
merely of the ¢sorogs-roads  weekly’”!

Why Do the Young ¢irls all Go to the
Eastern States ? |
The Halifax Chronicle thus represents th
condition of affairs in Nova Scotia, so far .h
concerns women workers: The diffigulty of
securing home temale labor is 80 great that
the Moncton knitting factory has found it
necessary to import several ekilled opera-
tives from the upper provinces. If this
difficulty continues the directors of the com-
pany intimate that they will be compelled

%o shift the locality of the factory to some
other quarter. 1t is said that expert and
iadustrious girls can edrn in this work

from $5 to $6 a week,, The same
difficalty exists in Nova Scotia in
ths various factories employing fe-
male labor. It is an unfortunate fact
that hundreds of our young women lesve the
provinces aonually to go to the United
States, under the vain delusion that they
will be better off there thanat home. Itis
almost impossible to obtsin a capable ser-
vant girl in the city, They prefer domestic
gervice in the United States, where they are
peither better treated nor better psid than
at hcme, and where the climste, especially
in the summer season, i8 particularly trying
%) their constitutions. If one goes down
to the Boston line wharf when the steamer
is leaving he will - see scores of fresh,
blooming, healthy, strong girls foolishly
tarping their backs upon their na-
tive land, to whom no reasonable | in
ducement conld be made that would cause
them to stay. Go down to the wharf when
the steambo:-t comes in, especially at this
season of the year, and the same, or rather
last year's girls may be seen coming back,
p le, haggard skeletons, clad in truwmpery
tinery, bought at the cost of health and con-
tentment.  Would not these girls be much
bettsr at home, working in factories, in
domestic service or at the old homesteads ?
There is beyond question some fascination
for our girls about the ' eastern st.ubeb.——
they seldom get beyond — which | is
thoroughly inexplicable. ~The fact |re-
mains, and we would like some explana
tion of it. The only one that suggests
itself is that the pestilent nmotion has gct
abroad that labor is degrading. Many
sirls have the false idea that they lower
themselves in the eyes of their ecquaintances
if they go out to service, as it is called, or
work in a factory at home.
