Toronto, July 17, 1884,

ThesGreat Organizer and West ontarie.

To the Editor of The World.

Qrr: As an elector of West Ontarlo, I
write to thank you for the manly stand
you have taken in defence of true liberal
principles by opposing the ‘attempt of the
Toronto ‘‘machine” to foist J. D. Edgar
upon ‘this anwilling constituency.

We know,how,
over, thé@¥ir. Edgar is a director of the
Globe. Itis not, therefore, surprising (a8
nobody has ever charged him with being &
modest man) that Mr.-Edgar in the Glabe
shouid not only have a good cpinien of Mr,
Edgar out of the Globe, but that he should
also use the colimns of his own paper t¢
tell us so. As we believe him to be an in-
terested witness we most respectfully de-
clide to accept his own estimate of himself,
Let us briefly examine his public record
and see how for his claim to the title of
“Great Grganizer” is borne out by the
facts. In 1871 he received the reform
nbmination for the local “house in the
electorial district of Monck, He organized
the riding, fought bled and was defeated)
In 1872 he contested the same constituency
for the house of commons an
was elected by a small majority. InJanu:
ary, 1874, he again contested Monck, and
though aided by the Pacific scandal ery,
and his abilities as an organizer, was 32
second time defeated. In April of the
same year, he ran for the grand old reform
riding of South Oxford—having been forced
upon the convention by the Toronto ma-
chine—and was beaten by Col. Skinner, a
local reformer. Col. Skinner’s majority
on this occasion was no less than 353. In
May, 1875, he for & fourth time contested
Monck, and although he had the “whole
power of the Mackenzie government at his
back, and was a “‘great organizer,” yet he
was for a third time defeated in the same
copstituency. In 1876, on the death of
the Hon. Malcolm Cameron, he ran for the
reform riding of South Ontarioand was de-
feated, though the reform candidate was
elected for the same constituency at both
the previous and succeeding elections,
This made five defeats in as many years,
In 1878 he again contested Monck and for
the tourth time was defeated in that rid-
ing. In 1882 heran for Centre Toronto,
organized it and was beaten by nearly 200
majority. - From the above facts it will be
seen that in a period of eleven years Mr.
Edgar fought eight election contests, in
four different constituencies. In these
elections he was defeated seven times, and
was victorious only once. All these con-
stituencies in which he was{so ignomimi.
ously beaten—with the single exception of
Centro Toronto—are to-dsy represented
in either one or bhoth houses by re.
formers. The moral of this is
that ordinary mortals succeed where
the ‘‘great organizer” fails, If further
evidence were required on this point we
need only refer to Mr. Edgar’s attempt to
“organize” the reform convention of East
York in 1881 so as to prevent that emi.
