provided with settling tanks, flush tanks &c.,
and a ‘proper slope of ground.’ With this
system in successful operation an effect takes
to combustion,
organic matter contained in the sawage being
us much and as perfectly destroyed as by fire.
Of colifse the 1deatds to apply practically to
smaller towns, etc., where there are no main
sewers, but éven in larger places it m
worked to advantage.
