NO AMNESTY FOR FENIANS.

THE IRISH DYNAMITARDS MUST
SERVE THEIR TERMS,

Interesting Debate in the British Com-
mons os thie Amendment to the Queen’s
Speech-—Sir William Vernon Harcourt
Agrees that the Prisoners Were Not
Unjustly Punished, and the Amnesty
Resolution is Defeated.

Loxpox, Feb. 12.—The debate on the
amendment to the Queen’s address, moved
by Mr. John E. Redmond, the Parnellites’
Jeader, and suggesting amnesty for Irish
prisoners conwicted of connection with
dynamite plots, was resumed to-day in the

ouse of Commons,

Tunothy Harrington said that the
prisoners had : been convicted of an indict-
ment charging them with a political offence
and that it wasa gross outrage to treat
them like ordinary criminals. Why not ex-
tend to them the distinction which all civi-
lized nations usually do with political and
other offenders?

Justin McCarthy said that the Fenians
were wild and possibly foolish revolution-
ists, but that dynamite outrages did not
form any grt of their program.

Home.Secretary Matthews aroused cheers
and laughterfrom the Conservative benches
by remarking that the speaker, having been
once glosely connec with Fenianism,
ought fo have given his valuable assurance
as (o the omission of outrages from the
program to Sir William Vernon Harcourt
when that eminent member of the Opposi-
tion was engaged upon the subject. -

¥areourt Opposes an Amnesty.

Sir William Harcourt arose ‘amid pro-
found silence and was listened to with the
gravest attention. He said that he had not
shirked the debate. He had listened at-
tentively to the remarks of the honorable
members on both sides of the House, but
had failed to find therein any reason for
changing his 1previous views. He said that
inquiries made with the greatest care since
the conviction of the prisoners had confirm-
ed the: finding as to their guilt, and
no reason to remit their punishment
had been alleged. The statement that
the convicts were Fenians and that
the Fenians had compelled the Liberals to
adopt the principle of Honre Rule for Ire-
land was contrary to the fact. The truth
of the case was that the Fenians had been
thie greatest obstacle to Home Rule.

Thomas Sexton said that the fact that
the whole of Ireland had a passionate de-
sire for amnesty ought to suffice as ‘a justi-
fication for asking the Government to
exercise its power of: clemency. ;

Mr. John Dillon said that he would per-
sonally vouch for the fact that Daly, as a
Fenian; abhorred the use of dynamite. - He
appealed to both parties to exercise cle-
mency, which, he said, they would never
regret. !

The motion for an amnesty was
by a vote of 168 to 97

The announcement of the fignres was
greeted with loud cheers by the minority.
Thirty-one Liberal - members _includidg
Jobn Henry Madden, who was recently
elected to succeed Lord Hartington as
member for the Rossendale division of Lan-
cashive, supported the amendment. 8ir
William Vernon Harcourt and Mr. John
Morley opposed it. The majority consisted
mainly of Unionists.

She was dressed in black, and
twhen she was placed it the prisoners’ dock
she wept bitterly, bowing her head in her
hands.

Capt. Osborne stood beside his wife out-
side the dock and held one of her hands in
his own, and strived to infuse her with
courage to face the ordeal before her. C. F.
Gill appeared for the Treasury to prosecute
the charge, He produced the formal evi-
dence of perjury as shown by the records of
the higher court and then called as a wit-
ness Mrs. Hargreaves.

Mrs. Hargreaves repeated the evidence
she had given in the trial of the libel suit.
She stated that the jewelry had been re-
stored to her and that all the costs incur-
red by her in _defending the libel suit had
been paid back to her. ~

The witness was' then asked if she had
seen Mrs. Osborne since the latter had
returned to England and given herself up
to the police. With every evidence of deep
emotion Mrs. Hargréaves said she had
visited her at the jail yesterday.

Mr. Spink, the jeweler, was called to
give evidence regarding the purchase of the
jewels. He identified Mrs. Osborne as the
lady from swhom he had bought the
jewelry.

After further evidence had been taken
the magistrate asked Mrs. Osborne if she
had anything to say concerning the charges
against her. She answered ‘‘no” 'I.E1
prisoner was then committed for trial.

There shall not at any time be any assessment
of or taxes rated upon or in respect of any of the
bridges or jetties at eastern entrance or: protec-
tion works to be consiructed by the contracior,or
upon or in_respect of any portion of the lands
covered with water and used as”slips, chaunels,
basins or harbors.

Nothing m thé foregoing sub-sections contained
shall be construed to exempt any portion of the
reclaimed lands from special assessinents and
rates for local improvemeuts made under the pro-
visions of the Municipal Act and amending acts.

The Council Piactising a System of
Economy. 1

A report has been circulated in Toronto,
to the effoct that many families arecin a
destitute cohdition at Toronto ~Jungtior:
While this is probably the: hardest winter
yet experienced in the history of thatitown,
still the majority of the people there'd¥e in
no worse a condition than in many pther
towns throughout the -province. , Owing to
the closing of the Barnum Iron ‘Works,
many men have been thrown -out,.of
employment, but this : establishment
will be re-opened in a short timey ‘en
a much larger scale than heretofore. ~'The
destitution is chiefly among that glass Jwho
have plenty of work during the summer, but
spend their earnings .in .drink. There:are
probably 100 families in straig'ened cireum-
stances. There has been a big boom at' the
Junction and the after-clap has reached it
this winter.

They Study Economy.

The rate of taxation at the Junction this
year was fifteen mills and consequently the
council is working everything on an economi-
calbasis. At the meeting of the Executive
committee last night.it was recommendad
that the salaries of many of thé officials be
reduced. The Town Engineer, who has
berotofore received $1200, will have to be
content with $1000 in future. The assistant
engineer will receive $500 instead of $7200.
A reduction in the salaries of Police and Fire
Department officials has glso been recom-
meaded.

They Failed to Connect.

Some mounths ago the-town agreed to con-
struct a bridge ovar the Ontario and Quebec
Raiiroad, on the Weston-road. It had
previously been:' a level crossing and
in order to get the necessary elevation raised
trestle approzches had to be built. The
trestle work was constructed under the
supervision of the town engineer, My, J. M:
Biggs. The woodwork having been com-
pleted, a Montreal bridge eompany sauo‘
their men to the Junction and erected the
iron spans which are placed above the track.
Tuey constructed them at the regulation dis-
tance above the track, and then it was found
that the trestle was several feet lower than
the iron spans. ‘The spans could not
be “lowered, so the trestle 'had to
be raised.

‘The case was brought up be-
fore the Committee of Works yesterday, but
before taking any action it was decided to
eall in Peter Gibson, Township of York En-
gineer, and ask him to explain who was te
blame. in the matter.” At yesterday’s meeting
of the Executive some mem bers were in favor
of suspending Mr. Biggs, but tho mayority
thought it better td await the decision of Mr.
Gibson.
