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TRINITY CHURCH OPENED
Three Inspiring Services on Sunday 

Last Weil Attended Sacred Con­
cert on Monday Evening

The opening of the new Trinity Church 
was certainly a red letter day with the 
Anglicans of Watford. The building 
was t&xed to its utmost capacity at every 
service, and in the evening many were 
turned away, being unable to gain even 
foothold in the sacred building. Half an 
hour before each service commenced, the 
church was comfortably filled, and the 
overflow was turned into the school room 
to be packed in the corners and aisles of 
the church after the processional.

The services were of a bright and in­
spiring nature. In the morning the 
Bishop of the Diocese was met at the 
door by the rector and representatives of 
the congregation, who desired him to 
dedicate the building to the service of 
God. This ceremony being concluded, 
morning prayer was read and the Bishop 
preached. The choir, twenty in number, 
looked attractive in their new surplices 
and cassocks, as they walked up the aisle 
singing the 122nd Psalm, “I was glad 
when they said unto me, we will go into 
the house of the Lord.” For an qffertory 
anthem they sang “Praise ye the Father;” 
in a faultless manner. The rector. Rev. 
S. P. Irwin, read the prayers, and- Rev.
R. S. W. Howard, of Chatham, read the 
lessons. The Bishop preached from 
Haggai 2, part of verse 7 : “I will fill 
this lipuse with glory saith the Lord.” 
His Lordship said that glory was the 
keynote to the bible, a channel for di­
vine grace which strengthens God’s 
people. He urged each to lead a good, 
true life, as set out in the ten command­
ments, which were as much law to-day as 
in the time of Moses ; to do the work of 
Christ ; to save children, rescue the per­
ishing, enlighten the heathen; for such 
was the message of Christ. He asked all 
to be loyal to Christ, loyal to the church 
and loyal to one another. In speaking of 
the new building he said that the serv­
ices marked a great day in the history of 
the parish. He congratulated the con­
gregation and rector on the beautiful 
work completed. He said that the build­
ing was the finest in the diocese for size 
and beauty, and also very commodious. 
The work reflected credit on the congre-

ation and their rector, and showed their 
evotion to the cause.
At the afternoon service, the sacred 

edifice was again crowded to the doors. 
The Litany was the order of service and 
the choir rendered the anthem, ‘.‘Young 
men and maidens,” etc. Besides the be­
fore-mentioned clergy, Rev. W. M 
Shore, of Warwick, took part in this serv­
ice. The special preacher was Rev. R.
S. W. Howard, rector of Christ Church, 
Chatham, an old Watford boy. He 
preached a very interesting and instruct­
ive -sermon and was listened to with rapt 
attention. His text was Haggai 2, 9 : 
“The glory of this latter house shall be 
greater than of the former,” etc. He 
pictured the Jews returning from their 
captivity and how their leader realized 
that the house of God must be rebuilt 
and established on a firm foundation, 
They listened to the call of the prophet 
as a call from God, as he pointed out the 
right motive and right spirit to proceed 
with the work. The house of God, the 
speaker said, should be a worthy place, 
and people should not be satisfied with 
anything less than the best that was in 
their power to give ; it should reflect 
glory and honor to God. We build for 
ourselves, houses of comfort and beaiity, 
and the same spirit should influence us 
in regard to our house of worship, which 
should be as perfect as the very best 
house in which any in this parish live ; 
it should be a commodious place 
where we meet in comfort and peace ; 
but the great motive is that the spirit of 
God moves us to do something for God’s 
glory, as the people were moved in the 
time of Haggai. What wilj^ do most 
honor to God’s glory will lead ns m the 
ways of blessing and peace. Although 
the erection of fine earthly buildings is 
to be commended, spiritual building 
should be the chief aim of a Christian 
life. The reverend gentleman mentioned

; with pleasure and pride that the people 
i of the parish had at last built a house 

suitable as a place of worship, and con­
gratulated them on J,be completeness of 
the work, and said that every man and 
woman during their lifetime should help 
to build a house of God.

At the evening service the crush was 
greater than at the previous services, 
every foot of space being occupied, and 
many were turned away unable to get in­
side the doors. The choir sang for a 
processional “Children of the Heavenly 
King,” and for the anthem “Now the 
day is over.” The Bishop preached from 
Phil. 3, pt. 10, “The Power of His Res­
urrection.” The resurrection, he said, 
was a fact in history containing moral 
power that caused us to rejoice over the 
blessings issuing therefrom ; it was a fact 
in history ; of no other fact of ancient 
times was the evidence so abundant, so 
conclusive the difference in the ac­
counts of the disciples and apostles 
only proved their independence of 
each other, and strengthens ratli- 
than weakens the fact. We
should rejoice that this great event rests 
on such clear, conclusive evidence. The 
reason why Christians in all ages lay such 
emphasis on the resurrection is because it 
has power to redeem mankind from three 
tyrannies—uncertainty,failure and deâth. 
If Christ had not risen there would have 
been nothing to distinguish him from 
other teachers- The crucifixion had

shattered the faith of some of his follow­
ers. Easter Sunday transformed all the 
ideas formed over the overwhelming 
event ot Good Friday. The resurrection 
is the last, the final fact upon which 
Christian truth rests ; it delivered the 
world from the tyranny of uncertainty ; 
delivered man from failure ; it showed 
the final victory of good over evil and is 
a warrant to us that it is worth while to 
be good ; it created a new era of hope to 
mankind-the hope of life through 
death—and enabled us to take a larger 
view of life because it had the power to 
redeem us from the three tyrannies of 
uncertainty, failure-and death.

The speaker concluded by saying that 
the day (Sunday) was a red letter day in 
the history of Trinity Church. There 
was no greater glory than to spread the 
Christian religion, and as only two 
out of every three persons in the 
world have ' yet heard the gospel, 
he hoped that the congregation would 
make this parish known as the best mis­
sionary centre in the diocese.

The collections at the three services 
totalled $416.00, which amount goes to 
the building fund.

The opening services will be continued 
next Sunday morning and evening, when 
Rev. Arthur Carlisle, rector of All 
Saints church, Windsor, will preach at 
both services.

On Monday evening the Women’s 
Guild gave a dinner in the spacious 
school room, which proved quite a suc­
cess. This room is an ideal place for an 
entertainment of that nature, being 
bright, comfortable and convenient. The 
tables were prettily decorated with East­
er lilies, roses, carnations, smilax, etc., 
and presented a very inviting appearance, 
and the young ladies who waited on them 
gave every possible attention to the com­
fort of the diners. Commencing soon 
after eight o’clock a fine program of 
sacred music was given in the church, the 
rector presiding. Miss Frances Nors- 
worthy, of St. Thomas, and Miss Jessie 
Steele, of Forest, each sang several solos ; 
the choir gave a couple of anthems ; 
Rev. W. M. Shore gave a short address, 
and Mr. Bury Binks, the church organ­
ist, gave a number of selections on the 
new pipe organ. The program was high 
class and somewhat different from any­
thing of the kind ever given here,. and 
the large audience listened attentively 
and seemed to enjoy every number. The 
proceeds of the evening amounted to$160, 
which with the Sunday collections make 
a grand total of $576.

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the State of Ohio, and which he 
thinks should be a good basis for 
Canada. He thinks that a gross 
weight of 36 ounces of fruit should 
be compulsory, exclusive of juice. 
Under the existing conditions con­
sumers are paying canned tomato 
prices for cans one-third of whose 
contents of water.

A great many farmers to-day are 
land poor ; they have so much land 
that they cannot properly cultivate 
it. They would be better off by sell­
ing some of it and using the money 
to put conveniences in the home. If 
money spent on these things helps 
keep your boy and girl at home, are 
you not ahead financially in the end? 
To have them at home means more 
help for you,, which in turn means 
more farm produce to sell.

If the bill to regulate the width of 
tires on wagons, introduced by A. M. 
Rankin, member for Frontenac, be­
comes law, narrow tired vehicles can­
not be sold or offered for sale for 
use on a public highway after Deo. 
31st, 1915. Three years later, that 
is at the end of 1918, the bill pro­
vides for the abolition entirely of the 
narrow tired vehicles. This allows 
for the wearing out of the wagons 
now ip use which do not come up to 
the specifications of Mr. Rankin’s 
bill, which puts a minimum charge 
of three on four-wheeled vehicles 
with a capacity of from one to two 
tons, a minimum of three and a half 
inches on those with a capacity of 
from two to three tons, and a mini­
mum of four and a half inches on 
vehicles with a capacity of over three 
tons. Two-wheeled carts, the bill 
provides, must have tires varying in 
width from four to five inches, ac­
cording to capacity.

Co-operative Experiments m 
Weed Eradication, 1913.

During the season of 1912, the On­
tario Agricultural Experimental Union 
carried on co-operative experiments in 
the eradication of Perennial Sow Thistle, 
Twitch Grass, Bladder Campion and 
Wild Mustard. A number of practical 
men took part in tfiese experiments and 
some very interesting ànd valuable re­
sults were obtained. A woperly culti­
vated crop of rape was fqnnd to be an 
excellent means of destroying Perennial 
Sow Thistle and Tvritch Grass. Rape

Çroved more effective in destroying 
witch Grass than did Buckwheat. 

Thorough and deep cultivation followed 
by potatoes or corn gave good results in 
the control of Bladder Campion. Spray­
ing with Iron or Copper Sulphate proved 
to be a cheap and effective means of 
destroying Mustard in growing grain 
without injury to the crop. Those who 
took part in these experiments profited 
by the experience. They cleaned the 
field experimented upon, demonstrated 
to their own satisfaction the effectiveness 
of the method tried and at the same 
time their results furnished practical 
information to others.

These co-operative experiments in 
weed eradication will be continued this 
year (1913) and it is hoped that a large 
number of men will take part in them 
in order that sufficient data may be 
gathered to warrant definite statements 
being made regarding the best methods 
of controlling these pernicious weeds. 
The experiments are as follows : 1.— 
The use of rape in the destruction of 
Perennial Sow Thistle. 2.—A system of 
intensive cropping and cultivation, using 
Winter Rye followed by Turnips, Rape 
or Buckwheat, for eradicating Perennial 
Sow Thistle. 3.—The use of rape in the 
destruction of Twitch Grass. 4.—A 
method for the eradication of Bladder 
Campion or Cow Bell. 6.—Spraying 
with Iron Sulphate to destroy Mustard 
in cereal crops.

Those who are troubled with any of 
these bad weeds are invited to write to 
the Director of Co-operative Experiments 
in Weed Eradication, Ontario Agricul­
tural College, Guelph. Ontario, who will 
be glad to furnish full information 
concerning these experiments and to 
supply application blanks for the same. 
All experimenters will be supplied with 
full and detailed instructions for carrying 
on the experiment selected and with 
blank -forms on which to report the 
results of the same. All interested in 
clean farming are asked to co-operate 
in this work. Address all communica­
tions to J. E. Howitt.

Tomato Culture
Almost anyone with a garden or farm 

in a temperate climate can grow tomatoes 
with greater or less success but there is a 
great difference between the extent and 
quality of the crops grown by different 
persons in the same locality. These 
differences are due .to several causes 
among which the varieties grown and 
methods of cultivation practised are 
perhaps the chief.

According to experiments carried on 
for years at the Experimental Farm at 
Ottawa, Earliana, of which there are 
several strains, is the best early sort but 
Bonny Best, Chalks’ Early Jewel are 
also, good early kinds. Of laiter varieties 
Matchless Trophy, Livingston’s Globe 
and Plentiful rank high.

It is the earjy fruit that t makes the 
profit. I11 growing plants what should 
be aimed at is the production of a stocky, 
sturdy plant which will have some fruit 
set upon it when set in the field. After 
planting the chief .work is cultivation 
which should be done both ways in the 
plantation.

In order to protect tomato plants from 
diseases, of which there are several, they 
should be repeatedly sprayed, even when 
quite young, with Bordeaux mixture. 
These and many other points, which 
cover practically the whole field of 
tomato culture in the greenhouse as well, 
as in the garden and field, are fully 
treated in pamphlet No. 10, of the 
Central Experimental Farm prepared by 
the Dominion Horticulturist, Mr- W. T, 
Macouii. This work is for free distribu­
tion to all who apply tor it to the 
Publications Branch of the Department 
of Agriculture at Ottawa.

Helpful Agricultural Publications
More than $2.500,000 is expanded 

annually by the Dominion Department 
of Agriculture in carrying on work in 
the interest of the farming community. 
This large amount of money is divided 
among several branches to carry on the 
special duties with which they are in­
trusted. The experimental Farms seek 
to solve problems in all phases of agri­
culture including grain growing; live 
stock husbandry, horticulture, apiculture, 
etc. : the Seed Branch works tô encour­
age the use of only good seed ; the Live 
Stock branch endeavors to increase the 
profits of the stock raiser ; the Health 
of Amimals Branch aims to protect our 
herds and flocks from disease ; the 
Dairy and Cold Storage Branch does 
much to help the dairymen and fruit 
growers, while the Tobacco Division 
endeavors to find out and teach which 
are the best kinds of tobacco and the 
best ways of keeping the crop in Canada.

While all of us, unconsciously perhaps, 
reap benefits from this work, much of it, 
more especially that of an investigational 
nature, is useful only to those who learn 
for themselves the lessons from investi­
gations that are carried on. By the use 
of reports and bulletins the several 
branches of the Department give out the j 
results of tlieir work so that all who wish j 
to do so may profit by it. The publica­
tions are sent out to all pèrsonô who 
apply for them or to be put on the mail­
ing list. In each case surplus copies 
are printed to meet the popular demand 
so as not to deprive any who desire to 
receive them. During the life of the 
Department these surpluses have been 
accumphiting until there are available 
for distribution a greater or less number 
of usdful publications. A list of these 
including the latest bulletins has been 
compiled and printed in pamphlet form 
copies of which are available to those 
who apply for them to the Publications 
Branch of the Department of Agriculture 
at Ottawa.

What The Farmer’s Wile
Owes to Herself

In the current issue of Farm and 
Fireside, appears the following :

“The farmer’s wife owes it to her­
self to have as many labor-saving de­
vices as can possibly be afforded. It 
is no worse for her husband to hoe 
corn by hand, when he can get a 
proper tool for $5, than it is for her 
to bend over a rubbing-board when a 
washing machine can be had for the 
same amount. Every dollar put into 
helpful household machinery means 
many dollars saved in doctor’s bills. 
Such things are not expensive,nor do 
they need replacing often. For ex­
ample, a food-chopper costs less than 
a dollar and will last for years ; yet 
how many women still waste time 
and break their backs over an old 
chopping-bowl. It does not take $25 
to fit up a kitchen with nearly every 
little helpful device needed, and every 
farmer’s wife should feel it her duty 
to have all these strength and time- 
saving articles within her reach.

In the multiplicity of daily tasks, 
the time for reading and study seems 
often badly lacking. But it should 
be found, no matter what else has to 
go. Ten minutes with a good book 
will give food for uplifting thought 
all day. Drudgery ceases to be such 
if hurrying steps keep time to a noble 
sentence. A favorite book—in an 
oilcloth jacket, if the binding be 
choice—is perfectly safe in the kitch­
en cupboard, and many a precious 
minute can be snatched while the 
potatoes are cooking, or baby is being 
rocked to sleep.

“It seems an extravagant thing to 
say that the welfare of the nation 
depends most largely upon the wives 
and mothers of the farms. But it 
will be seen to be strictly true.
