Meatless Days

Existing conditions in Canada and 
the United States warrant the im­
mediate voluntary adoption of one or 
two meatless days a week by people 
not engaged in hard manual labor. , 
Beef, pork and other flesh foods are 
advancing in cost because the supply 
is unequal to the demand, and be­
cause grain prices favor the direct 
conversion of the grain into human 
food rather than into food for live 
stock. There is not enough meat in 
the world to go around and the men 
who are fighting our battles at the 
front require a great deal more than 
the men at home who sit in -offices 
and generally follow sedentary oc­
cupations. Medical men agree that 
most people not under strenuous phy­
sical strain will be healthier if they 
eat less flesh, especially during the 
spring and summer seasons. In a 
time when the price of everything 
mounts considerations of economy 
are important. It may therefore be 
repeated that 11 cents spent in oat­
meal, 12 cents on flour, 19 cents on 
bread, 24 cents on skimmed milk, 25 
cents on beans, 25 cents on whole 
milk or 50 cents on cheese will pro­
vide the human body with as -much 
energy as a dollar’s worth of steak.

‘Control of Garden Insects

The Entomological Branch of the 
Dominion Department of Agriculture 
will issue early in May Circular No. 
9 on 1 Common Garden Insects and 
thbir Control." This publicution in­
cludes an account of the more im­
portant insect posts of the vegetable 
and flower garden. It has been pre­
pared for wide distribution at this 
time when everywhere throughout 
Canada efforts are being earnestly 
made to increase the production of 
vegetable foods, etc., in back yards, 
vacant lot and other areas near cities 
and towns. The remedial measures 
for controlling the common destruc­
tive species and also formulae for the 
making of the chief insecticides are 
given. For easy reference the insects 
are grouped under the crop of flow­
ering plants they infest. Gardeners 
will find this publication a most use­
ful means for solving many troubles 
that will arise. Application for this 
Entomological Circular No. 9 should 
be made to the Chief of the Publica­
tions Branch, Department of Agri­
culture, Ottawa. Insects concerning 
whioh further information is desired 
should be sent with a covering letter 
to the Dominion Entomologist, De­
partment of Agriculture, Ottawa. 
Packages and letters so addressed up 
to 11 ounces in weight may be for­
warded free of postage.

IN WILD DOIÎRUDJA.

PERFECT HEALTH IS EVERY 
WOMAN'S BIRTHRIGHT.

A Lonely Land That Hag Never Been 
Civilized.

Now we are in the Dohrudja.
1 which means "good pasture”), the 
name given to the wild, rolling. 
God-forsaken plain which Ilea on 
the right of the river opposite the 
equally lonely and deserted Bara- 
gan steppe. Between these two vast 
stretches of open country the Danube 
winds and curves, sometimes shal­
low, sometimes deep, around spraw­
ling, marshy islands, the two largest 
of which measure respectively fifty 
and forty miles in length and about 
ten miles in breadth.

It Is difficult to describe utter 
emptiness, utter loneliness. All the 
objects and scenes and life with 
which one has become familiar on 
the voyage now vanish. The float­
ing mills, the white villages, the 
bright costumes, the sounds and 
sights of human activity are no 
more to be seen or heard. The East 
and the atmosphere of the East 
holds this land in thrall. The poli­
tical and military power of Islam 
may have retreated, but its ideals 
and doctrines remain, and the very 
air of the Dohrudja brings supine­
ness, fatalism, a belief in the use-" 
lessncss of combating anything, es­
pecially the silent, irresistible forces 
of Nature, the will of a passionless, 
remorseless Deity.

Along the muddy, sunken river 
banks, the rushes and stunted wil­
lows are a brilliant green, and on 
the islands, glowing in great vivid 
patches behind the rushes, low scrub 
and tamarisk, there are wonderful 
flowers—melilot, the sweet-scented 
clover, convolvulus, wild roses, blue 
veronica, chicory, snap-dragon. Up 
and down stream go tow-boats and 
lighters and sailing vessels, manned 
by brightly-clad Turks, Roumanians, 
or Greeks. Here and there one of 
these ships may be seen stuck high 
and dry on a muddy reef, a derelict, 
driven to destruction by one of the 
sudden violent squalls so common 
on the lower Danube. But It is not 
the things near at hand which at­
tract and rivet the attention ; It is 
the vast, limitless solitudes beyond 
which seem to cast a spell upon the 
traveler. Look there to the left 
across the rising grassy desert of the 
Baragan. Parched under the burn­
ing summer sun the steppe drifts 
and rolls away, away far as eye can 
reach. The soil is yellow, and the 
whole landscape Is touched by the 
same dead, dull hue. Out there Is a 
desert, a desert whose monotony is 
broken only by a few yellow roads, 
or tracks, where the saffron dust lies 
a foot deep, to rise in blinding, 
choking clouds with the passing of 
every wandering bullock caravan, or 
sheep and swine-herd. Sometimes 
the grass gives place to maize, but 
both grass and maize are yellow— 
yellow grass covering a boundless, 
undulating, melancholy desert. Here 
and there, at rare intervals, are vil­
lages, or rather clusters of rude, 
clay, wattle-roofed huts surrounded 
by tall, decrepit, wattle fences. 
Summer may be terrible here, but 
winter is still more awful when the 
snow, covers the face of the earth, 
when the fierce Russian wind sweeps 
by with hurricane force, leaving 
men and beasts frozen stark in 
death; when the wolves muster to 
satisfy their hunger and the ravens 
croak over the icy fields. Civiliza­
tion cannot tame the Dohrudja; 
civilization may bring railways and 
bridges, but the homes and 
thoughts and customs of the inhabi­
tants are not more civilized to-day 
than they were in the days of the 
Roman conquest.

England's Awakening.

It has made the working-man work 
at full-tilt for the first time In his 
life. He has been willing to do it. 
because the product served a national 
purpose instead of the profit of an­
other person. He has been physical­
ly able to do It, because an increased 
wage gave him better food. He has 
discovered how to do It, because the 
pressure of necessity has unlocked 
brain cells which In ordinary times 
would have required a term of edu­
cation to co-ordinate. The war has 
turned the middle-class home Inside 
out, and freed the respectable un­
employed Into usefulness. It has 
given new and more active forms of 
employment to women caught In 
domestic service and the parasitic 
trades of ‘refined’ dressmaking, mil­
linery, and candy manufacture. Fin­
ally, the war has given a career to 
upper-class Englishmen. For the 
first time In their lives they feel they 
have found something active to do 
through noble sacrifice. The sigh of 
relief that went up at the discovery 
that life was at last worth living, if 
only because of its brevity, was 
echoed in the poetry of officers as it 
drifted back from the trenches.”— 
Arthur Gleason, in the February

License Inspector P. D. McCallnm 
has been notified of important amend­
ments made to the Ontario Temperance 
Act, the principal addition being to the 
effect that the local inspector is given 
power to place all parties addicted to 
the use of intoxicating beverages on 
the restricted list.

at that time the Standards were lowered, 
and those two units were allowed to 
take men unfit for service ‘with ’the 
infantry or other-branches of the service.

Shortly after that the Army Medical. 
Corps, ttye Forestry Companies, tfie 
Army Dental Corps and Pioneer and 
Constructions units " were allowed sim­
ilar privileges, and since then men, who 
upon examination were found Unfit for 
service in the infantry, have been advised 
to join the other branches for which they 
could qualify.

According to the new plan whiçty: is 
to go into operation at once, every man 
who is examined, must now be classified, 
and then sent to the branch for which he 
is capable. If a man is not fit for service 
in the combatant forces he may be able 
to pass the tests for the Forestry Con­
struction units. If unable to measure up 
to those tests he may be able to serve 
in some capacity in Canada, in such units 
as the Special Service Company, the 
Service Company of the Canadian 
Engineers, or the Service Detachment 
of the Army Service Corps Details, the 
idea apparently being to utilize the ser­
vices of every man in the country who is 
willing to serve, in some capacity, and 
that if a man cannot serve in a combatant 
force he may be placed in some force 
where his services may release another 
tpan for service in a combatant force.

As the Ylang rounded the headland

“It’s only those blasted 
apes,” he explained when be bad man­
aged to control his mirth. ‘Take down 
that rifle and come along.”

Armed with the rifles, we made our 
way to the edge of the grove near­
est the spur of the mountain. Aa we 
approached a chorus of snarls greeted 
ns, and in the clear starlight I saw 
a host of infuriated apes hurling them­
selves against the barbed wire fence.

For a time the brutes paid little heed 
to our fusillade. Then, under the lead­
ership of a huge gray ape, they broke 
and made for cover.

THROWING A BOOMERANG.
Easy to Learn and la More of a Knack 

Than a Science.
The boomerang la thrown overhand. 

Grasping the small end to his right 
hand, the man moves his hand back­
ward as far as he can over the shoul­
der ; then he brings It forward with all 
the force possible, letting the boomer­
ang dip from his grasp when his hand 
is wen forward to front

Throwing the boomerang is more of a 
knack than a science. It may be learn­
ed by any American or European who 
gives the time end patience for prac­
tice. However, only native Australians 
acquire marked ability in making the 
boomerang turn exactly where they 
wish. The natives are not averse to 
using the boomerang as an American 
policeman uses his night stick. The 
native has the advantage over the 
“cop.” He can deal an effective blow 
without being near the victim.

One of the most interesting imple­
ments used by the native Australian Is 
the woomera or spear thrower. The 
spear thrower resembles a rubber plant 
leaf with its edges turned upward. At 
the pointed end there is a barb or hook 
against which the native places the 
butt of his spear. In this way he can 
get considerable additional power for 
throwing the spear because of the in­
creased purchase. - - >

SAVE YOUR IRISH CROCHET.

This Lace I, Coming Into Voguo Again
With Spring.

Have yon heard the news? Irish 
crochet Is coming back Into favor for 
all sorts of things—lingerie blonses, 
neckwear and even frock trimming. It 
Isn’t used exactly as It used to be, but 
any one possessing one of "those lovely 
large, round Dutch collars or a set of 
collar and cuffs Is fortunate In that she 
can turn the collar and cuffs lntt> some­
thing entirely different without cut­
ting the lace.

For chemise tops and nightgown 
yokes the Irish crochet Is Indeed love­
ly. Two of those old time “choker", 
collars could be utilized to set In the 
back and the front of either garment. 
If you do not possess such things as 
choker collars watch the little lace 
shops, which deal In such articles. You 
may be able to strike a bargain.

A round collar can be set in as a 
round yoke In a nightgown, with cuffs 
to match as finishes for the short ki­
mono sleeves. Sometimes cuffs can be 
used as shoulder straps on a chemise, 
with the round collar set In as a motif.

On blouses the Irish lace collar can 
be used In a bolero effect, for a vest, 
revers, bib or little coatee, depending 
entirely on the cut and shape.

On frocks the uses of Irish lace are 
legion. On such fabrics as linens, or­
gandies and voiles for spring and sum­
mer wear Irish collars can be used to 
outline deep pockets. In bib effects, to 
define panels and apron fronts, to edge 
deeper collars and In the same ways as 
they are used on blouses.

If you have some fine piece of this 
once popular lace stored away get It 
out and start to bleach It In the frost 
so that you will have It all fresh and 
ready to use when spring sewing 
starts In.

New Blouse,.
Some of the latest blonses are singu­

larly soft and graceful. A few fash­
ioned from black net over white are 
made with a few perpendicular tucks, 
the sleeves full to the wrist, with a 
frill falling over the hand. Even the 
crepe de chine blouses are, many of 
them, made with a pointed piece fall­
ing from the wristband over the hand, 
the blouse Itself opening In a V form 
at the neck, the edge with an open 
hemstitch about an inch wide. Brown 
Is a fashionable blouse color, and 
brown chiffon tucked and worn over 
gold net is altogether charming. Vivid 
coloring, even In the embroideries, Is 
not now the first fashion. The soft 
silk ones are wrought in dull shades, 
but are all the more effective for their 
subdued hues.
