Hartsuff, commanding ‘at ‘Petersburg,
Virginia, has forbidden in an official order
the hold'ng of any more meetings by the
r‘nn!ars to establish & fixed price for the
abor cf the negroes, or to make distinctions
prejadicial to their interests, and no differ-
ence in rate of dompensation for the same
labor by white and blacke to be allowed.—
