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The End of the Harvest.

The end of the harvest of 1891 is in
sight, and our farmers have been blessed
with fairly good crops in all directions, and
in so general and generous a degree as to
excite feelings of gratitude to the divine
Giver of all good gifts. July wi}neued
the garnering the hay crop in superior con-
dition and of fine quality. In quantity it
was found to be a fair average yield and
therefore very satisfactory. Immediately
following it came the grain harvest, which
proved to be one of the finest secured dur-
ing a series of years. It is probable that
the acreage sown to oats was mnot gre&ter,
perhaps not so great, as in some seasons,
the backward spring, and scagcity and high
{)riuc of seed may be assigned as the cause,
but the yield was exceedingly good, both
in straw and kernel, and it kept the thresh-
ing mills of the county busy during several
weeks. Barley also proved good and the
acreage sown was quite equal, if not great-
er, than in former years, and when the re-
ports of those who raised the new tw
rowed article shall be given to the public
through the bureau of agriculture, we con-
fidently expect to find that the yield and
quality will be pronounced to have been
excellent to an unusual degree. While in
Clements we were shown specimens of this
descripticn of barle{ grown on the farm
occupied by Mr. lliam Carty which
would be hard to exceed, if not to equal,
wherever raised, the seeds being plump,
hard, large and bright, and he spoke of the
yield both per bushel’s sowing and per
acre as being all that could be desired, the
weight exceeding the standard by several
per cent. Of the multi-rowed varieties we
may say that the report of growers is to
the effect that the crop fully met their ex-

tations, both yield and quality being in
excess of usual seasons. W heat also prov-
ed a good yield, though no great breadth
of it was sown in the county, but we are
pleased to know that each succeeding year
records an increasing acreage planted to
this king of all the grains, and we believe
that another generation will receive a con-
siderable portion of their bread from their
own soils and become less and less depend-
ent upon the outside world for this staple
article. Rye, which is very scantily rais-
ed in the county, proved to be a good crop,
2o that as far as these cereals are concern-
ed, the farmers have every reason to be
satisfied with their operations in 1891.

Of the root crops our report may fairly
state that as a whole, they too have been
better than the usual average. Potatoes,
the digging of which is now about over,
have suffered in many localities from rot,
induced by unusual wet weather which has

revailed since the last days of September,
Eut those which have been cellared in a
sound condition are likely to keep well.
This crop was a fairly good one, and but
little if any loss was sustained from the
ravages of the beetle which, in other lands,
sometimes proves so injurious.

And now, in this gleaner "month of the
year, the attention is turned to garnering
of the mangel wurtzel, the turnip, the beet
and the carrot crop, all of which are un-
usually good. Of the first named vegetable

this year than ever before, and that crop
i harvested is very fine; turnips, of
which a large breadth was sown, will also
be an abundant crop, while the beet and
the carrot crop are said to be equally fine.
Beans give good returns, the season hav-
ing been good for their growth and ripen-
i The apple crop, now in course of
thering, is believed to be considerably
tter than was at one time estimated,
a.d with the prospect of good prices in the
Juglish markets the grower has more
smiles than frowns on his face, and ought
to be happy. With the general results
above named there is every cause for”re-
joicing on the part of the husbandman and
fruit grower, as well as on the part of those
from whom they buy their varied and ever
necessary supply of those things they do
not produce. Let us, one and all, then,
when the general thanksgiving day comes,
render with grateful hearts our homage to

Death of Charles Stuart Parnell, M. P.

The great Iri h leader is no more! His

intimate friends. For a dozen years or|

e he occupied the most prominent place
in Irish politics, and exerted an influence
in the House of Commons of no ordinary
kind. When the late Isaac Butt retired
from the leadership of the Home Rule
party, because they sought to accomplish
their ends by means other than constitu-
tional, Charles Stuart Parnell, a Protestant,
born in 18486, of high birth, superior educa-
tion and undoubted ability, was soon recog-

nized as.the coming leader. He was made
High Sheriff of Wicklow, his native county.
Soon after he run the county of Dublin for
a seat in the Commons, but was defeated
by a large majority. This was in 1874. In
1875 he found a seat for the county of
Meath, and on taking his seat in the house
joined tho Home Rulers, then under the
leadership of Mr. Butt. In alliance with
Michael Davitt the organization of the
land league took place, which grew to be
most popular with the Irish people, and
will continue to hold a place in the history
of that unhappy country, but we have not
space for a sketch of its doings here. In
1877 Mr. Parnell introduced his * Irish
Church Act amendment bill,” which was
lost by a majority of 40 votes in a house of
260 members. The debates on this and
other measures first proved him to be a
clever debater and rising man. In 1879 he
became virtually the leader of the Irish
party, and in December of that year he
visited America, where, by his enthusiastic
speeches, he succeeded in raising large
funds to aid him in his Home Rule war in
the House of Commons. In 1880 the Eug-
lish general elections took place, and Par-
nell was returned for three several coustit-
uencies, He was made the acknowledged
leader of the Irish. He was, indirectly,
at Jeast, instrumental in securing the act
by which a reduction in rents became pos-
sible. In 1881 the Coercion Bill was in-
troduced by the Government, and to this
Parnell and his followers made every possi-
ble opposition, and raised every possible
obstruction, and to such an extent that
they were removed from the house hy the
sergeant-at-arms.  Parliament now de-
clared the Land League an illegal organiza-
tion, and Mr. Gladstone had him arrested
and thrown into Kilmainham jail. On his
release, on parole, in 1882, the National
leagne was organized, and the fight for
Home Rule was to beconfined to constitu-
tional methods in the House of Commons.
In this yearthe freedom of the city of Dublin
was conferred upon him. In the following
year he received the magnificent gift of
$160,000 from his Irish friends in Great
Britain and America. In 1884 and 1885
he was sole leader of his party and carried
86 seats in the last general election. Mr.
Gladstone then introduced a Home Rule
bill for Ireland, but he was defeated owing
to a split in the Liberal party, though sup-
ported by Parnell and his followers. Then
came the attack of the 7'imes, which tried
to connect his mame with the murders
which had some time before disgraced Ire-
land ; the attempt proved a failure, and
the Irish leader recovered damages in a
suit at law to the amount of $20,000.
Then came the exposure of his adulterous
connection with Mrs. O’'Shea, her hus-
band’s divorce from her, his marriage to
the divorced woman, the split among his
followers, and his fall from the position of
leader. These multiplied events, coming
so near together, had the effect to under-
mine his health, and finally last week, to
bring about his early death. Whatever
may be the opinion of his conduct as a
whole, it must be admitted that he pos-
sessed many of the qualities of a true
statesman.

Raising Colts.

While passing a certain farm, recently,
we saw two yearling colts standing in the
fence corner, fighting flies. It was a small
pasture lot, bare and brown, and not a
tree or bush to furnish gratefnl shade.
The colts had evidently seen hard times.
Their owner evidently believed in making
them ‘tough” by hard, rough usage.
They were poor and *‘ pot-guttered,” hair
rough and dry, eyes dull and listless. The
colts were stunted in growth, and every
bit of spirit and style starved out of them.
This is the way too many colts are raised,
and is one reason we have so many poor
horses in the market. Many suppose it is
time enough to begin feeding grain and
givihig some care to a colt at three years
old, or when he is old enough to commence
work. But this is a fallacy. Ne amount
of care and feed from this on will retrieve
the ruin wrought by the first year’s
treatment of these colts. Far better to
wait till the eolt has its growth, and then
starve and'noglect. ‘‘Feed is above breed.”
Breed shonld not be neglected ; but unless
it is supported by feed, it can never produce
a superior animal of any kind. All our
best breeds of cattle, sheep, and horses
have been made what they are by judicious
care and feed in connection with proper
selection. Keep the colt growing thriftily
from the start, and abandon the foolish
notice that rough usage will make a hardy

Adver-
tisements are news. They tell the reader
what is for sale, the price, also where pur-
chases should be made.

—Eggs are kept in cold storage several
months and sold when prices are high, in
the fall and early winter, but when you
say ‘‘ first class fresh eggs” thatisanother
thing. [Egg shells are porous, and an evap-
oration takes place which allows air to
enter the shell, and the egg ‘‘stales ” more
or less, so that, after being kept awhile it
is not a ** first class fresh egg.”

Speaking of **limed ” eggs reminds us of
a tough story our printer tells of a man
who kept store in Bangor, Me., previous
to the discovery of gold in California, and
who caught the fever and went to the
Coast early in 1850. About twenty years
afterwards he returned to Bangor on a visit,
and while talking with some old friends
there at the store, asked if they pickled
eggs now as he used to in ’49 and'50. Ex-
planations followed and it was found out
that a barrel half full of the pickled hen-
fruit had stood undisturbed all those years,
under the stairs leading into the store cellar.
The barrel was brcken out, the pickle
poured off and examination showed the
eggs in as good condition a8 when pickled
away more than twenty years before, and
they were distributed around to be eaten
as curiosities. We prefer ‘‘fresh” eggs!
