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The n;:‘il;:ﬂﬂn azainst high food
prices which started in the United
States has been taken up by Canada.
New York led the movement and a
citizen combine resulted In the boy-
cott of provision dealers for a stated
period, which was soon followed by
a drop in market prices. Mllk, eggs,

butter and meat receded in price,

both wholesale and retailers drop-
ped off their profits. Canada fellowed

the lead of her neighbors and has

made an elfort to arrest the upward
t2ndency. of the produce market.
That she is warranted in doing so
is the opinion of a writer in the Bos-
=on Transeript, who says:-

‘That a very powerful combine
rules the meat trade in Canada, as'

well as in the States, is plain from
the fact that Cansda and United
States meats are sold retail in Liver-
pool and London lower than in New
York, Boston, Montreal or Ottawa.
Your correspondent knows this from
personal inspection some years ago.
and from recent inquiry, by letter
from visits to England. Prool that
the United States meat combine is
more exacting than the Canadian is
afforded by the fact that retail meat
prices are higher all around in New
York and Boston than in Montreal.
Since these ports alike ship meat to
Liverpool, and since the freight a-
cross are substantially identical, it
follows that wholesale prices for ex-
port must be closely similar in the
American and Canadian ports. Hence
wholesale prices for home consumbp-
tion. and by the consequence retail
prices, wonld be the same were no
combine in charge of local retail
prices. But Montreal buys for from
twenty to twenty-five cents retail.
sim lar cuts to those sold in Boston
at from thirty to forty cents per
pound whilst Liverpaol gets the same
at less than Montreal.

“In fat meats the farmer is everv-
monstrously as the
city house-holder. This winter fat
beef within seven miles of Montreal
yielded only from five to six centé
per pound for dressed hind quarters
to.the farmer.’
