~—what particular heresy disgusted his an-
dience, or whether they suspected him as
an ally of Mahome!,or imagined him to be
their prophet, because he had a pretty
wife—what the motiv; may have been wo
kuow not, but certain it is, the Augsburg
Gaz. announces, tiat the delivery of his
first, or one of his first, scrmons was
greeted on the part of his Christian aud-
itors with a shower of stones ; while the.
Mahomedan listeners, respecting him as
a sort of ally of their Yicre lord the pasha,
while they abswained indeed from aiding
him as being aninfidel,would lend no hand
in the outrage, but maintained an edifying
ncutrulity, and smoked their pipes while
the ** orthodox’ christians smoked and
pelted their bishop.

A bishop’s life threatened ! ¢ It must
not he” cries the genius of the stock Ex-
change, one of the most powerful organs
of the Establishment, the Z'imes newspa-
per.  ““The capital you have laid out on
this silly affair will be wasted.  Our dips
lomatic relations with Turkey will bo
compromised. Qur ¢ apostle of the cir-
cumcision’ will, perhaps, go the way of
all flesh.  Withdraw him, both for God's
sake and for Mammon’s.”

We have now gone through a painfu|
detail of wrongs, It may be objected,
that our instances of misconduct havg
been taken more from the Orange than
the Catholic side of the yuestion, Un-
douliedly they have; for the point at issue
13 not, whether the eathaiic has done wrong,
but whether the Orangeman has done
nght.  Nay, more,—admit all the reeri
nunattons aganst the Cotholics for vio~

The discipline and government of the
Loglish Society is similar toor identical
with that of Ireland.

to all the mcetngs of the other,and they
have a common grand master. The
sules [Ap. 120] declare ‘the whole con-
stitetion to be one neighborhoeod, within
j#hich every Orangeman isat home in
the farthes: partsof the world."  Add-
ing significantly, that * the mechanism
of our nstituticn s such that it shall
spread, and Jawfully spread, its operation
over the whole country. Every move-
ment shall be felt and answered in cvery
part.’—[Ap.129.]

The same organizatiun and subdivision
of counties, districts, and privale lodges,
exists in England as in Ircland, But to
draw closer the bonds of general union,
to give vigor as well as privale instruc-
tions to tho various lodges, and to gain
proselytes, the Orangemen of Lngland,
with the active assistance of their Royal
Master, have established a missionary
sysiem of inspection and proselyteism.
Colone! Fairman was appointed his Royal
Highaeas's grand commissioner, or in-
spector-general of counties, districts and
warrants, for Great Britain, and subse-
quently of Irelad. A Mr. Nucella re-

T'ere exists a controversy,as to whether
the words “receive tho [loly Ghost by the
imposition of our hands,” ought to be ua~
derstood as actnally conferrin  the gift, or
us merely equivalent to a benediction or
prayer “as if it wein said: we pray you
may receive it.” (p. 118.) Oue party ob-
jeet 1o the  literal meaning, for the very
siisfactory reason, that “ordaining is unal-
lowable;* amd the other party object to
accepting as the potentiul mood what is ex-
presslv clothed in the form of the imperas
tive (p. 117-8.) The consequences of this
controversy are sometimes queer enough.
*The bishop of one dioccse ‘eaches a
deacon to understand the expression asa
prayer, and gives him letters of recomn
mendationso the bishop of another diocese,
where hesceksthe ordec of priesthood; but
the hishop of the latter diocese considers
the opinions of the other bishop to be biere-
tical upon the point, and “accordingly &e
rejects the candidate for the same exposi.

In this case, then, says the author of the
Appeal,“*how perplexing may be the situa-
ticn of aclergyman, ordained in Ely, bene-
ficed in Chester, and removed to Glouces-
ter" (p. 119) you may well say perplexing
indeed : unless he could be like Cerberus,
“three ecclesiastical gentlemen at once.”

beyond the sustaining influence of episco-
pacy, as to be incurable even though all
our biskops were in Rarmony amongxt
themselees, (p. 143 ;) and tho Archbisngp
of Dublin expressly informs vs (Appeal,

of going altogether to picces. We are
informed by the 2%imcs, upon one day,
that “the church of Eugland is staked upon
a forthcoming vote of the legistatore 3
upon another day, ata subsequent period,
we learn from the same authority, that the
same ** church is strugpling for existence,”
Whilst it appears from tho precediug part
of this article that she has not even un ex-
istence; that sho has at least no spirifnal
existenco to struggle for ; nd that, except
as a recipient of revenue, she his really no
existence at all. To assume in such cire
cumstances a designation which mplies a

universality of diminion, is the samae surt of
insane, fatnous presumption, as if the pa.

cha of Egypt had, afier the bombardmens

of Acre, proclaimed himself the monarch

of the world, at a time when it was doubt-

ful whether lie would not very soon be left

without a house over his hiead.  If people

will persevere in pretending that the church

of England is in existence atall, it is im-

possible to prevent them from doing so 3

and ifthey wish to decorate her with high«

sounding designations, without any regard

to veracily, they are at liberty to enjoy

this peculiar sort of pastime. They wmay

therefore, “*an’ they will,"" cull her. .

“More just, more wise, more learned,
more, everything” than any other church
ar congregation of people upan earth. But
to assume the denomination of Catholic,
in the circumstances of the case, is a piece
of silly efirontery, exactly of the sam kind
as if the archbishop of Canterbury was ta
putona tiara and call himself Gregory
XVI 3 or as if the bishop of London, lyav-
ing adorned his person with a pair of red
stockings and other appropriate pactsof the
cardinalitian costume, were to write “'The
Cardinal Aloysius Lambruschini” upou
his visiting cards.

if sueh be the pretensions of the church
of England to Catholicity, what shali we
say of our friend, the <hurch of Ircland,
which is quartered hare at home upon our-
selves 3 whichhas d-creased, is decreasing,
and will soon be sltogether extingvished :
which has, according to the Quarterly
Review, been asleep during all the time
from the Reformation 10 1824 ; which has
861 parishes, in vach of which thers are
less than 50 Protestants ; and 150 parishes
in which there ace no I .otestants atall.
