Div you koow thab all the silk in the
world 8 made by very little wormst
These creatures have a machine for apin.

ning ib. They wind the silk, too, as well
as spin it The curious cocoons the worms
make are wound with eilk. Men take
them to factories, where they are unwound
and made into the beautiful silke you and
your mother wear.

The spider is also aspinner. His thread
18 much finer than the silkworm's. It is
made up of a great many threads, just like
a rops of many strands. This is ths
spider’s rope, that ho walks on. He often’
swings on 1t, too, to see how strong it is
I:d you ever see & spider drop { m some
high place? How his spinning machins
must work !

The wasp makes his paper nesb out of
fibers of wood. He picks them off with
his strange little teeth, given him for the
purpose, and gathers fthem into a nead
bundle,

When he has enough, he makes them
into = soft pulp in some strange way.
This pulp is very much like that used by
men in making our; .per. Very likely the
waosps taught them how, becauss they ars
the oldest puper-makers in tho world.

This pulp he weaves into the paper thdh
forms his nest. You must look for one,
and see how much it is like the common
brown paper we use to wrap bundles &
The wasps work together, so thab it take
but very hittle time to build u nesb.
