There are no sold
or hired pews, no reserved seats,
although regular worshippers,
by speaking to the chapel war-
den, may generally have the
same seats kept for them until
the beginning of the service.
These churches are God’s hou~
ses, aud free alike to aLL His
CHILDREN. But everycne is pri-
vileged v. bear his fair share of
the expens~s, and to this end is
invited-—

1. To subscribe towards the
clergyman’s salary.

2. To give liberally and sys-
tematically, through the Sunday
Offertory, for current and other
expenses,

3. To aid the prrish in its cha
ritable, diocesan and parochial
work.

This perish has adopted the
«¢ Envelope System” for ‘he
Rector’'s income. This gives
the parishioners the opportu-
nity of contributing quarterly
through the Offertery. It has
been found to be a vast improve-
meut ou the old way, and is
attended with very much less
trouble.

How to Keep the Lord’s Day Holy.
(Seiected from the Writings of Rev. Dr. Du.)

GENERAL RULES.

1. Never work at your trade
or business on the Lord's day.

2. Never miss going to church
at least once. Let nothing hin-
der you but violent sickness,
sudden death of friends, or the
like great cause. [eep (o the
Church alone. There you hear
the true Word of Geod, and
therc are they who ave truly
His priests.

3. Read your Bible, your
Prayer-book, and such other
hooks as may help you to grow
in holiness.

4. Give God thanks, agair
and again, for His mercies.

5. Do some good work, such
as visiting any sick friend, or
relicving some distress, or the
like. Such acts of mercy befit
this holy day, and bring great
reward.

HOW TO CONDUCT YOURSEL:Y IN
CHURCH.

When you euter the church,
say to yourself:

O Lord, how awful is this
place. This is no other than
the house of God, aid thisis
the gate of heaven.

When you come to your seat,
kneel humbly on your knees and
pray, saying to yourself:

O, how amiable are thy dwel-
lings, Thou Lord of Hosts : one
day in Thy courts is better than
a thousand.

Let the words of my mouth,
and the meditations ot my heart
be accepteble in Thy sight this
day, O Lord, my strength and
my Redeemer.

THE SERVICE.

Attend with great eare 1o the
holy service. It is the chief
thing for which we come to the
church. No one gains much by
the sermon, who is cold and
carel.ss in the service. So, too,
after joining with all the heart
in the service, one is more fit to
hear the word preached, and to
receive it to the goc1 of his sonl.

Be not lazy and slothful;
kneel to pray ; stand up to praise
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—sit down to hear the lessons
and tae sermon. Shame on
those who loll on their seats, or
sit at their ease, when they
ought to be kneeling or stand-
ing up. The body and the soul
alwuys work together. Your
soul cannot pray and confess its
sins, while the body is taking
its comfort.

Pray with all your heart. Ask
God secretly for all that you
have need of. Pour out your
soul to him; teli Him cvery
want, every fear, every care.
Do this with the thoaght in your
mind that prayers made in
church aviil more than prayers
made at homeo. If you have any
great wish, an¥ great resolution
mention it to Giod first in church.
His house is the house of prayer
for all people, and for all their
needs.

THE SERMON.

Remember the text.

Try and catch some short sen-
tence, some brief remark, to
take home and lay up in your
mind. Ask God to bless the
word to your good. Remember
that the more sermons you hear
the greater is your danger if
you are not made better by
them.

Never listen to a sermion in
the hope of being amused.

Remember, that he who speaks
is the miuister of Divine things.
and that he bears a message to
you from the Lord of Hosts.
Thercfore, lsten with respect
and fear.

Before leaving Church, say:

Pardon, O Lord, my wander-

ing thoughts, and overlook, I
pray Thee, my shortcomings;
and when I quit Thy house, may
I not quit Thy presence, but
may I be ¢ver near to Thee and
Thou to we; through JEsus
CHRIST. Amen.

Then go slowly out of church,
as one 1who cometh from the pre-
sence of Glod, and He will look
with jfovor upon you, and s
blessing will rest on your head.

Lent.

The following is part of the
Rev. G. W. Hodgwvn's Lenut
Address to the members of his
congregation. We hespeak for
it a careful perusal :—

My Dear Friexps,—Agaia we
are entered upon the Lenten season.
It comes to us, calling u3 to sorrow
for sin, to amend our lives ; it comes
lifting up before us the cross of Christ,
reminding ug again of His love, and
asking for our love in retura.

How am I going to use this Lent?
What do I hope that it will do for
me? What self-denials can I prac-
tice, that the flesh may be subdued
to the spirit, that I may give more of
my time to devotions, more of my
substauce im almsgiving? Ask your-
selves these questions. Be sure they
are wisely answered.

Prayer, fasting, almsgiving, these
with all that they include, are the
three great weapons for our warfare,
three great remedies for our disea-
ses, three rreat helps by the way.
Use them well this Lent, yive up
time and amusements for them, deny
your appetites in things fawful, think
more ot othe:s’ needa than of your
own. Do this, not asking & reward,
but from & desire to grow in the love
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ot Jesus, do it not trusting in them
for your owu salvation, but because
you long to follow, however far off,
His steps ; to bein some little degree
like Him who continued whole uights
in prayer; who fasted forty days and
forty nights, who rich, became poor,
and gave Himself for us.

I would recommend you to attend
regularly some (by no means neces-
sarily ull) of the week-day services,
and most earnestly urge you to use
the privileges of the Lord's day. No
Lord’s day is fully observed without
{where it is possible) an attendance
at and reception of the Holy Com-
munion. May God grant that this
truth may ve better undersicod and
acted upou by us this Lent.

Forms of Prayer.

Every year's experience conviuces
us of the importance of a Book of
Common Prayer for public wor-
ship. We can bardly enter a con-
gregation where the people weiship
by proxy, or through the extem-
noranevus prayers of the minister
or some other upauthorised person,
that our devotions and religicus
meditations are not disturbed by the
unscriptural, improper, and some-
times upgrammatical expressions
nicred up in prayer to Almighty
God; and this alone convinces us
there is somathing in:rinsically
wrong in such services. Iudeed it is
very ditficult for a devout miud te
join in them at all; for when the
prayer commences he does uot kuow
what petitions sre going to be ofter-
ed, and iostead of uniting heartily
in them ke bas to stop, examive the
petitions, and meditate on their
meaning, or else hemust be ¢ rash”’
and “ hasty” 1o his worship,aot hav-
ingthe words ordered accordingto the
divine commandment. Ecc. v. 4.

For hundreds of years atter Christ
there was not a single example of
extemporancous prayers in the
Church ; which indeed i3 & presump-
tive proof that the book of the
prayer is of God’s own appoiutnieat.
Every one at all acquainted with
the Old ‘Testament Seriptures or
the Old Testameut Church knows
very well that the worship which
God required was always by
a liturgy: aund this vas the case
in the purest and best days of
that Church. The book cf Psalms
was part of the Jewish sauctu-
ary service, and macy of them
were prepared for special occasions
of worship. Solomon’s beautiful
prayer at the dedication of .he
Temple was pre-written, and so also
was the soog of Moses, which he
and the children of Israel sang re-
ponsively. And God bimself spake
unto Moses, saying, * Speak unto
Aaron and unto his sous, sayiug,
On this wise ye shall bless the chil-
dren of Israel, saying unto them,
the Lord bless thee and keep thee,
the Lord make his face shine upon
thee, and be gracions unto thee : the
Lord lift up his countenance upou
th > und give thee peace.”—Num.
vi. 22-27. From this we kuow
that it was not left with Aarou anl
his sons, although .aey were priests,
what words they should use in the
sanctuary in blessing the people:
but God commanded them to use
the words which had been express-
ly prepared for the sccasioa.

Nor was the order of divine ser-
vice chavged in the Christian dis-
peusation : for when the disciples
of Jesus applied to him for izfor-
mation upon this subject, snd said
“ Lord teach us to pray asJohm
also taught his disciples,” Jesus
said uvuto tbem, ‘“When ye pray,
say, Our Farther which art 1
heaven.”—Luke xi. 1, 2. And thus
taught them a colleet which every
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scholar knows  well he found in the
Jewish prayer book.—7lon's lutro.
to Scripture, v, ity ?96.  'To under-
stand this correctly it i3 necessary
to kuow that the disciples had re-
ference to the well known custom of
the duy ot religious teachers giviug
their disciples a sct form of words to
be offered up in petitiou to the Al-
migty ; therefore they say, ‘- teach
us to pray as John also taught his
disciples.” From this we learu
that St. Johv the Baptist had already
given his foliowers a form ot prayer,
but for reasons to be seen Lereafter,
Jesus had not given auy special
new form anto his disciples; for
this 13 the ounly sense in which we
understand the passage, it being
ovident that Jesus had taught bhis
dissiples, long before this period,
the nature and value of prayer. The
inquiry, therefore, must have had
reference to a form of words as an
aid to their devotion, and which
Jobn had aiready given to his dis-
ciples. Now if forms of prayer
were not of divine appointment this
would have been a very proper oc-
casion for our Lord to have condemn-
ed them. He certainly would have
reproved his disciples for making
such a request, aud have censured
his servant John for departing from
the true spirit of prayer in teaching
his followers such useless tormality.
But instead of this Jesus refers then
to their ## own prayer book asa
sutficient reason why he bad not
given them a form beretofore,
simply, because they had a geod
form already, a form which he
had repeatedly used iu their
hearivg in the Synagogue and
in the Temple. He had only,
therefore to refer them to their
own prayer book, which he does
in  hi, response o their im-
quiry, When ye pray, say, Our
Father whick art in Heaven.
Nor was this the only instance of

our Lord’s apprebation i funms ol
prayer: fur in the sacred garden
“he weut away, and prayed, and
spake the same words.-—Mark
xiz. 39. The prayer was O my
Father, if it be possible. let this cup
pase from me: nevertheless vot mwy
wiil, but thine bLe doue,” and this
same prayer be repeated three times,
thus sauctioning the practice of his
Church in all ages ; in repeativg the
same prayers, whenever they ap-
proach him in the sanctuary. On
the cross he said * My God, my
God, why hast thou forsaken me,”
which prayer ae foundin the Jewish
prayer book, and was com-
posed by King David, as we find it
recorded in the 22nd Psalm, snd
which had been offered up to Gnd
by willieas who were then iu hea-
ven. Agsin, when he was en the
cross he said, ‘¢ Father imnto my
hauds I commeud my spirit,” and
this very prayer was also mke.n
from the prayer book, and to thie
day is found in the 5th verse of the
31st Psalm. He also chanted the
(Yreat Halle! as the Jaws called it,
at the last supper—DMat. xxvi. 30.
So that nothing can be stronger than
the proof that our blessed Lord not
oply saocticned but absolutely in-
stituted a form of prayer for his
Chburch.

The early diseiples, we are told,
followed the example of their Lord
in relation to the litargy: for we
find a form of prayer recorded in the
4th chapter of the Acts of the Apos-
tles. It was offered up on the re-
turn of St. Peter and St. John from
the Jewish council, when in the
Christain assembly * they reported
all that the Chief Priests and Elders
had said unto them., We are told,
¢ when they heard chai, they lifted
up their voice with one accord” and
said, * O Lord thou art the God
who didst make heaven and earth,”
&c. And .oe manner in which this
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praycr was uttered. It is said the
people, “lifted up 1heir voices to
Ged with one accord.”

Thus, afier the example of Christ
acd his church in the primitive ages,
our church, in all nations, bas adopt-
ed the ancient liturgy : and w.th
the full confidence ¢ the Divine
approbation, the Prayer Book is
issued as an aid to the devotions of
the faithful. —Rev. D. F. H.
