Now is the time for men who have been in the
ministry for several years to do a Christian service
towards those just 2ntering it, by giving them the right
hand of fellowship in private life, as well as officially at
ordination. Ministers not a few carry heavy burdens
for weary years, because older men in the Presbytery
did not show them brotherly sympathy, and give them
help in the time of their inexperience.

‘Whatever attacks may be made on the Bible, they
do not seem to lessen the volume of its circulation,
During the last five years, fifty new versions of it have
been published, making the total number of translations
three hundred and eighty-one. Of the new versions,
forty-two have issued from British presses.

Biblical scholars throughout the world will await
with intense interest further particulars concerning the
manuscript Gospel which was recently discovered in a
village church near Czsarea, in Asia Minor, and which
the Czar of Russia is said to have purchased., Allthat
i3 known of it now is that it is very old and beautiful,
being written upon the finest and thinest vellum, which
has been dyed a deep red purple. The letters are in
silver, and aresquare, upright uncials; the abbreviations
ofthesacrednames arein gold. The pagesare thirty-two
centimetres by twenty-six, and the writing on each page
is in two ccelumns.

Every rag stuck in a window to keep out the cold from
the drunkard's home denotes a contribution toward buying
new suits for the liquor dealer and his family. The more
clegance and easc in his family, the more poverty, degra-
dation =nd despair in the families of those who patronize
him. The comer grogshop, with its large plate glass
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windows and marble floors, is paid for by the tenants of
other landlords, who live in cheap tenements and often
cannot pay their rent.

The company for selling liquor on the Gothenburg
system at Bergen had &« narrow escape lately. This
town with its 60,000 inhabitants, is the second town
of Norway ; 14,172 voted against the company, 14,590
voted for it, or did not vote. Non voters are reckoned
as though they vote “yes.” The agitation was very
animated. In Christiania, where there is no contest,
the company recently distributed 423,000 as its net
receipts for the year 18g5s.

The Red Cross Society has now gotten a good
toothold in Turkey, and is doing a grand work. The
agents of the Red Cross have seat out three expedi-
tions, one of which has gone to Marash and Zeitoun,
one to Ourfa, and a third to Harpoot, each aiding the
districts along their way. They have everwhere
been welcomed by the missionaries, whose work they
are grandly supplementing. Miss Barton writes:
“Ten thousand poor, sick, suffering wretches; dying,
foodless, naked, and not one doctor and no medicine
among them ; whole cities scourged and left to their
fate, to die without a hand raised, save the three or
oour resolute missionaries, tired, worn, God-serving,
of their pasts until they they drop. The civilized
twrld running over with skillful physicians, and not
ane there, no one to arrange to get them there, to
pay expenses, take special charge, and thus make it
possible for them to go. Inthe name of God and
humanity, this field must be carried, these people
must be rescued, skill, care, medicine, and food for
the sick must reach them.”

The Spectator in commenting on the Russian

coronation, speaks of it as evidencing * the waste of
a Belshazzar, and the display of an almost insane
pride.” There is some truth in this. Twenty-five
million dollars have been spent on a holiday, and
Armenia still lies beggared and bleeding through
Rus:ian neglect.  The loyalty of Russians may be
strengthened by such magnificence, and the obcdi-
ence to a king so highly exalted, deepened; but the
effect upon the Czar himseclf—"a man of deep,
emotional feeling,” must be bad, There was not
even the attendant present, as in the triumpal car of
the Roman general, to whisper, *“ Remember thou art
a man"—unless indeed the place of such 2 monitor
was taken by the frightful sccret whisper that ran
through court and police circles, to the effect that
one of the streets through which the sovereign must
pass had been undermined, for the purpose of a
dynamite explosion. “ Black care,” says Horace,
“invades every place” —even the triply protected
throne of the Czar of all the Russians,
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Permanent Headquarters.

HE closing scenes at a General Assembly excite
mingled feelings. The parting benediction leaves a
tinge of sadness uehind which hingers fitfully 1n the mind,
for fricndships made or rencwed during Assembly are
interrupted ; the welcome guests have departed ; the inter-
course with the leading minds in the church has ceased
and a fecling of regret prevails that the meetings with their
debates and business have come to an end. On the other
hand there are the pleasant memortes, the inspiration
derived from the addresses, the thankfulness for work
undertaken or accomplished, for evidences of vitality, and
of the fine spirit which animates the great men of the
church in the conduct of her affairs.  While these things
add poignancy to the parting, the sorrow is relicved by the
thought that the most of the lcaders may mcet again in
‘Toronto in the near future, for events seem to point to that
city as the permanent mecting place of the General
Assembly, and headquasters for the church,

The lngh tone which pervaded the deliberations was
marked, and the pubhc verdict is unamimous that the high
standard maintained throughout has necver been swpassed
by the General Assembly.

The ground taken with respect to the question of a
permanent mecting place is at least significant and thete is
reason to believe 15 1n accord with the growing opinion of
the church. The time has evidently come when the
advantages of Permanent Headquarters are clear to.sthe
majosity of the membership.  As an example The Presby-
terian Witness, vowcing opinion in the Mantime Provinces,
may be quoted. Wniting just as the Assembly was opening
the Edutur says:

“Itis an open question as to whether or nat the time
has wme for finding the true centre for our mectings of
General \ssembly. It 1s, and always will be, impossible
to have the General Assembly meet in St. John's
Newfoundland, Halfax, or St John, New Brunswick, in
the cast and have a proper representation of the whole
Chuarch, and the equaily impossible would it prove if the
meetings were in Winmipeg, \ancouver or any other point
of the far North West. The Assembly might itinerate in
Montreal, Ottawa, Kingston, Ioronto, London and Hamil-
ton, with, in the course of time, other growing Ontaric
cities willing and able to take their turn as entertainers.
Toronto is now, and will be fur 2 good many years to come
our natural denominational centre and  headquarters.
Would it not be a step in our onward march to make
Toronto our Presbyterian I'dinburgh?  We put st the
way of a question berause there is much roum for vanety
of opinion on this matter, and we do not hold a brief tor
Toronto, or any other ety Itnust be borne n raund
that the choosing a permanent place of mecting would
bring to and end the entertainment of members except
where such was the result of private friendship or voluntary
hospitality.”
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Our contemporary thinks a permanent meeting place
would involve the payment of the expenses of the delegates.
Not necessar.ly ; but should 1t be found advisable to do so
it is shov.n that the charge would not be a heavy one.
Centralization, consolidation and improved system, carefully
developed would beyond doubt, be of the utmost benchit
to the schemes and agencies of the Church ; and it would
seem that the day is not far distant when the great interests
of the Church will be centred in Toronto and when the
General Assembly will, as a rule, convene in that city.

Church Union.

One of the most important of the reports that came
in onthe closing day of the General Assembly was that
dealing with Church Union. Rev. Principal Caven has
been a hopeful and a faithful convener of the committee
dealing with this subject, and his services will be
appreciated by thoughtful students of the time, for his
labours do not receive the serious encouragement, from
all, that they deserve. It may be held that Protestant
Union in Canada is impossible because impracticable.
It may be held that it wouldnot be desirable, but taking
all differences of opinion into account, it must be
conceded that the cause of Unicn has a wide basis upon
which to rise in strength and vast proportion, an that
the needs of the vineyard are pressing it forward.
Take the case of Foreign and Home Missions; take
the co-operation in matters pestaining to the body
politic which the various churches now manifest; take
the ever widening view of the work of the Church; and
it must be conceded that time is on the side of Union.
Rev. Dr. Canven's report is a hopeful one and is a
distinct step onward. )

An interesting factis that Church Union holds a
front place throughout christendom, among the Reform
Churches. Here is the summing up of an argument
fromthe Contemporary Review.

The New Testament gives no countenuace to the
idea that there may be man; denominations seperate
from and mutually exclussive of each other. The
churches of Galaiia had many places of worship, but
they were otherwise one. Christ is the vine; His people
are the branches; they have visible unity. Christ is the
head of the body. **The eye cannolsay to the hand,
‘] have no need of thee'"” according to Paul. But it
constantly does sQ in our 2ge andland. Christ hasone
“Kingdom, ” not many. He has one “‘bride,” nota
harem. He has one flock in His various folds. The
churchis one ¢ household,” not many. Itisa* Temple,”
with structural unity. It is a ‘' “Common-wealth,"”
whose members are not ‘‘aliens” to each other, but
“fellow-citizens.” It isa “City” with twelve gates, but
with common wall. It was our Lord’s 1ast prayer that
His people might be one, evenas He and God are one.
That does not imply polytheism, or mutuaily exclusive
existence.

Schisms began to develop in Corinth. But the first
great division was between the Eastern and Western
church, It followed the political division of the Roman
Empire, and was duetotheambition of the Romanbishop.
The next great separation came at the Reformation.
It is not strange that, under the tyranny of despots
and inquisitors, the centrifugal force was developed at
the expense of the centripetal. Differences of race,
janguage and temperament; differences of interpretation
of Scripture; differences of political allegiance; personal
ambition; partisan feeling; stubborn crankiness; vested
rights; inheritcd prepossessions; the craze for uniformity

at all costs; the lack of a knowledge broad enough to
see ths truthin protean forms; the lack of a charity that
Joves all Christians as Christ loved us; these and like
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causges have given us a sad, sectarian, schismatic church
whose members have often been found in fractricidal
and interdenominational war.

Several attempts were made in the Reformation
period to secure unity,. When James I. came to power,
his Scotch churchmen thought he would favor their
religion. But he said: “No bishop, no king.” A
Millenary Petition signed by a thousand ministers asking
for a presbyterial church was denied. But out of the
Hampton Court Conference came a victory for unity in
the shape of the King James version of the Bible whose
value cannot be gstimated.

Gustavus Adolphus and Oxenstern, Luther and
Crammer, Calvin and Knox sought to secure the unity
of the Reformed churches in Great Britain, France, the
German and Scandinavian countries. Qut of this aim
grew the Westminister Assembly. It was the most
imposing and promising attempt ever made for church
unity. It washeld under the order of the Long Parha-
ment. Its members, not all of whom attended,
comprised prelatists, Presbyterians and Independents,
from England, Scotland, Ireland and New England,
with correspondents on the Continent. The Form of
Government adopted was that of representative
democracy. The Directory for Worship gave liberty
asto forms, and made lhiturgies optional. The Con-
fession of Faith was widely adopted with slight
revision, 1t became the Magna Charta of religious
freedom whenit said: “God alone is lord of the
conscience, and hath left it free from the doctrines and
commandments of men.”

Gaelic in the Colleges.

The appeal of the Montreal College for a Gaelic Lecture-
ship Fund of $5,000 is likely to awaken an extended interest
in the teaching of Gaelic at the various College of the
Church. The Gae! in Toronto are settingagood example
to their countrymen elsewhere in Canada, ot only in having
taken steps to contribute to the Montreal Fund but o
place scholarships at the disposal of Knox College. We
understand that the Gaelic Society of Toronto are to ap-
proach Knox Collcge with the offer of afew Gaelic scholar-
ships and probably of providing for lectures on Gaelic
language and literature in connection withe the college.
A conference between representatives of the Socicty and
commissioners to the General Assembly were held last
week, and the proposals of the Society have been very
cordially approved of. We wish the Suciety God speed,
and trust Gaelic-speaking ministers and congregations will
bestir themselves in the interests of such work as i1s pro-
posed to be done,

Rev. Neil MacNeil D. D., inaugurated a serics of
Gaelic services in Toronto, the collections at which
will go to the Alontreal Fund. The congregation
was large and the collection liberal, showing that the appeal
will not be in vain and that the spirit of the Gael has not
fied.

Womanandtho The following paragraph is heartily
Sabbath. commended to the careful perusal

of our readers : We are told that the hope of raising
mea to a higlier practice as regards the Sabbath, lies,
to a great exteut, in thetraining to Sabbath Observance
which woman gives to every generation, by unconscious
influence, by precept, by example. Then is not the
perpetuity of the Sabbath endangered by the growing
disregard for its sanctity which is seen in the conduct
of many women to-day? Ipstead of helping their

brothers to raise the Sabbath from the pollution into
which lovers of money and lovers of worldly pleasure
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have dragged it, some women are making the task more
difficult by instituting home and social customs that
are in direct violation of God's Sabbath laws. One of
the most common of these Sabbath-breaking customs is
Sunday visiting. It creates work and travel. It keeps
from the house of worship those who might attend, but
for visitors, and is often 2 rude interference with family
intercourse on the cnly day on which all the family can
be together. Sunday is the best opportunity that busi-
ness and working men have of reaching their children,
and the presence of a visitor shuts the children off from
the invigorating influence of a father's mind, fresh from
a new realm of thought and action. And more
destructive than the chance visitor to the rest and
religiousness of the Sabbath, are the Sunday *‘recep-
tions " that are common in our cities, among the ** best
Presbyterian families,” we are told, even in Dr, John
Hall's church in New York, and Dr. Hamilton's church,
Washington.

Atd to tho The other day Dr. W. B. Geikie sent

Armontans, 3 draft for 8716 to the treasurer of
the British Armenian Relief Fund. This amount was
contributed by friends of the movement in Canada, and
is distributed where it will do most good for the
sufferers. The first ten cheques sent through Dr.
Geikie amounted to $9,684, and the next four, includ-
ing the one sent lasc night, totaled 83,077, a grand total
of $12,765. Thisis a splendid showing for Canada,
and proves that the heart of its people sympathises with
the sufferers across the sea.

Vacation Voloos. As we are about enteting the vaca-
tion seasop, we may expact to hear the usual amount
of sage advice, addressed particularly to ministers and
young people as to their deportment and diet while
taking their vacation. We trust this word which we
offer will not be regarded as entirely gratuitous: Do
not hurry, do not rush. Ifyoucannot reach the railway
station in time for the early morning train without run-
ning yourself out of breath, wait for the next one. It
is rest you are seeking for, and you will surely not get
it if you allow yourself to be worried and excited and
hurried in the pursuit of it.

Misstonary Work 1he American missionary work in

in Turkoy Turkey is under the carec of the
American Board of Commissioners for Foreign Missions—
Congregational and the Northern Presbyterian Church,
The magnitude of the interests involved appears from the
fact that there are 223 Foreign Missionarics in the service,
and 1,094 native helpers, The value of the mission
property is estimated at $2,500,000. The annual expen-
diture is $285.000, and from the beginning of the work at
12ast $10,000,000 have been expended. This was beginning
to *ell on the public sentiment and the general condition of
the people. There are 436 churches and preaching places,
13,528 communicants, and 33,000 in the Sabbath-schools.
Another view of the work is obtained from the schools.
There are 621 colleges and schools, with 27,400 pupils.
These schools have all been loyal to the Sultan, but
intelligence is an element feared by despots, whether Czar
or Sultan,

Missionaries of the highest character in lndia, both
American and English, declare that the work of the
Salvation Army, under Gen. Booth-Tucker, has been
practically a failure. Having studied the movement
since its incipiency in India, I am prepared to maintain
that, in proportion to the money expended, efforts put
forth and lives sacrificed, no mission in the same time
has had less success in India than the Salvation Army.
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Paul’s Characteristics as a Christian.

Surely, since the Saviour ascended {rom Mount
Olviet, no finer type of the Christian character has
been scen,

1. He was humble—no man more humble than he.
He confessed himself to be the least of all the Apostles,
unworthy, indeed, to be called an Apostle because he
persecuted the Church of Christ. It may ba truly said
of Paul that, when he thought ot Christ, self passed in
music out of sight. Ifit may be said of any one it may
be said of him that he won the blessing spoken of by
Christ in the words: ¢ Blessed are the poorin Spirit,
tor theirs is the Kingdom of heaven.

2. Paul’s life was a life of consecration. Thisis one
of its most striking features, as revealed in the narrative
of Luke and in Paul's letters. Wehear much of
consecration in thesedays. We hear much of Christian
heroism; but there has never been greater consecration
than that shown by Paul; there has never been greater
heroism than his. .

What a picture he gives in his letter to the Corin-
thians of his sufferings, his perils, his weariness and
painfulness, his watchings often, his hunger and thirst,
his tastings often, his cold and nakedness.

And besides all the things that were without there
came upon him the care of all the Churches. What an
example Paul is to us ministers in consecration and
service! [ do not know what may be the case with
other professions; but I am certain that, in our profession,
the hardest toil is the lightest in the end. I do not
know what may be the case in other professions, but
I am sure that, in ours, for every spiritual gift we are
enabled to give we receive at least ten-fold in return.

3. Theunseen world was very real to Paul. Eternal
life was a present possession with him. It was more
precious, far more precious to him than the material
world around him. That was a mere passing shadow
to Paul while the spiritual world was the reality, The
material world was merely a tent, whose folds would
soon be blown away, revealing all the more clearly the
stars of the eternal world.

Thus Paul looked to the things which are unseen
rather than toward the things which are seen; for the
things which are seen are temporal, but the things
which are not seen are eternal.

4. And the crowning feature of Paul’s life was its
calmness. In this his inner life wasin striking contrast
with th~ onter life. In the outer life, as we have seen,
were perils, sorrows, anxieties, worries. In the inner
life there was peace. I do not mean that, in Paul'a
inner life thera was the absence of conflict; but it wis
conflict with sin and not with doubt. His spiritual
life was calm because his faith and hope were assured,
In this again, Paul’s life has a message of unspeakable
value to all ministers of the Gospel. For we live in
times of unrest in matters of faith when we are contin-
wally called upon to adopt some new theory in matters
of religion or to mest some new objection of scepticism.
This unrest, where it is yiclded to, miletates greately
sgainst the Christian ministers hopes of success. Cannot
we learn the secret of Paul’s calmaess in the spiritual
life> Paul evidently was quite familiar with the
currents of unbelief existing in his time. His address
at Athens shows that he was quite familiar with the
teachings of the stoic and epicurean principles which
really underlie the main curcents of scepticism to-day,
the pantheism, the agnosticism, the atheism, the mater-
ialism which are merely phases of these old systems of
thought. Paul never for a moment, yields to the
currents of sceptical thought around him. And I think
the reason is because his spiritual faith was so real that
they had no influence upon him whatever. As the
exquisite scenery of Asia Minor had no effect upon his
acsthetic temperament, so intent was he in gazing upon
the beauty of the spiritual world revealed to him by
Christ, so he was blind to all the allurments of sceptical
thought because of the intense reality of his spiritual
experience, God the Father was so real to him; Christ
was so real to him; his own spiritual life was so real to
him that the scepticism of the Gentile world could not
reach the citadel of hic faith Paul did not deny the
use of reasan in religion. There is no more rational
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theologian than he. He accepts his religion because
it appeals to the deepest needs of his nature. Having
done that and felt the “cality of spiritual experience, he
will allow nio sceptical thoughts to trouble him. Itseems
to me that this is the true line of apologetics for the
Christian minister—the apologetics of Christian experi-
ence. One very interesting writer on tke Christian life
says that she found relief from scepticism by pledging
herself never to doubt again, This action was,
apparently illogical; yet if we study her motit e carefully,
we will find that her reasoning was thoroughly logical.

Lifeis so full of mysteries that, if we turn aside to
study every ephemeral sceptical theory, our faith will,
assurdly, be weakened.

Divine Sonship.*

THE DIVINE SONSHIP OF MAN,

A man’s beliefs are of the first importance.
man thinketh so is he.” ¢ Wisdom is more precious
than rubies.” Consequently Christ desires us to abide
in Hisword, By this He means that we ar¢ to be
surrounded by the truth as by theair we breathe. We
areto live in it and be pervaded by it.

When we are thus possessed with the truth, what
thea? Why, we are Christ's disciples. We then
readily receive the truth into our hearts and are shaped
by it.  Divine truth can only be understood by living
in it. We must do Christ’s will to know of his teaching.
The truth is the great instrumentality in Christianity.
It is the sword of the Spirit. Itis the one weapon
available to every Christian, by which the world is to
be conquered by Christ. It is like leaven, havinga
vitality of its own and, wherever introduced, p.oducing
achangein hearts andlives. Christspecifies two things
whichit effects. It makes us free, “The truth shall
make you free.”” The Jews were inchned to resent this
statement. They were not slaves, they said, and never
had been. But, said Christ. *‘He that sins becomes
the slave of sin.” They were the slaves of sin and
needed the truth as taught by Christ to set them free.
The truth makes plain the laws of ife, shows us the
wisdom of those laws, makes us glad to conform to
to them and thus breaks the shackles of compulsion.
But the truth not only makes us free, it gives us sonship.
The slave is subject to the will of another and may be
sent away at any moment. The slave of sin is under
liability. He has no hold upon the present. A dread
future, nothing less than banishment from the presence.
of God, lies before him. But with one who is free it is
different. A sonandnotaslave can enjoy the privileges
of a home without fear of losing them. Christ is such
a sonina pre-eminent sense, and, as He frees us through
His truth, to such a sonship He introduces us. No
longer slaves in God's house, but sons, all the privileges
of life in God's kingdom become ours forever.

So much for the way sonship is brought about; how
is it manifested? Sonship, says Christ, is evinced by
sympathy and co-operation with one’s father. The
relation of father and son is most intimate and tender.
The scn'has the father’s life, shares his aims, enters
into his interests, joins in hiswork, This was peculiarly
true in Christ's time when sons lived with their father,
carried on their work in common, and shared the results
of labor with him without dividing the property. All
this is true in the religiouslife. Christ illustrated it in
His ownperson. He spoke the things He had seen with
His Father. The Jews unconsciously illustrated it.
By their evil deeds they proved that though they might
be literally descended from Abraham, they were ow of
sympathy with him and were in sympathy, instead, with
the Adversary of man,

We show whose children we are by our feelings and
our conduct. If God is our Father, we show it by love
for His Son. God sent Christ to us, and if we are God's
sons we shall welcome Christ’s coming, appreciate His
worth and believe His truth.

THE DIVINR SONSHIP OF CHRIST.

The Jews utterly failed to appreciate their privileges
of sonship through Christ’s teaching, and declared that

“Asa

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teaching inspired by Satan. Christ in reply cited the
evidences ot His own divine Sonship. This, ac He had
already stated, was a Sonship on an entirely different
p ane from that of men. He wasSon in His own right,
they by manumission from the slavery of sin. His own
Sonship was marked in fourways: Firsi,by Hishonoring
His fathsy., He had already sad that a son was in
sympathy with hisfather. Christ was pre-eminently in
symnathy with God. He came to earthto be about His
Father’s business, HesoughtGod's glory, not His own,

His Sonship was also marked by His power over death.
¢ 1f a man keep my word he shall never see death.”
To deliver a man from death is surely a power coming
only from God. Christ exerciscd this power in giving
physicallife in three remarkable cases. He has exercised
it far more wonderfully through all succeeding centuries
1n giving spiritual life to men dead in trespasses and
sins.

Again, Christ’'s divine Sonship was marked by
the honor His Father gave Him. ‘It is my Father,"” He
said, ‘‘that glorifieth me.” A father loves his son,
rejoices in what he does, and seeks to secure him honor.
God the Father declared * This is my beloved son.” He
testified to the fact further in making Christ the central
ebject in the universe, the salvation of the world, the
example of the ages. ‘‘God highly exalted him and
gave to him the name " nat is above every other name.”

One other proof ¢’ His divine Sonship is cited by
Christ, namely, that &lr possesses divine attributes. He
specifies one as suggesting all the rest, namely, eternity.
‘* Before Abraham was, I am.” The languaga is
unmistakable., Itis an appropriation of the sucred
name of God by which Moses was to reveal Eim to the
Jews in bondage, saying, ‘I AM hath sent me unto
you.” This were inconceivable blasphemous unless
Christ were very God and desired to announce the fact.
The Jews so understood it, for they sought to stone
Him for blasphemy. But Christ without correcting
their understanding of His words, simply took Himself
out of their way. He would not have ailowed their
interpretation of His meaning to pass, unless it were
correct. He had divine qualities; He was the very Son
of God; He showed forth His deity in His life ; and He
calmly made the assertion of His etemity and divinity,
certain that it could not be controverted and must carry
conviction in the end.

Romanism and Freedom,

The Jesuit Father Yorke, in a recent address to the
students of St. Ignatius College, said:

¢ No Catholic is compelled to blush for his Church.
She has stood from the beginning for what this republic
stands. namely the rights of man. She has stood for
popular liberty, and she has been the nursing mother
of republics. She has through all the dark ages kept
and tended the light of learning, and given it undim-
inished into the hands of the newer generations. The
men who speak against her, if they can speak at all,
owe it to the Church, The men who would use law
and freedom against her enjoy law and enjoy freedom
because the grand old popes in the days gone by were
not afraid to stand up for freedom. If we are now
living in a civilized age, under civlized conditions we
%we_it. under God's providence, to the grand old Catholic

hurch.”

And the reporter tells us that these utterances were
applauded. What did the Catholic students applaud?
It must have been thie brazen impudence of the man
who could make such assertions. The world knows
that Romanism has been the foe of civil and religious
freedom for more than ten centuries, and that where
it prevails on the earth to-day we find ignorance,
oppression and moral degradation. If the educated
young men of the Papacy believe such false-hoods as
Father Yorke told them, what kind of historical text
books must they use? Romasnism is trying by any
and every means to strengthen and extend its infuence.
It is ready, like a politician during a canvass, to make
all sorts of promiscs. But we must judge as to what
it would do for us, if it had the power, by whatitis
dJdoing for Spain and South America.
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Kafir Elders,

A very interesting report of the Burnshill Mission in
South Africa appeared in a recent number of The Christian
Express of Lovedale, from which we venture to extract a
paragraph. A good r.any of our office-bearets at home
think probably, in a somewhat condescending way, of those
of theit brethren who have been brought into the church
out of heathenism. But when one reads such a description

as the following, one is disposed to ask, * Where is boast.
ing, then?"

. “The clders have been attentive to the needs of the
district, watchful of the best interests of the congregation,
regular in their attendance at meetings of session, and ever
ready to conduct tt » services allocated to them. Much ig
being done to bring the gospel to the homes of the people,
more than is at times admitted by some in Scotland, who
would do well to think twice before they speak as they
occasionally do. There are twenty-fow elders in connec-
tion with this congregation. Each of .hese preaches once
or twice every Lord’s day, and conducts two or three
prayer-meetings during the week. There are besides thinty-
one deacons, most of whom aiso take part in such work.
As here, so throughout our Kafrarian congregations. Pro-
bably the Free Church has no mission where such large use
is made of native agency and entirely without charge to the
funds of the church, a fact which renders criticism, common
in some quarters, sadly out of place.”

Perhaps she had
been to finer ones, or something that pleased her better.
But she did not, on that account, disappoint our desire to
give her pleasure. She took all the enjoyment possible out
of the occasion, and when she thanked us there was a true
ring of happiness in her tones.

So with sight-seeing, so with introductions to other
friends , so with our household pets, 1n whatever direcuion
we sought to please her, she met us more than half way and
took care to be pleased.

Isn’t there a useful hint or two in this girl's example to
take along when we go visiung ?

For this
purpose, at grear personal sacrifice, ho went to Scotland to coufer
with the Joint Committeo there. They, on hearing theead tidings
of hiv death, adopted and tranwmitted the copy of a rernlution
exprassiog deep aympathy with us, and beariog testimony to his
caergetic and loyal co-operation fn helping to prepare a Common

Hymoal, Copies of this resolution snd also of a similarreaolution,
edopted by tho Committee here, were sent to his bereaved family,
snd were gratefully ackpowledged. . . . Fiading the differ-
ences to bo great, the Committee did not see its Way to recommend
the adoption of the Draft Common Hymnal, as recently revised ;
and, as they were iustructed by the Assembly to report this year
for final action, they proceeded to re-oxamino snd re-modse! their
own Draft in the light of the reports provicusly roceived {rom
Presbyteries, and feom the, in many respecte, valuable collection
of tho Committeo in Scotland. The result was that they agreed to
rocommend the omission of a large number of less needful hymoa
from their own Draft and the substitution of what they considored
a batter clazs from the Draft Common Hymoal. There are about
400 bymaa common to the two Drafts as most recently revised,
and aboot 200 in each not in the other. The difforences arise
chiefly from the great oxtent to which what are usually called
evangolistic bymns are excluded from the Stotch Draft, and from
its entiro exclusion of selections from the Paraplrases, both of
which classes aro included in tho Canadian Drafc. Although the
Committtes felt conatrained to differ a0 widely ashasbeen intimated
from tho brothren in Scotland, they, novertheleas, felt bound to
ackuowledge, with gratitudo, the great benefits they have derived
from their interconrao auvd correspondence with them. They ara
persuaded that the Canadian Dreft, as most recently revised, he
been greatly improved by changes made to a large extent inaceor o*
anco with tbeir views, as embodied in their Draft Common Hym,ga.l:

Of the subjects in the hymna in the newly revised Caunadian
Hymnal a copious index has beeu prepared by a sub-committeo
appointed for the purposs,

Concurrent wish tho revision of hymns by tho General Commit.
tee, great labor and pains were devoted by the Sub-Committes on
Music to the selection of tunes. Thoy roport as the result of their
work, that tunes have Yoo aclected and repeatedly revized for all
the hymas {n the Canadian Draft Hymnal, and that the following
principles bave guided them in making their aelections :

1. All such tunes in the present Eymnal as have beca found to
bo reslly acceptable and usefol in the services of tho Chureh, have
been retained, wkilo suoh ae have failed in usefuloecs the Com,
wnittos endeavored to set aside in favor of others mero suitable.

2: Tho Comuitteo have also endeavored to maintain in the
masio that digoity befitting tbo sacred servico, and a worthy
musical standard, together with that melodious quality so neceasary
to the nscfulness of a tune.

8. Frequently it has been deemed advisable to set two tunes to
one hymn, and where this has been done, ono is perhaps greater in
musical quality, whilo the second ‘s frequently aa simplo and
melodious as posaible.

4. On the othar hand, one tuno has againand sgein besn found
to be sufficient for twohymns.

5. Two bymns of liko acntiment and metrs havo boen fre-
queatly placed upon oppesite pages. Thus any one of the two or
throe tunes upan theso pages may be used with either hymn.

6. In orde. o avoid frequent roprinting of tunes, and at the
same tima to indicato other suitable tunes to choirs and congrega-
tions, footnotes directing attention %o othor tunes sro frequently
smployed.

The Sub-Committes have aent to the Joint Committee in Scot.
land its suggestions for over four hundred tunes in tbe Common
Hymnal.

After the protracted and careful consideration given by them
to the preparation of a Hymnal for use tn oor Church, the Com.
mittes now uhorish the hopo that their receatly rovised Draft may
bo regirded with General approval by the Assombly, At the date
when this report is prepared they do not koow what reception the
Joint Commitiee’s Draft Common Hymopal may meet with
in Scotland.

Notwithstanding the very general and pressing domand of our
peoplo for the publication of a New Book of Praise, it was decided
at last Assembly to defer action in thia direction until efforts had
been made to securs a Common Hymnal. On thisaccount the con-
sidoration of other matters submitted by the Committes in laat
year's report was postponed. To thess they now recall the stten-
tion of tho Asssmbly. They desire espeniaily to recall attention to
tho following statoment and recommendation contained in the
report of 1895, with respect to selections from metrical versions of
the Book of Paalms :—

7+ From the returns rceeived ond considered by the Committee,
it appeared that the resolution adopted by lsst Assernbly, in favor
of incorporating in the New Hymnal selections from the Common
Motrical and other Versions of tha Pealms, was acquicsced in by &
large msjority of Presbyteries. Ths incorporation of Selections
was favored by fifteon aud opposed by five Presbyteries, Of
Preabyteries whore reports were received aftor the mesting in
Marach, there were sovon in favor of, and four opposite, the iocor-
poration of Selectionr. Suggestions were made by most of the
Preabyteries of additions to the selections Yeported last year, and
tho Committce agreed to make some additions. The Committee
sgreed to recommend tho incorporation of the additions along with
the sclections reported 1ast year.”

Discussion on the roport continued until 11 a.m., when the
resolution on the

Manitoba School Question

was movod by Rev. Principal Caven.

In supporting hia resolution he said there were members of the
Assembly who had grave doubts as to the propriety of bringing in
saoh a sobjeot at such a time. He could not, however, conclude
that it was not a proper thing tor tho Assombly toexpresaits mind
on the groat religious and educational questions. He woald not
ocommit any member on & State-Church question, but there was
nothing in the resolation which could be construed as being of that
character. They all agreed shat the State shonld not expend its
funds in favor of seotarian interests or teaching. (Applause.)
The Church had its own province and State, and should work and
pay for it just as tho State bad its own province and work, and was
bound to support it. It had besn gtated in the prets that his (the
speaker’c) mouth, and that of the Assembly, wers cl~sed because
the Chaorch was aocoepting public fueds for condaoting 1ndian
schools in the North-West. Tho caso ia its moat important ae-
pects, was obvionaly a different one. It anyona could show $hat
tho Cburch in its agreement with the Government on $he Indian
question had violated tho priagipls of not nsing public monies for
geotarian purposes, he wounld be the first to move, in Assembly,
that the agrecment oomo to av end. (App'suse.) He was aston-
ished that any Protestant who bad given the slightest attention to
tha school question in Qaootos conld regard it as paralle] with thas
of Manitobs. The schools of the majority in Quebeo, from begin.
ning to end, were Roman rohools, teaching the dogmas of that
Cburch, and, somotimes, in a minner offsnsive to Protestants, 1t
the peogle of Oatario or Manitobashould st up a system of schools
a3y distinotly Protestant as the Quebec sohools were Roman
Catholic, the Assembly, to a man, would vote for Separate schoo's.
(Applaunte.) He might be ascused of dragging the Church into a
politioal sphere. It was not the Church invading the rights of the
provinoce. It was the provinos invading the rights of the Church,
and he rofused to bs waroed. ont of the greunds simply because
po'iticiane pre-empted. (Applauce.) It was being said through.
out tho country that the Judicia! Committes of the Privy Couacil
had stated that the minority in Manitoba bad a griovanoce, slso
that & compact wag realiy ontered into between the Dominion ard
tte Provinoo ot Manitoba regarding thematterof Ssparatesohoole.
Henco it was argaed thad it was distinolly immorsl for the Gov.
eroment or peopls not to grant to the minority their xights, He
sapposad they all knew that the Judicial Commities o2 the Privry
Council had not said that Beparats schools must be restored.
What had bean decided wae that tho Aol of 1890 repenied the Act
of 1871, and ahanged and altered the statns of Roman Catholics in
rogard to edazational matierr. (Laoghter and applavae.) Thus
they claimed a gricvance. There certainly was a technical griev-
ance, It was a chamefnl thing to say that the Privy Council bad
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ordered the re.establishment of Beparats schools, Thero wasno
doubs thad the Privy Council's docision handed the mattor over {o
the province. (Applause.). Continuing, he seserted that tho biil
of rights, No. 4, wwaw o dootorod bill, and thas bill No. 3 was tho
trusone. He did not think that Beparato sohools in any rartof
the Dominion were a satisfactory remedy for diffionlties in con
neotion with religions difference. He belisved that Soparate
schools were narrowing, and had, both from & Profesians and
Roman Oatholio side, & good doal that noither could approve of.
There was at prasens a oonlagion of $emporal with epiritual powér,
aud he was grioved and sorey that ® great ecclesisstioal power
shonld come forward and seek 10 cooroe a Iargs portion of the peo-
ple of the Dominion, e was sorprised that a olaim whish he
thooght long obiolete—the tight of 4he Ohuroh to diotato’ty the
Siate—was agsain being put forward. 1 that view was serionely
enteritained by two-ffihs of the peiple of $he Dominion, Protest.
sots, while they must deal with /¢ kindly and gently, counld not
assond o it. (Applausa.) The doodrine of the Reformed Churoh
duriog three centuries had been thet Church snd State must each
be saprems in their own provincs, nod was the same to.day. It
was nojast and ungenerons nos to be willing to confer with their
Roman Catholio brathren on this subject, and to find some ground
which might be accepted by both parties without travorsing the
pripeiples of either. There would be vindication for the Provinco
of Manitobs if that provinos should say: * We havo passed our
law,and we decline to alterit,”” Ruat it wonld Le a higher and
more perfeotly Christian thing tc confer upon it, and it thero was
suy way of deciding it amicably to adopt that way. (Applause.)
Priveipal Caven thooght thers were two. poesiblo golutions. Tho
one was to allow Roman Catholio priestiand the ministers of other
depominations to give raligious instraotion to the cbildren of their
Iaith after tho ordinary school-houra; the other was the plan
adopted in the State of Pennsylvanis, U 8. A. There a amall
text-book on morals had been drawn up, sanotioned by the Roman
Catholio Bishop ot tha State, and used in the ychools in place of
veligious instrnotion. In oconclusion, he 3aid ho would like to
show all doferenca and kindoess 4o tho Roman Catholio, and
Srusted that a satisfaotory conolusion of the diMiculty wounld be
finally reached. (Loud applauss.)

Rev. Prinoipal King of Manitoba Colloge, Winnipeg, the
seconder of the resolution, expressed his ontire cononrrencs with
the viows ol the previous speaker. Ho felt soms little embarras-
maent in dealing with the matter beonuss he aincerely desired $hat
the General Assembly should keep itsel! clear of saoch questions.
Bat with the history of the oase before him, and the deliveranses
from the bishops of Quebec upon i, the silence of tho Assembly
would almost of necessity be mistaken for perhaps a changect
ground. In almoet every Anglo-Saxon country the question was
being disoussed and different solutions advanced, and one could
hardly say which solution wonld removethediffionlty. There was
one prinoiple he had fels boand to abide by, avd which had helped
to guide him on the question, that was the principle that public
moniss shonld not be applied in any cas. to sectarian objeats,
‘applause.) If they removed him from that ground he wonld feel
uttarly at sea on thisgreat question, Referringtoshe Asseerably's
agreement with the Government$ regarding the Indian work, he
said that instead of the Church receiving monies from ths Govern.-
mean}, the lattor was, in effect, recsiving monies from the Charch
for the oare, comfort, and training of the Indiane. (Applause.)

Referrivg to the visit of the Government
Commissionors tc Manitobs, hs said that they were aent to obtain
a solation satisfactory to the minority. Suach a solation wounld
not do fall xnd substantisl justios to all the interestsinvolved. In
she minority there were thres distinct grades of opinion :—Thatof
the Roman Catholics who had no wish for Separate.schools, sad
desired their cbildren to bave thesame ednocationand to be brooght
up side by side with Protestant boys and girls; the ordinary
Boman Qatholio, whose antipathy was boing awakened ; and the
third class, which repressnted an extrome viow, a viow which he
supposed wag held by the Arehbishop of 8t. Bonifsce and athers.
‘Whatever ths result of the general election might be, he fels per:
feotly froc to say that tho paople of Manitoba wonld resiss the ro-
sstablishmant of Separato schools, having in view the fatare and
tha intevesis of tha millions who wonld yet inbabit the provinoe,
{ELoud spplause.) . .

EDUCATION IN QUEDEQ,

Tho following intcreating and suggestive facte are taken from
tho last Roport of the Synod of Montreal aud Ottaws on Education:
'The total pumber of achoola in the Provinee is 5,033, and tho
t stal sumber of pupils enrolled is 205,411, with an average attcn-
dance of 220,950, This is oo increaso sn both Roman Catholio and
Protestant achools of 317 schools, and 21,504 pupils aince 1881
1o the ropost for 1805 tbe Superintondent of Council of Public
u atruotion oxprossca a desiro to bring about somo improvemeuts
at as early a date as possible, and oalls attention to tho unwatls.
factoryoandition of theelementary schools, and to the very imperfect
cquipment of thoteachers. Oaly a litilo over eleven per ocent. of
all the Jay tezchors have Normal achoo! certificates. He urgoes the
establivhmont of additional Normal schools for girls, there belng
at present only one, and suggost the attaching them to teaching
religious communities. He does not, however, call attention to
the uusatisfactory position of these communities themselves. They
form about 41 por cont. of all the teachers in the Province, but
furnish no guarantce whatever to tho public as to their qualifi-
cation, and atreanomly resistany attempt to briog them under the
control of tha Council of Publfe Instruction. Fifteen por gent. of
tho Isy toachers have no diplomaof any kind, The average aslery
of all teachers apart from religious ordera 18 §142.65, an increass
of 82 40 sinco 1891 There aro over 700 teachers whose avorage
salary s 877.00.

“'Tho Buporintendentsi. strongly of thoe opinion that tho edn.
oation on Elemeatary echools should be of & more practical nature
than heretofore. The detailed reporis of the inspectors bear out
the conclusion that the great bulk of the echools throught the
Provirce are doing almost nothing for the intellectusl awaking ot
the young, beyond epabling them to read and write imperfectly,
ad to repeat their Catechism.

FINANCES

The receipts of the yesr for the Ordinary Fund have not been
suffiolent to meot thoexpenditure, and it became necossary to draw
apon the spocial fund received last yesr from the estato of thelate
J G. Ross, Quobec. It is carneatly hoped .hat incressed contri-
buations may boreceived so as to render unnecogsary any contraction
of the work.

1t is gratifying tobe ablo to report that the receipts from foes
and other sources for Coligay College were sufficient to moet the
anounl expenditure, and also the interest on the indebtedness of
ths building.

It is also cnoouraging to report that the Pointe anx Trembles
Mission School Fund closes the year with a small balance on hand.
Tho cordial thanks of the Board are due to tho many Sabbath
Bohools and Christian Eadeavor Societies who support pupils at
this well-known Mission Institute. .

To the Presbyterian Church of Ireland, and the National Bible
Society of Scotland, cordial thanks are given for the voniinuanca
o! thoir annual grants towards the maintenancs of tho work and
also to Me, Ignatius C ckahutt, of Brantford, who generously con-.
tributes 8500 annually tovrardsthe maintenanocs of the Pointoaux
Trombles Mission Schools.

The Board regrets the removal by deathof Me. George D.
Fergusson, of Forgus Oat., who for many years contributed 8500
aunually for thefutherance of French Evangelization.in connection
with the Church.

Rev. Professor Scrimger, Rov I'rincipal Caven and Rov. Dr.
C. E. Amaron spoke to tho roport and further consideration was
left over until Wedncsday.

Friendly Greetings.

A doputation from the Methodist Conferenco consisting of Rev,
Drs. Podts, Dowar and Mr. J. J. MacLaren, Q.C., was announced.
They waero grooted with hearty applause, and the Moderutor of the
Aswombly., Rov. Dr Gordon, delivered o few kindly words of
greeting.

Rav Drs. Potte and Dewart and AMr. MacLaren, jn the order
nawed, in brief addrestes conveyed to the Assembly, the fraternal
greotings of the Conference.

Rov. Principal Caven then moved, stoonded by Rev. Mr.
Torravee, a resolution expresing the Auembly's approciation of
the speeches mado by the representatives of the Oonlerance, and
wihing for the Mothodist Church in all departments incressed
prosperity and auccoss.  The reaclution carried unanimoualy,

ff'he Presbyterian Revie®.

On Wednesday morning the following greeting was receive
feom tho Bynod of Huron :—** The Synod of the Dioceso of Huron
sends ita fraternal grestings to tho General Assembly. of the Poos.
byterian Church of Canada, now in seasion, and while earnostly
doairing that exiating obstacles o a oloser union of all Qhrlstians
may, in the providence of Jed, and in Hisown good time, ba
removed, this Synod rejoiess in tho fact that in the desires to
oxtond the Kingdom of out Divino Lord and Master, wo and our
Prosbyterian krethron are one, and wo wish them God-speed in
overy offort that may conduce to that most righteous end.”

Rev. W. T. Herridge was instructed to draft a reply. His
roport, which met with tho approval of the Assembly, was
as followa :—**The General Assembly of the Presbyterian Church
in Canada heartily reciproostes the fratornsl grestings of the
Synod of the Dioceso of Huron, and joins with its memhers in the
hopo that a growing barmony may become ranifest among the
different branches of tho Christian Church, This Awsmbly huils
with joy ovory tokon of prosperity among its brethren of the
Church of England, and pledges itsolf to co-opsrate with them in
unity of the Spirit, if not in exact identity of metuod, in every
effort to extond the Kingdom of our cor mon Lord.”

Hymnal Debate.

The debate on the Hymaal Committes's report continued at the
afternoon seasion. The Committee presented the following recom-
mendations :—* That tho Book of Praise be accspted, and that
the Committee be authorized to proceed withthe publieation of it,
with any revision which may bo necessary.” And *¢ That the com.
mitteo be suthorized to 2o0-operate with any other Presbyteriah
Church or Chucches in preparing s rovised and improved' metrical
rovision of the whole Psalter, for the use of congregations.” The
following motion, moved by Rav. Principal King, was also passed:
—* Tho Hymnal Committes direot ita attention to the seleotion
from the Psalms proposcd to be embraced in the Buok of Praise,
with the view of making such additions to the selection as shall
render {t mors fully representative of the great richneas and
variety of tho Book of Psalms ; thess additions to be made with
such moderate changes in the version of the pottions selected as
shall commend thomselves to the jadgment of the Committes,”

It was then movod ¢¢ That it be an instruction of the Assembly
to the Hymual Committes 0 to revise, if practicable, the version
of the whole Psalter to bo included in the Book of Praiss, as that
there shell in no oase bo a differcnce betwesn the version uned in
1he scleotions and that used in the whole Pealter.” Thisalso
carried, '

Summer Session. .-

The Committes appointed to consider the advisability of con-
tinuingthe Summer Seasion at Manitoba College, Winnipeg, ducided
in favor of such scsalons. The committce expressed the opinion
that tho Summer Sezsions had been productive of much good.
They, however, had entailed n'uch care and anxiety upon Rev.
Principal King. 1t was urged that the Assembly impress upon
Preabyteries tho necossity of more freely and generously supporting”
the work. A high tribute was paid to Rev. Principal Kiog's
zoalous and successful work, and it way recommended that in view
of the great strain upon him of the last fow years he be instracted
to tako a long holiday.” '

The coramitted’s recommendations carried. ’

The caso of Rev. J. S. Mullin, Nashwark and Stanley, N.B.,
was reforred back to the Presbytery of St. Jobn who will report to
the Synod of New Brunawick. i

Duties of Sessions.

The Committeo appointed by last General Assembly to definé
clearly the rospective dutics of Sessions and Boards of Aanage-
ment, aug to which the Petition of Mr. J. Douglas, beariog on this
subject, was rcforred, beg to report as follows :— -

The Committeo recommend that the following changes be made
in the Book of Rules and Forms of Prooeduro :

1. That to Section 25 these wordsbe added : * But ecclesiastical
buildings belonging to the congregationa should not bo nxed for
other than religious or ccclesiastical parposes without the consent
of the Deacon’s Court or the Board of Managers.”

Church Life and Work.

Rev. Principal Caven then presonted the report of tho Commit-
«teo on Church Life and Work, tho first report of its kind laid
.before meotings of tho Assombly, In formor yoars the matter in

this report was contained in four distinot reports, namoly :—* The

Roligious Life,” **Systematic Beneficence,” **Sabbath Observance,”

and * Temporanco.” The fotlowing recommondations, attached to

the report, give a {air idea of its tenor :—

1. Tho General Awsembly expresses gratitude for the many
.evidences of the divino blossing that havo accompanied the labors

of our ministers, elders, Sunday school teachers, missionary, and
Young People's Societies, and of all thoss who, in variousn waya
have sought to promote tho causo of Christ in connection with our
Chaursch during the past year; and earnestly hopes that theso tokens
of divine agceptance will only inorease our love of Cbrist, and
stimulate us to more abundant laboras in Hia servico.

2, The Asssmbly, while recording its deop humiliation and
sorrow that family religion s not in & more prosperous coadition,
and while earnestly pleading with parentsto instruct their children
diligently in Cbristian trath, and acknowledge God by drily acts
of worship in tho house, and with Sezsiona and Presbyterics, to
promota by evory available meaus in their respectivo spheres the
religious lifo of the family ; yet cannot but express great thankful-
noes to God for the many ovidences that wholesome religious
influences are so largely moulding the livea of our young people,
resulting in much domestic happiness, loving and helpful service to
the Churuh, and blameless relations to society.

3. The Assembly thapkfully acknowledges the growing liber-
ality of the Church, in the support of ordinancez, in the further.
ance of our missionary schemes, and azmanifested in cazingfor the
poor and needy ; but.believing that much remains to be donein the
development. of this grace, would earnestly urge on all our people
he duty and privilege of consecrating a dsfinite proportion of
incomes, which should seldom be lees, wud frequently more, than
one-fenth, to tho support and spread of the Gospel, and for the
relief of poverty and distress.

. &\ The Assembly, recoguizing the unspeakable importance of
tho Yabbath as a divino institution, and believing tha® the secular-
ization of tho day would inflict incalculable loss on Christ’s cause,
and on human society, would carnestly counsel all the ministers,
members and adherents of our Charch, to guard faithfully vhe
interests of the Sabbath in their respective communities, and
xesist by their examploe and influonca all encroachmonts on its
sacred hours, whothor for business or for pleasure, Especially is
it hoped that the pulpit will give duo prominence to the subject of
8abbath Observauce.

§. The Awsembly cordially acknowledges the valuable work
done in the intereats of Sabbath Observance by the various Lord’s
Day Alliances of Canada, and earnestly hopes they may be still
more sbundantly blessed in preventing the violation of existing
Sabbath laws, and in promoting further beneficial legislation ; and
that, in doing this, they may bave the practical suppor} and
sympathy of all our Church courts, ministers and people.

6. The Aasembly rencws, in substancs, its oft-repeated declara-
tion, that the traffic in intexicating liquors for beverage purposcs
is.repugnant to the teaching and spirit of the Christian religion,
inimical to human well-boing, is tho causo of ruin to tens of
thousands of our fellow.men, and of poverty and wretchedness to
wnillions ; and wounld therefore urge on all our ministersand poople,
to employ all lewful means, by example, influence, and the use of
the franchise, to bring abont its speedy and absoluto destruction.

7. That this Assembly, believing that the sale of intoxicating
liquors within the precincta of the Pasliament Buildinguat Ottawa
hasy both direotly aud indivestly, a demoralizing effeot on the
people of this Dominion, would express the hops that the Christian
and patriotic zentimont in tno Senato chamber and the Houss of
Commons will prove sufficlently powerful to remove what is a
reproach to Parliament and a stain upon our national honor.

Union with other Churches.

Tho ceporu of the Committes on ** Union with other Churches™
was prosented by Rev. Priacipal Caven D.D.

Tao Commutteo on Union with other Charches reported .—

Mo 1astructions were given to the Committos, bat a communi
catlon from the Quadrennial Cunferenco of the Methodist Church,
suggesting the appuintment of a Federal Court, composed of
ropreseatativea of negotiating Charches, was referred toit. As
the matter of thia communication is important, and the Cammittes
could not well be convened, the following circular embracing the
communication from the Mothodist Church was sent to each
member of the Committeo.—~
To the Members of the Committee on Union with otber Churches,

appointed by the Genoral Assembly at its Meoting in London,

Oat,, in June, 1895,

Thero was prescnted to the General Assembly of last year, a
communication from the Quadreunial Conference of the Methodist
Charch of Canada, suggesting the appointment of some kind of
Federal Court, composcd of representatives of negotiating
Churches, to which matters affecting the work of the Churches,
other than guestions of Creed, Discipline, or tho Independence of
the Charches, might bo referred. Tho general Assembly received
‘the communication with satisfaction and referred it for consider-
ation to its Committee on Union.

Ths communication, which ia in the form of a Resolation of the
Conference, reads as follows :~

*TWhereas, the General Confercnco has already affirmed its
willingness to negotiate with other Protestant Churches on tho
queation of Union ; and, whereas, the needs of the missionary work
at home aad abroad call moroe forcibly than aver for economy, for
mutual recognition of aister Churches and for co-operation :

‘1 It is desirable, in tho judgment of thia Conference, to
establish a Federal Court, composed of representatives of
negotiating Churches.

“2 Such Court, when cstablished, sball not have power to
deal with questions of creed or ducipline, or with any qaeation
vitally aflecting the indep ndence of the negotiating Chnrches.
 #3, Tho General Confere.co of the Mothodiat Church, now,
on its parl. appoints ths followin,; peraons to be its representatives
in such Foederal Court, viz. :

** Each Section shall organize separately, and sball have power

“The offiocrs of the Central Soction sball call the whole Court
when a majority of the soveral Sections shall deem it necessary.

*“Tho functions of the Court shall be to consult and act with
tho reprosentatives of ather Churches, with a view taco-operation
and cconomy in regard to *dependent cbxrsol within their
territery.”

Tho convening of a committce eo large and widely scattered as
tho Committee on Union being impracticable, may I request an
exprosaion, in writing, of your opinien on the following points:

1. The rosponas which tie General Assembly should make to
the proposal of the Methodist Church to establish & Foderal Court
for the purpose indicated iz tho Resolution of the Conference
Shoold tho Geaeral Assembly concur .n this proposal ?

2 Whether, in the svent of the proposal being approved, the
fanction of such Federal Court might in any direction be properly
axtended. Mlight such Federal Body bo entrosted, «.r., with the
duty of giving public expresion to the opinion of the Churchea
represonted on moral or religions gaestions afecting the welfare of
the community, or of other lands, and of taking public action to
premote the well kuown views of the Churches represeated in
relation 10 such yueations ?

3. Are there any other measures in cuanection with the objecs

for which the Committes on TUnion ‘s appointed which you wouold
at present recommend the General Assembly to adopt?

Kindly reply to this cizcular as soon as convenient, that the
Convener may be in & position to report to the General Assembly
at its-approaching meoting In Torento.

To this circular fourleon members of the Committes have
replied. All these answer the firat question in tho affirmative.
Eleven answer the second question with a definite ¢ yea'; i,
they approvo of extending the functions of the proposcd Federal
Court beyond what is suggested in the communication from the
Mcthodist Charch, so as to provade an organ for givipg united
poblic expression to tho seatiments of the Confederating Churches
on moral or religious questions which affecd tho welfars of the
community, or of other lands. Two replies ssy ““no™ to the
second qucation; one is indefinite.

It isstated in cortain replics that the Synod of the Maritime
Provinces and the Synod of Montreal and Ottawa havo alrcady
taken action teuching Home Missions, in the line of the proposal
made by the Methodist Church, though little or nothing practical
has yot resulted ; and the view is oxpressed that effective action
cau be taken by the General Assembly only.

The replies to the circolar addressed to the membera of the
Caion Committee abundantly wareant the sabmission of the
following Recommendations to the General Assembly :—

1. That the General Assembly approve of the formation of auch
a body as is propvsed by the Quoadrennial Conforence of the
Methodist Church.

2. Tbat the Committee an Union bo reappointed, with
instructions to confor with the Commitice of the Mothodist
Charch, with the view of giviog further consideration to the
functions of such body as it is propesed to form, and to report to
the General Assembly. .

The suggestion of a member of your Committes that the term
*Couuncil,” rather than  Court,” should be the title of the
proposed federal body, ahould such body be called into existencs,
seems worthy of attention,

1o moving the adoption of the report the Rey. Principal drow
attention to the sugge.tion of a member of the Committes that the
word *‘council,” rather than ‘.czrt,” should be the title of the
proposed body. Ho also pointed out that shovld the report carry,
the Assembly did not commit itself, as tho matter after careful
consideration during the year, would como beforo next Assembly
who could put an end to all negotiations did it consider the plans,
which might be supposed, not feasible. After further discussion,
Rev. Principal Caven moved in amendment to the Committee’s
recommendation, that a Federal court be appointed, the addition
of words, *“Provided « satisfactory definition of ita dnties can be
agreedon.” This was agreed to, and the Committee’s report as
amended was then adopted

Mr. J. K. Macdonsld prescnted a minute regarding Rev. Dr.
Wardrop's desire to retire from the Convenership of the Foreign
Mission Committee. The minute referred in highest terma to Dr.
Wardrop's work on the Committes, and recommended that his
dusiro o retire be complied with, It was agreed to.

Tho Committee appointed to deal with the Sabbath achool
Committeo’s report recommended that the work of publication be
removed from St. John, N.B, to Toronto; that Rev. Mr.
Fotheringham, now in charge of the work, be relioved from his
pastoral charge, 30 that the publication department might receivs
his wholo attention; that Mr Fotheringham’s salary Le §1,200;
that thoso having chargo of publications be autharized to barzow
$5,000 in order to transfer the work to Toronto. and wipe out any
deficit, - It was shown that on the present basis of circulation, and
the present tendera for the work to bo done, during the cosuing
year, the work of pablication world z0on bo on a sonnd floancial
basis. Rov. Dr. Laing opposed tho recommendations. Ho was in
particalar atroogly opposed to the borrowing of §5,000. The
present liabilities, ho considered, were hoavy enougb. Consider.
able dircussion followed, and aeveral amendments were propoeed.
Finally Rev. Dr. Fraser moved tha% in view of the amall atten-
danoo of commisaioners the wholo matter bo left over until next
Auombly, the pablication work, in the meantime, to be carried
on a3 at present.

The Closing Session.

There waz a vory small attendance at the evening and last
sot-ion of tho meeting. The Assembly passed loyal addrosses to
her Majeaty tho Queen and the Govarnor-Geaeral of ths Dominion.
The addresses will be cagroessd and forwarded to har 3sjesty and
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to hos Excellency the Earl of Aberdoen, The jueation of Preaby
teries boing allowed to sppoint elders as Moderators way roferred
to moxt Awsembly. A m'auto expreasing in warm terms the
Assombly's gratitudo to Rev. Di. Torrance, Charch statistician,
and Convenor of the Probation Comumitteo, for his scrvices
extending over maoy years, In which roferenco was also made to
the fact that Dr. Torrauce shortly celebratea tho {0th yoar of hia
pastorato in the Presbyterian Church, was carried unanimously,
and the Rev. gentleman made a suitablo reply.

A great deal of routino business was traneacted, after which
votes of thanks were passed to the pastorand session of the
Central Church, to the citizens of Toroato, for their gencrous
hospitality, to the M.leratur aud officers, and to the Torento
press, for tho repuits of Assombly’e procesdings. The Juxology
was sung and tho General Astembly adjourned at 11.40.

Young people often ask, “How can I road the Biblosoasto
find in it the things that it has for me? ™

Chbristian Eandeavorers, especially, who are pladged ¢ daily
Bible-atudy, sre eager to keow bow they may [alfil their pledge
moat wisaly, They derira to do more than perfunotorily read a
few verses daily, bat sometimes they neod gnidance. Perhapsa
few very simple suggestions xray be helpfal.

THo Bibls is not so differont from othier books as many peopls
think. It hasiobereadin tho sams way as any other book. If
yon take up a volame of bistory, s book of poems, or & story, feel.
ing that yon ought to raad a page of it every morning and a page
every evening, and thon try 0 do it just because your consciencs
says yoa shoald, it will not prove interesting to yoo. Youn must
care for & Dosk &nd want to read it before yon will find either plea-
sure or profit in it, This is us trae of the Bible as of auy other
book.

< That ig jasi the troublo,” somo ono says. ¢ Somehow I can-
n0% gat to oara for it How can we learn to oars {oriho Bible?
A young lady, some yoars sincs, rooeived a book as a presant. Sha
took it up several timos and tried foread it, but it geemed dall
8o is was Iaid aside. A year or two latsr ahe was introdoced toa
gentleman whom she mat freguently after that. The swo became
axocallent frispds, and as length their friendship ripened into Jove.
Aboutthat time, 100, sbe discovered that hs was the aat. oz of the
book which she had tried to read and bad found somswhet dall.
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Sho sooght the book again ; now every page held golden thoughts
tor hor. It wae no longer dull. The writer wae her friend.
Love was now her interpretor. Bho wondored how she oould ever
bavo coneidered tho book uninteresting.

The Biblo eeems dull to you—or as loast yoz cannod find the
iotorest in it that gome people find in its pagos. Perbaps it you
koew Christ better it would bo different. If you only remembered
that He—your dearest and bost Fricnd—is the Author of tho book,
its worda wonld have uew meanmings for you.

Begin with the Gospels. Thoy te!l tho story of the life of
Christ. Yoa find 10 them a great many ot His own words. As
you read the pages, think of what Jesusis to you. Readas you
woold read a lotter wriston to you by yoar mother. ora book which
told you aboat your fasher's ife. Love will change all and give a
personal interest to every sonteace,

To learn to care for the Bible, you must think of its words as
spoken not buly for you, but directly to you. A good portrait
looka you right in the face. Yon may walk about tbe room, but
from every part that eye looks into yours, A thousand persons
may paes, but the proturs looks straight at cach ons of them. Bo
it is with the Bible. It looks sverybody right in tho face. It
epesks right to you. This iz one of the scorsts ot finding it inter-
esting. If you will think of ovary word of it as juss for you, it will
soon begin to talk to you asa dear friend. You will ses Chriat's
facs looking ont from svery pago, and will hear His voioo in svery
gentence. Then it will no longer be a task to read the book, Lot a
joy and delight,

Of ooures wo should read the whole book. Bome peopls never
get beyond a few familiar chapters. There are groat seotionsof it
whole books, large gortions of otber beoks, of which thay know
nothing at all. This is not making the moat of the Bible. We
should try to study it as a whole, 80 a8 to know overy nook and
ooraor of it. Thero is no portion of it, not even ths chaptars of
hard names, without fostruction and help of some kind. We can
gather bits of rich food even in tho old chronicles and in among

Woe should read tho Bible regalarly and in some kind of ordar,
No student of Tennyson or Browning wonld expect to becomo
deeply interestdd in the works of his aathor it hs picked up the
book onos or twioe a day and read » fow lines wharever the pages
happened to part. Ye that is the way too mmny read the Bible.

To make the Bible interesting as a whole wo shoald leara all
we can abont the saverat books as books. A few hoars of study
abont Genesis—whon written, 1ts contents, its wonderful valoe—
will prepars one to read Genesis with keon zest. So of the
other booke,

Besides this raading and study of thoe whole Bible, it is well to
take it up at times topically. Btady the charadtersyoun find in it,
gathering all yoo osn learn about them in any part of the book,
Stady dostrinos or anbjects to find all the inspized volums bas o
say about them.

There 1a siill avotter way. The Bible is to {ornish us our
dsily bread. Wonced a portion for cach day. Though wa may
read several chapters in the morping, it is well for us to have a
siog'o verie, ot a briel passage, to take into onr thought for the
day's pondering. For exsmple, my verss yestcrday was, ** Tarry
yo here, snd watch with me.”” Through all tae bours, as I went
about my tssks, my mind torned again and zguin to this word of
Chriss. I thoaght of what it mesnt firat in the heart of Jesus, as
Ho oraved the sympathy of His fricads as Ho agonized in ths
garden This gave me msny a awoet suggestionaboat tha homan-
ity of Jesus. Then I thought of what Ha means by it now when
He asks us to watch with Him. Agsin, I thonght of the need our
friends oft-ticass bave of our waking aympathy, and that thers is
atime when, if at all, this sympathy mest be shown ; that whexn
$his timeia past, if we havo only slept we may as wall slecp on.
A word taken thus every day and meditated upon through the
basy hoars, and whan wo ars on oar bad, cannot bus gira its rich
spiritoal he'p and nourishment to the soul.

Tho Biblo yiclds up its valae and help to us only whin wo
Tooeiva its truths into our hoart and take its lessons into oaor life.
It ia God’a word, but we cnn get blersing even {rom God's word
ovly whon wolst ths word speak to us and then sabmit oar wills
and all our life to it. Il ws havosinned, the Bible can give ns
Pporos only by lendiog us in the divine way to tho laos of pardon.
If wo are in sorrow, it can comfort us only when we xoceps the
divios consolations, and quict oor heart {n resting upon them, IR
wo ars in dangor, it can be & proteotica to us ocly as ws balisve
its words of promiss and hide oorselves 2wy in tho refoge of the
divino love. Not tho Bible, bat God, 1s the source of all blassing
and good, and the Biblocan blerz us only ss it brings us into
10ving fellowabip with God.

dition . . . whom the Lord shall consume with the
spirit of His mouth, and shall destroy with the brightness
of His coming,” (2. Thess 1. 38) This is what the Word

Introductory.~Six months have passed since we last
studied concerming David ; and six years or more stretched
berween the incident then studied— fonathan's loving leave-
taking —and the present event — David’s coronationas King
of Judah. When, with teans, Jonathan showed his friend
that he was no longer safe in Saul's court he flad, and
lonathan’s life was nearly <aenficed by tis father's fury
over vid sescape.  From T'hilistia, where he fimst sought
refuge, Pavid soon returned to Judab, where, in 2 cave
near Adullam, he gathered around him a few hundred ad-
venturers who had ured of Saul's ruie.  Together they lived
by ferays on the Philistines, who atthis ume overran Judah,
and by levies miade on neighbonng towns as the price of
David’s protection.  After a while he marched around the
lower end of the D2ad Sea and left his aged parents in
charge of the King of Maal, with whem, as well as the

King of Ammon and the King of Gath, he kept on friendly
terms. When the Philistines and the Israelites got ready
for the tremendous struggle which soon ended in the over-
throw of Saul and the ruin of the earlier Israelite kingdom,
David's position became exceedingly delicate and difficult.
He was cast out of the Philistine army ulthough he had
been a faithful adherent of the Phibistine king, and after
adventures of a romantic and picturesque sort he found
himself at the head of an army in the southern part of
Judah, in the midst of national anarchy, but with a number
of fortified towns about him whose leaders were inclined to
accept his claims as king. The question arose whether the
time had come for him to assert the kingly rights given by
Sainuel’s ordination.  ‘This lesson shows how this question
was divinely answered, and how David became king over
Judah, goveraing perhaps one third, or a litile less than one-
third, of the terntory which had belonged to Saul.— S. S.
Banuer,

Verse 9y Verse.—Y. 1. * David enquired of the Lord."
—Here at the very outset of Dawvid’s reign we learn the
secret of hius success ; he was accustomed to seek the Lord's
leading and guidance in all matters. Many an anxious
doubt and harassing perplexity would vanish like the mists
of morning, if we would only seek less the wisdom of men
and enquird more ot the Lord.

Christian reader do you dwell there? The szcret of victory
is in dwelling in the ptace of alhance ; when we leave the
precinets of our spiritual Hebroo, we are sure 10 be met by
defeat.

V. 4 “The men of Judah came.”—So let us come to-
day if we have never done so hefore and anomt as king over
our hives great David's greater Soa.

\. 5. “Blessed be ye of the Lord."—Such were
David's generous words of approval to the men of Jabesh-

})rofeuion ot faith, and sixteen by certificates
tom other churches. It must be very grasi-
fyiug to ita mapy fricnds to learn that the
young and vigorous congregation is being
favored with such manifest tokens of Divine
favor. Rev. A. AicMillan, who, within a
comparatively recent period, was indocted
into the charge, is cspocislly to be congratu-
lated on the growing prospetity of the congre-
gation.

Rev. E. Aston, Merrickville. will
spend a three months’ leave of absence
on account of ill-health in Scotland.

Rov. R. Al. Hamilton, of Brantford,
was presented with o gold-headed cane,
by the Presbyterian congregation at
Burford, over which he was moderator
durin~ its vacancy.

Dedication services were held in the
new St. Andrew’s church, Windsor, on
Jupe 1ith. Rev. Dr. McKay, of Mon-
treal, preached at both services. The
crowd that attended in the moming
and evening exceeded the seating capa-
city of the church. The offering at
both services amounted to_about $900.
Next Sunday Rev. Dr. Mclaren, of
Xnox College, Toronto, will occupy the
pulpit.

The congregation of St. Andrew's
church, Lanark. proposc celebrating the
seventy-fifth anniversary of the organ-
ization of Presbylerianism in the_vil-
lage by bholding a garden party onJune
24th. On tho following Sablath specinl
anniversary services will bo held inthe
church, to be conducted Ly Mr. Scott,
Perth, and on the following Monday
evening there will be 2 meecting held
in the church to Lo addressed Ly sev-
eral of the ministers.

Tho sacrament of the Lond’s Supper
was dispensed in Central and Guthrio
churches, Oro, on the first Sabbath of
June. Eight new members wero add-
od to the roll on profession of faith.
Orver two bundred immembers sat down
at the Lord’s Tablo in these two
churches. Since the settiement of Mr.
Campiell over thess umited ocongrega-
tions some two years nT ono hundred
and twenty-nine names bave heen plac-
ed on the rolls, and including St. An-
drew’s, Oro station, onn hundred nnd
seventy-two.
