Business
during the past two msontis, however, lias not
increased sufficiently te e n'ble tlem to meet
thèir first extension paeynents on the 15th inst.,
and they have assigned in trust to Mr. Moffatt,
a Winnipeg banker. No statement lias yet been
received by the creditors, but the liabilities are
not expected to exceed $120,000, at the outside,
and the surplus is expected to be about $40,000.
The creditors are chiefly in this city, with a few
leading Toronto houses, The members of the
firm, who bave been known to the trade here
for many years, are highly spoken of as good
business men, Mr. Bryce hacing been in business
for several years in Oshawa, while ß[r. Alex-
aender l'ails from Bowmanville. The estate is
expected to pay in full.

THE BUSINESS OUTLOOK.

It may be assumeci that the utterances
of the leading bankers of..the Dominion
at the various annual meetings ield and
to be held, vill have their legitimate
weight with all those engaged in commer-
cial pursuits. As regards Lthe Banks, the
profits seem to have realized what ve
should imagine to have been the most
sanguine expectationi of those interested
in the stock of those institutions. But.
lor exceptional losses incirred duîring
the last few months of the year the Bank
of Montreal would have added S500,000 to
its rest after paying a dividend of 10 per
cent. There can be no doubt as to the
desirability of those engaged in commerce
exercising great caution and avoidingany
undue expansion of business. There is
tolerably good ground to expect a large
immigration this year, and of a better
class than usual. 'lie Canadian Pacfic
Rtilhvay Co. are pushing forward their
works witl the greatest energy, and have
necessarily brouglt into the country a
vast amount of capital, amounting, as
Mr. Smithers stated at the Bank of
Montreal meeting, to many millions.
Other important enterprises are aiso
being prosecuted wiith foreign capital,
and there seems no good ground for
appreiensionic of any immediate commer-
cial crisis. Thereis of course a good deal
of anxiety as to the harvest, and especially
as it is generally believed that the fall
wleat has been much injured. Mr.
Smitiers is not cite to take an over

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sanguine view of the future, and it would
be very unfortunate if lie were. It is
most desirable in the public interest that
al tendency to speculation should be
checked. We are not surprised that the
very sanguine paragraph in the report of
the New York Chamber of Commerce
should have led him to suggest doubts as
to its correctness. It was said:-" In
" surveying our ovn horizon of commer-
"cial enterprise we fail to discover one
" cloud of menace, and look forward
"with cheerful confidence to a year of
" great prosperity to the entire country."
Now it is well-known, as pointed out by
Mr. Smithers, that there have been a
considerable number of mercantile fail-
ures of late quite suflicient to excite
nneasiness, and moreover lie called atten-
tion to the unfavorable condition of the
iron trade, to recent strikes, and to the
unsatisfactory accounts in relation to
w'iiter wheat.

As regards Canada the chief ground for
uneasiness is the overproduction of mianu-
factured goods. The stimulus givenî to
the production of native manufactures
by the protective tariff lias resulted, as
many feared tlat it would, in an over-
supply. Our market is limited, and it is
hardly possible to determine the precise
limit which should not be exceeded.
There is a concurrence of opinion between
those best able to form an opinion as to
the fact of over production, but it may
be hoped that it is not too late to apply
the proper remedy. It is encouraging to
learn that as a rule the retailers are not
overstocked vvith goods, and there seems
no ground for believing that the value of
stocks is likely to be materially reduced.
One of the most alarming symptoms as
to the future is the state of the United
States currency. There lias been a
graduai expansion of the silver currency,
and it lias at lastbecomie to be-a nuisance
to the trade very similar to our old silver
nuisance. The coinage ls constantly
going on and there is an attempt to main-
tain a gold standard, whihe by law there
is both a gold and a silver standaid.
Unless sonie remedy be promptly found,
it seems higlly probable thiat the United
States will have practically a silver
standard. Thle remedy is very simple,
but it is doubtful whether Congress will
be willing to apply it. In France there

i no longer a coinage of silver, and a
similar policy would very shoitly remove

aIl ground for complaint in the United
States. Nothing would please the Englisli
monometallists more than that the

United States should be compelled to
adopta silver standard, and circumstances
at preseit tend very mucl ta such a

result. Let us in conclusion express a
hope that the President of the Bank of
Montreal is correct in his belief that
there is a prevailing conservatism among
an important class of the community,
whichi is itself an omen of better things
to come, and that the tendency to
inflation does not exist to anything like
the saine degree thiat it did a year ago.
There is no serious cause for alarm as to
thé innuediate future, but commercial
panics, like political revolutions, conme
like a thief in the night.

THE TuIES ON LORD LANSDOWNE.

It is much to be regretted that there
should be eien a whisper of discontent
among any portion of oui' mixed popula-
tion at the appointment of thue Marquis
of Lansdowne as successor to our present
Governor General. The Marquis, most
unfortunately fori himself, is a large landed
proprietor in Ireland, and it is not sur-

prising that lie should be unwilling to,
concur in what lie probably looks on as
the virtual confiscation of his property.
An Irishi representative, Mr. O'Donnell,
M.P. for Dungarvan, lias given notice.o
a motion to the effect that the appoiht-
ment of the Marquis of Lansdowne is cal-
culated to excite grave discontent among
the oppressed Irisl. The only possible
object in such a motion must be to induce
the Irish in Canada to stultify themsel ves
by exhibitinga feeling of hostili.ty to their
new Governor General, which it may be
hIoped their good sense will lead them to
refrain friom exhibiting. The Irish have
besu the only class of oui mixed popula-
tion that lias seen fit to engage actively
in the politics of their Mother Country.
The English, Scotch, French and Germans
have never deemed it consistent with
their duty to Vhe country of their adop-
tion to introduce as questions for discus-
sion the real or supposed grievances of
their Mother Country. On the other
hand the old Irish party disputes which
have been raging for centuries, and which
have no real. bearing on Canadian politics,
are cariied on with as much activity as if
there w'as some live question at issue.

The London Tines, not being what is
generally understood as a party newspa-
per, lias given its opinion on the appoint-
ment of the Marquis of Lansdowne, and,
that opinion is at least entitled to respect.
We are assured that "lhis character and

bis antecedents mark him out as in
every way fitted for the high position for
whichî he has been chosen. le is the
head of a great house, and the heir of
many generations of tlie purest Whig tra-

"ditions. Hi father was under-Secretary

"for Foreign Affairs after the Crimean
war; his grandfather was for some twenty

"years a cabinet minister and his great
grandfather was the celebrated Earl of

'Shelburne, the colleague and successor
ot the Marquis of Rockingham." The

older statesmen of the family flourished
inItle times when a liberal policy for Ire-
land w'as a leading question at issue
between the rival Tory and Whig parties,
to the latter of which the Lansdowne
family las invariably belonged. 'To the
traditions of the family the bater mdmbers
of it have consistently adhered.

The separation of Lord Lansdowne from
the administration of Mr. Gladstone was
on the ",Compensation for Disturbance
Bill," but when that bill was passing
througlh the H1ouse of Lords, lie refused
to take the responsibility of rejecting the
measure, although there is no doubt that
personally he lias been a considerable
sufferer both by the Land Act and by
the anti-rent agitation, and it cannot be
denied that his secession was natural,
and that his subsequent refusai to do
more than criticize was patriotic and
statesmanlike. Since that period Lord
Lansdowne lias ceased to be an opponent
oh the Government, and the Prime Minis-

ter, by offering hii a great colonial posi-
tion, lias showvn that lie does not consider
a ditèrence on one point to be any bar to
cordial co-operation in other departments.
In the opinion of the Tines, Mr. Gladstone
bas shown a just appreciation of the
qualities of industry, common sense and
sound judgment for whicli Lord Lans-
downe bas always been remarkable, and
also of those other social qualities wliich
are scarcely lessa necessary to a Governor
General of Canada. The Times expresses
its hope, and itis one which we sincerely
hope will be participated in by thepeopls
of Canada of all nationalities, that ' no.
"unusual difficulties or vexatious politi-
"cal problemns of the first importance
' vil meet the new Governor on his
"arrivai.

The Tines has taken the opportunity
to bear its testimony to the satisfactory
working of the confederation, holding
that the tendency towards union among
the most widely separated Provinces is
beoining stronger. It acknowledges the
vast importance of the Canadian Pacific
Railway ainid of the vast wheat-growing
lands of Manitoba and the North Western
districts resembling and bordering on
that territory. ILt then takes up what it
describes as " one or the most pressing
" problems of the day " the question of
Irish emigration, the relation of the Ca-
adian Government to which " is a niatter
of profound interiest to this country." It
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s 'generally-un derstood that negotiations
are in progress between the Imperial and
Canadian Governments as ta the best
mode of providing the ways and ineans for
paying the expenses consequent on the
renoval and settlement in the North
West of a large number of Irish. It is
assumed that Lord Lansdowne would take
a lively interest in the promotion of suchi
a scheme, and that lie miglt be able ta
retider valuable services both ta Canada
and ta Ireland in connection witht it. The
Times lias miore than once described the

plan of a body of Canadian cipitalists for
taking out and settling upon unoccupied
lands in the North West some 10,000
families fron the congested districts oE
the West ai' Ireland. It is known that
the Inperial Govverniment lias made
objections ta the details of the plan, and
that it has prescribed conditions before
consenting ta advance the necessary
funds. It seems reasonable that security
should be given for the recouping of all
advances for such an object, and more-
over, unless such recouping should be
secured, it could not be expected that
further advances would be made. If the

scheine be properly worked tie lands of
the settlers would afFord the best possible
security for all advances made, and the
Canadian Government must necessarily
undertake the responsibility of recoud-
ing the linperial Government. It is saip
that thesubject of· - rish emigration lias
been thorougily studied in detail by the
Marquis of Linsdowne, who will be able
to retider imost valuable assistance ta bis
constitutional advisers an a question
which is second to nona in point of inter-
est. Wo aire trily glad to find the Lon'
doi Tines lending its poverful aid ta the
satisfactory solution of a question of such
immense inportance both ta Ireland and
Canada, as a well considered schieme of
seli"support.ing eiigratión from the for-
mer country to the latter.

SPECULATION IN BANK STOCOS.

We are inclined ta think that there is
soie msisconception as to Mi'. Buchanan',
stateient in regard to the nuniber o
shares of Bank o Montreatl stock now on
the street. We cannot pretend ta kiow
Mr. Buchanan's own opinion on the sub
joct, but it is evidently hie Opinion a
others that 3,875 suhares held by the City é
District Savings 13ank of Mon treal and thi
Caisse d'Econinie of Quebec are not ahl
for speculative purposes. It must there
fore be iiagined that the institution
above naied have invested in this stoc
On thei' own accouint, whereas thar
cannot be the slightcst doubt that tii

shares in question represent loans on
margin. It must be borne in mind that
7,000 shares of Bank of Montreal stock
are of the market value of nearly three
millions of dollars-a large amount of one
kind of stock to be in the hands of specu-
lators. One cause for the speculation in
Bank stocks in Canada is the want of
eligible securities of another kind. In
New York the market is flooded with
railroad shares and bonds, and bank shares
are not mucli sold for speculation.

It is greatly ta be feared, judging from
what takes place elsewhere, that in all
cities where there is a stock exchange
there will be speculation in stocks; but it
is most unfortunate that it should take

place in bank stocks, which are for nany
reasons highly objectionable.

COMMERCIAL TREATIES.

We are grateful ta the London Adver-
liser for his admission that the "JoUaNAL

or Com3nmzcE is usually very accurate in
its statements and exceedingly well-
informed," but we cannot admit that in
discussing the International Treaty Ques-
tion, we have fallen into any error of
importance. We do not profess to be so
well informed as our contemporary, vho
probably bas laid good opportunities of
being so, as to the precise nature of what

passed between the late Senator Brown
and the United States Executive at
Washington. We are assured that there
I were no formal negotiations," and Mr.

Fish, it is said, merely treated 4 as the
Canadian proposition," the draft of a
treaty, which, after protracted confer-
ences, was sent to the Senate. One thing is
certain, viz., that " the Canadien proposi-
tion " was not et all what Senator Brown
would have preferred, but was what Mr.
Fish led him ta think would alone
satisfy the United States. However, ve
may cite another instance, that of the
United States diplomatist who visited
Engiand ta negatiate for the setulement
of «tie Alabamsa dlaims, and wlso after
protracted negatiations camle ta au agree-
ment whici Nvas rejected by the Senate.

of instruction, but we must adhere to
oui' opinion that ini negotiations with
foreigners the limitations on the Excutive
aremost inconvenient. We feel assured
that in the Vienna negotiations matters
hlad not proceeded ta such a length as
the Advertiser seems to believe. We may
be permiitted to call the Idvertiser's
attention ta the 'extract which he lias
made from our columns, which contains
a passage which will not be found there.

THE GRAND TRUNK AND THE CITY.

IL is now several weeks since we sub-
mited the most conclusive proof of the
utter falsehsood of the allegations, which,
nevertheless, have been persistently
repeated, that the Corporation of Mon-
treal ever lent its bonds to the Grand
Truulk Raihvay Company. The origin of
the transaction was the taking of stock
in the St. Lawrence and Atlantic Railway
by the Corporation, the railway Company
agreeing ta accept in payment the bonds
of the Corporation at par, although at the
time ,worth much less. Mr. George
Washington Stepliens, ivhen lie under-
takes ta discuss the merits of this claim,
should state whether ie admits the truth
of this allegation, or wiether he is pre-
pared to maintain the correctness of the
statements of someofhlis partizans, which
we have stigmatized as false. We have
repeatedly challenged the advocates of
the claim of the city ta state explicitly on
what it is founded. There seems ta be
some extraordinary mystery hanging over
the question. We are bound to.believe
that the city must have obtained a pro-
mise of sone kind from'some one con-
nected witi the Grand Trunk Company,
that that Company would undertaka the
redemption of the city bonds, but unless
the precise facts are published, we shall
retain our opinion that the city's claim is
unfounded. At the time wlien the rail.
way ivas first projected, the Seminary Of
iontreal was desirous of lending its aid
and did so, wie have been informed, by
an issue o its bonds, whici were loaned to

f the Company, and regarding which there
lias never been any dispute. The city on
the other hand proposed taking stock

and paying for it vith bonds, receiving in
eaxciange, stock certificates, which it still
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holds. IL is now alleged that the City of
Montreal owes nothing to the Grand
Trunk Company, and it is even pretended
that it would be best for her interest to
build a line to Toronto to be under her
own contrai and thus be free of the dan-
ger of monopoly. There are a good many
of our fellow-citizens who feel keenly the
inconvenience of being without a proper
station, which the Grand Trunk Company
are not likely ta build so long as this
vexations and unjust claim is hanging
over them. Even if we could be con-
vinced that at a time when the affairs of
the Grand Trunk Cormpany were in a much
more prosperous condition than they
have been during the last quarter of a
century, some rash undertaking ivas given
ta relieve the city of a debt which it had
contracted vith the greatest possible
deliberation, and with the almost unani-
mous consent of its citizens, we should
maintain that it would only be an act of
justice ta abandon such a claim. .What is
most extraordinary is the unwillingness
of those public journals and others who
advocate the claim of the city ta state
distinctly its arigin. By what instrument
did the Grand Trunk Company undertake
ta assume the payment of the City bonds,
issued in payment of stock, which it
voluntarily subscribed for? If there is
such an instrument in existence, was the
persan who gave it duly authorized ta
release one large stockholder at the cost
of others ? Mr. Stephens is very anxious
ta know whether the Aldermen can legal-
ly make an arrangement vith the Grand
Trunk Company ta release it from its
rliability. Perhapa the ordinary shae-
holders in the Grand Trurik Company
may be equally desirous of ascertaining
whether it was legally in the power of
any one or more persans ta assume the
payment of bonds given in payment of
stock in the Company, and thereby ta
give a preference ta one shareholder over
others. It is ta be hoped that late as it
is, Mr. Stephens, who must know the facts,
vill tell the honest truth as ta the origin

of the city claims.
ILt as been repeatedly asserted that

several lawyers have given opinions in
favor of the City's claim. If so, a case
must have been submitted ta them, and
surrely such case might have been made
public.

We are in receipt of the Abstract Re-
port of the Ontario Inspector af Insur-
ancé,-compiled from the returns of the
companies for the year ending 31st

December, 1882, preliminary ta the per-
sonal investigation of the Inspector. The
number of I" purely mutuals" reporting is
increased from 49 in 1881 ta 51 in 1882i
the River Speed and the Trade and Com-
inerce having retired the McGillivray
reports being in this abstract but not in
1881, and The Lobo-London Township and
Norfolk making thieir first appearance.
We trust that the complete Report of the
Inspector will be complete indeed by
including statements of the affairs of
the Eastern, Grand River, Iome District,
Hamilton Mutual General and Hydrant
Branches and Hose Pipes, Lincoln
Farmers,-Phœnix or: Queen or Trade
and Commerce, or whatever names
it may have sailed under,-River Speed
and such other of the species as have
been born, flourished and disappeared
under the Inspector's protecting wings.

The abstracts for 1880, 1881 and 1882
present the following data, which may be
of interest for comparison.

The companies hold a large amount of
cash, being respectively $441755, $40,800
and $49,318.

The Dominion Grange appears ta be in-
creasing its liabilities in a greater ratio
than its assets, a msatter for its serions
consideration. The item of Borrowed
Money is one ta which ,we have again ta
draw attention, as we believe the privilege
of borrowing ta be full of danger ta both
companies and policyholders, and its ex-
ercise ta ]ead, almost invariably, ta ruin.
The Borrowed Money statements of the
purely mutual companies reveal some
curions bookkeeping for instance, the
Brant County lias paid out $30, more
than it has received.

sThe Blanshard had, at the end of 1880.
liability for borrowed money, $128.
In 1881 theyneither borrowed nor repaid;
but in 1882 they borrowed $250, mak-
ing a total indebtedness of $468, of.
which they repaid nothing, an d yet they
report liability under this head as $265,
-a difference of $203.

The Grand River, Home District, Ham-
ilion and River Speed, each of whom had
laige indebtedness for borrowed money
atend of 1880, have all been discontinued.

The Huron and Middlesex had liabilit-y
at end of 1881 for money borrowed $418.35,
whiich dces not appear in thcir report for
1882 as being repaid, and yet they do not
include this amount with the additional
$1,300 borrowed in 1882 as a liability at
the end of the year. The Lennox and
Addington borrowed money accounit does
not agree by $145.76.

The McGillivrary report for 1880 does
not appear. The Missouri charges its
borrowed money ta interest accounb.

The Sim coe reported liability for
borrowed money at end of 1880, $263.-
16 but it neither reports payment nor
liability since, 'so it must have either
erred in its figures, or by repudiating its
liabilities, erred in its practice. The
Usborne and Hibbert is a very different
kind of a company, as it reported liability
for borrowed money at end of 1880, $100.
Borrowed in 1881, nothing, and yet it
repaid in 1881 $164.

The Williams adds its interest account
to its borrowed money account.

The anuial ttciiig of the ieniers of this
Associationi was hitel at 162 8. James street the
7th intst. 'l'le President, Mr. A. De lartigny,
Occupiel the chair, and amîîong those present
wcre Dr J. L. Leprolhon, Dr. J. J. Gueriti,
Messrs. B. Globenltsky, John L: Gassidy, E. La-
framboise, G. G. Siovdoin, J. A. 1.

ThLe Sccretary read the minutes, hie aninual
report of the Direclors, and the report of the
Auditor, Mr. M. Guterin, as follows:

The Directors have imutîcht pîleaîsuîre in present-
ing to yOu their Ainitiual RIeport of the.opîert-
tions if the Association, for the fiscal ycar
ending April 30th, 1883. W'e nîow have the
total nib ler of 2,4190 certilicates issued, cover-

ing benefit to the anount of $5,615,000, being
an incrcease of over four millions of dollars dur-
ing the past year, as at tlie beginning of the
fiscal year the number of certificates isstued iras
877, coveringanamnouitof benefit of $1,512,000.
Up ta the close of the previois year, we hadl no
deaths i sinice ilien we have hald four deathts,
three in lthe Provident Glass, and one in Glass
13, one of the deceased membliers being in both
classes. The amîîount realized fron assessments
lias been $5,544.07, as appears in Annexed
Statnieet. Out of this siuc, $C,278.53 have
licou peaid to tie lieneliciaries of the deceasei
menibers, the balance standing to the credit of
ieserved andti M îortality Fiuinds. Up to the
begining of this fiscal year, we hadl but few
Agencies, and those n ore ii hie Province of
Queliea. Sirce then we have extended our
businîess to the .\laritime Provinces and to
Ontario, andit is gratifying to have to say tiiat
the returis fom the Agencies in those Pro-
vinces have greatly increased the volume of our
business. This successiul result lias been
obtiained at a less ouîtlay of money than lias
ever been knovn for secuîring the saime amouit
of business. We have not called on our nen-
bers for a single dollar ofni money outside of the
average $2.25 pier $1,000 allowed for expenses
througli the annual dues. 'Tie extra outlay re-
quired to so largely extendl the business lias
been provided, in a great measure, by the admis-
sion l'ees of tlie iew aillliciants theinselves.
During the past year the various departmîents
of lte Association have perfornied their dtlles
to the satisfaction of the Buard. Great credit
is dite to the Medical Departanent for the care dis-

layed in the section of unimnpaired risks, htav-
titg rejected, duritng the year a considerable
nuilber Uf impdesirable aplications. This rce,
withl tIhe r gid enforceuments of our prohibited
list of occupations, lias madle our mortality ex-
ceptionially low, being intci guider the ordiery
rate called for by the Aimericai Experience
Table of Mortality. The cost fir eadh thousantid
dollars lienelit, at lthe average age of 40, lias
cost our ieibers, for the past yetr, (including
anuial dues) but six dollars and ten cents
~$.10), bwilst lt the same age, in the old line

Lifel Assurance Comîpanties, the rate per thou-
sand is $3b .7t.

Your Directors were anxious to afford :as
muclh secrtiity to the members tes could possibly
bl obtained, and, witi this view, they have lui-
duced sucht legislatiou as to irovide for the re-
cognition of our Association by name and
nature in Assemnbly Bill 139, to which iwe refer
you. Uidèr provisions of liat Bill, the affaira
of the Association hall un,îder the supervision
and inspection of the Govermneit, wlo audit
and report antitally upon the condition of such
Associations ls ours. It is also provided by the
Bill, that our Reserve Ftnd cai be deposited in
trust with the Goveriment, for the security of
ail certificate-holders, wherever they may
reside. 'To give eect to this provision, tIhe
Directors have passed a resolution naking it a
standing rue that the Reserve Fund, for every
live thousand dollars set aside, shall be iiVested
ini Federil Bonds, aud depositei as aforesaid.
We rotbr yeu again to tlhe restiution which was
passed, and mailed to yot. ln the new By-Luaws
and Constitution, which we submitl for youtr
approval, Art. 11., Sec. 3, provides thait ' the
liteserve Fî nd shali be linvested in public secur-
ilies of such kind and nature as the Board of
Directora may determine, and sucl securities
shall be depîosited in trust.. With. thh Govern-
nient, in virtle of Asseblily 13ill139." Tbis By-
La i ikes lthe provisions of the Bill, in relation
to this trtst-depiosit, imperative. This Associa-
tion, like the besti regultdted instituttions of the
lIind in Enghtid ani the United States, makes
provision for a wvell-adjusted Reserve Fund,
and ample fbis; al contigencies. Like lthe Life
Insurance Companies, it is dependent uion the
voluntry paymiielts made to itl by its nieibers,
to enable it to ueet its claims. The old'>line

cmaiscall thlese p)aymlents "1premiiumls,"'
and are payable aitiiully, sein-annîîually,
quarterly nio monthly. We call thicin I assess-
vients." Tieir rites are tixed and large, and
are estimated upon ait assuied mortality. Tbis

Association collects these paiyments on actual
morialily. The result is that a large ainount is
saved annually to those who seek protection
for their familles under our plan. Eacli systein
lias its specific merits and warm ,advocates.

Ve recommend a careful sutidy of our systemn,
and refer you to iLs great success in Europe and

the United States. Ve are succeeding beyond
our most sanguine expectations, and our pros-
pects are both briglit and encouraging. We
ask you to join in with is i n stil f,urther ex-
tending the benelits and advanîcing the inteiests
of pur Association. We deeply regret that we
have met with a serious loss in the deati of our
laite Secretary-Treasurer, tIr. Hiram J. Duclos.
lie died in April, afqer a painful and lingering
illness, carrying with him the respect and
esteemu of ail who knew him. Mr. Arthur Gag-
non, Secretary-Treasurer of the Royal Canadien
Insurance Company, of this city, bas been un-
aimously elected to fill the position made
vacant by the death of Mr. Duclos. He brings
to his duties experience and executive ability.
